Geoffrey Fell was tournament 
secretary (taking entries for all 
events at his house in 
Keighley) and Margery 
Cartwright, Yorkshire secre­
tary, acted as congress secre­
tary, manning the reception 
desk at congresses and organ­
ising the department-store 
prize rooms which were the 
fashion of the day.

EBU in 1978, and continued 
for a further four or five years. 
My services in helpi ng to 
organise the contents of the 
prize room were gladly 
accepted but Margery took 
sole control of the display, 
and her presence at reception

Margery - a loyal 
worker for bridge 
was friendly but formidable. 

When Geoffrey Fell died in 
1971, Stuart Staveley was 
recruited as tournament secre­
tary (his wife, Anne, was 
already Master Points secre­
tary). There was still a critical 
distinction between competi­
tions and congresses in those 
days - it has since become 
rather blurred - and responsi­
bility for entries was divided: 
those for competitions went to 
the Staveleys' address on 
Bledlow Ridge and those for 
congresses to Margery in 
Bridlington. 

These arrangements contin­
ued after the Staveleys moved 
house to Thame but in October 
1974 the EBU's first central 
h eadqu arters opened at 15(b) 
High Street, Thame. Stuart 
became executive secretary and 
Doris Nicholson became the 
first work-a-day competitions 
secretary. Margery gradually 
handed over responsibility for 
congress entries between then 
and 1977 (the operation was no 
doubt akin to pulling teeth). 

Margery's other principal 
service to the EBU was as a 
tournament scorer, which 
ceased only when computers 
began to take over in the early 
80s. She and I acted as lieu­
tenants to Harold - and were 
the recipients of most of his ill­
humour- at many a night-long 
session scoring the Brighton 
Swiss Pairs, the Portland and 
other such mammoth enterpris­
es. But her pride and joy "':'as 
the Charity Simultaneous Parrs, 
appropriately played for the 
Geoffrey Fell Cup, which was 
scored at Sowerby 
Bridlington, until 1981. Dunng 
her reign the event's procee.ds 
always went to her favounte 
charity, the RNLI . The 
of computer scoring comcrded 
with a decision by th e EBU 
Board to donate to different 
charities every year. It was the 
nearest Margery ever c.ame to 
faJiing out with the un.'on but 
her loyalty to YorkshJre, the 
EDU, and above all the game 
' t If was s trong enough to 
I se ' d' · tment withstand any rsappom . 
Margery was a rock. 

Eric p 11dsey, secretary of 
Yorkslrire CBA, writes: Ma.rgery 
devoted over half her ltfe to 

bridge organisation at club, 
county, and national level, 
always ably assisted by her late 
husband Alick and sister Lilian. 
She was espedalJy happy work­
ing for charitable causes. After 
she retired as county secretary 
in 1980 she was made a vice 
president of the county. 

In her younger days, she was 
a formidable opponent at the 
table and played with consider­
able success in county and 
national ladies' teams events. 

I last saw her in hospital 
before her death when she knew 

her days were numbered. 
Typically, she was cheerful 
and positive, commenting: 
"I'm not afraid to go. I've 
had a marvellous life." I 
assured her that over many 
years she had given help 
and encouragement to 
countless numbers of play­
ers, including myself, as I 
succeeded her as Yorkshire 
secretary. 

The bridge world as a 
whole, and myself in partic­
ular, have lost a good 
friend.
