In 2010 Kate Moore won the composition prize at the Carlsbad Festival (USA) for which she wrote the unforgettable Violins & Skeletons. She was given the opportunity to write for the Calder Quartet. Kate Moore has invited The Hague Ensemble Klang in addition to the Calder Quartet for this evening’s performance, to launch Klang’s new album Debris & Alchemy.

In 2010 Kate Moore was given the opportunity to write for the American Calder Quartet, famous for encouraging grand and innovative ideas no matter how extreme or impractical. Kate wrote a piece in which four string quartets – one live and three recorded – are heard simultaneously. Violins & Skeletons is a pure sensation of sound, where threads of rhythms and chords slowly evolve, weaving in and out, rubbing against each other to create a beautiful tangle.

For this evening’s performance Kate Moore has invited The Hague Ensemble Klang in addition to the Calder Quartet for the concert, to launch their latest album Debris & Alchemy. The event will be a mix of chamber music from the 21st century with resonances of gothic rock, experimental avant-garde and 60s folk/ pop. During the evening there will be a presentation of an art-house documentary film No Man's Land by director Shiri Limor.

The members of the Calder Quartet may come the closest to the status of rock stars in the world of classical strings quartets. They have worked with such composers as Terry Riley, Christopher Rouse and Thomas Adés, but also with indie rock bands such as The Airborne Toxic Event and Vampire Weekend. They also regularly perform works by young composers. The group has toured through North America with rock star Andrew W.K. and has been a guest in David Letterman’s Late Show, The Tonight Show with Jay Leno, Conan O’Brien’s Tonight Show, Jimmy Kimmel’s Late Night, and the Late Late Show with Craig Ferguson. 2011 saw their debut performance in Carnegie Hall.
