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Upgrading SmoothTraffic

To upgrade to the latest version:

1 Log on to your Smoothwall System, browse to the System > Maintenance > Modules page and 
Click Refresh module list..

2 In the Available modules area, locate SmoothTraffic and click Install. Your Smoothwall System 
installs the latest version. The next step is to reboot your Smoothwall System. 

3 Browse to the System > Maintenance > Shutdown page, select Immediately and click Reboot.

Once your Smoothwall System has rebooted and you have logged on, you can review your
