Aims
The Altogether Stronger Project was designed by Yorkshire MESMAC and funded by NAHIP and CHAPS to explore the challenges in delivery and uptake of services to meet the sexual health needs of African MSM living in the UK. Four objectives were agreed:
1. To investigate the barriers and challenges faced by service providers in engaging and meeting the sexual health needs of African MSM.
2. To explore the expressed needs of African MSM using personal accounts collected from the Altogether Stronger Survey and Focus group.
3. To present the preliminary findings at Yorkshire MESMAC’s annual general meeting
4. To produce a written report and toolkit for dissemination among CHAPS and NAHIP partners and broader stakeholders. The written outputs are intended to provide an assessment of need, accompanied by good practice recommendations for those services wishing to address the sexual health needs of African MSM.
