· Report landlord to brewery

· The group should talk directly with the people involved

· Work with venue to raise awareness

· File a complaint

· Venues should be polite and show manners

· Positive media portrayal of African MSM

· Promote healthy attitudes for Black and African MSM

· Assertiveness training for the group

· Customer service awareness training for the venue

	Recommendations and feelings

	· There is no place for racism or any form of discrimination on the scene, educate and raise community awareness

· Name and shame culprits; report crime

· Promote equality and diversity and good customer care

	· Empathetic with a deep understanding of cultural issues

· Concern, wanting to help but need more training

· I can connect with Munya

· Takes time to address this issue

· Frustrated

· Understand his situation

· Able to identify with it

· I empathise

· Cost of disclosure

· Supportive to Munya

· Take a step back and look at cultural beliefs


	· Immigration, does he have residency

· Munya doesn’t really know what the ‘family’ and it’s individuals within it really feel

· Are they / would they be accepting?

· Are they outwardly homophobic for community acceptance reasons

· Might the sisters be accepting ( do they have Gay friends at school)

· Are support services to reflect his needs available

· Safety

· Accommodation and relocation options

· Social networks and internet support

· Internalised religious messages

· Stability of coming out

· Being Gay, not sure how to come out

· Pressure into a decision not for him

· Stigma stereotypes

· Mental health risk

· Independence: how much does he have and how to assess it

· Cultural background and religion how important is this for them

· Deep seated sense of shame

· Pressure to come out or get married creates problems

· Identity barriers

· Stigma

· Divorce can harm families, individuals and siblings

· Outcast by culture and community


	· Probably encourage him not to get married as this would be loveless, hurt the wife and would not solve his sexuality issue

· Can either tough it out (perhaps with the help of friends, sisters, support groups or Black LGB&Ts

· Save face and have a ‘marriage of convenience’ with a Lesbian in a similar situation

· Let him know his legal rights in the UK

· Ascertain how happy or upset he feels about the situation, is he desperate? Could he walk away from his family?

· Could he move elsewhere/work and live independent of the family

· Support his agenda

· Peer support

· Support for the family

· Are there any allies in the family

· Advice on how to cope with the situation and Gay life

· Refer to BME support groups

· Support network of friends

· Explore coming out what 24/7 services are available

· Explore the potential of marriage, to please family not Munya

· What does Munya want

· Refer to safe houses further afield as well as relevant support agencies

	Recommendations and feelings

	· If Munya is desperate he needs referring to housing and counselling support services

· Does the family know of FFLAG to encounter others in similar situation?

· Identify suitable services to support Munya

· Train families to support and be sensitive to LGB&T issues

· He is extremely young

· This is his first experience

· It’s an unfamiliar culture and environment

· CJ is a child
	· Needs education

· Needs engaging with professionals

· Needs time to connect at his pace and understand his needs

· Wider cultural differences

· Consequences of risk behavior drugs, HIV & STIs

· Being exploited by older men

· Being encouraged to have sex he’s not comfortable with or is not safe

· Being outed to his mother

· Being taken advantage of

· Being eroticised

· Confusion between love and sex

· Venue not appropriate for a first time experience

· Potential power imbalance

· Implications when he goes home

· Implications of mum finding out
	· Family acceptance and support is needed

· Youth groups to support and answer his questions

· May benefit from peer support and normalisation of his situation

· Education might be beneficial

· CJ needs age appropriate environments

· Gay culture education

· Sexual health promotion

· Youth support services awareness through school, library and GP

· Education around exploitation and grooming

	Recommendations and feelings

	· Outreach to young people explaining love, lust and sexual health

· Advertising of services for young LGB&T people on TV to reach them at home
