The building has been re-designed by MoreySmith.

The entrance, with its canopy made from bronze anodised aluminium, leads into a stylish reception 
with marble flooring, feature white gold panelled walls and brass trim detailing. These finishes are 
continued through into the automatic passenger lift car that serves all floors. 

The fifth floor benefits from a double height area with a 4.65m floor to ceiling height, a private 
balcony and roof terrace of approximately 441 sq ft.

The ground floor has the potential to be completely self contained with an independent entrance 
directly off Babmaes Street*.
