The robust base build has the flexibility to be 
adapted for lab use if required by occupiers.

Should a laboratory space within the floor plate 
be required, the raised access floor and service 
floor void can be replaced with localised solid 
floor areas. Made from void former and screed, 
or foamed concrete to provide the low vibration 
required for common lab uses. Where this type 
of base is not required, the floor can be sealed 
to make it impervious to spills and chemicals. 

Additional air handling units can be located 
on the roof and this air can be ducted to the 
laboratory areas from the cores. Additional fan 
coil units or VAV units and a suspended ceiling 
will then be installed to provide fresh air, heating 
and cooling to the lab spaces. 

Riser space allocation suggests that a maximum 
lab-office split of 50/50 will be possible.
