The present arrangements in the city are identical with enclosed
model Scheme except for the item contained in Sec. 10(e) - this
is absent from existing scheme and it will be necessary to have
en order from you directing thet this be inserted.

The contents of Sec. 2 creates a difficulty. The doctors
do not consider themselves under any legal obligation to carry
out the work for patients other than those who are unable to pay
Two of the dispeNsary doctors do not consider themselves under
any legal obligation to do this work at all but they will not
refuse to do poor people and maintain an attitude of 'protest
sgainst the rates of pay. wome children attend for part of the
injections as set out under Sec. 10 (a) & (b) but fail to attend
for full course. Under the present scheme there is no authority
to pay for one injection in case of 10(a) or for omne or two
injections in case of 10(b). <This is not the fault of the doctor
and he has done work which confers a certain amount of immunity

on the child. I advise that some financial arrangements be made
to meet such cases.

Section(3) of the scheme will entail a good deal of clerical

With reference to your letter of the 23rd inst., the
fact that the Immunisation Scheme is not being operated under my
directions is a violatkon of the approved Scheme. Also the nature
of the vork is such that it is not reasonably safe unless directed
by the authorized Medical Officer.

I advised you some months ago that the officers working
the Scheme were ignoring me but you declined to informm them that
they must act under my directions.

My letter of the 19th inst., pointed out to you that
I was uncertain as to its safety. I had already written you
on 1lth January, 1943, asking you for information concerning
matters which I should know in order that I might be in a
position to supervise the Sclheme. I cannot accept responsibility
for the Scheme as long as I am refused facilities to direct and
supervise it in a proper mauner and under the terms of the Scheme
I risk being gulilty of negligence if I do not stop the Scheme.
The terms of the Scheme make me responsible for its direction
and supervision and gives me the power to stop it if I cannot
carry out this duty.

I informed you in my letter that I was anxious
avoid a serious situation such as envisaged in your lMemo of
the 23rd inst.

of their duty in this respect.

With reference to your Order removing the materials from
my charge. You are aware that the Medicsl Officers
refused to give a written authority to the nurse
guthorizing her to receive the meterials from me on their
behalf. I gave the nurse instructions to obtain this
authority or ask the doctors to apply to me. The failure
of the doctors to give the nurse this authority left me no
option but to refuse. The nurse reported the matter to you
and you gave me a peremplory order to give the material to
the nurse without the production of any guthority from the
Medical Officers. I complied with your order and reported
the matter to the Minister of Local Government and Public
Health. You then wrote me informing me that the doctors
would give the written authority to the nurse. I must
protest against the misleading version of this incident as
given in your letter. If you decide that you can give me
directions concerning the storage and disposal of the
materials then it is obvious that these materials are under
your control. Personally, I have no objection to this, but
before I can agree to such a proposition it will be necessary
to have itlembodied in the Scheme.

You state that you hold me responsible for the direction and
supervision of the Scheme. 1 know that according to the
orders of the Department of Local Government and Public
Health, I em responsible to you for this duty end I am quite
willing to do my duty in this respect. It is because I wish
to do this in a proper menner that I advised you to write to
staff. The position has developed to such a state that
T find it impossible to carry out this work. At the very
initiation of the Scheme I gdvised you in 194@ to have a
Scheme set up and 1 sent you & COpPy of a suggested scheme. I
received no reply and early 1941 I received written
instructions from you informing me that you had arranged with
the doctors to start immunisation in St. John's Hospital at
once and directing me to supply you with a list of materials.
At a later date you drew up an immunisation scheme yourself
and sent it to me for my observations. A scheme was
eventually approved by the Government and you gave all the
jnstructions regarding the working of this scheme to my staff
(nurses, doctors and sanitary inspectors) and withheld all
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25th October, 1943.

information from me as to the contents of your instructions

to these officers. This procedure would certainly lead these
officers to the belief that I was of no importaence. I am
convinced that the officers concerned have not been allowed

to realise that they must act according to my directions and
under my supervision. This is further confirmed by the fact
that in January of this year you gave me written instructions
which limited my functions to that of supervision and excluded
power to direct. You will reslise that it is impossible for
me to supervise a scheme that is working according to your
orders end I am in total ignorance as to what orders you heve
given.

