At present
the cost per bed in the City Hospital, Limerick is about £1: 11:0
per week so that the addltional cost to the City for the Regional
Hospital would be about £6,786, i.es 90 x £1: 9: O per week.
If the services of the specialists for the Regional Hospital
could be secured on a voluntary basis the sav to be affected
would be considereble. I desire to -lace this fact before you,

I agree that the services we are giving could not be
compared with the services in an up-to-date Regional Hospital
but if we gan cbtain the latter services at a little more then
the present cost I think we should try every avenue of approache

I received youf letter of the 10th ultimo,
containing the resolution of the Limerick City
Council. I have since been in communication
with the Department of Local Government and
Public Health and have learned that as the
Minister has already discussed the matter with
two previous deputations, and sent the Hospitals
Commission to inquire into the situation on the
spot, he is fully acquainted with all the facts.
The Minister's considered opinion is that the
scheme suggested by the Hospitals Commission
1s the best having regard to all the facts of
the situation and of course especially, the need
of the citizens of Limerick and the people of the
surrounding areas for improved hospital facilities.

I think I should add that fro.a the facts as
I know them I share the Minister's view. I feel,
aceordingly, that it would hardly be justifiable
to put the deputation to the expense of coming

to see me when there seems so very little 1likelihood
of a change of decision. I would, of course,
welcome the sending of a deputation if I thought

it would help to pget those concerned to give

their whole-hearted support to the scheme put
forward by the Hospitals Commission so that the

work on the proposed Regional Hospital might be
begun with general approval and without further
delay. It seems to me & pity that there should

be any difficulty in regard to a scheme which would
give to the people of Limerick and the surrounding
areas a first class hospital service and make it
really one of the principal hospital centres in
Ireland.

uwl-m advent of the Hospitals' Trust
focussed a great amount of world
attention on the Irish hospitals
Unfortunately this attention was directed
rather prematurely to its objective and
a too enthusiastic optimism has been re-
placed both at home and abroad by
deferred hope. ‘This is not to suggest
that much has not yet been done; bul
much still remains in contemplation and
curiously enough, the Dublin Veluntary
Teaching Hospitals for which the Trust
Money were originally Intended have not
yet been enabled to extend and modern=
ise their services to the public to the
same extent as some of the provincial
poor law hospitals. Schemes which are
designed to effect radical changes and,
it is hoped, improvement in the Dublin
Voluntary Hospitals are in process of im-
plementation and we hope that these will
prove an advance on existing conditions.
Throughout the country there are two
main classes of hospitals catering for the
needs of the community. One of these,
the small District Hospitals, which are &
development analagous to that of the so-
called * Cottage Hospitals," are some-
what uneven in their distribution and in
the extent of the services which they pro-
vide, whilst the relatively more impor-
tant County Hospitals represcnt a deve-
lopment in the decentralisation of hospi-
tal services, of which only the efflux of
time will determine the wisdom. These
hospitals are rate aided and controlled
by the local authorities. Many of the
newer ones built out of Hospitals' Trust
funds are excellent examples of whatl
small hospitals should be. In most of them
excellent work is done for the sick poor.
Their defect lies in the difficulty of
obtaining for them the services of ade-
quately qualified medical staffs.  First-
class specinlist services, radiclogical,
pathological, and so on, Bre required.
The ablest surgeons and [ ng re-

to do really first-class work. It has not
been found g Ity possible to provic

these services locally, for, apart from the
difficulty of paying such specialist, there
is also the difficulty of supplying them
with sufficient work to constitute that
degres of constant experience which the
specialist requires to maintain his com-
petence.

the check in the ascent of the tuber-
culosis death-rate, a check which was
immediately followed by & remarkable
rate of decline which persisted to the
Great War years, ia known to have cor-
responded accurately to the period of the
most repidly increasing prosperity in the
modern history of this country. Also,
the well recognised excessive death-rates
from tuberculosis among the working
classes when compared with the higher
social grades make this disease largely a
“¢lass " disease and therefore a social
evil rather than a medical problem.

waking hours in pure scientific reasoning;
the emotions, hope or despalr, do not
infl his mental p The inter-
pretation of the array of facts concerning
death from tuberculosia by either
physician or sociologist must necessarily
be suspect to him. No more need be said
than that the scepticism of some
members of this group as to the main-
tenance of the downward trends in
tuberculosis death-rates early in evidence
in this century has not been supported

by the events,
That there has been & more or less
continuous decli in the t

death-rate in Eire in this century so far,
there is no doubt, no matter from what
cause or group of causes, but there is yet
considerable room for Improvement on
even the most recent figures. In the
Annual Reporl of the Registrar-General
for 1937 the demths listed against all
formg of tuberculosis for Eire are 3,639,
representing a rale of 1.23 per 1,000 of
the population. In that year the tuber-
culosis deaths accounted for 8§ per cent of
the total mortality from all causes, an
advance no doubt on even as recent a
figure as that for 1801, when tuberculosia
accounted for 15 per cent of the total
mortality. Undoubtedly there has been
a pronounced absolute fall in the number
of deaths from this cause. Moreover, an
interesting relative change ln the position
of the three first causes of death in order
of magnitude may be noted in the follow-
ing table which covers the period 1911 to
1937.

