Gentlemen,
I am desired by my Council to write you in regard to the

question of unvaccinated children. In nany parts of the country

r

iledical Officers are referring in their annual reports to the fact

that increasing numbers of children remain unvaccinated through

the operation of the Vaccination Act, 1907, and are stating that
sach unvaccinated children are a danger to the population. iy Council
trust that you will not accept such statements without investigation.
Experience shows that smallpox can be introduced into districts
where very large numbers of the children are unvaccinated, without
spreading to any appreciable extent. At Leicester for many years,
over 90 per cent of the births have remained unvaccinated, and in
spite of repeated introductions of smallpox into that town, the
Juvenile population has been but little affected by the disease.
Quite recently smallpox broke out in the East End of London - in a
district where nearly 50 per cent of the births have remained

unvaccinated - but the outbreak was limited to about 70 cases,




many of them patients at the Infirmary where the first case
occurred. At Bury there is a large unvaccinated juvenile
population and yet the recent outbreak affected only 30 persons
and the outbreak was practically confined to persons over 12
years of age. These two recent experiences absolutely
contradict the statements of Medical Officers who predict
widespread epidemics of smallpox in places where children

remain unvaccinated in large numbers, and as in several instances
Health Committees are acting on such baseless atterpts to excité
tne fears of the public, my Council feel that it is necessary

to set before you the true facts. Experience teaches that
cleanliness, proper foad, fresh air, and a gceneral observance

ol the laws of health will banish smallpox, while no amount of

vaccination alone will do so.

PREVALENCE OF EPIDEMIC DIARRH(EA AMONGST
CHILDREN.

LocaL GoverNmMENT Boarp, DuBLIN,

24th August, 1911.
SIR,

The attention of the Local Government Board for Ireland has been
drawn to the excessive child mortality from Diarrheea and Enteritis, which
1s accompanying the very hot and dry summer of the present year.

The Board realise that some excess of mortality over that occurring
in cool and wet summers is inevitable; but they desire to impress upon the
Council the importance of taking such special steps as are practicable
with a view to minimising the excess.

In England and Wales a similar excessive child mortality from
Diarrheea and Enteritis prevails at the present time, and the Board find
that the Local Government Board, London, have issued a Circular to
Saﬁl-itary Authorities under their jurisdiction containing advice on the
subject.

The following suggestions should receive the earnest attention of the
Council :— '

In the first place exact advice should be given as to the feeding and
management of children, and more generally as to preventing the exposure
of their food to contamination from decomposing organic matter. The
distribution of clearly worded leaflets is useful in this connection; but
even more important are personal visits and the offer of practical advice
to the mothers of babies born within the last two years. Exact and simple
instructions are most likely to be followed if given during a period of
special danger. In districts in which the Notification of Births Act has
been ado_pted, the records obtained under that Act will give valuable
information in selecting the homes to which visits are now most urgently
required.

Secondly, the full value of the personal instructions indicated above
cannot be realised unless vigorous efforts are made to prevent the accumu-
lation in, or in the vicinity of, the house of decomposing animal and
vegetable matter. It is not necessary to do more than mention the impor-
tance of efficient scavenging, of frequent and, if practicable, daily removal
of house and stable refuse, of domestic cleanliness, and of keeping all food
properly protected. The Council may consider it advisable during the
next few weeks to divert the Sanitary Inspectors from less uxgent work,
and to instruct them to make rapid visits with a view to securing efficient
sanitation, especially in and about the houses of the working classes.

Thirdly, it is important that the Council should promptly ascertain
in which parts of their district diarrhcea is especially prevalent, and
should devote close attention to street and court scavenging and to the

removal of stable and domestic refuse in these areas. Efforts should be
made to obtain information of cases of diarrhcea from health visitors and
others who make domestic visits; and to impress upon parents the impor-
tance of immediate treatment of infantile diarrhcea. Apart from the
medical notification of cases of epidemic diarrhoea in children, the visits
of health visitors can be utilised for impressing upon parents the
seriousness of diarrhcea amongst young children and the desirability of
information being given to the Medical Officer of Health should a case of
diarrheea oceur.

The above advice will need to be supplemented by action directed
towards the special needs of individual districts, and copies of this
circular should be at once handed to the Medical Officer or Officers of Health

and to the Medical Superintendent Officer of Health where one Is;
appointed.
