4.2 Additional Safety Warnings for
Hedge Trimmers

Keep all parts of the body away from the blade. DO
NOT remove cut material or hold material to be cut
when blades are moving.

- Blades continue to move after the switch is turned
off. Amoment of inattention while operating the
hedge trimmer may result in personal injury.

Carry the hedge trimmer by the handle with the

blade stopped and take care not to operate any

power switches.

- Proper handling of the hedge trimmer will
decrease the risk of inadvertent starting and
resultant personal injury from the blades.

When clearing jammed material or servicing the

tool, make sure all power switches are off and the

power cord/battery pack is disconnected.

- Unexpected actuation of the hedge trimmer while
clearing jammed material or servicing may result
in serious personal injury.

Hold the hedge trimmer by insulated gripping

surfaces only, because the blade may contact

hidden wiring.

- Blades contacting a “live" wire may make exposed
metal parts of the hedge trimmer “live" and could
give the operator an electric shock.

Keep all power cords and cables away from the

cutting area.

- Power cords or cables may be hidden in hedges or
bushes and can be accidentally cut by the blade.

DO NOT use the hedge trimmer in bad weather

conditions, especially when there is a risk of

lightning.

- This decreases the risk of being struck by
lightning.

WARNING! DO NOT touch moving parts. Switch
off and remove the battery from the trimmer
and wait until the moving parts have come to a
complete stop. Cutting parts continue to move
after the tool is switched off.

WARNING! Keep hands away from blade.

- Contact with blade will result in serious personal
injury.

» DO NOT use the hedge trimmer in the rain or in wet or

very damp conditions. The motor is not waterproof.

First-time users should have an experienced hedge
trimmer user show them how to use the trimmer.
Children or persons unfamiliar with these instructions
must not operate the hedge trimmer. Local
regulations may restrict the age of the operator.

Use the hedge trimmer only if you are in good physical

condition. If you are tired, your attention will be

reduced.

The operator is responsible for accidents causing

injury to other people or damage to property.

NEVER use the trimmer when under the influence of

alcohol, drugs or medication. alcohol, drugs or

medication.

NEVER operate the machine while people, especially

children, or pets are nearby.

Before each use visually inspect the trimmer for

missing or damaged cutting parts. Check for signs of

wear or damage and replace parts if necessary.

Ensure guards are fitted properly. The hedge trimmer

must not be used unless fully assessed.

DO NOT overreach and keep your balance at all times.

Hold the tool firmly using the front and rear handle

when using the tool.

DO NOT operate the tool at no-load unnecessarily.

Immediately switch off the trimmer and remove the

battery pack if the blade should come into contact

with a fence or other hard object. Check the blade for
damage, and if damaged repair immediately.

ALWAYS switch off the trimmer and remove the

battery pack before:

- Checking the blade.

- Removing material caught in the blade.

- Carrying out any maintenance.

When moving the hedge trimmer to another location,

including during work, always remove the battery

pack and fit the blade cover over the cutter blades.

NEVER carry or transport the trimmer with the cutter

running.

Check the hedge and bushes for foreign objects such

aswire fence and hidden wiring.




» The hedge trimmer should only be used at ground level.

DO NOT use on a ladder or any other unstable support.

» NEVER grasp the blade with your hands.

« Thistool is not intended for use by persons (including
children) with reduced physical, sensory or mental
capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge,
unless they have been given supervision or
instructions concerning use of the appliance by a
person responsible for their safety. Cleaning and user
maintenance shall not be made by children.

4.3 Safety instructions for Main Powered
Chargers & Battery Packs

« Before using the battery pack or charger, read all
instructions and cautionary markings on the battery,
charger and the product using the battery.

Chargers

« The chargeris for indoor use only. DO NOT expose to
rain.

« Prior to plugging the charger in to the supply, check
that the plug, cord and charger casing are in good
condition. If any are damaged, have the defective
part(s) replaced immediately by a suitably qualified
person.

o ONLY use a correctly rated mains outlet to provide
power, DO NOT plug into site generators, attach to
engine generators or D.C. sources. DO NOT use a
mains socket outlet that is not switched.

