» Take care; the selection of the saw band and the
speed will depend on the material to be cut.

7.4 Blade Guard Slide Adjustment (Fig.8)

1. The blade guard should be adjusted to within
3mm of the workpiece.

7.5 Tensioning the Saw Blade Band (Fig.9)

1. Turn the saw band tensioner| 3 |clockwise until the
blade is tensioned.

When the tension is correct the blade should move
slightly with firm finger pressure.

Note: DO NOT overtighten the blade.

- Too much tension may cause blade breakage.

7.6 Changing and Setting a New Blade

7.9 Lower Blade Guide Adjustment

(Fig.16)

8. Tips on using the Bandsaw

7.10 Mitre Guide (Fig.17)

Most crosscut work, especially with small pieces is more
easily controlled with the use of the mitre guide (22

Fig. 17

The guide is graduated to 45° for both left and right
hand angles.

Simply slide the guide into the channel provided in
the worktable.

To alter the angle, loosen knob . set to desired
angle and retighten.

Note: The scale on the mitre guide is for reference only.

8.1 General Tips

For all cutting operations the upper blade guide
should be adjusted to just clear of the work being cut
(3mm). Not only does this provide the best operator
safety, but it also brings the blade guides closer to the
work giving more accurate results and easier control.

Use both hands to feed the workpiece to the blade.
The work must ALWAYS be held flat on the table to
prevent binding of the blade. Use a steady even
pressure just sufficient to keep the blade cutting.

ALWAYS use a rip fence or mitre guide where possible
to eliminate any sideways slippage of the work. This is
most important when the table is tilted to an angle.

ALWAYS plan work ahead. It is best to finish a cutin
one continuous operation, although frequent
backtracking will be necessary. Turn off the motor
and allow the blade to come to a complete stop
before backing the blade out of the cut.

Remember that the blade removes material during
the cut. This gap created by the blade is called the
kerf and must be allowed for when cutting to exact
sizes. Plan your cut so that the kerf is to the scrap side
of the line you wish to cut. If necessary, allow a little
more for finish sanding.

8.2 Rip Sawing

This term refers to the cutting of timber with the grain
rather than at a right angle to the grain. You can rip
wood freehand to a previously drawn line, but best
results are obtained by using the rip fence. If the table
is set at a level angle, set the rip fence to the left hand
side of the blade. This allows you to use your right
hand to hold the work firmly against the fence. The
width of cut indicator on right hand side of the blade
if the width of the workpiece allows it.




8. Tips on using the Bandsaw

With the fence on the downhill side of the table, it will
help support the work against slipping. The width cut
indicator shows the distance between the blade and
the rip fence.

When cutting long pieces, consider making cuts from
the waste edge up to the cut line, then the waste will
fall away in small sections as you make the cut. The
workpiece may need additional support to stop it
from bending and causing the blade to bind, this can
be achieved with a table at the correct height or an
assistant, provided that they have been trained in the
use of the machine and are aware of all safety
implications.

8.3 Cross Cutting

This term refers to cutting of timber at right angles to
the grain. This type of cut can also be made freehand
but use mitre guide to ensure accurate results. The
mitre guide can be adjusted toa 45° angle to
produce mitre cuts, or with the table tilted as well,
compound mitre cuts.

Ensure the work is held firmly against the table and
against the face of the mitre guide. Take care to keep
your fingers away from the blade, particularly at the
end of the cut.

8.4 Freehand Sawing

« The ease with which many different and varied shapes

can be cut is one of the most important features of
the bandsaw. Select a blade suitable for cutting the
smallest radius in the work you have planned.

When freehand cutting ALWAYS feed the work slowly
so that the blade can follow the line you wish to saw.
Ensure not to drag the work offline forcing the blade
sideways or twisting it.

In many cases, it is helpful to rough cut about 6mm
away from the line in difficult curves and corners. In
the case of very sharp curves which may be too tight
for the blade, make relief cuts onto the face of the
curve so that these scraps will fall as the final radius is
sawn.

9. Maintenance and Troubleshooting

Important: ALWAYS switch off and unplug the bandsaw
before carrying out any adjustments, servicing or
maintenance. Repairs should only be carried out by a
qualified person.

9.1 General Maintenance

Regular inspection and cleaning will reduce the
necessity for maintenance operations and will keep
your machine in good working condition.

All bearings used in the construction of the bandsaw
and motor are sealed and lubricated for life.

Blade guides should be checked regularly for wear or
damage and replaced if required. Replace both
guides at the same time.

Accumulated dust and chips should be removed from
inside the bandsaw frequently. Open the front covers
and use a brush or vacuum cleaner. At the end of
every work session clean sawdust away from the
motor vents.

DO NOT use solvents or abrasive cleaners to clean
the product.

When not in use, store the product in a safe, dry
place.

9.2 Changing Wheel Rubber Tyres

Eventually the rubber tyres on the bandsaw wheels
will wear due to the constant contact of the sharp
teeth of the blade.

Lift the edge of the tyre up with a small screwdriver
and the tyre can be worked off the wheel easily. It is
recommended to change the two tyres at the same

time.
