• This appliance is not intended for use by persons 
(including children) with reduced physical, sensory or 
mental capabilities or lack of experience and 
knowledge, unless  they have been given supervision 
or instruction concerning use of the appliance by a 
person responsible for their safety.

• Children should be supervised to ensure they do not 
play with the appliance.

• Ensure that the fan is situated and used in an area  

free from loose furnishings, clothing, curtains etc; 
that could get sucked into the fan air inlet or block  
the blades. 

• DO NOT leave the fan running unattended.
• Ensure the fan is situated in an area free from dust  

and air that could be sucked up, causing air pollution 
or damage the motor.

• For indoors use only. DO NOT use outdoors.
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• Disconnect the fan from the power supply and wait for 
the blades to stop rotating before moving, adjusting, 
servicing or carrying out any maintenance.

• Complete the assembly procedure prior to connecting 
to the power supply or switching on after cleaning. 

• NEVER insert fingers, pencils or any other objects 
through the protective grille while the fan is running.

• Before removing the grille, ensure the fan is switched 
off, disconnected from the power supply and the 
blades have stopped rotating.  

• ALWAYS operate the fan on a secure, firm and  
level surface.

• DO NOT operate the fan with the blade guards/grille 
or any safety devices removed.

• DO NOT use the fan near an open window, as rain can 
create an electrical hazard.

• If the power supply cord becomes damaged it should 
be replaced immediately.

• DO NOT use this fan with an independent externally 
connected speed control device.

• DO NOT cover the fan when in use.
• DO NOT run the power cord under carpeting or cover 

with throw rugs or runners. Arrange the cord away 
from high traffic areas where it will not be tripped over.

• DO NOT use in close proximity to a bath, shower or 
swimming pool.

3.2 Connection to the Power Supply

	 CAUTION!

This appliance is supplied with an approved plug and 
cord for your safety. 

This appliance is Class I and is designed for connection 
to a power supply matching that detailed on the rating 
label and compatible with the plug fitted.

If the power supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced 
by Draper Tools, an authorised service agent or similarly 
qualified personnel in order to avoid a hazard. 

The damaged or incomplete plug, when cut from the 
cord, shall be disabled to prevent connection to a live 
electrical outlet.

The value of the fuse fitted is marked on the pin face of 
the plug. Should the fuse need replacing, use a small 
plain-slot screwdriver to remove the fuse cover. Ensure 
the substitute is of the correct rating, approved to BS 
1362 and ASTA or BS Kite marked. This should only be 
performed by suitably qualified personnel.

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5. Assembly Instructions
Important: Before assembling this product, read and 
understand all the safety instructions listed in this 
manual. 

5.1 Fitting the Support Frame (31850 & 31851)

1.	 Insert the brackets on each side of the fan  into the 
opening of the support frame (3). 

2.	 To allow insertion into the frame section, press  
the spring loaded buttons in. Insert until the spring 
loaded buttons protrude through the holes in  
the frame. 

Note: these parts may need to be flexed to align correctly.

5.2 Fitting the Wheels & Support Foot  (Fig.1)

3.	 Loosen the screws (7.4) , gaskets (7.3), washers (7.2) 
from each end of the wheel axle (7.1).

4.	 Then fit the wheels (7) to the end of the axle and 
secure using the washers, gaskets and screws. 

5.	 Fit the support foot (11) and wheels to the support 
frame (3) using the four screws (3.1) supplied.

6. Operation
Important: Before operating this product, read and 
understand all the safety instructions listed in this 
manual. Ensure that the product is fully assembled and 
correctly prepared for use.

6.1 Fan Speed Control  (Fig.2 - Fig.3)

• Clean all the plastic components with a damp cloth. 
DO NOT spray with water/cleaning agents or immerse 
the fan unit in water.

DO NOT allow any water or  
cleaning detergent to enter the motor housing  
or switch mechanism.

• Ensure the fan is clean, dry and correctly assembled 
after cleaning and before each use.

At the end of its working life, dispose of the product 
responsibly and in line with local regulations.
