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Garozzo won the spade lead with the ace and played the ace of clubs
before coming to hand with the queen of clubs. At trick 4 he led the nine of
diamonds and West covered with the ten, dummy played the jack and East won
with the king and returned a heart. Garozzo played the ace and ran the clubs,
discarding a t from hand and then played the spades, squeezing West.

West would have defeated the contract had he played the queen of
diamonds on the nine. But Garozzo could have given the defence no chance.
He should play five clubs, discarding a heart from hand and follow with the
spade tricks. On the last spade West is forced to reduce to two diamonds in
order to keep K x of hearts and declarer can now make two diamond tricks.
