Mr Rudi Shel-
don, a local school master, was the man largely instrumental in com-
mencing a programme to attract school leavers to our club some 60
years ago, with Eccles player Mr Ivor Ridgeway taking responsibility for
the coaching and encouraging of the young men. One of the first mem-
bers of that early Colts team to make his first team debut for Eccles was
our club treasurer, Mr Mike Bateman, who went on to have a long career
as player, referee and referee assessor. | hope many of the Senior Colts
playing at Gorton Street today will also soon be rewarding the investment
of their clubs by pulling on senior shirts. After all, if we cannot retain our
young men playing Rugby Union as adults, how will our future community
game survive?

One of the highlights of my week at Eccles is looking at our Saturday
match programme and seeing the names of our homegrown colts who
have come through our Mini and Junior section on the Eccles 1XV team
sheet. | know from my own experience of coaching colts teams that
