Foxhunt Manor was the Xaverian “prep” school. | found this excerpt from the Admissions
Register - Foxhunt Manor Headteacher Brother Christopher, later of Clapham College. The
Xaverian Prep School at Waldron West Sussex open from 16" Sept 1946 to 6th May 1957
350 boys admitted in this ten year period. A lot of local boys from Sussex / Surrey many
from the South of England all over England - some French some Commonwealth [many
from India — with English family names] — most joined at 10 and 11 years old. Most went
onto Mayfield College [about 10 miles away] at the ages of 13/14.

Eventually, financial difficulties became main reason for leavers in 1956/57, fees too high.
Other reasons unfortunately, were “unsuitable — unsatisfactory” - “too delicate” teaching.
Final entry to Admissions Register 06 May 1957 — final date leaving 25 July 1957 —closed .

Gaston Leon Behaeghe was born in 1898 and attended Clapham College for two years
1909 and 1910, he returned to France where in 1916 he enrolled in the French Army to
defend his country of birth against the German invaders. He was “killed in action” on 9th
June 1917 and was eventually laid to rest in the massive cemetery dedicated to the dead of
France in WW1 at Verdun. It is in a beautiful location just to the South West of the
Luxembourg Border.

BROTHER BERNARD PHILPOTT (Brother Sylvester)
Born: Brighton, England, June 26, 1932

Died: Waltham, Massachusetts, October 31, 2013

Born in Brighton, England in 1932, Bernard received his
education at Xaverian College, Brighton (1940-1948) and &
at Brighton Technical College (1948-1950) He entered

the congregation on September 11, 1950 and

professed his perpetual vows on March 19, 1956. After
receiving his degree in history at London University, he /
taught for several years at Mayfield, Clapham and 4
Manchester. He spent the school year, 1963/1964 at the juniorate in Leonardtown and in
1964 he succeeded Brother Guy Behenna (June 2) as an aspirant master at the English
juniorate on the grounds of Xaverian College, Manchester, a position he held while
teaching Sixth Form religion and acting as Deputy Head of the school.

In addition to his studies in England, Brother Bernard studied spirituality at Duquesne
University in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania and at I'Ecole de la Foi in Fribourg, Switz. Bernard’s
teaching ministry spanned three countries: England, United States and Congo. He taught
Latin, English and history as well as catechetics, and various spirituality courses in our
formation programs. More important than the subject matter, Bernard taught as Jesus
did. Humble/unassuming in his manner, he invited his students to examine their
experiences and to ask questions. He helped the boys in all the schools he taught at to
come to understand deeper realities in life.

After returning from his work in the formation program in Likasi, and taking up his
position as assistant to the superior general, the first signs of Bernard’s Parkinson’s
disease began to show themselves. That diagnosis was later confirmed and immediately
he sought out a Parkinson’s support group at which he received physical therapy and was
able to speak with others similarly afflicted about ways of dealing with his problems.

In 2002, with three other English Xaverians, he moved to the United States and chose to
reside at Xaverian House in Danvers. Here he continued his insatiable habit of reading
and collecting books while participating in programs offered at Xavier Centre and in
meetings of the International Formation Team. Eventually the Parkinson’s became too
much for him and he was moved to Maristhill Nursing and Rehabilitation Centre in
Waltham, Massachusetts.

Bernard loved the Xaverian way of life and was a wonderful steward of our Founder’s
charism. He ministered in the programs for the formation of Brothers in England, Congo
and the USA. He taught all of us what it means to live for God and God alone. It is no coin-
cidence that Bernard returned to the Lord on the Eve of All Saints. The beatitude that
rings so clearly of Bernard’s life is, “Blessed are the pure of heart, for they will see God.”

The previous page [34] was the Xaverian Brothers “official account of the life and
achievements of Brother Philpott, below is the article writhen for a Clapham Concordia.

Brother Bernard Philpott [Sylvester] CFX 1932 to 2013 [RIP] - born Brighton June 26th
1932. In a previous Edition of Concordia we celebrated the life, and mourned Brother
Bernard Philpott [better known in his early days at Clapham as Brother Sylvester - there
were two Xaverian Sylvester's at the time - so he became Brother Bernard] .

