As	well	as	offering	a	high-quality	coaching	programme,	we	have	entered	an	U13	League	team	(combining	the	U13s	and	
U12s),	an	U11	League	team	(combining	the	U11s	and	U10s)	and	an	U9	League	team	(combining	the	U9s	and	U8s)	in	the	
‘Two	Counties	Youth	League’	which	begins	at	the	end	of	April.		Fixtures	will	be	posted	on	the	Club’s	website	once	
agreed	with	the	other	clubs.		On	the	website	‘Home’	page,	click	on	‘Teams’	and	navigate	to	the	appropriate	League	
team.		In	addition,	friendly	matches	will	be	arranged,	including	for	our	new	U15s	team.
