• If	you	show	any	of	the	Covid-19	symptoms	you	must	stay	at	home,	inform	NHS	
Test	and	Trace	and	seek	medical	advice

• NHS	Track	and	Trace	QR	codes	are	displayed	throughout	the	ground	for	your	use

• SPECTATORS should	arrive	in	good	time	to	avoid	queueing	&	congestion	at	the	
turnstile

• SPECTATORS	are	reminded	to	observe	social	distancing	measures	and	avoid	
close	contact	with	others	who	are	not	in	their	social	bubble

• When	moving	past	other	SPECTATORS,	please	avoid	face	to	face	contact

• SPECTATORS should	maintain	good	hand	hygiene,	bring	your	own	sanitiser	if	
possible	or	use	the	hand	dispenser	stations	situated	in	the	stadium

• SPECTATORS should	observe	respiratory	etiquette,	always	cover	your	mouth	if	
you	need	to	cough	or	sneeze

• SPECTATORS should	avoid	shouting,	singing	or	celebrating	when	facing	each	
other

• SPECTATORSmust	wear	a	facemask	when	entering	the	Clubhouse	or	toilets

• SPECTATORS should	be	aware	of	the	Clubhouse	&	Tea	hut	are	operating	at	a	
restricted	basis,	payment	should	be	made	by	CONTACTLESSmeans	wherever	
possible.	Both	are	operating	under	a	Takeaway basis

• SPECTATORS	should	respect	the	measures	put	in	place	to	safeguard	their	own	
safety
