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POLICIES AND CONSENT

Mouthguards

Mouthguards are recommended by the RFU at Club and School level but are not compulsory. Eastleigh RFC adhere
to these recommendations and request that all players taking part in contact rugby should wear mouthguards for
matches and contact training. It is the responsibility of the parent/ guardian / player to provide, and ensure the
wearing of, mouthguards.

Clothing

Parents / Guardians and Players are responsible for being equipped with the correct kit, including kit appropriate to
the weather conditions. Please note that ERFC coaches may refuse to allow a player on the pitch for training and/ or
games if, following their risk assessment, the coach(es) feel they are under equipped or inappropriately dressed for
the activity/ weather and pose a risk of injury to themselves or others. Players will not be allowed to play matches or
train in items of clothing with hoods or zips. The decision of the coach(es) is final.

Match Shirts

ERFC provide a system to allow players to HIRE their Match Shirts for the season. Upon successful completion of
Registration, players are eligible to hire a shirt for a Deposit of £30 from Kit Shop. The Shirt must be returned to Kit
Shop at presentation ceremony or prior to the end of season and your deposit will be refunded. Failure to return the
shirt at the end of this season, will forfeit your deposit and a new deposit will be payable the next season. The Shirt
remains the property of ERFC at all times.

Tetanus
We recommend that you check with your doctor to ensure that your child’s tetanus vaccinations are up to date.
Water bottles

In the interests of Health and Safety, we recommend that all players provide their own water bottle for matches and
training.
