As of Saturday 24 August 2019, Sandbach United Football Club have made the decision to allow
dogs into The Sandbach Community Football Centre. This policy outlines the rules we have putin
place to ensure that everyone can continue to enjoy the facility safely and our already high
standards are adhered to.

Well behaved dogs are welcome in designated areas which are clearly sign posted and
are marked on the picture below.

Dogs should always be kept on a short lead.

Dogs should not be left unattended at any time.

Dogs are not allowed into the main building at any time, except for assistance dogs.
Water is provided in drinking bowls outside the main building.

If a dog is miss-behaving then we would expect the owner to deal with the situation, if
we feel that your dog is a safety concern then you will be asked to leave site.

Staff on site have the right to refuse entry or ask you to leave at any time.

Owners should clean up after their dog and use the waste bin provided.

No dog waste should be put into any bin other than the designated clearly marked waste
bin.
