“G” Company, 20" London Regiment

The origins of this unit lay in the early years of the 20" century, when the Boer War caused an outburst of enthusiasm for military training. St. Dunstan's College was
organised into the 'Battalion' and the whole School paraded regularly for drill. At first there was a lack of interest in some quarters, but the traioning improved and,
encouraged by the appointment of a drill instructor, the 'Corps' became a popular part of the curriculum. By 1911 the contingent was considered proficient enough to become
part of the Junior Division of the Officers' Training Corps.

The 'Corps' was originally commanded by Captain F C Bentley who, in addition to teaching at the College was an officer in the Territorial Force. His unit was the 20™
London Regiment (Blackheath & Woolwich) which was based at Holly Hedge House in Blackheath. When the unit was formed in 1908 he began to recruit Old Dunstonians
to serve in “G” Company. When the War began “G” Company was nearly at full strength and within a few days it was oversubscribed with volunteers, some 150 Old Boys
passing in to it. After a period of training at Hatfield, “G” Company personnel were transferred to “B” Company but were kept together in 7 and 8 Platoons.

When the unit went to France in March 1915 the Old Dunstonian Platoons went with it, and this is the only recorded example of a single unit of Old Boys from one school
serving overseas together. The Platoons went through fighting at Festubet and Givenchy with only light casualties, but on 25 September 1915 the unit attacked Loos as part
of the 47™ (London) Division and were almost destroyed. During the initial attack the Platoons led the attack through Loos village, and had further casualties in the
following days of fighting as the Germans counter attacked. Most of the survivors were of officer standard and were commissioned into other units, and by the end of
1915”G” Company had lost its unique Old Dunstonian character.

During WW1, 977 Old Dunstonians were in uniform of which 227 were killed or died. Of this number 37 were members of the Old Dunstonian RFC and are listed in the
Roll of Honour above. Critiques and citations for three of those who were killed are listed below.



Robertio Charles Rudolph Bennett MC

An early volunteer for the Old Dunstonian Company of the 20" London Regiment, he went to France with the unit as a Private in March 1915. He took part in the battles of
Festubert and Givenchy, and was present at the Battle of Loos on 25 September 1915. The 1/20™ London Regiment was part of the 141st Brigade and was in the second
wave of the British attack, which began at 6.00a.m. after gas was released onto the German lines. The Battalion took its first objective, the “garden-city” and pushed on to
the Chalk Pit; although it had taken most of the objectives assigned to it, heavy casualties had been incurred and Bennett was one of the many Old Dunstonians who were
wounded. He was invalided home with a gunshot wound in the left shoulder after initial treatment at Rouen. On recovering he joined the Inns of Court OTC as a Lance
Corporal on 29 November 1915. After serving in the 1% and 6™ Companies of the unit he transferred to the 14™ Officer Cadet Battalion and was finally commissioned into
the 20™ London Regiment as Second Lieutenant, dated 19 December 1916.

Bennett returned to France and served with the 20™ for some time, being wounded for a second time and advancing to Lieutenant on 19 June 1918. In addition, he was
awarded the Military Cross for gallantry in the summer of 1918, and the citation appeared in the London Gazette of 7 November 1918:

“For conspicuous gallantry and devotion to duty. He led his company under heavy artillery and machine-gun fire with marked ability and courage, and maintained the spirit
and determination of his men under very trying circumstances by his fine example”.

He took part in the British offensives of August 1918 and was killed in action on 24 August 1918. He has no known grave and his name is commemorated on Panel Ten of
the Vis-en-Artois Memorial, France.

Maurice Lane MC, MM

He was one of the first to volunteer for the Old Dunstonian Company of the 20™ London Regiment, joining it on 1 October 1909. On the outbreak of War in August 1914 he
was a Sergeant in the 20" London Regiment and volunteered for overseas duty at once. He went to France with the unit in March 1915 and was Sergeant of a platoon of Old
Dunstonians. He played a notable part in the attack on Loos during the advance of the 47" (London) Division. The Battalion had as its objective the German second line
which ran from Loos Cemetary to the Lens-Bethune Road. Lane was at the head of his platoon in the charge through the village of Loos, and was recommended in very
strong terms by his company commander. For his bravery he was commissioned in the field (London Gazette 12 November 1915) and was posted back to his old unit as an
officer. He was also recommended for a gallantry award and eventually received the Military Medal (London Gazette 14 September 1916); shortly afterwatrds he was also
mentioned in despatches.

After the Loos attack he was accidentally injured on duty but continued to serve with his unit at the front. He was later posted to the 2" Battalion of the 20™ London
Regiment accompanying it to Salonika in November 1916. He served in this theatre for seven months leading amny difficult and dangerous patrols against the Bulgarian
lines. The Battalion was later transferred to Egypt, arriving at Alexandria on 19 June 1917. Lane was promoted to Lieutenant on 1 July following and took part in the
advance into Palestine in the latter part of the year. He was promoted to Captain on 22 November 1917 and given command of a company which he led in the operations
which resulted in the fall of Jerusalem. During this fighting he was killed in action at El Bixeh on 29 December 1917, and is buried in Jerusalem War Cemetary.

For his bravery he was awarded the Military Cross posthumously (London Gazette 26 March 1918). His citation read:
“For conspicuous gallantry and devotion to duty. During the assault he led his company on the right flank with great courage and ability. By his fine determination and
skilful leadership his men were enabled to repulse a strong counter attack launched against his exposed flank”.



George Primrose Weston MC

He joined the Old Dunstonian Company of the 20™ London Regiment in September 1914 aged just 18. After training at Hatfield he accompanied the Battalion to France in
March 1915, and soon afterwards was selected for a commission. He was promoted from Private directly to Second Lieutenant on 24 May 1915. He took part in the battles
of Festubert and Givenchy and was present at the attack on Loos on 25 September 1915, being one of the Old Boys not killed or wounded during this fighting. He remained
with the 1/20" Regiment into 1916 and during the year distinguished himself in a number of actions. He was promoted to Captain on 24 May 1916, missing service as
Lieutenant, and was awarded the Military Cross (London Gazette 24 June 1916). His citation read: “For conspicuous gallantry as bombing officer. He kept up the supply of
bombs under heavy artillery fire. Later he made a very successful reconnaissance of the enemy trenches, and finally led an attack which drove them out”.

On 1 October 1916 the unit took part in an attack on Eaucourt I'Abbaye; three battalions were involved, with the 20" London in the centre of the advance. The attack was
successful at first but was then held up by machine gun fire from the grounds of the Abbey. Two tanks came up and silenced the opposition and the unit fought its way
through the village and established a new line to the north of it. During this fighting Weston was killed; he has no known grave, and is commemorated on the Thiepval
Memorial in France.
