A superb three-storey Connors built halls -adjoining semi-detached 

Edwardian home, retaining many period features and characteristically 

for houses from this era, it is light and extremely spacious. A welcoming 

entrance hall  greets you and enjoys a period s taircase returning to the 

upper floors, light filled sitting room with bay window and of particular 

note a most attractive fireplace, a dining room and generous 

kitchen/breakfast room to rear with access out to the rear garden.  In 

addition is a useful utility room and shower room completes the ground 

floor accommodation. To the first floor are three double bedrooms, a 

single bedroom/study, all  served by a bathroom and separate wc and to 

the second floor are two further bedrooms and bathroom.  Externally 

to the front is the advantage of driveway off road parking and to the 

rear is an attractive and good size garden which has been thoughtfully 

planted and offers a patio area ideal for outside entertaining, a 

generous expanse of lawn and further area of garden to rear with 

greenhouse and vegetable garden. This really is a special and much 

loved family house that should be viewed without delay.

ENTRANCE PORCH:

ENTRANCE HALL: 

Coir matting, exposed floorboards, attractive welcome arch, stairs to first floor, under stair 

cupboard, radiator and doors into: 

SITTING ROOM:  

Feature open fireplace with iron mantel, iron inset & basket, marble surround, tiled cheeks 

and hearth, cornicing & picture rails, carpet as fitted, cupboard with bookcase above and sash 

bay window to front. 

 

DINING ROOM:  

Feature fireplace with wood mantel and surround, iron inset & basket, ti led cheeks and 

hearth, radiator, carpet as fitted, picture rails and sash window to rear. 

 

KITCHEN/BREAKFAST ROOM:  

A farmhouse style kitchen fitted with a range of wall and base units with wooden worktops 

and tiled splashback over, one and half bowl ceramic sink with mixer and filter taps, space for 

fridge/freezer, space for range style oven with extractor fan over and tiled splashback, further 

space for dishwasher, Karndean flooring with underfloor heating and three windows to side. 

 

UTILITY ROOM:  

Granite worktop with base unit, inset stainless s teel sink with swan mixer tap, space for 

washing machine, wall mounted gas Vaillant boiler,  window to side, glass panelled timber 

door to garden and further timber door into:  

 

SHOWER ROOM:  

Fully tiled shower cubicle with integrated shower, low level wc, pedestal wash hand basin, 

radiator, tiled flooring and extractor fan. 

 

FIRST FLOOR LANDING:  

Radiator, stairs to second floor and doors into: 

 

BEDROOM: 

Feature fireplace with wood mantel and surround, iron basket and tiled cheeks, picture rails, 

radiator, carpet as fitted and sash windows into bay to front. 

 

BEDROOM: 

Feature fireplace with mantel, surround and iron inset, picture rails, carpet as fitted, radiator 

with thermostat and sash window to rear overlooking the garden.  

 

BEDROOM: 

Feature fireplace with iron mantel, surround and basket with ti led cheeks, radiator, carpet as 

fitted, shelving and picture rails and sash window to rear. 

 

BEDROOM/STUDY:  

Currently used as a study with picture rails, carpet as fitted and sash window to front. 

 

FAMILY BATHROOM: 

Most attractive roll  top clawfoot bath with shower attachment and side taps, freestanding 

pedestal Savoy wash hand basin, attractive ti led surrounds and tiled flooring, radiator with 

thermostat, cupboard housing pressurised hot water tank and obscured window to side. 

 

SEPARATE WC:  

Low level dual flush wc, ti led flooring, radiator and obscured window to side. 

 

SECOND FLOOR GALLERIED LANDING: 

Access into: 

 

BEDROOM: 

Feature fireplace with iron mantel, surround and iron basket, radiator wi th thermostat, 

carpet as fitted, loft access, walk-in storage area and windows to front and side. 

 

BEDROOM: 

Storage cupboard, carpet as fitted and sash window to rear.  

 

FAMILY BATHROOM: 

P-shaped bath with integrated shower and tiled surrounds, low level wc, freestanding 

pedestal wash hand basin, tiled flooring, radiator and velux window. 

 

OUTSIDE FRONT:  

Driveway providing off road parking and walled areas of garden with various established 

planting along with side access to rear garden via timber gate.  

 

OUTSIDE REAR: 

A generous garden featuring an Indian sandstone patio suited for garden table and chairs and 

three compartment outhouse providing ample storage. The remainder of the garden 

principally laid to lawn with an array of mature planting, trees and shrubs and to the rear of 

the garden is a further area of garden with greenhouse, vegetable garden and attractive 

ornamental wildlife pond. 



 



 

  

 

SITUATION:  

Crowborough is the largest and highest inland town in East Sussex, set 

within the High Weald Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty and 

bordering the Ashdown Forest.
