Swapping pavements for the great outdoors,  
spectacular views and quiet woodland await exploration 
in the Barton Hills Nature Reserve to the north of Luton. 
Complete with Boating lake and fountain, the stunning 
formal gardens and museum at Wardown Park provide 
an oasis of calm for relaxation and contemplation within 
the bustling town. Visit Stockwood DiscoveryCentre with 
the children or enjoy the extensive facilities for rugby, 
athletics, horse riding and golf within the grounds of 
Stockwood Park. 

Cultured
