An interview with Clement Freud

Clement Freud Entertains at The Theatre At Headington: Thu 28th Feb: 7.30pm £15 (£12).

You're bringing your one-man show to Oxford. Why now?

You're just unlucky and got the short straw! No, | do about twenty
shows a year. After Oxford it's Pitlochry and then Tunbridge
Wells.

You clearly enjoy interacting with an audience...

Ifyou do an afternoon speech, you get alot of money and appear
in front of a lot of drunks who may have no interest in you. But
if you go to Headington and people pay so much money to see
you, you've actually got an audience, they want to listen to you.
Speaking to people who've seen you, heard you or read you, is
fun - a good means of communication.

It's certainly not your first time in Oxford. What are your abiding
impressions of the city?

I've been to Oxford hundreds of times. My wife was evacuated
to Oxford during the war and lived with C.5.Lewis at The Kilns in
Headington Quarry. And he gave us a wedding present which |
still treasure. And, yes, I've spoken at the Oxford Union and done:
Just A Minute there.

You're well known for your views on food. Some might say you
were one of the very first celebrity chefs and food writers. Do you
think the current vogue for celebrity chefsis good for food?

You know, everything is good for food. Even someone who
appears on television and burns a piece of toast. | tend to think that any programme which deals with something
can be helpfu

Do yousstill go out to restaurants much these days?

Yes,alot. Raymond Blanc is a friend of mine: | first came across him in Summertown many years ago. | enjoy his
restaurant very much. But I stil cook every day - it's no difficulty for me.

And as a former MP yourself, with food policy so much in the news, do you think Government has a role to play
in promoting good food?

Yes, I do. The first time it really happened was in the Boer War! Of the first 5000 or so troops that were sent out,
about 3000 died because they were so weedy they couldn't stand the voyage. So, the government’s first entry
into gastronomy was in health checks because they wanted soldiers to be alive before they got shot.

You stood as a Liberal M.P. for several terms.

Yes, | was a Liberal at a time when there were only six Liberals in Parliament. Im still a Liberal - although the
party's now gone. If you decide you're going to be the middle party, you don't have any policies - you wait for
the policies of the other two and fit in between. In my day, you had Michael Foot on one side and Margaret
Thatcher on the other - and a huge constituency in between.

So ifyou had your time over, would you be less interested in going into politics today?

When | went into Parliament, people would say, ‘Gosh, how wonderful. Today, they say, "What bad luck, when
are you going to get a decent job?” | was absolutely thrilled to get into Parliament - it was one of the biggest
things to happen to me. And when | was there, if you asked your colleagues what they were sorriest about in
their lives, it would often be that their fathers had not been alive to see them become M.P. Nobody does that
now - it's only under interrogation that someone would admit their son’s in Parliament!

Many people know you from your many performances on Radio 4's “Just A Minute.” You've done it since 1967. Is
it completely second nature to you?

Yes. We never rehearsed. You knew it had gone well if on the way home you didn't say, “****, 1 wish Id said this
or that”. The key attribute is being able to think ahead. You've got to stop yourself saying things, like repeating
yourself ~new people often have lttle phrases that kill them. Stephen Fry is probably the best speaker, although
he does speak four times faster than me. And he thinks ahead about 20 seconds whereas I only think ahead
about eight! And Stephen can gallop on without repeating himself. And he's incredibly knowledgeable.

In other aspects of your life you've been quite competitive. Is that the case in “Just A Minute” too?

No, being competitive in Just A Minute doesn't work. And people who are generally pis off the audience. If
someone’s tainingl luently and you buzz them because they erred somewhere
and you haven't got anything beuer to say, that's exactly what audiences don't like!

It's more a matter of entertainment than winning...

Oh yes. You remember Peter Jones? He was wonderful, he'd not say anything for five minutes and then make
some devastating remark. Or start a subject and then say ‘I don't think this is a good subject for someone like
me!"

In your autobiography you mention that you were accused of not having a sense of humour - but humour is
surely one of the things you're known for?
That goes back to the Eammon Andrews show. Back in the ‘605 he had a metamorphosis from boxing commentator
to talk show host and | was on his first show. And there was a comedian - Dick Emery ~ who told a joke and |
didn't laugh because | didn't think it was funny. But the camera cut between Dick Emery and me not laughing
and that reputation stuck for a while. | do laugh ~ he just wasn't very funny.

Sowho do you think s funny - who makes you laugh?

Oh, Les Dawson, Tommy Cooper... Little Britain | don't like. And Anthony Worrall Thompson | like least. | want to
put him in Room 101 with the A12, the road to my home in Suffolk.

So the A12 is not a friend of yours?

(Laughs) No, it's disgraceful.

You've not been able to
