Entering through the front door, you step into the hallway with the 
staircase rising to the first floor. To the left is the kitchen, a bright 
front-facing room with a large window and space for a dining 
table, complemented by fitted units and work surfaces. Beyond 
the kitchen, the hallway leads into the living room, a generously 
proportioned reception room positioned at the rear of the 
property. The room provides ample space for seating and furniture 
and features a door leading through to the adjoining boot room. 
The boot room offers a practical additional space with shelving and 
storage, creating a useful link between the house and the rear 
garden. A door provides direct access outside. Also located on the 
ground floor is a shower room, fitted with a shower enclosure, 
wash basin and WC. Overall, the ground floor comprises a front-
facing kitchen, a spacious rear living room, a useful boot room with 
garden access, and a ground-floor shower room. 
Ascending the staircase to the first floor, you arrive on a central 
landing with access to both double bedrooms. To the rear of the 
property is the principal bedroom, a spacious double room 
featuring built-in storage and enjoying attractive far-reaching 
views across open countryside. An en-suite bathroom is accessed 
directly from this room and is fitted with a bath, WC and wash 
hand basin, with a window overlooking the surrounding rural 
landscape. To the front of the property is the second double 
bedroom, another generously proportioned room with built-in 
storage and a pleasant outlook over the street scene. 
To the front, the property is approached via a gated pathway 
leading through an established front garden, creating an attractive 
setting and a degree of separation from the road. On-street 
parking is available nearby. To the side of the property, a useful 
pedestrian access provides a convenient route through to the rear 
garden without the need to pass through the house. The rear 
garden is enclosed and offers a mix of hardstanding and planted 
areas, providing plenty of potential for landscaping or further 
enhancement. A useful outbuilding is positioned towards the rear 
of the plot, offering additional storage. A particular feature of the 
property is the additional area of land beyond the rear garden, 
which is utilised as an extension of the garden. This substantial 
outdoor space provides excellent scope for recreation, gardening, 
wildlife enjoyment or simply taking advantage of the far-reaching 
views across the surrounding countryside. The property's elevated 
rear position enjoys attractive open views over neighbouring fields 
and rolling Devon countryside, creating a wonderful rural backdrop 
while remaining conveniently situated within the village.
