Also laid out to the GROUND FLOOR is a useful UTILITY with space and plumbing for a washing
machine as well as open storage for boots and shoes. A CLOAKROOM with WC sits off. BEDROOM
4/OFFICE offers a dual aspect space. The GARAGE/STORE is adjacent and offers useful storage
space for bikes as well as light and power and timber garage doors to the front.
