An exceptional four bedroom detached house presented in ‘show 
home’ condition throughout. This particular design was named 
‘The Ellias’ and proved to be very popular with families and 
those wishing to downsize from a larger property. 
 
This impressive home enjoys a spacious light and airy sitting 
room with French doors opening onto a paved patio being ideal 
for alfresco dining. There is a separate dining room which has a 
number of potential uses including a home office/play room or 
TV lounge. The kitchen is a particular feature with integrated 
appliances and space for a good size table. Completing the 
ground floor is a utility room, cloakroom and entrance hall with 
a useful understairs cupboard.  
 
Moving upstairs, there is a family bathroom and four bedrooms, 
with the principle bedroom benefitting from a stylish en-suite 
shower room.  
 
Outside, there is a small easy to maintain front garden, and an 
attractive rear garden being mainly laid to lawn with mature 
shrub and flower borders all enclosed by fencing and a high 
wall. There is also a patio and gravelled seating area being the 
perfect spot to sit and relax after a busy day.   
 
LOCATION: The town of Wincanton is an appealing South 
Somerset town bordering the counties of Dorset and Wiltshire. 
Local amenities including a Co-Op supermarket, butcher, 
bakery, fruit and veg and whole foods shop, Morrisons, Lidl, 
Health Centre, Post Office, library, cafes, eateries and a leisure 
centre with gym and swimming pool. The town has a thriving 
community with an active library as well as a community centre 
at the Balsam Centre which has a busy schedule of classes and 
groups. The town is a 10 minute drive from the fantastic 
offerings of Bruton including the Hauser & Wirth Art Gallery 
and Roth Bar & Grill, 10 minutes from the impressive highly-
regarded Newt Hotel, 15 minutes from the pretty market town of 
Castle Cary and 20 minutes from the attractive Dorset town of 
Sherborne. It is also close to the A303 for an easy drive to/from 
London (approx 2 hours drive), and Berry’s coaches which 
operates a twice daily service to London. Other local attractions 
are a number of National Trust properties including Stourhead 
and approximately an hour’s drive from the beautiful Dorset 
coastline featuring some of the best beaches in the country. 
There is a Waitrose 10 minutes away in Gillingham or at 
Sherborne and an excellent local farm shop and restaurant at 
Kimbers (5 minutes away). There is also the renowned 
Wincanton racecourse and a pretty local park, Cale Park, which 
features a playground, café with ‘mini-town’ for children and the 
pretty river Cale which runs through to the countryside behind 
Loxton House.

BEDROOM 2: 13’7” (to front of wardrobe) x 8’5” Two double 
glazed windows to front aspect with an outlook over the green 
and hilltops, radiator, wall to wall mirror fronted wardrobe and 
smooth plastered ceiling.   
 
BEDROOM 3: 10’11” x 9’4” Radiator, smooth plastered ceiling 
and double glazed window overlooking the rear garden. 
 
BEDROOM 4: 7’10” x 7’2” Radiator, smooth plastered ceiling 
and double glazed window overlooking the rear garden.   
 
BATHROOM: Bath with shower over, tiled to splash prone 
areas, pedestal wash hand basin, low level WC, heated towel 
rail, double glazed window and smooth plastered ceiling with 
extractor.

The garage is positioned under a 
coach house with parking in front of the garage.
