Gedding is a small rural parish in Mid Suffolk. Situated in the ‘Hundred of Thedwastre’, the parish lies about six miles south east of the Cathedral town of
Bury St Edmunds and 6 miles west of Stowmarket, offering peaceful countryside living with easy access to local town. Nearby is Drinkstone village, with
amenities such as All Saints’ Church (Grade II* Listed), historic windmills, and a village hall. The area borders beautiful reserves like Bradfield Wood. The
wider locality benefits from nearby primary schools, nursery, shop and pub in Rattlesden and Woolpit, and Thurston Community College for secondary
education. Nearby Felsham has a playing field, public house, community shop and post office. The nearest railway service is at Elmswell station, around 7 km
away, with further rail connections available at Thurston, Bury St. Edmunds and Stowmarket, with regular intercity trains to London or Norwich.

A stunning country lodge with approximately 15 acres of grounds and woodland bounded by open countryside. The schedule of property incorporates a high
specification leisure complex, a large array of outbuildings and a number of versatile reception rooms, many of which benefit from views over the mature
surroundings. The property occupies a secure parkland style setting with a gated entrance and a sweeping driveway having originally been built in the 1960’s,
in grounds that were part of the ancient Gedding Hall Estate. Much of the design we see today was influenced by the well renowned American architect Frank
Lloyd Wright whose designs are often seen incorporating varying roof levels and extensive use of natural materials. The accommodation as it stands now has
been significantly remodelled by the current owners alongside local architect Max Milburn who between them have created a striking home reflecting the
occupier’s meticulous attention to detail.

Among the most attractive parts of the property are the grounds and the
setting approached via electric security gates with CCTV and intercom
system. The driveway divides after a short while with one access leading
to the house and garage and the other leading to the side range of
OUTBUILDINGS. There is a substantial area of OFF-ROAD PARKING
available at the front of the property and the left driveway is tree lined and
continues for some time before arriving at the old GARAGE and STABLE
BLOCK which comprises parking for a number of vehicles, 3 stables, a
tack room and a large store. Additionally, there is a substantial HAY
BARN, FIELD SHELTER and an area of sub-divided land, GREEN
HOUSE, ORCHARD and 2 substantial GARAGE BLOCKS which is
understood to have been the original home to Toleman Formula One racing
team (perhaps best known for introducing Ayrton Senna to the world). Each
of the garage blocks have power and light connected and there is a concrete
HELIPAD within the grounds.

The property is nestled within a parkland setting extending to over 15
ACRES with a charming rural Suffolk landscape offering a degree of
privacy, seclusion and security seldom available. There is a particularly
generous terrace abutting the rear of the property within which there is an
inset pond. As the grounds meander there are large expanses of formal
lawns, rose gardens and ample grazing with a fenced deer park.
