Over the years Hempnall has proved to be a popular and 

sought after village having a good demographic with a 

strong local community helped by having a good 

infrastructure with local shopping facilities including a village 

store and post office, doctors surgery, schooling and a 

garage.  

 

The nearby village of Long Stratton provides a further more 

extensive range of day to day amenities and facilities being 

some 5 or so miles to the south, whilst the city of Norwich is 

within short commuting distance being 13 miles to the 

north.  

 

To the rear of the property pathway access leads through to 

the formal garden which offers privacy and peaceful 

surroundings and brick shed/store. This is a laid to lawn 

garden enclosed by a mixture of mature hedging and 

fencing panels and a rustic brick wall forms a boundary with 

the churchyard. The property benefits from off road parking 

for two cars and viewing would be highly recommended to 

fully appreciate the size and setting of this delightful 

property.

Timber and glazed front entrance door, front aspect cottage 

style window, exposed brick fire place with black cast iron 

woodburner set upon pamment tile hearth with oak beam 

mantle over, staircase to first floor and doorway through to:  

 

KITCHEN/DINER 

Fitted with a full range of light beech shaker style base and 

wall units with work surfaces over, integral eye level double 

electric oven, ceramic hob with extractor fan above, 

plumbing for dishwasher and washing machine, inset single 

drainer sink unit and mixer tap, rear and side aspect uPVC 

double glazed windows, space for upright appliance and 

further under counter appliance, built in storage cupboard, 

ample space for family sized table and chairs, door through 

to rear hallway and: 

 

BATHROOM 

Three piece bathroom suite in white comprising of bath with 

electric shower over in tiled area, pedestal wash hand basin, 

low level wc, heated towel radiator and rear aspect obscured 

double glazed window.  

 

Horseshoe shaped staircase in pine leads to first floor 

landing with fitted cupboards and batten and brace doors  to 

both bedrooms. 

 

BEDROOM ONE  

Found to the front of the property and being a generous 

sized double bedroom with built-in cupboard. 

 

BEDROOM TWO  

Found to the rear of the property and being another decent
