Offering versatile accommodation 

throughout, the property benefits from off street parking, 

a ground floor ensuite bedroom, an ensuite principal 

bedroom, utility room, ground floor cloakroom and is 

offered to the market with No Onward Chain. Lovingly 

updated by the current owner, this bright and airy home 

provides well-balanced living space ideally suited to 

modern family life. A welcoming entrance hallway 

immediately creates an excellent first impression and 

incorporates a convenient ground floor W.C. From here, 

access is provided to the principal reception room and 

the former garage, which has been expertly converted to 

create a spacious double bedroom complete with its own 

ensuite shower room, making it ideal for 

multigenerational living, visiting guests or independent 

teenagers. The kitchen has been stylishly updated and 

features a range of fitted units and worktops with space 

for appliances, whilst a separate utility room provides 

additional practicality and storage. Both the kitchen and 

adjoining dining room enjoy attractive views across the 

rear garden, creating a pleasant backdrop for everyday 

living and entertaining. 

To the first floor are three generous double bedrooms, 

including an impressive principal bedroom benefiting 

from its own ensuite shower room. The fifth bedroom is 

currently utilised as a home office and benefits from a 

built-in wardrobe, offering flexibility to suit a variety of 

requirements. A modern family bathroom completes the 

accommodation, fitted with a white suite incorporating a 

shower over the bath, complemented by a matching 

anthracite vanity cabinet and heated towel rail. 

Externally, the rear garden has been thoughtfully 

arranged and offers an attractive combination of lawn, 

patio seating areas and well-stocked flower and shrub 

borders. Keen gardeners will appreciate the dedicated 

vegetable patches, whilst a useful shed provides 

additional storage. The garden also benefits from direct 

side access to the front of the property, adding further
