Front door leads to a spacious entrance hallway providing 

access to all ground floor accommodation. The sitting room 

with bay window to front aspect is decorated in contemporary 

style with carpe ted flooring and could be adapted to 

reinstate a focal fireplace. The large kitchen/dining/living 

area to the rear with sliding doors to the conservatory is a 

perfect spot for modern living and excellent entertaining 

room.
