Il mondo del farmaco sta, quindi, cambiando rapidamente ed il
Farmacologo deve essere aggiornato in tempo reale sul piano della formazione, dell’appropriatezza e
della ricerca preclinica, traslazionale e clinica. Nel Congresso annuale verranno affrontati temi di grande
attualita con lo scopo di implementare un dialogo multidisciplinare con le Societa cliniche specifiche
delle diverse aree terapeutiche, stimolando anche la partecipazione di medici specialisti.
