The Pastoral Team provide support for vulnerable children / families. This support includes:
· Providing food parcels
· Signposting to other agencies e.g. Restorative Solutions and Gateway
· Early Help support
· Mentoring
· Intervention groups e.g. Drawing and Talking and Therapeutic Crafts
· Triple P and parenting support
· Support accessing benefits and completing forms
· Support with individual attendance issues
Via direct support with the Pastoral Team, resources have been identified and funded for children to support their learning and / or well-being.

Supply Teacher Support
Teaching is provided in very small groups to raise standards. This initiative is in place to address the needs of children requiring extra support to meet their needs and improve attainment. Please see Y5 and Y6 data for further information with respect to outcomes.
TA Support
An additional TA has been supporting the Y2 class, specifically to raise standards and improve attainment. Please see Y2 data for further information with respect to outcomes.
Taxis
Several PPG children have had issues with respect to attendance. Bespoke support has been offered to families including general Pastoral Support and referrals to Gateway. Two families have been offered the support of a taxi for an agreed number of mornings per week. Attendance has been monitored to ensure that there is a positive impact.

Residential Trip / School Trips
Places have been funded to ensure that PPG children are able to access this very popular and rewarding experience. This trip is valued greatly within school and although there is not an obvious, direct correlation with attainment, children have to utilise many skills including their independence, resilience and team building – skills that will hold them in good stead as they move onto high school and in future life. Staff members are able to see qualities in children that are not always apparent within the classroom and these are built upon back in school.
Funding is sometimes supplemented for PPG children to make sure they are able to access school trips – ensuring inclusion.


Music Tuition
All PPG children are offered music tuition, free of charge. Several children who can struggle within the classroom thrive within their music lesson - this helps to improve self-esteem and well-being. 
Beanstalk 
Several PPG children have improved significantly with respect to their reading skills. They benefit from one to one sessions every week. 
Counselling
Children are referred to counselling via the Pastoral Team for differing reasons. Counselling helps children address worries and concerns that they have in a safe and nurturing environment and therefore reduce barriers to learning. Improvements in self-esteem and well-being are not easy to measure but are evident to all who know the children well. For example, children develop skills to manage friendship problems and general coping mechanisms.
Milk
All PPG are offered milk as a morning drink, free of charge. When required breakfast and snacks are provided as hunger can affect concentration and is therefore a barrier to learning.
