What Does The Research Say?

A Teaching children strategies for correcting spelling is far more
Important than giving them the correct spelling of a word

A Spelling strategies and major spelling patterns are taught
much more effectively through lessons than through
workbooks or spelling tests

A Individualised spelling dictionaries are useful as children are
trying to get a grasp of new spellings
A Children often get key rules wrong. The most common

misspelt words were the same for the 7-10 age group as for
children aged 11-14

What Does The Research Say?

A We often wrongly assume that if children read widely
they will be good spellers. This presupposes they are
understanding and processing every word

A Etymology - children need to be taught why words are
spelt as they are. They love to hear where words come
