Non-negotiables 

In order to create the best possible environment for learning, we agree that our classrooms should be organised as follows:

Walls 

· Has up-to-date, informative and relevant learning/working walls that the children can see and use to support and challenge learning (key vocabulary etc)

· Bright, eye catching and interactive displays that show what is being learnt, clearly labelled with a title, children’s names and an explanation of what learning has taken place

· Has a working (messy) wall with work from teaching sequence to scaffold and support  learning
