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Starting a new school is an exciting time and we want to make it as relaxed and happy as possible.  
If your child is in their Reception Year, they will have already been offered some opportunities to 
visit school and hopefully this will help them begin to feel at ease.  If you feel that your child is 
particularly worried about starting school, please let us know and we will discuss possible ways of 
helping them to overcome this. 
 
 

Part time schooling 
 

Our new Reception children will start school from Thursday 7 September 2017.  A few children will 
join our School each day and by Tuesday 12 September 2017, all children will be admitted.  Initially, 
all Reception children attend school in the mornings only (9.00 am – 12.00 noon).  During week 
commencing 18 September 2017, children will be invited to stay for lunch, being collected at 
1.15pm.  This year, full time schooling begins for Reception children on Thursday 21 September 
2017. 
 
 

Arriving at school in the morning 
 

Our school day starts at 9.00 am.  At 8.50 am, one of our Teaching Assistants will open the entrance 
doors to welcome children and to take messages to pass to Class Teachers; parents are asked to 
wait with their children on the school site until the doors are opened at 8.50 am. 
 

Reception children use our newer building and enter there through the door under the covered 
walkway.  Children in Purple Class enter the door opposite the main entrance and children in Green 
and Blue Classes enter the door opposite the High Street entrance to the school.   
 

On your child’s first day at school, please bring them right in to school; after that, we encourage 
children to come into school by themselves.  This is so that entrances and cloakroom areas do not 
become crowded and to foster the children’s independence.  There is always someone at the door 
to greet the children and to settle any initial nerves. 
 

It is important that children arrive at school on time.  Late arrival can cause disruption to the class 
and anxiety to the child who is late and we hope, therefore, that this will rarely happen. 
 
 

Returning to school after lunch (1.05 pm) 
 

If you take your child home for lunch, please bring them back between 12.55 and 1.00pm.  Please 
visit the school office to sign your child out and back in again.  Children who stay for lunch return to 
their classrooms at 1.00 pm so that they are ready to start the afternoon session at 1.05 pm. 
 
 

At home time (3.05 pm) 
 

In the interests of safety, staff will not let children leave their care until they can see the person who 
has come to collect them.  Please wait for your child in the school grounds, near to their classroom,

and staff will release them to you.  If you are going to be delayed in meeting your child, please try 
to let us know.   
 

We would ask you not to take a child that you would not normally be meeting without checking with 
a member of staff that this would be a helpful thing to do. 
Parking outside the school can be tricky and we would ask for your help in keeping our neighbours 
happy.  A good place to park is in Well Street; this road is much less busy and a path has been laid 
across the green by the local council so that children and parents can more conveniently cross the 
green when cars are parked on the far side. 
 

For safety reasons, please do not block the car park gateway on Orchard Road. 
 
 

Children not collected after school hours 
 

When a child remains on school premises at the end of the day, the school needs to know that it has 
parental authority to do what is necessary to look after the child.  If the child is not collected, the school 
will make enquiries to find the parents using the contact numbers given by them.  If that fails, however, 
the school will need to make temporary arrangements for the children to be cared for elsewhere.  There 
are rare occasions when, perhaps due to an emergency, parents are not able to collect their children 
promptly from school, or make arrangements for their collection, at the end of the school day.  Unless 
we hear to the contrary we assume that you agree to the school and other agencies making whatever 
arrangements are necessary to ensure your child's welfare. 
 
 

Absence from school 
 

If children are to make good progress, it is important that they attend school regularly and arrive 
punctually.  We appreciate, however, that from time to time absence may be unavoidable due to 
illness.  If this is the case and your child needs to be absent from school, would you please contact 
the school office by 9.00 am on the first day of absence, to let us know the reason for the absence.  
On your child’s return to school, please also send a written note to confirm why they were absent.  
 

If a child is absent from school, there is a legal requirement for us to record the reason for absence.  
Absence due to illness is recorded as authorised absence.  If a child is absent for other reasons, the 
absence will be recorded as unauthorised.  The exception to this would be if absence were 
authorised on compassionate grounds.  Please note that we do not authorise absence for any term 
time holidays and if you take your child out of school for a holiday during term time, you may be 
fined. 
 
 

Security Measures 
 

All entrance doors are locked from 9.00 am.  This means that if your child arrives late at school for 
whatever reason, you will need to see that they get safely into the building.  After the doors are 
locked, it will be necessary to go to the main entrance (facing Orchard Road) and ring the bell in 
order to gain access. 
 
