Hearing Readers in Class 2

In the late spring (after the budget cuts) we did forewarn parents about the financial cuts having impact
on hearing readers and we know that has been a frustration to many of you. We have been working
hard to establish a team of parents who will now help attend to readers and book changes at least
weekly (more often for some) .We are also introducing ‘Spot Checks’ for the children in Class 2 (and oth-
er classes in time) to ensure parents are clear about the level the children are reading at and which as-
pects of reading need to be better. The spot checks will be recorded in the reading record book and the
guidance for interpreting the checks will be on the website, under a new tab ‘Reading’ (within the Cur-
riculum Tab). This is only the first phase of the improvements we are planning and there will be a de-
tailed guidance leaflet for parents published after half term.
