Personal Social Emotional Development (PSED)


Discuss Remembrance Day.


Circle time –discuss celebrating different festivals – food, clothes, presents, music, routines etc


Share food made for celebrations.


Introduce different customs through stories and books etc.


Role play parts of celebrations e.g. Baptism, 


Talk about favourite colours and things that are special.


Developing confidence in speaking in front of others – show and tell what I found on my Autumn walk.


Discuss firework safety and Road Safety staying safe in the dark.


Feelings – link with class value Friendship and R.E. Explore feelings of characters in stories such as in the story ‘The owl who was afraid of the dark’ and ‘Stickman.’ 





Literacy (L)





Read books linked to the theme dark/light such as ‘Owl Babies, ‘Can’t you sleep Little bear,’ ‘The owl who was afraid of the Dark.’

Making signs and labels for our plants.


Writing special cards such as Diwali cards and Christmas cards.


Writing lists to Santa.

Understanding the World (UW)





We will take a sensory walk around our playground focussing on our natural environment. 


Find out about how festivals are celebrated though stories and books.


Talk about a festival you have celebrated at home


Diwali – Hindu festival


Plant some bulbs in the outdoor play area.


Christmas traditions and celebrations.











Expressive Art and Design (EAD)


Explore colours throughout a variety of objects, both commercial and natural – leaves, and sequins


Mix colours using a palate and using various objects such as pipettes, marbles, balls etc. Fireworks on black paper – splatter/chalk.


Talk about lighter and darker shades


Make firework music to accompany dances.


Perform dance in response to firework music. – Handel’s fireworks. 


Use a variety of media to create pictures


Make musical patterns and explore rhythm. Select appropriate instruments to represent different sounds such as water, fire, Christmas lights etc.


Listen to traditional Indian music and respond through Dance.


Singing Christmas carols and songs.

Develop our fine motor skills -  painting outside using large brushes, chalking round lines, digging and planting seeds and bulbs, threading beads, making and using playdough.
