In Maths, we will be:

Learning the number of seconds in a minute, converting seconds into minutes and minutes into seconds.
Learning how many days are in each month and how many months are in a year and leap year.
Learning how to tell and write the time from an analogue clock and a 24 hour clock.
Learning how to solve problems using addition and subtraction.
Learning how to measure the perimeter of 2-d shapes.



In Music we will be composing our own sound landscapes using tuned and un-tuned percussion. 
We will be listening to and appraising ‘winter’ music.

In Topic lessons, we will be using our geography skills to learn about the continents and oceans of the world. Then we will focus on the Arctic. We will identify the countries in this continent, the climate and how humans and animals live there. 
In Art, we will be using watercolours to create arctic backgrounds and using chalks and pastels to draw arctic animals.
In PE we will be learning how to throw and catch correctly and using these skills to create small ball games. 

In Computing we will be using the internet to research arctic animals and copying images to use in a non-fiction report.

We will be learning how the skeleton supports the body and how muscles work in pairs so we can move.

In RE, we will be studying the religion of Hinduism, including looking at the different representations of God, Hindu stories and festivals and how Hindus worship.

In English, we will be studying ‘The Rainbow Bear’ by Michael Morpurgo. We will be linking this to character descriptions and alliteration. Using the book as a starting point, we will be writing our own non-fiction texts, such as reports about arctic animals.
To support our writing we will be learning how to use the correct homophones and improving our dictionary skills.
