In PSHE, we will be taught to recognise their worth as individuals; identifying positive things about themselves and their achievements, seeing their mistakes, making amends and setting personal goals.
They will be taught to face new challenges positively by collecting information, looking for help, making responsible choices and taking action.
They will be taught to recognise that their actions affect themselves and others, to care about others’ feelings and try to see things from another’s point of view.

In Maths, we will:
- continue to work on times tables (Y3 2,3,4,5,8 and 10 and Y4 all through to 12 x 12) as well as written methods for adding, subtracting, multiplying and dividing. We will also continue to revisit number and place value including decimal (1 place Y3) and 2 places (Y4).
· Finding the perimeter (Y3 and 4) and area (Y4) of rectilinear shapes and the vocabulary associated with these.
· Telling the time and comparing time in analogue and digital times to the nearest minute (Y3) and solving problems involving time (Y4).
· Measure, compare, and and subtract different measures including length, mass, volume and capacity and time (Y3 and Y4).
 





In Topic lessons, we will be using our geography skills to learn about North America. We will identify the countries in this continent, the climate, flags, currency and famous natural and manmade landmarks. We will also be comparing this location with our own.
In Art, Y3 will be exploring and adopting the style of different artists including JMW Turner and Gustav Klimt.
In PE, Mr Brown & Miss Kirk will be teaching us gymnastics. 

In Computing, Mr Edwards will be teaching us how to use photographs in various ways, for example posters & advertising. 
In Science, we will be looking at diet and nutrition including the different food groups and what each group does for us. We shall be looking and the skeletons of humans and other animals; naming bones and investigating the jobs they do. We will also be looking at muscles in humans and animals.
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In RE, we will be studying the religion of Hinduism, including looking at the different representations of God, Hindu stories and festivals and how Hindus worship.

In English, we will be studying ‘Snow White in New York’ by Fiona French. We will be linking this to traditional tales and, later, newspaper reports.
Our grammar focus will be on punctuating direct speech, determiners and the present perfect tense. We shall also be recapping previous learning.
