In PSHE we will be learning how to be a GREAT friend. How to get along with our classmates in the classroom and in the playground. How to listen to each other and support each other honestly. Everybody needs good friends. 

In PE we will be learning to improve our athletic skills: sprinting, throwing, hurdling and relay. We are going to be comparing our performances with previous ones so we can improve and achieve our personal best ready for Sports Day. 

In Maths we will be:
· adding and subtracting three digit numbers
· solving problems involving multiplication and division
· developing our mental strategies for multiplying a 2 digit number by 1 digit
· adding and subtracting amounts of money to give change using £ and p
· identifying right angles
· recognising and describing 3-d shapes
· making 3-d shapes
· drawing accurately 2-d shapes
· interpreting data
· interpreting  and present data using tables, pictograms and bar charts



In Science we will be learning all about states of matter, sound and electricity. We will be comparing and grouping materials, deciding if they are solids, liquids or gases. 
We will be experimenting with sound, learning how sound is made, how it travels into our ears and how we can change the volume. 
We are going to be identifying common electrical appliances, constructing electrical circuits to include lamps and switches. 
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Year 3: The Romans
In Topic lessons, we will be learning all about the Romans, about how the Roman Empire conquered countries and its impact on Britain. We will be learning all about the life of a Roman soldier as they invaded Britain and about Boudica and the British resistance. The Romans brought technology, culture and beliefs when they invaded Britain and we will be researching the ‘Romanisation’ of Britain.
In Art we will be exploring Roman mosaics, how they were made and what they showed. We will be creating our own mosaics by printing. We are going to practise our drawing skills by creating illustrations for the poems we are going to perform.  
In Music we are going to be learning how to play the ukulele with Mr Egerton, how exciting is that!
In Computing we are going to be writing simple code using Scratch. We will be presenting data and information from our science lessons on the computer. 
In RE we will be learning all about the Sikh religion. About their gods, festivals and celebrations.  

In English, we will be studying ‘I Was A Rat’ by Philip Pullman. We will be using the story as a starting point to write newspaper reports. We will be reading poems from ‘A Nest Full of Stars’, we will be selecting our favourite poems to read aloud to the rest of the class. To help us extend our vocabulary we will be reading the classic ‘The Iron Man’ by Ted Hughes. 
Our grammar focus will be using conjunctions, adverbs and prepositions to show time and cause in our work. We will be consolidating using apostrophes and punctuating direct speech.
