A N Prepare surfaces by removing all loose scale, rust or other foreign matter in
Appllcullon accordance to SSC-SP2 “Hand Tool Cleaning” or SP3 “Power Tool Cleaning”.

High pressure water wash of 3,000 to 7,000 psi (20.68 - 48.26 MPa) is also
suitable. In severely corrosive environments SSPC-SP6 commercial blast
cleaning should be used. For immersion services SSPC-SP10 near white metal
blast cleaning should be used. The product should be mixed thoroughly prior to
application. For brush application a soft bristle brush or Denso Applicator Pad is
recommended. For airless spray application a Graco 45:1 pump or greater with
a 0.17 to 0.21 tip is recommended. Thinning of 5 - 15% with Xylene or equal for
spray applications. Allow at least 24 hours at 77°F (25°C), or dry-to-touch, prior to
backfill or applying a second coat.