Further, I would remind you that some of these officers
are working under the School ledical Inspection Scheme and
under this Scheme they are directed to work under my direction
and supervision. Yet notwithstanding this Goverument Order
you threetened to dismiss me if I gave amy directions to any
of the officers on matters that vitally affected the eyesight
of children. If you think that the City Mansgement Act
gives you power to ignore end ocerrule me on such a matier I
will be compelled to meet such a situation.

This incident alone would compel the staff of my department
to avoid recognising my authority and this state of affairs has
been continually emphasized by a policy which is in delly
operation. The sanitary inspectors are instructed to report
on housing to officers other than the M.S.0.E. Iy directions
to a sanitary inspector on the action to be taken in a case of
typhoid fever have been altered by Mr. Donnmellan who was
acting on your instructions. Holidays and leave of absence
have been given to these officers with complete disregcard of
my requirements in times of pressure of work and the whole
operation of the Public Health Depertment is such that the staff
would seem to be taking risks if they paid any attention to my
directions. This whole atmosphere and incidents must of necessity
influence the staff who are working the immunisation scheme and
I feel I would be acting very unjustly towards my staff if I
complained of their attitude to me or of their failure to report
to ms.

I cannot understand what objection you can have to writing
a note to my staff instructing them that this scheme must be
carried on under my directions end supervision and informing
them the? B€ports on the work must be addressed to the Medical
Superintendent Officer of Health.

In reply to gour letter of the /¢ - W. I wish to
advise as follows:

1. Written instructions should be issued by you to all
the officers working the Diphtherie Immunisation Scheme
to the effect that they will receive all their directions
from me and that they will be supervised by me in
eccordance with the terms of the scheme as approved of
by the lMinister of Local Government and Public Health.

2. Any orders you wish to give concerning the working of
the Scheme will be given to me by you in writing and
no other orders will be valid.

3, The existing orders given oy you which have the effect
of removing the control of materials from my personal
charge will be cancelled.

TIf this sdvice were accepted I can assure the public that
the Scheme is reasonably safe. The present mode of operation of
the Scheme leaves me uncertain of its safety and hence I would be
misrepresenting the facts to the public if I approved of propaganda
in favour of the Scheme. It would further meke me liable in law 1if
any injury was caused to any of the children end I would get into
very serious trouble with my professional superiors 1f I connived
at operating medical schemes that are completely directed by
non-medical officials .

A1l the cleauses of the City Menagement Act would be
interpreted in light of the lMedical Act which establishes the
medical profession on a legal basis with Statutory duties. None
of the cleuses of this latter Act have been repealed or modified
by the City Menagement Act and hence neither the Menasgement Act
nor my status as an official of the Limerick Corporation would
protect me as neither of these relieve me of my responsibility as
a registered medicel practitioner.

Arising from the discussion at our Conference yesterday
regarding above, I desire to state that I have investigated the
matters railsed at a recent meeting of the Corporation, and, from th:
Iinformation placed at my disposal by the staff concerned, the
following explanations are submitted, viz:-

(a) Woman who called to reglster her child in forenoon
was told to come back in the afternoon.

This is correct as the Nurses who reglster the
childrenhave arranged that the hours of registration should be
on Monday and Tuesday of each week at 4-30 pem. I understand
these hours were fixed to sult the Nurses as their dubles
precluded them from accepting registrations at other periods.
Owing to the seriousness of this matter I am prepared to accept
reglstrations in my Office during the official hours on all
days of the week. The only condition I make is, that 1f, owing
to the proposed propaganda, the applications become any way
large in number, clerical assistance should be afforded me for a
temporary periode.

(b) Child reglstered and not ilmmunlised for five weeks.

As I have not got the name of the child I could not

investifate thls particular case. It appears, however, that
there are some 200 reglstrations &n the hands of the Nursing
staff for the past feur weeks in which the fimst injection of
serum has not yet been glvene. This is due to the fact that
the number of children recelving second and third injections
on prearranged dates makes it iImpossible to deal with them all,
A number of fimst injections 1s,however,given,in addition to the
foregoing,to children in order of registration,

Registrations for the time being have fallen off,

Dear Sir,

I beg to acknowledge receipt of your letter of the
5th inst., which restores the materials to the charge of the medical
officers. '

I have noted your verbal instruction which authorizes me
to enter St.John's Hospit al. This authority would be more
satisfactory if you could issue it to me in written form.

To enable me to properly supervise the scheme I will
require copies of orders, instructions, etc. that you have given
the various off icers working the scheme.