From inspection of this table, and at
the same time fully reganding the possi-
bility at any rate of considerable change
In the age-constitution of the population
of Eire, it is apparent that although
cancer only exceeded tuberculosis as a
canse of death in 1836, the old order
will not be again restored in this genera-
tion. Long distance forecasts on what
the relative positions of three causes of
death such as these will be in the distant
future would be quite unwarranted in the
light of our presenl knowledge.

This much can be said, however, about

that approxi y 8 per

cent. of the present deaths per annum
from this cause could be raphlly elimina-
ted. These are the deaths dus to the
bovine variety of the tubercle bacillus
which in the majority of cases originates
from the milk of infected dairy herds.

truly difficult to envisage.

A rapid succession of large-scale wars,
with their consequent undoing of the
economic machine, would certainly have
repercussions in this, as in so many other
respects. In fine, the decline in tuber-
culosis at present evident may continue in
the present ciccumstances for some years
to come, but a decline in Western
civilisation will certainly not go hand in
hand with a decline in tuberculosis.

1 desire to inform you that at a meeting of the Limerick
City Council held last evening I submitted a copy of your
commmication, dated 13th ultimo, Ref: P.3u6/3/39, Luimneach,
addregsed to the Secretary, Limerick Regional Hospital Joint
Committee, and which was referred By that Committee to the
Council for their observations.

The Council gave very full and careful consideration to
the views of the Minister, as conveyed in your letter, and
asked me to point out that when they approved in principle in
July, 1936, of the recommendations of the Hospitals Commigsion
for a Hospitalization Scheme for the City of Limerick, they
stipulated that the establishment of the Regional Hospitals
should not obviate the desirability or necessity for continuing
the existing voluntary hospitals in the Citye. Their views
were conveyed to the Minister in the City Manager's letter of
the 2hth July, 1936.

Nothing khat has happened gince has caused the Council to
change their views, end in fact the attitude they then adopted
has been endorsed by all representative public bodies in the
City. As well, at least two public meetings, fully re resent-
ative of the citizens, and attended by (emongst others) His
Lordship, the Bishop of Limerick (Most Rev. Dr., Keene), the
Rt. Rev, Dr. King-Irwin, Bishop of Limerick, the local clergy,
representatives of the medicel end legal professions,
representatives of the @hamber of Commerce, Harbour Board,
Trades Council, Development Association, ete., were held, and
were emphatic in declaring that the position of the Voluntary
Hospitals should not be jeopardised.

The Council, spart from their own views, cannot lgnore
such strong expressions coming from representative citizens
of all shades and whilst they are most anxious that the
erection of the Regional Hospitals ghould be proceeded with,
in the interests of the sick poor, they feel that an
opportunity should be afforded of discussing the position of
the Voluntary Hospitals with the Minister.

The Council have, therefore, requested me to put their
views before the Minister, and to urge that a matter of such
vital importance to the citizens of Limerick, calling for
far reaching social and financial decisions requlres moet
careful and deliberate congideration., The question of the
future Hospital requirements of the City so vitally affects
every citizen that the Council feel that it is not possible
to deal with the matter further at this stage by correspondence.

They, therefore, respectfully urge the Minister to call
a Conference of all parties concerned to discuss the whole
question of Hospitalization for Limerick City. They are
confident that as the matter ig of such grave importance
that he will accede to their request, and they suggest that a
conference, presided over by the Minister, and attended by
representatives of the Hospitals Commigsion, the Limerick
Corporation, the Joint Regional Hospital Cormittee, and the
Citizens' Hospital Committee would efford an opportunity for &
frank exchange of views and reaching an amicable agreement
on the points at issue.

I desire to inform you that at the last Meeting of the
Limerick City Council a discussion took place regarding the
recormendation contained in the Hospitals Commission's Report
that no further grants from the Hospitals Trust Fund be made
available for the two voluntary Hospitals in the City
(Barrington's and St. John's). It is the opinion of the
Council that if the recommendation is acoted upon it will mean
the scrapping of these Hospitals or their reversion to Nursing -

I desire to acknowledge receipt of your letter of the 18th
instant with extract from the minutes of proceedings of the
Jimerick County Bosrd of Health on the 17th instant in regerd to
the proposed provision of new Hospitals for Limerick City esnd
County. The suggestion that the new Hospitals should be
entirely under the control of the County Board, without any
representation for the City, is too mbsurd for serious consider-
ation and that Board must by perfectly well aware that they can
never establish such a proposition.