» Use the correct Draper charger in conjunction with its
corresponding battery pack (Visit drapertools.com
for more information).

« The charger must be disconnected from the power
supply before removing the battery.

» DO NOT charge any other batteries with Draper
chargers. Any other application is considered misuse.

» DO NOT attempt to charge non-rechargeable batteries.

« DONOT attempt to charge battery packs that are too
hot (over 30°C) or too cold (under 5°C), if these
conditions apply set the battery pack aside to
‘normalise’ before proceeding with the charging

operation.

Set up the charger and cord in a safe place where they
will not be knocked, tripped over, stepped on, etc. and
where it is well ventilated. Ensure the ventilation slots
inthe charger case are not obstructed.

Switch the charger on and check that the correct
indicators illuminate, allow the battery pack to
charge. Once charging is complete, switch the
charger off, disconnect from power supply, remove
the battery pack and store.

Battery Packs

ONLY use Draper recommended battery packs with

this tool.

Inspect the battery pack for damage, if itis

undamaged, plug it into the charger, ensuring the

correct orientation.

DO NOT short the battery pack:

- DO NOT touch the terminals with any conductive
material.

- Avoid storing battery pack in a container with
other metal objects such as nails, coins, etc.

- DO NOT expose battery pack to water or rain.

The battery must be removed from the tool before it is

recycled.

The battery is to be disposed of in-line with local

authority procedures.

DO NOT crush, open or burn the battery. Exposure to
potentially harmful materials may occur.

In case of fire use CO2 or dry chemical extinguisher.
DO NOT expose to high temperatures >50°C. The
battery may degrade at high temperatures.

Charge battery in conditions between 5°C to 30°C
with the designated charger for the battery.

DO NOT use battery if it has been stored at 5°C or less.
Allow it to ‘'normalise’ at room temperature before
usage/charging.

The electrolyte in battery packs is corrosive. Avoid
contact with the skin.

If contact is made, flush the area with clean water, pat
dry and seek medical attention at the earliest
opportunity.

(Charger)

The damaged or incomplete plug, when cut from the
cord, shall be disabled to prevent connection to a live
electrical outlet.

The value of the fuse fitted is marked on the pin face of
the plug. Should the fuse need replacing, use a small
plain-slot screwdriver to remove the fuse cover. Ensure
the substitute is of the correct rating, approved to

BS 1362 and ASTA or BS Kite marked. This should

only be performed by suitably qualified personnel.

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6. Preparation

6.1 Charging the Battery

WARNING! Check the condition of the charger
and battery prior to each charge.

Ensure that the product is fully assembled and
the battery is fitted.

7.1 Basic Operation

» For safety the trimmer is equipped with a dual switch
system and will only start when both triggers are
activated.

A CAUTION! Risk of injury

- Take care not to accidentally contact a metal
fence or other hard objects while trimming as this
may cause the blade to break.

- DONOT overreach or use a ladder while operating
the trimmer. Only work on a firm stable surface.

- DO NOT attempt to cut branches thicker than
17mm diameter.

- DONOT cut off dead trees or similar hard objects.

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8. Maintenance and Storage

Important: ALWAYS ensure the trimmer is switched off
and the battery pack is removed before carrying out any
cleaning, servicing or maintenance.

8.1 General Maintenance

If the blade is damaged it must only be replaced by an
authorised service agent.

Clean the hedge trimmer cutter after use, and before

putting the trimmer into storage for extended periods.

Lightly oil the blade and fit the cover.
Wipe over with mild soap and a damp cloth.
Keep the trimmer dry and DO NOT spray with water.

DO NOT use solvents or abrasives to clean the
trimmer.

Keep the ventilation slots clean free from debris.

Store the trimmer with the blade cover on, in a safe
dry area, out of the reach of children.

NEVER store the trimmer outdoors.