Sylvester had a profound effect on many of the boys at Clapham and one of these

Jim Connor [Clapham College 1956 - 1963] had kept in touch via letters and Christmas
Cards until Jim was informed of his death. Jim had sent me a number of letters, on or
about Sylvester, which I've kept to publish at the relevant time.... one “Recollections of my
childhood during the Blitz seems relevant to print now”

“My childhood was during the Blitz in London, our family lived in Brighton, when War
broke out all the beaches were mined, so | never got to play there! | remember gathering
around the radio with my family on Sunday, to hear the Prime Minister, Mr Chamberlin,
declare War on Germany. Chamberlin was in some ways forced to declare war, he had
drawn a line at German aggression towards Poland, and when the Germans invaded his
hand was forced. When the Blitz began in 1940, my family slept downstairs to reduce the
risk of a stray bomb; the Germans Messerschmitt Bombers were bombing the capital
London, but on their way back, would drop any spare bombs on seaside towns. Many
families had Anderson Shelters in their back gardens, but we didn't; at school, [we all went
to Catholic Schools] during the raids we’d all run down to the cellars.

Towards the end of the War, Brighton took the worst of the bombings, we were often
woken up by planes overhead. There was one occasion when we were sleeping with our
mattresses, downstairs as usual, when we heard an almighty explosion, as if from next
door. It turned out that a Molotov Breadbasket had landed nearby. The Molotov
Breadbaskets what we now call a cluster bomb; there was an initial explosion in the core,
that would scatter the side compartments in all directions, with each of these exploding as
an incendiary bomb, with devastating effect. | later learned that one such bomb landed
across the street from my cousins, who lived in a semi-detached house in the suburbs of
London, all the family were killed.

Many people | knew, were convinced they could tell the difference between the sounds
made by the RAF Spitfire and a Messerschmitt engine, | believed this at the time, but am
now unsure! | do, however, distinctly remember the members of the expatriate Polish Air
Force, who would come to Mass wearing blue uniforms, slightly darker than those of the
RAF pilots. Much of Poland was Catholic, rather than Eastern Orthodox, so the Polish
Airmen used to come to Mass whenever they could. My father worked at Lloyds, one of
the “Big Five” English Banks, not to be confused with Lloyds of London, which is Insur-
ance!]. My father was a soldier in the Army in WWI and in WWII served as a Firewatcher
[trained to defuse the incendiary bombs dropped by the Germans, before they exploded)].
What strikes me about this now is how quickly England went from a nation “on the ropes”,
hiding in air raid shelters and mining its own beaches against a possible German invasion,
to a nation with the capacity not only to rebuild its cities, but also to aid others by taking
their refugees. That resilience impresses meSEO this day” Jim

BROTHER VINCENT (Francis Harrington)
Born: London, England, June 5, 1880 Died: London, England, October 31, 1967

Entering at Clapham in 1899, Brother Vincent received the habit on January 10, 1900,
pronounced vows two years later, and remained on until 1922 when he went to Mayfield
as Headmaster. He had been Headmaster at Clapham from 1919 to 1922. His stay at
Mayfield was brief. Transferred to the American Province in 1924, he taught French at St.
John's in Danvers and at Keith Academy, Lowell, until his request for re-assignment to the
mother country was granted in 1937. He taught French at Brighton until his retirement at
age seventy. In the States he was John Bull; at home, Uncle Sam, playing both roles
irritatingly well and presumably chuckling inward. He died in his eighty-eighth year.

BROTHER ALPHONSUS (James Duffy)
Born: Broomhouse, Scotland, 1904

Died: Mayfield, England, Nov 20, 1973 Brother
Alphonsus from Lanarkshire, Scotland, entered 2
days after his eighteenth birthday. An honours
student in the classics, he taught for 50 years
until poor health forced him to retirement. He
served the Xaverian brothers, with courage
during the evacuation to East Grinstead.

BROTHER BONIFACE (John T. Ryan) Born: Hull, England, March 31, 1880 Died: Isle of
Wight, England, November 27, 1899 Brother Boniface received the habit at Mayfield on
September 8, 1896, when he was  sixteen.

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Mon. James Warwick - Second Rector of The Holy Ghost Balham

M()NS.IGNOR JAMES VALENTINE WARWICK
Second Rector of Balham (1895 - 1908)

Born in London on February 14th, 1857 he

was educated at the English Colleges in Lisbon
andin Romg, and was ordained in 1882. Before
beginning his priestly studies he had been at the
Xaverian College, Mayficld, where he was the
second boy to be enrolled among the pupils of
that school. After his ordination and despite his
very delicate health he taught at Lisbon for 10
years. Afterserving at the Cathedral (1892)and
Chatham (1892) and Croydon (1894), he was
appointed Rector of Balham in 1895. During
his thirteen years here he built the first part of
our church and school and started the parishes
of Tooting and Tooting Bec. Clapham Park,
Altenburg Gardens, and Earlsfield also owe
their beginning to him: and it was also due to his
kindly encouragement that thc Xaverian
Brothers started their College in the parish in
1896. In 1908 he was appointed Rector of
Sutton, and two years later he returned to the
English College at Lisbon as Vice-Rector
(1910-1911) and Rector (1911-1916). He
became a Domestic Prelate in 1912.1n 1916 he
became Rector of East Grinstead. He retired in
1929 and went to live at Felpham, Bognor
Regis, where his house was the Mass centre for
the district for some years. He died suddenly on
March 22nd, 1939, and was buried in Mayfield
in the cemetery of the Xaverian Brothers.