During school hours, all gates except the main entrance gate on Orchard Road are locked.  To ensure 
the children’s safety, would you please make sure that you close and re-fasten the main gate behind 
you if you enter/leave the school site during the day. 
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Safeguarding 
 

It may be helpful for parents to know that staff have a legal duty to report any obvious or suspected 
case of child abuse – which includes non-accidental injury, severe physical neglect, emotional abuse 
and/or sexual abuse. 
 
This procedure is intended to protect children at risk and schools are encouraged to take the 
attitude that where there are grounds for suspicion it is better to be safe than sorry.  This does mean 
that staff risk upsetting some parents by reporting a case which, on investigation, proves 
unfounded.  In such circumstances, it is hoped that parents, appreciating how difficult it is to carry 
out this delicate responsibility, would accept that the school was acting in what were believed to be 
the child’s best interests. 
 
 

Parent Support Advisor 
 

The school employs a Parent Support Advisor and a leaflet has been enclosed in your pack outlining 
further details of her services. 

 
 
Before, after school and holiday provision 
 

The school offers wrap-around care in our Apple Tree Club.  This is open before school from 8 am 
and after school until 5.45 pm.  The club is also open throughout the holidays. Fees are reasonable 
and some parents can get help through the Working Families Tax Credit Scheme. A leaflet has been 
enclosed in your pack containing further information for you. 
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Lunchtimes 
 

You can take your child home for lunch (often a good idea at first as some children find lunchtimes 
daunting and benefit from a nice quiet rest) or, if you wish, arrangements can be made for them to 
have a free, nutritious, hot lunch (which must be ordered in advance) or to bring a healthy packed 
lunch.  A letter will be sent home nearer the time asking what arrangements you would like to put 
in place for lunch time.   
 
The children eat in the hall and when they are not eating, they can go out to play. We have 6 midday 
supervisors who look after the children during the lunch break. 
 
 

Packed Lunches  
 
If you decide to send in a packed lunch, please bear in mind the following:- 
 

¶ Packed lunches should be brought in a suitable container, clearly marked on the outside of

the lunch box trolley. 

 

¶ It is important that children can manage the food they bring by themselves. 
 

¶ Please do not include fizzy drinks, ǎǿŜŜǘǎ ƻǊ ōŀǊǎ ƻŦ ŎƘƻŎƻƭŀǘŜ ƛƴ ȅƻǳǊ ŎƘƛƭŘΩǎ ǇŀŎƪŜŘ ƭǳƴŎƘΦ 
 

¶ Children are encouraged to finish savoury food before eating sweet food but they are not 
forced to do so. 
 

¶ We request that nuts are not included in packed lunches. 
 

¶ If your child’s packed lunch includes foods that need to be eaten with a spoon, please 
remember to include a spoon for them to use. 

 

¶ No swapping of food will be allowed. 
 

¶ If you need to come into school between 12.00 noon and 1.05 pm to give medicine or take 
your child out of school, please arrange this with our School Administrator when you leave 
your child in school at the start of the day. 

 

¶ Children who stay for lunch are expected to behave in an acceptable way and, in particular, 
to show respect for our Midday SǳǇŜǊǾƛǎƻǊǎΩ ŀǳǘƘƻǊƛǘȅΦ 
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Snacks 
 

Our school participates in the National Fruit Scheme which provides a free piece of fruit for each 
Infant child every day.  A carton of milk is also available to order (please see leaflet enclosed) and 
is free until a child is 5 years of age.  After that, it may be purchased at a subsidised price.  We fully 
support the aim to encourage children to eat more fruit and therefore do not allow children to 
bring their own snacks to school. 
 
 

Drinks 
 

Water is always available and children are encouraged to drink frequently.  The water for Red and 
Yellow Class children is available in their Snack Area.  Children in Green, Blue and Purple Classes 
have drinking water in their classrooms. 
 
 

Toilets 
 

In Red and Yellow Classes, children are allowed to go to the toilet whenever they need to and, if 
they are working independently, can do so without asking permission.  If they are working with an 
adult, they will ask if they may go to the toilet.  In Year One and Year Two, children must ask to leave 
the classroom but will usually be able to do so. 
 
During morning, afternoon and lunch breaks when children are in the playground, they will use the 
nearest toilets, which are in the original school building.   We expect children to already have the 
habit of flushing the toilet and washing their hands and for boys to be familiar with the use of a 
urinal before they start school. 
 