I think this is necessary in light of your letter dated
l4th December ,1940, of which the followlng is an extract :

" T have received notification that a direction given
by me to the school nurse to hand over spectacles to the
school children has been countermanded by you. I am
giving you final warning that if there is any further
interference by you in orders made by me, I shall be
compelled to dismiss you from office".

Although the accusation is untrue in the particular case
refereed to, the final sentence refers to all future events. You
will understand that in order to supervise the Scheme 1in an
effective manner and at the same time be subjJect to your orders
it is essential that I should have an exact knowledge of your orders
and directions, otherwise there is the strong probability that I
might countermand or inter fere with directions and order s made
by you when I am unaware of the existence and contents of such
orders, and I think it is unfair that I should be put in a position
that makes me so liable to dismissal.

I think it would be better if you could see your way to
issue orders and directions that concern health affairs to me in
the first instance and I would have these order s transmitted to

thése officers that I haw to direct and supervise. (See Sanitary
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Order No. 3). Orders to other,officers might be sent to me before
you issue them. This procedure concerning orders over and above those
set out in Governmnet Orders would guard against orders being
issued, the operation of which might expose the public to

avoidable risks to their health. It would enable me to make
representations to you without the unpleasantness of publicity

such as has recently happened. You will understand that I as

an official, and as a citizen, and as a responsible member of

my profession must teke steps to avoid medical procedures that
expose the public to avoidable rifk. I am afraid you misunderstand
myg attitude in this matter and you are under the impression

that I am influenced by the desire to obstruct and not by motives
of duty as the latter appears to me from the point of view of a
responsible medical officer of health. Your threats to dismiss or
suspend me are af course a source of anxiety to me but I must face
them and I camnot allow them to prevent me opposing any order

you make If T am convinced that the operation of such order is
medically unsafe. My procedure im such cases wlill be to make

my representations to you, if that falls I next appeal to the
Government and in case of failure to obtuln a hearing in the latter
case I then must notify the public. If I failled to do this

and the deaths of children occurred such as in the Ring case, I
would stend very badly in law and in public reputation not to

speak of my own personal respensibilities in such a grave matter.

Your letter of 8th inst., was before the monthly meeting of
the Governors yesterday and they hed also a report from the lkiedlcal Staff.

I was directed to Inform you that it wduld'be practically ;
impossible to put the Extern Department at your disposal as a Public
Health Clinie. You know how pressed for room we are and what a number
of extern visits are made. You also are aware that Diphtherila
Imminisation is done at St. Johns. 4part from patlients, the Extern
Department has to be used for Lectures.

Besides the Doctors do not think it advisable to Have T.B.
patients dealt with in a building where so many patients are treated
and the task of necessary cleaning sterilizing etc., would be & serious
matter for our limited staff.

Dear Sir,

Referring to the scheme proposed by you for abdve, I wish to
submit the following for your consideration:-

The number of children that annually reach the age of one
year in the County Borough is about 1,300. The immunisation of
those that should be carried out at the expense of public fumnds would
reach the approximate figure of 325. On the assumption that none
had already been immunised this would give a total of a possible
4,000 persons to be immunised.

Apportioning these according to your scheme would give a
possible maximum of 26 persons per clinic.

It is generally accepted that if LO% of persons are lmmunised
the community is effectively protected against the disease. This
gives a figure of 410 persons per clinic.

Actual experience of this work over many years conclusively
/  shows that in the sbsence of an epfidemic not more than 105 to 20%
/! of persons will voluntarily permit immunisation of their children.
| This gives a figure of one person per clinic likely to attend clinics
under your scheme. This would seem to involve a great waste of
Nurses' time.

In reference to the use of St. John's Hospital as a clinie,
under present arrangements and in the absence of a legal agreement
with St. John's I would not possess any right to enter the premises
if such were necessary for the purpose of supervision of the scheme.

The Scheme operated during the past five
years has failed; 10,563 cases immunised during the
period August, 1933, to April, 1939.

A scheme that has any prospects of success must
be carried out by the family doctor. The families to
which the scheme refers are of the class that has the
Dispensary doctor as the family doctor. TUnder these
conditions it is only possible to have a successful
scheme in Iimerick on the condition that it is operated
by the Dispensary doctor.

Unless the parents are educated and encouraged
by the family doctor they will not have thelr children
immunised during inter-epidemic periods. The family
doctor is the only person who has sufficient contact
with confidence of the family required to convince
parents of the necessity of the procedure (see page 17,
Annual Report.)