It is deplorandse that the provision of an efficient
hospitalization servicefor the sick poor of this area, and the
availability of the very considerable agpount of employment which
the scheme would provide should be held up on such a flimsy
pretext., Nobody will deny the right of the County Board to
protect the interests of their ratepayers by seeking adequate
representation and an equitable basis of charge, but what they
demand for themselves they cannot deny to the City. Thelir
objection to "any system of joint or dual control and authority"
is petty and appears to be based on no more substantial ground
than a policy of non co-operation with the City atdany price.

In my opinion it would be advisable if the Minister would
receive representatives of both the County and City to discuss
this matter at his convenience., No advance will be made with
the proposals until both sides are brought together, and as far
as I can gather only the Minister can succeed in doing that.

Barrington's and St. John's are Voluntary hospitals.
The County Infirmary is a Semi-Voluntary hospital, the Limerick
County Council contributing £I.494. annually to its suppvort.
Tne City Home and Hospital is™mdsr the control of the Limerick
Corporation and is meiniained by the rate-paysrs of the city.

There is, in addition a large Ccunty Hospital containing
149 peds, under the control of the County Limerick Board of
Health and Public Assistance It is situated at Croom about
I0 miles from Limerick City. Tnere is a whele time County
Surgeon in Charge. Thes hospital bulldings comprise the old
Croom workhouse which has been adapted to serve as a hospital
and considerable sums cif money have been expended on it for
this purpose. Notwithstanding this expeorditure, it is still
far from comforming to the minimum standarus of a Geaneral
Hospital, and it is extremely doubtful if further expenditure
on the present buildings would ever Lring about this result.
Its location at Croom was mainly dictated by the cxistence there,
at the time the County Hospital Scheme was introduced, of a
workhouse dsemed capabie of being adapted for use asz a hospital
at minimum cost, and has little to commend it. Practicallyv all
patients and relatives from Enst and West nLimericc reach the
Croom hospital through Limsridk City,which possesses admirable
rail, recad and river comrunications.

St. John's Hospital - 1is situaied in the City. It is a
Vcluntery hospital founded dn 1760. It has c¥pended
approximately £10,000, on improvcments since the advent of the
Sweepstakes.

The Couaty Infirmary: Although this institution is
situated in Limerick City, it is a County Institution., It is
a small hospital pgSSuSSing 4S beds. It has expended
approximatcly £23%,0650. on improvements since the advent of
the Sweenstakes.

Barrirgton's Hospital is, like St. John's, a,Voluntarg
hospital, also situated in the city, It was founded in 1829
It has expended approximately £28,3C0. on irprovements, and
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a new Nurses' Hcme is nearing comoletion.

These thrcee latter hosnitals have submitted to the
Ministcr for Local Government and Public Health claims for
bullding and equipment amounting to a total of aporoximataly
£319, 700. In respect of these claims they hod roceived from
Swecpstake Funds, prior tQ the passing of the Public Hospitals &
Act, 1933, the sum of £11 ,514.1C. 0, None of thc®. possesses
facilitics that would Smdte—1+"t0 bo deweloped on lincs
apprcaching to modern idcas

(b) Spccial Eospitals:

Ihe Matcrnity Hosvital, 3cdford Row: This is the only
Special hospitel ia Liamcrick, [t is a small building and wholly
unsuitable as a hospital. A 8ive 2adjoining the existing obuilding
was securcd with thc objcct of crecting additional accomuodation,
It had rcceived from the Swoonstake Funds, prior to the passing
of the Public Hospitals Act, 1933, the sum of £33,326, 14. 4.

All these hospitnls, including the County Hospital at
Croom, havc been referred by the winistor to the Commissicn ror
investigation and roport. in addition, the iinister has
expresscd his desire tnat the Covmission's recowmendations for the
erection of Rogional Hosnitel Ccatres might ve further explored in
regard to the Limcrick Area.

From the point of vier of hospital co-ordination, the
continued cxistence of four small General Hospitals in Limerick
City and a comp-sratively large County Hospit~l at Croom could not
be justified. All the arguscnis previcusly cnumecrated when
discussing co-ordination in the country generally, and in Dublin
and Cork citics, apply 2 hundrod-fold to this arca, The size
of the cxisting hospitals i1n the City, the naturc of the buildings
in the Coun%y Hospital and its inconvonicnt location, combine to
render any attempt =t logical developricnt of these hospitals
impossiblc. The weli-nigh- ideal loeation of Limerick City,
strategically situated as it is to scrve the hospital nceds oI a
considerable portion of Munstor, renders the provision of
efficient hospital scrvices in 6nis area higky desirable.