There
are also notes about a lamp in the College Chapel brought from Daniel O Connell’s own
private chapel in Ireland in commemoration of the Irish emancipation many years ago
which led to the setting up of these religious institutions in Balham and Clapham.

would be either Sacred Heart Mixed Comprehensive, Camberwell or
St.Gerards Secondary Modern. | managed to get the three ones but before be-
ing accepted you had to attend an interview with the Headmaster of Clapham
College. | remember my mum putting on her posh voice and calling the head-
master "Mr. Peacock" (Are You Being Served?!) After some small talk | had to
go alone with him into his office where | was asked to read aloud from a book
about Julius Caesar which was quite straight forward and then was given three
Maths questions to answer. The first two were pretty simple but the third | had
no idea. Mr. Pocock eventually said, "The answer is point five but I'm sure you
knew that" | nodded but | really didn't have a clue. Afterwards Mr. Pocock told
my mum that | was a very pleasant young man; he would be welcoming me to
the College in September. What | should have said to Mum was that maybe
Clapham was not the school for me. At Sacred Heart I'll be top of the class, they
could make me Head Boy, | wouldn't have to wait till | was 18 to get a girlfriend!
| made such a big impression at Clapham that many years later at an Old Boys
lunch at the Oval, the O'Flynn's were talking to Mr. Pocock when Tony called me
over and said to Mr. Pocock "You remember John Norton?" Cecil looked at me

with a certain amount of disdain and said "Were you at St. Gerards?"

My career as a photographic model.

When we were away | was chatting with Mark who is a friend of Berni and lan. Somehow we talked
about photography and | promised to tell him about my career. He suffers from dementia and we
did not get the chance to chat again but | was trying to remember how it came about. In the course
of that effort to recall events a lot came back to me and | was able to put it into order.

We were living in Glanfield Road and | had stopped playing football with the old boys. | played for
Beckenham Town as | was very close for home games. Mary was a member of the local young mum’s
group and that gave us some social contacts, parties etc. We were at a party when a young woman
talked to me and asked if | was interested in doing some photo shoots! | was surprised but
interested. She told me her husband took photos for magazines and she recruited likely subjects.
When she told me who her husband was I realised it was Mike, centre half of Beckenham Town. We
knew each other but | was unaware of his side line. She had picked me out for my rugged manly
poise and charm, of course! He told me that his photos were used in ladies magazines to illustrate
romantic story lines and that the shoots were on Sundays , he paid £10 a time. Usually two or three
day¥ per story line. | needed to have a change of clothes and he would tell me what sort of things to
bring along. He picked me up, we went down to near Sevenoaks, picked up a lady and went to a
farm. The story was of a vet and some sort of romance. At the farm the farmer took us into the yard,
his pig was very interested in the visitors and stood up to watch what was going on. We did a few
more photos and then arranged to meet the next Sunday. That time | was in different clothes
including a stylish roll neck jumper. That was it and a few weeks later | had another session with a
different woman and another story line. In all | did about 5 sessions and the money came in very

~handy it was the 70’s. 1 thought no more of it and carried on as before, working at the head office.
What | didn’t know was that some of the girls at the office read True Love, and Woman'’s Story. On
the noticeboard a photo was pinned up with me at the farm with the pig. Chris Smith had been told
by one of the girls and had added a speech bubble! | was horrified and there was much merriment at
my expense. Worse, there were more pictures to follow!!

The next picture showed me with the lady and my head was held high in a disdainful manner (I
thought). The speech bubbles had been added by =< Ly (% Suﬁ(.éhe ‘What’s wrong Frank,
what’s wrong? Me, ‘ You've starched my polo neck! That’ what’s wrong!’ | went into hiding. There
were more to come and | survived the embarrassment, just. My Dad was MD and I think he frowned
on the tomfoolery. Poignantly, when Dad died among his effects we found the first cutting that he
must have had confiscated. I'm sure he enjoyed my discomfort. My career ended after that, no
sunny future being a male model, just as well. Happy days. Jim Connor, a true friend of Frank!