We expect that all children will know when they need to go to the toilet and therefore will be clean 
and dry at school.  However, sometimes accidents happen, in which case children are treated 
sympathetically by staff.  If a child wets themselves, they are provided with dry clothes from our 
emergency stock.  (These should be washed and returned to us, please.)  If a child soils him/herself, 
a parent is contacted so that the child can be taken home.  Unfortunately, we do not have the 
facilities to deal with this at school. 
 
 

First Aid 
 

First aid for minor injuries is given in school.  Antiseptic cream is not used.  When accidents occur 
which might require treatment at clinic or hospital, arrangements are made to contact a parent, 
using the numbers you provide to us, and appropriate action taken as considered necessary for the 
wellbeing of the child. 
 
If a child becomes unwell at school, it is our policy to contact a parent so that the child can be taken 
home.  It is our policy not to administer medicines to children, although a parent is welcome to 
come into school to do so, should this be necessary.  However, should your child have an on-going 
need for medication during the day, please consult the Headteacher. 
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Medical Care 
 

During their first school year, children will be seen by the school nurse for a screening examination.  
A health questionnaire and consent form will be sent to the parents.  A test of hearing and vision 
will be performed, together with a measurement of growth (height and weight).  Some children will, 
with their parents’ consent, be referred to the school doctor for a special examination. 
There are no longer routine inspections of children’s hair at school.  Guidance about how to prevent 
and treat head lice can be obtained from our school nurse, who can be contacted on 01933 414934. 
 
 

Playtimes 
 

Children have a fifteen minute break in the morning each day and ten minutes in the afternoon 
(except on Thursdays).  Unless it is raining or very icy, these times are spent in the playground.  In 
addition, children who stay at school for lunch will spend longer in the playground during this time.  
Ensuring that children have positive playtimes is very important to us and we have a range of 
activities that children can participate in at playtimes. 
 
The playground is supervised by teaching staff during school session times and by Midday 
Supervisors during the lunch break. 
 
Children are not allowed to bring toys from home to play with.  Experience tells us that this can 
cause enormous distress when possessions are lost or damaged and a good deal of teaching time 
can be wasted. 
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Play equipment in the Trail Area 
 

Our Trail Area is provided for the use of Finedon Infant School pupils only.  This means that other 
children (including older and younger brothers and sisters of our pupils) are not allowed to use it 
at any time. 
 
Finedon Infant School pupils are only allowed to use this equipment whilst under the supervision of 
school staff.  This means that your child/ren must not use the equipment on arrival at school in 
the morning or at home time. 
 
When the Trail Area is in use during school time, we also have other rules in place to ensure its safe 
use, as follows: 
 
1. The Trail Area is used on a rota basis, by different classes at different times, so that it does 

not become overcrowded. 
 
2. If it has been raining prior to playtimes, the Trail Area is checked to assess whether 

equipment is slippery.  Children are not allowed to use the equipment if we feel that it is 
unsafe to do so. 

 
3. Where we feel that a child is wearing footwear that is unsuitable for climbing on Trail Area 

equipment, we will ask them not to use the area whilst wearing such footwear. 
 
 

Disabled access 
 

Disabled visitors can gain access to our school through the vehicular gates at the main entrance in 
Orchard Road, where an intercom allows communication between visitors and the school office; 
alternatively, a telephone call to the school office (01933 680467) will alert staff that access is 
required.  The gates are remotely operated to enable access.   
 

Dogs in the school grounds 
 

We ask that you do not bring dogs onto school premises (with the exception of assistance dogs, of 
course.)  This request originated following several worrying incidents relating to dogs being brought 
into the playground and it was considered that a risk was being caused to the health, safety and 
well-being of our children.  We appreciate your co-operation in this matter. 
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Clothing 
 

It is important that children wear clothing that they can easily manage by themselves and that allows 
them to move about freely, eg, when running, jumping, climbing, etc.  Laces, ties, awkward zips, stiff 
buttons, jump suits, etc, make it very difficult for children to change quickly for PE lessons, go to the 
toilet or get ready to go out to play. 
 
Our uniform clothing is designed to be easy for young children to manage.  The items available are 
listed below, together with the current price:

School book bags are available at a cost of £5.20 each. 
 
Sweatshirts, cardigans and fleeces are available in our school colour, wine, and all items carry our 
school badge.  Towards the end of each academic year, you will be given the opportunity to order 
uniform for the following year.  At other times, we only keep a limited stock of the above items.  If 
you wish to order school uniform, a form may be obtained from the school office.  Payment is always 
required at the time of ordering. 
 