(b) The money derived from Swecpstekes et the disposal of the
Hospitels Comuisuion 1s not public money.
(c) The denisl of asny pert of the Swecpstakes Fund to St.John's
or any other voluntury hospitel which hed done and is doing
veluable work for eall clesses 1s & bresch of falth. The Hospitels
have be:n encouraged to go & certein distance,as it were
enticed to &he centre of a streem and left there,
The future of the Medicsl Profession wes endangered.The non-
medical members of the Menegement Comuittecs have worked for
rich and poor. The Doctors on the Staffs,by the existence of
Veluntery Hospitels,have been elded in their privete preactice
end as 8 result heve becn able to give veluable free service,
with the sbolition of the voluntcory Hosplitul system this free

service would necesserily be lost,
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The Medical Staffs of St. John's and Barrington's
Hospitals, LIMERICK, having consldered the Report of the
Hospital Commission for the years 1933-34 at joint meetings
held at Barrington's Hospital on April 3rd & 29th, 1936;
unanimously approve of the following statement.

SB.A T IMIESNAT.

; The Medical Staffs are of opinion that in any scheme of
dcspiltalization proposed for Limerick, provision should be made for
the continuance of the existing Voluntery Hospitals.

In holding this opinion the Medical Staffs are not unmindful
of the fact that large sums have already been expended on the
improvement of these Hospitals (part of which expenditure in the
case of St. John's Hospital has been undertaken since the appointment
and with the approval of the present Hospitals Commission) but their
opinion is chiefly based on other considerations, which are as
follows:-~

1. The existence of more than one General Hospltal in Limerick at
present gives the individual patient the opportunity of a free
selection of the Hospital which he or she would prefer to enter for
treatment when required. It is believed that this privilege is
highly valued by the citizens; and rightly so.

It is obvious that the ebolition of all existing Hospitals and
their replacement by one large Hospital will automatically ebolish
this free cholce, since the patient must either enter the one
available Hospital or remain without the necessary treatment.

II. Large numbers of poor persons receive free treatment in the
out-patient departments of the existing Hospitals, where such patients
are easily able to attend daily, owing to the convenient situation of
these Hospltals in or near the most populous areas of the city. The
transfer of these services to & new Hospital which must of necessity
be outside the City, would inflict conslderable hardship on these
patlients; especially the very poor who could 111 afford a dally bus
fare.

Further Barrington's Hospital 1s recognised as the chief
Accident Hospital for the City; and for this purpose a central site
is important, as iz noted by the Hospltals Commission in its report
on Jervis Street Hospital, Dublin. (Page 15).

III. It is believed that the present system of Voluntary Hospitals
should be conserved as far as possible. This system glves an
opportunity to charitably-minded persons to contribute freely to the
care of the sick poor, both by donations of money, and by personal
service as Governors. This undoubtedly forms habits of Christian




Charity and good cltizenship, and promotes harmony between the
different classes of citizens - all of which is of prime importance
to the State.

The concentration of all hospital services in one large
Institution, the support of which would presumably be a direct
charge upon the rates; would practically remove all incentive
to private charity, and forego the above advantages; which
the Medical Steffs believe to be not less important though their
value cannot be assessed in terms of money.

Iv. It is noted that the Report praises the Voluntary Hospital
system in Dublin, (Pege 16); and it is claimed that the Limerick
Voluntary Hospitals have been foremost in efficiency and service
in this area. A study of the statistical informetlion furnished
in the Report shows that no charge of extravagance can be made
against these Hospltals, the cost per bed being 1In fact, somewhat
below the average for the Sacorstat.

While both Hospitals receive a contribution from the City
Rates it will be seen from the same statistics (page 122) that
this i1s not nearly equivalent to the free services rendered to
the poor.

V. While fully cognisant of the advantages, real and theoretical,
which may be derived from centralisation of hospitals services,

the Medical 3taffs believe that the above points deserve weighty
consideration.

Further, it is noted that one of the reasons for such
centrelisation judged by the Commission to be most Important in
the cases of Dublin and Cork, namely efficient medical teaching
(pages 12 & 29), does not apply to Limerick, since there is no
Medical School in the City.

Consequently the advantages of complete centralization would
be definitely greater in these areas than in Limerick; nevertheless,
it is precisely in these areas (namely Dublin and Cork) that the
continuance of almost all the existing Voluntary Hospltals is
recommended by the Commission.

others of & nature which it appears unnecessary at this stage to detail,
could best be dealt with at a2 conference comprised of representives

the proposed conference is more likely to be agreed to if the
suggestion were to come, in the first instance, from the Minister.