Please note that at Finedon Infant School, we require children to wear school uniform and it is 
usually only in a washing machine crisis that they don’t!  It is usual to team our uniform clothing 
with grey or black trousers, shorts, skirts or pinafore dresses, which may be purchased from various 
retail outlets. We also ask that children wear school shoes and NOT trainers. 
 
Long hair should be tied back with a simple bobble. 
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Children should always bring a coat to school. Weather conditions can change during the day and 
children go outside to play every day.  
 

                                                        What to wear 
 

 
 
 
For PE it is usual to team our T-shirt with a pair of black shorts and plimsolls, which can be purchased 
from various retail outlets.  A drawstring bag will be needed in which to keep the PE kit and if your 
child wears tights to school, they will also need to keep a pair of socks in their PE bag, as tights are 
not allowed to be worn for PE lessons.  In the interests of children’s safety, earrings or sleepers or 
other items of jewellery are not worn during PE lessons.  As school staff do not remove or re-fit 
earrings, etc, and because such items can so easily be lost, it is better that they are not worn to 
school on the days when PE is on the timetable.  We appreciate your co-operation in this matter. 
 
 
All uniform needs to be named.  Young children frequently mislay their possessions and these can 
easily be returned provided they are named.  It is particularly essential in the case of all PE kit, 
uniform clothing and outdoor wear (coats, hats, scarves, gloves, boots). Name tapes are available 
to order; information is available from the school office. 
 
Parents are strongly advised not to send children to school with any items of value as we cannot 
take responsibility for items, lost, damaged or stolen.

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At Finedon Infant School we know that children develop their potential when home and school work 
in partnership.  Our Home/School Partnership Agreement reflects this and outlines how we can 
work together. 
 

Parents or carers of children are always welcome in school and liaison is promoted in the following 
ways:-  

 
 

Home-School Partnership Agreement 
 

Our Governing Body has formulated a Home/School Partnership Agreement, which summarises the 
expectations of both school and home.  Two copies of this Agreement are included in your ‘Forms 
for Completion’ pack.  You are invited to sign one copy and return it to school.  The second copy is 
for you to keep. 
 
 

Regular Information 
 

At the start of every term, information is sent home to inform parents about the exciting, themed 
learning activities which the children will be experiencing.  A weekly Newsletter is e-mailed to 
parents/carers (there is space for your e-mail address on the Parents’ Information Form in your 
Forms for Completion pack); if you would prefer to receive a hard copy, we will send one home 
with your child.  Copies of our Newsletters are also placed on our website.   
 
 

Home to school information 
 

There are several forms that we ask you to complete when your child starts school.  These are 
contained in a separate wallet and should be returned to us as soon as possible and by your child’s 
first day at school, at the latest. 
 

It is most important that we always hold current information about your home address and 
telephone number and where we can reach you should an urgent need arise (this is particularly 
important for our text alert service.)  It is not unusual for children to be taken ill when they are at 
school and it can be distressing for them if we are unable to contact someone to take them home.  
Please ensure that you inform the school if you change your telephone number.  We ask for two 
emergency contacts; this may be both parents or you may wish to nominate a relative or friend 
whom we can contact should the need arise; again, please be sure to let us know if this information 
changes. 
 

We operate a texting service, sometimes used for reminders/alerts and for school emergency 
situations, eg, if we have to close the school due to bad weather.  Please let us know if you do not 
wish to receive text messages.  
 

Once each academic year, a Data Checking Sheet, showing the personal details of your child and all 
emergency contacts, will be sent home via your child for you to check/update the information. If, 
for any reason, you would not wish us to send this information home with your child, please let us 
know.  You may update information at any other time and it is helpful if you send a note to Mrs 
Wilkinson in the school office outlining the changes. 
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Parent/Teacher meetings 
 

Formal discussion evenings and informal, open sessions are held throughout the year to ensure that 
parents can become familiar with the school’s curriculum and their child’s progress.  Towards the 
end of each school year a detailed, written report is also provided.  Parents are always welcome to 
contact us and we are very keen that parents should play an active role in their child’s education.  
When contacting a class Teacher, it is very helpful if you are able to do this at the end of the day.  
This is because Class Teachers need to give their full attention to their class at the beginning of the 
day.  Teaching staff are usually available for an informal chat, although it would be appreciated if 
Wednesdays could be avoided since that is Staff Meeting day!  Our Headteacher can also be easily 
contacted through the school office or by e-mailing head@finedon-inf.northants-ecl.gov.uk. 
 
 

Homework 
 

All children regularly bring home books to share with parents and these are accompanied by a 
home/school diary so that comments can be written about their child’s reading.  We also let you 
know which sounds and words it would be helpful to practise at home. In addition, a mathematical 
activity is taken home each week.  In Years One and Two, a weekly Learning Log activity and spellings 
are sent home. 
 
 

Parents in school 
 

Parents and others regularly help in school with a wide variety of activities: listening to children 
read, cooking and art and craft work are just a few examples.  This provides valuable support and 
also enables parents to become familiar with their child’s life at school.  Any parent who is in a 
position to offer help will be warmly welcomed.  Following an amendment to the Education Act, we 
are required to undertake certain checks on all volunteers who work with our children in school. 
 

During the course of the year there are opportunities for parents to join with the children and staff, 
for example, at special assemblies.  

 

 
 
 
 

Parents and Friends Association 
 

“The Friends of Finedon Schools” is an extremely successful organisation, which regularly arranges 
events for the benefit of parents, children and staff at Finedon Infant School and Finedon Mulso CE 
Junior School.  These events have included quiz nights, book fairs, fashion shows, Christmas and 
Summer Fayres and many of these are very popular annual events.  Profits are used to provide the 
schools with valuable extra resources.  Any parent who has a child attending either school is 
automatically a member of the Friends Association and a committee is newly formed each year.  
Any parent who is interested in becoming a committee member or helping at an event would be 
warmly welcomed. 
 

 

Our classes take it in turns to present a “Class Assembly”, where they share, with the 
rest of the school, some of the work they have been doing. 
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We are proud to be  
a part of our local community  

and work hard to maintain and develop  
our good relationships  

with the people of Finedon. 
 
 

 
 
 
Regular liaison takes place with St Michaels Playgroup, as part of our induction programme for 
children due to start school each September. 
 
From September 2017, St Michael’s Playgroup will meet in our Apple Tree Club premises.  Our 
School will work closely with Playgroup staff, allowing them access to training and Early Years 
expertise.  This collaboration should ensure a high quality pre-school experience and an opportunity 
for school staff to work with families, and therefore our future pupils, much sooner than has 
previously been possible. 
 
We also work very closely with Finedon Mulso CE Junior School and it is to this school that our 
children usually transfer at the completion of their Infant schooling. Since September 2009 the two 
Finedon schools have been working as one, with one Headteacher and one Governing Body leading 
both schools.  In April 2015, the two Finedon schools became part of a Multi-Academy Trust, along 
with Irthlingborough Infant and Junior Schools, with an Executive Headteacher over all four schools.  
The four schools now collaborate on school improvement, with the motto, ‘Stronger together for 
all our children.’  This ensures that the children enjoy good continuity and progression in their 
learning as they move through their primary school years. 
 
Other opportunities to involve ourselves with the local community are eagerly taken.  For instance, 
our school exhibits at St Mary’s Church Flower Festival each year.  Our children visit St Mary’s and 
the Independent Wesleyan Church and we also invite the local Clergy into school.  Other members 
of our local community also regularly visit and we are very grateful to them for their continued 
support of our school.

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It is very important that your child learns about making the right choices, not just in school 
but also in everyday life. The school has developed a behaviour policy that will help all of the 
children to make the right choices about their behaviour enabling them to work, learn and 
play together in a positive way. Your child deserves to have the best possible experience at 
school and I know that working together will help that to happen. Below is an outline of the 
school behaviour policy, starting with the ‘Diamond Rules’ we use: 
 
 

Diamond Rules: 

1. Follow instructions with thought and care.  

2. Show good manners at all times. 

3. Care for everyone and everything. 

 
 

Rewards: 
To encourage children to follow these rules, staff will be quick to praise good behaviour. In 
addition, when your child chooses to follow the rules, they will be rewarded.  
 
 

Repercussions: 
If a child chooses to break a rule, however, the following steps will be taken:- 

¶ The first time a child chooses to break a rule they will receive a polite, spoken 
reminder about our expectations 

¶ If, on the same day they break a rule again, they will receive a verbal warning 

¶ If there is a third time, they will have ‘Time Out’ in the classroom (for a number of 
minutes appropriate to their age) 

¶ On the fourth occasion, they will have double ‘Time Out’ in another classroom and, if 
this happens, you will be contacted at the end of the day. 

 

On very rare occasions, if a child continues to break the rules, they will be sent to the 
Headteacher and parents will be called and, in extreme cases, a temporary or permanent 
exclusion may be actioned.
