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The shipowner’s right to withdraw his vessel
upon non payment of hire in the time charterparty

The last of the text of a lecture delivered by Mr. N. Ge-
rassimou at the IMO International Maritime Law Institute
(IMLI) in Maita, on April 26, 1991.

A typical anti-technicality clause will provide that notice
may be given by the owners when hire «is due and not re-
ceived». Although the charter-party will specify a date for
payment of hire, it has become clear that unless a time is
also specified for payment, notice under the anti-
technicality clause cannot be given until after the date
has been passed. This was recently made clear by the
House of Lords in the «Afovos». The charterers’ payment
in that case went astray owing to the fact that the telex
number of the owners’ agents purported to give notice
under the anti-technicality clause. This, they argued, was
a proper notice, as by that time the banks had ceased to
make counter payments and it was unrealistic to suppose
that a telex transfer could still be made. This argument
was rejected on the basis that «.... where a person under
an obligation | to do a particular act has to do it on or be-
fore a particular date, he has the whole of that day to per-
form his duty. «This point, stated the Lord Chancellor,
was so clear as not to require the citation of authority to
support it, and indeed he rejected the authority cited by
the charterers, STARTUP -v- MC DONALD, as supporting
the conclusion. To put the matter beyond doubt, he ad-
ded, «No doubt as the hours pass it becomes less and less
probable that he will be able to do it. That is the risk he
runs. But he is not actually in default until the time arriv-
es». Consequently, it was pointed out, notice had not
been given when hire was due and not received, as the
non-receipt could only be determined at midnight on June
14/15. To hold otherwise would enable the owners to
give notice before the final time for payment was due, le-
aving the charterers, in the case of a telex transfer, with
no means of knowing whether proper payment had been
made or not, and would gut down the 48 hour late pay-
ment period provided by the clause.

This point was reflected by Bingham J. in the wlute-
tian» who also pointed out that notice could not be given
on Saturday, Sunday or public holiday.

Under that charterparty, hire was due on July 18, which
was a Friday. The owners purported to give notice under
the anti-technicality clause on Friday, June 18. This notice

was held to be invalid and it was further held that proper
notice could not be given until Monday, July 21.

The ownes, in the «Afovos», in an attempt to circumv-
ent the time problem, argued that, at the time it became
impossible for a telex transfer to be made, the charterers
had committed an anticipatarv breach of contract, thus
enabling the owners to take the action they did at an ear-
lier time than that specified. This argument was rejected
on two grounds. First, it was clear from the wording of
the clause that notice could only be given when punctual
payment had not been made and not when the charterer
ceased to be able to make payment. Secondly, anticipato-
ry breach is now established as being only applicable to
fundamental breach of the contract, and a the failure to
pay one of many instalments on time would not deprive
the owners substantially of his rights under the charter -
party, the doctrine could have no application. As Lord Di-
plock pointed out:

«... where a party to a contract, whether by failur to ta-
ke timeous action or by any other default, has put it out of
his power to perform a particular primary obligation, the
right of the other party to elect to treat this as a repudia-
tion of the contract depends on whether the resulting
non-performance would amount to a fundamental brea-
ch. Clearly, in the instant case delay in payment of one
semni-monthly instalment of hire would not».

The arbitration award in the RIO SUN stated. «A notice
under (the antite-chnicality clause) need not be legally
perfect in its draftsmanship, but it must be clear beyond
doubt that the owners are putting the charterers on noti-
ce that, if the correct hire is not paid within the 48 hours
grace, they will withdraw the vessel», a statement with
which the Court of Appeal agreed. Where there are no
formal requirements governing the notice, it must never-
theless be clear and unabiguous.

This requirement was fatal to the owners’ claim in the
RIO SUN (No. 2). The charterers had made no hire pay-
ment on the due date, claiming that deductions to which
they were entitled more than off-set the hire charge. The
owners telexed the charterers, requesting details of the
non-payment and requiring that payment be made. They
later telexed the charterers withdrawing the vessel on the
grounds of non-payment. This was held to be insufficient
to satisfy the clause. The first telex amounted to no more



than an inquiry and request for information. It did not ma-
ke clear the owners’ intention of withdrawing the vessel
after the 48-hour period and, therefore, could not set ti-
me running under the clause.

The notice must also be uncoditional, a requirement
which, in the Court of Appeal, defeated the owners’ claim
in the «Afovoss. There, notice was expressed only to be
operative «in case we do not receive payment». Not only
was this notice given too early, but, as Lord Denning M.R.
remarked, « That it is not good notice. A notice must be
clear, definite and absolute...» Griffiths L.J. also pointed
out;

« This notice does not say that there has been a failure
to pay in time; it is capable of being construed as a war-
ning that if payment is not made in time, a notice of with-
drawal will be given. Withdrawal is so seriously a matter
for the charterer that it is the duty of the owners to give a
clear and unambiguous notice of his intention to with-
draw the ship. It should state that payment has not been
received and give the charterer 48 hours to pay or lose
the ship...».

Once these requirements have been satisfied, however,
the owners do not have to do anything else to assist the
charterers, such as specifying there ason for notice being
given, or what steps must be taken to remedy the breach.
This point was argued at length in the «Lutetian». The
charterers in that case paid hire of what they considered
to be the correct amount and on what they considered to
be the correct day. In making these calculations, they had
taken into account that the vessel was off-hire for part of
the hire period and made adjustments accordingly. The
owners strenuously denied the charterers’ right to make
such adjustments but did not tell them of their objections
until the payment fell due. They then gave notice under
the anti-technicality clause without specifying their ob-
jections. The charterers argued that the purpose of the
anti-technicality was to enable them to avoid the harsh-
ness of the withdrawal clause and that this end would not
be achieved unless the owners put them on notice of the
nature of the alleged default. It was, therefore, a necessa-
ry facet of the operation of the clause that the notice sho-
uld contain such information. This arguments was rejec-
ted, however, on the grounds that the duty to pay the full
hire fell squarely on the charterers and the owners were
under no duty to assist them to do so. All the clause
required them to do was fo give notice of the non-
payment and to state that they would withdraw the ves-
sel after the approprivate period if hire was not paid. The
clause existed only to give the charterers the chance of
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rectifying some slip or mistake within their own organiza-
tion or by their bank, and did not specify any further dut
on the part of the owners to give notice. Consequently,
there were no grounds for implying such a duty.

The anti-technicality clause does not specify any exce-
ptions, although it may be argued that where the charte-
rers withhold payment and make clear their intention not
to pay under any circumstances, they may be said to ha-
ve waived their rights under the clause. This argument
was put forward by the owners in the «Rio Sun» (No. 2)
and, whilst the general principle was not disputed, it was
made clear that the owners’ duties under the clause will
only displaced by clear and cogent evidence of the char-
terers’ intentions not to pay hire.

The charterers, having withheld hire on the ground that
they were setting it off against permitted deductions, en-
tered into an exchange of telexes with the owners. The
first, eminating from the owners, requested information
about the non-payment which, as has been pointed out,
was held to be insufficient to constitute a valid notice
under the clause. The second, from the charterers, indica-
ted that they were investigating the matter and the third,
also from the charterers, gave a detailed account of the
balance of account between the two parties. The fourth,
from the owners, withdrew the vessel. The owners ar-
gued that the second and third telexes, especially the th-
ird telex, amounted to a waiver by the charterers that
they would not pay the hire due and implicit in this was a
dear and unequivocal representation that the owners
need not give notice under the clause before exercising
their right of withdrawal. This submission wasdismissed
by Parker J. on the grounds that the owners had clearly
not relied on the third telex as giving rise to waiver becau-
se they had clearly relied on their own, first, telex as con-
stituting notice under the clause. Although the arbitrator
had experssly found in the owners’ favour on the eaiver
point, boh Parker J. and the Court of Appeal, who had
considered the matter earlier on the question of the ow-
ners’ right to appeal from the award under the Arbitration
Act 1978, disagreed with this conclusion. Parker J. poin-
ted out that the third telex was sent in answer to the ow-
ners’ request for information and was essentially an ex-
planation of why hire had not been paid. Even if it was in-
terpreted as a representation by the charterers that hire
was not going to be paid, that in itself did not satisfy the
requirements of waiver of the notive under the clause.
Lord Denning MR.. dismissed the waiver point on the
grounds that notice under the anti-technicality clause
was extemnely valuable to the charterer in that it put him
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on clear notice of the possibility of withdrawal and gave
him time for second thoughts before relying irrevocably
on his opinion of whether hire has properly been paid or
withheld. There seems little to suppport this latter view in
the authorities, in that the well known and often enuncia-
ted requirements of waiver or estoppel do not inciude the
protection from the maker of the statement from his own
folly! Parker J.'s reasoning, however, is difficult to deny
and demonstrates the jealousy with which the courts will
guard the principle of estopel so as to seek to ensure that
it does not offer an easy way out of a bargain by the quick
from the unwary.

An argument of waiver based on the second telex was
dismissed by Parker J. on the grounds, simply, that it was
sent in answer to a request for information and stated no
more than that the information would be sent as soon as
it was available. There was accordingly no room for an ar-
gument based on estoppeél.

The owners, as an alternative to the waiver argument,
put forward a further argument based on what was des-
cribed as «the futility principles. This alleged principle,
which was said to have its origins in Lickiss - V — Mile-
ston Motor Policies at Lioyd’s, exonerated the owners, it
was argued, because if they had given notice they would
have done no more than to put the charterers in posses-
sion of knowledge which they already possessed. This
would be useless and unnecessary and as such, accor-
ding to the Lickiss case, was not something which the
law would compel the owners to do. Parker J. gave short
shrift to this argument. First, he said, the authorities cited
gave rise to no such principle as the owners contended.
Secondly, even if they did, this case could be distingui-
shed as the «futility» principle operated to exonerate a
person from giving notice to another for the benefit of
that other when that other has notice from a reliable alter-
native source, whereas here the owners were seeking to
be exonerated flom complying with a clause inserted for
the benefit of charterers when the charterers had got no
benefit from the clause at all.

6. Waiver of the right to withdraw

The shipowner may accept a late payment of the aver-
due hire as if it had been punctual but he may lose his ri-
ght to withdraw the vessel by waiver of the breach. But
to constitute the waiver his conduct should be clear and
unequivocal. The issue first came into consideration in
the «Brimnes» case where L.J. Cairns stated that «l con-
sider, however, that if a month’s hire in advance is tende-
red late, but before withdrawal and is accepted without
qualification, it must be taken to be accepted as hire for
the month, which must amount to an election not to en-

force the right of withdrawal, so constituting 8 waiver of
that rights.

The waiver issue was again re-examined later on, in the
«lLaconia» case, the facts of which have already been
mentioned. The payment of hire was due on Sunday, the
charterers’ bankers delivered by hand to the shipowners’
bank at 3.00 p.m. the following day a payment order for
the appropriate sum under the London Currency Settie-
ment Scheme. The bankers took delivery of the payment
order over the counter, but, on subsequently informing
the shipowners of its receipt, were immediately in-
structed to refuse the money and return it to the charte-
rers’ bank. Under the circumstances the House of Lords
held that the shipowners were still entitled to withdraw
the vessel since, in taking delivery of the payment order,
their bankers were merely performing a «ministerial act
and had no authority to make business decisions on be-
half of their principals as to the continuance or otherwise
of the charterparty. By making the late payment, the Hou-
se of Lords held, the charterers had failed to make &
punctual payment but it was open to the owners to ac-
cept to safe payment as if it were punctual, with the con-
sequence that they could not thereafter rely on the defa-
ult and entitling them to withdraw. All that is needed, per
Lord Wilbeforce, to establish waiver, in this sence, of the
commited breach of contract, is evidence, clear and
unequivocal that such acceptance has taken place, or, &-
fter the late payment has been tendered, such a delay in
refusing it, as might reasonably cause the charterers to
believe that it has been accepted.

On the waiver point Lord Wilserforce stated that the
owners must within a reasonable time after the default
give notice of withdrawal to the charterers. What Is a rea-
sonable time depends on the circumastances. In some, in-
deed many cases, it will be a short time ie. the shortest t/-
me reasonably necessary to enable the shipowner to hear
of the default and issue instructions. If, of course, the
charteparty contains an express provision regarding noti-
ce to the charterers, that provision must be applied. Final-
ly, the owners may be held to have waived the default if
when a late payment is tended, they chose to accept it as
if it were timeous, or, if they de not within a reasonable ti-
me, give notice that they have rejected it.

The authorities have clearly underlined that the right of
withdrawal should be promptly and clearly exercised o-
thewise the lapse of a reasonable time would result to the
loss by the shipowners to their right to withdraw. That is-
sue came for dispute in 1983 in the «Antaios» case. The
vessel «Antaios» was chartered by her owners to the
charterers on the usual NYPE form. The charterers had is-
sued some improper bills of lading for which the owners
became aware on May 7, 1983, but they did not with-
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draw the vessel until May 20. The issue between the par-
ties over the withdrawal of the vessel, was referred to ar-
bitration when the arbitrators found that the owners ou-
ght to have exercised their right under the withdrawal
clause, in 8 reasonable time such being a time of two
davs, The arbitrators said that reasonable time would ha-
ve expired 45 hours after the owners acquired knowiedge
of the breach, nameiv May 3, whereas the owners did not
give notice of withdrawal until May 20, a finding which
was reconfirmed by the High Court.

Subsequent cases have suggested that a delay of four
(4) to five (5] days after the failure to make payment on th
due date is not unreasonable and will not constitute waiv-
er of the breach,

In the view of Lloyd J. in the «Scaptrade» «what is the
shortest time reasonably necessary will depend upon all
the circumstances of the case. In some cases it will be re-
asonable for the owners to take time to consider their po-
sition, as withdrawal under a time charter is a serious
step not lightly to be undertaken. In other cases it may be
reasonable for owners to seek legal advice. It will therefo-
re be quite wrong in cases of this kind to require owners
to grasp at the first opportunity to withdraw or to hold
that they act at their peril by giving charters two or three
days gracen»,

However, acceptance of part of hire on or befare the
date due, does not amount to a waiver of the owners’ ri-
ght to withdraw the vessel if the balance of the hire is not
paid by midnight on the due date.

In the «Mihalios Xilas» the charterers had the right on
payment of the final month’s hire under a Baltime form
charter- party, to deduct banker costs and owners’ di-
shursements. The charterers, mistakenly believing that
the ninth month was the final month of the charterparty
indicated their intention to deduct USD 4.000 from the
instalment due on 22 March. On March 20, the owners’
agents informed the charterers’ agents that the ded-
uctions were not acceptable but did not instruct their
bank to refuse to accept payment of the balance of the hi-
re which was made on 21 March. The following day the
owners agents were supplied with details of the ded-
uctions from which it was apparent that the charterers
had estimated that the vessel would be redelivered in the
ninth month and made the deductions allowed by the
charterparty for the last month accordingly. The owners
then requested further details which were never supplied
by the charterers. Eventually the vessel was withdrawn
on March 26, claiming that the charterers’ payment was
an under - payment and constituted a default in the pay-
ment of the hire within the meaning of the withdrawal
clause.

The House of Lords held that the acceptance of part of
the hire on 21 March did not amount to a waiver since, as
the charterers had at least until the end of trading on 22
March in which to make payment, there was no default of
payment for the owners to waive at that stage. As to the
delay of four (4) days before withdrawing the vessel,
Lord Diplock took the view that «waiver requires know-
ledge and | agree with the Umpire that the owners were
entitled to a reasonable time to make enquiries of the
charterers and of the master of the vessel with a view to
ascertaining whether this was so before electing whether
to withdraw or not. That being so, his finding that from
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2 1st March to noon on 26th March was a reasonable ti-
me to do so, /s one of facts which cannot be disturbed.

it should be pointed out that there should be distinction
between the «Laconian case and the «Mihalios Xylas» ca-
se. In the «lLaconia», none of the hire had been paid befo-
re the due date but all the hire had been tendered therea-
fter. In the «Mihalios Xvlas» case, a large part of the hire
due on 22nd March 1972 was paid on the previous day
but the substantial part of hire due on 22nd March was
never paid as tendered. The distinction betwen the two
cases was distinction of the time when payment was ef-
fected ie 26th March, when the charterers paid and the
owners accepted a large part of the hire on 21st March,
the charterers were not in default of payment and accor-
dingly, there was then no default which the owners could
waive. The charterers could and should have fulfieled
their obligation by paying the balance on the following
day. The fact that the owners accepted the amount of hi-
re paid on 2 1st March, could not have amounted to an e-
lection by the owners not to withdraw the vessel should
the charterers fail to pay the balance of the hire due on
22nd March. After 22nd March, when the charterers we-
re in default, the owners might have elected either to let
the charter go or to withdraw the vessel provided they did
so within a reasonable time. On 26th March, which the
Umpire and the House of Lords found to be within a rea-
sonable time, the owners were entiled to withdraw the v-
essel. That constituted an unequivocal act showing that
the owners had elected to withdraw the vessel.

7. Equitable relief against forfeiture.

For a while it was thought that the doctrine of «equita-
ble relief against forfeiture» might be invoked to mitigate
the effects of a strict application of the withdrawal clau-
se. For those who do no have aprofound background into
the Law of the so called civil countries, this doctrine me-
ans that when the legal consequences from the applica-
tion of certain clause are too heavy and onerous on one
party, then, that party would be entitled to set aside or try
to mitigate the strictness of the implications of those legal
consequences. In English Law, the idea stemmed from
the field of the land law and particularly the relations bet-
ween the Landlord and the Tenant. However, attempts to
enlist the aid of the doctrine found little support in the
«Laconia» case, where, first the doctrine was examined.
In the Court of Apeal, Lord Denning commented that «on
reflection | do no thing that equity would have applied in a
commercial case of this kind. It would have left the par-
ties to have their rights determined by law. In commercisl
matters certainty is of the essence as well as time and
speed, and equity provides none of thesen. In the House
of Lords, Lord Wilberforce eventually took a similar view
pointing out the differences between a contract of char-
ter of a ship and a contract of lease of real property. Per
Lord Wilberforce the description of the time charterparty
as a hire or demise of a ship is very misleading: all that the
owners does, in fact, is to agree to provide services, tho-
se of the master and the crew (whose wages the owner
has to pay) in sailing the ship for the charterer’s purposes
and all that the withdrawal clause does is to entitle the
owners to cease providing these services. It must be obv-
ious that this is a very different type of creatue from a lea-
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se of land where the land lord’s essential interest is to re-
ceive the rent. Therefore, as Lord Simon pointed, any oc-
casion for equitable relief against forfeiture (if available at
all) would in the nature of things be extremely rare in rela-
tion to a charterparty. However, Lord Simon could con-
ceive of circumastances where failure to make punctual
payment might be due to pure accident and might occa-
sion no real detriment to the owners, whereas withdrawal
might cause very heavy loss to the charterers: so that rea-
sonable commercial people might thing it unconscionable
for the owners to take advantage of the failure. It is dista-
steful to be faced with a stark choice between hard cases
and bad law». Even so, he admitted that such cases wo-
uld be extremely rare, leaving, thus an open door for
further application of the doctrine of the equitable relief a-
gainst forefeiture.

In a subsequent case, the «Afovos» in the High Court.
Mr. Justice Lloyd in his lenglhy judgment took the same
view with Lord Simon and added that «in view of the rel-
uctance of so many renowned equity judges to extend
the equitable jurisdiction further into the field of commeri-
cal contract, | do not myself feel qualified or competent to
open the gate. But equally, for the reasons which la have
mentioned, | do not fell inclined to shut it». Eventually the
open door of the doctrine has been finally closed by the
decision in the «Scaptrade» where it was held that the En-
glish Courts do not have the jurisdiction to grant equitable
relief in such cases and the significant judgment of Rober
Goff L.J. in the Court of Appeal is giving an end to prev-
jous lengthy discussions by stating that «it is of the
utmost importance in commercial transactions that if any
particular event occurs which may affect the parties’ re-
spective rights under a commercial contract, they should
know where they stand. The Court should so far as pPOSSi-
ble desist from placing obstacles in the way of either par-
ty ascertaining his legal position, if necessary with the aid
of advice from a qualified lawyer: because it may be com-
mercially desirable for action to be taken without delay,
action which may be irrecoverable and which may have
far-reaching consequenses... The policy which favours

certainty in commercial transatcions is so antipathetic to
the form of equitable intervention invoked by the charte-
rers in the present case that we do not think it would be ri-
ght to extend that jurisdiction to relieve time charterers
from the consequences of withdrawal. We consider that
the mere existenece of such a jurisdiction would constit-
ute an undersirable fetter upon the exercice by parties of
their contractual right under a commercial transaction of
this kind... for the mere possibility that it may be exerci-
sed can produce uncertainty, disputes and litigation».

8. Conclusions

It is true that the withdrawal clause has been described
as somewhat «Draconian» clause while it may give rise to
the posibility that owners may jump at the opportunity of
withdrawing their vessels when market rates of hire have
shot up. However, in the somewhat Draconian clauses in
the types of the various times charterparties we mentio-
ned both sides have to watch their steps very carefully in
relation to the withdrawal clause, not only the charterers
but also the owners. However, after a long time of rigo-
rous disputes between owners and charterers the situa-
tion seems now to have left little room for litigation and
uncertainty particularly after the judgements of the «La-
conia», the «Scaptrade» and the «Afovos» case where
long, timeous pending matters have definetely come to
an end. Afterwards, certainty of meaning and interpreta-
tion of the withdrawal clauses is of primary importance as
well as in all other commercial transactions. In concluding
my views | shall quote Lord Bridge dictum in the «Chik-
uman case:

«The ideal at which the Courts should aim, in con-
structing such clauses, is to produce a result, such that in
any given situation both parties seeking legal advise as to
their rights and obligations san expect the same clear and
confident answer from their advisers and neither will be
tempted to embark on long and expensive litigation in the
belief that victory depends on wining the sympathy of the
court . This ideal will never be fully attainables.

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BULK/COMBINATION CARRIER LOSSES
- THE ABS POSITION -

The Senior Management of the American Bureau of
Shipping visited Greece fo attend the Annual Meeting
of their Greek Committee on 6 June 1997,

During the visit Mr. Frank J. larossi, Chairman and
President of ABS, gave the Classification Societies
views regarding the recent bulk carrier and combina-
tion carrier losses widely reported in the maritime
press.

OVERVIEW

Statistics published by the International Maritime
Organization, by Llioyd's Casualty Reports, by the Ma-
rine Index Bureau, by the United States Coast Guard
and by the Institute of London Underwriters indicate
that over the past twenty years there has been a declin-
ing rate of vessel casualties and a declining rate of ves-
sel losses. However, in spite of this positive general
trend, the recent number of bulk carrier and combina-
tion carrier casualties and losses indicates the need for
special attention.

ABS shares the concern voiced recently by a number
of parties with regard to the level of structural failures
among bulk carriers. Although it is not clear whether
the experience of the past sixteen months is statistical-
ly different than the past twentv years, it is clear that
the fevel of structural failures and resulting loss of life
should be unacceptable fo the maritime community.

A review of the tofal number of vessels which have
recently experienced sfructural failures indicates that
this problem cuts across many boundaries, including
numerous shipowners, shipbuilders, national flags,
classification societies, charterers and methods of car-
go handiing. One particular fact which does stand out
is that, with the exception of one class of vessels, the
structural failures have been concenirated in older ves-
sels built Tiffeen or more years ago. The exception in-
volves three vessels of one design that are less than ten
years old. This indicates that consideration must also
be given to the vulnerability of newer, light scaniling
designs.

Records available to ABS indicate that heavy was-
tage of the brackels and framing in way of the upper
and lower areas of side shell within cargo holds of con-
ventional bulk carriers as well as ballast tanks in com-
bination carriers has been a condition common to most
of these incidents of bulk carrier and combination car-
rier damage. It is therefore imperative that appropriate
action be taken by all parties concerned; e.g. shi-
powners, ship operators, and classification socigties, to
increase the frequency and enhance the scope of struc-
tural surveys of bulk carriers and combination carriers
to detect unacceptable structural deterioration before it
results in critical failure of the hull structure.

SURVEY CONSIDERATIONS

The corrosion of vessel structure has been viewed for
many years as a major problem. In the late 1960s and
early 1870s when many of these vessels were delivered,
they were built without the presently available sophisti-
cated coatings in the ballast tanks. At that time ABS
required that several uncoated ballast tanks be initially
surveyed two years after delivery and two years after

the third special survey. This requirement has been
strengthened in ensuing years to the current require-
ment of survey on uncoated ballast tanks at the mid-
point between each special survey. These ballast tank
surveys have proven their worth and few of the bulk
carrier losses have occurred as a known result of cor-
rosion in the ballast tanks. Rather, the problems often
can be related to deterioration of the sfructure within
the cargo holds.

ABS in 1967 required that the cargo holds of bulk
carriers be examined at special surveys and on an an-
nual basis after special survey number three has been
passed. It also has taken subsequent action in the form
of requirements in the ABS Rules, as shown in the fol-
lowing chart:

1967 ABS Rules revised to require at each annual
survey, after special survey number three,
holds and'tween deck spaces to be examined

internally.

1989 ABS Rules revised fo clarify extent of cargo
hold examination during annual survey; in ad-
dition surveyor could require gauging and ac-

cess to all areas of the hold as required.

1982  ABS Rules revised to require larger scantilings

of the side frames.

1989 Circulars of instructions to surveyors revised
fo include more detailed survey of cargo hoid
and ballast tanks. Instructions for gauging re-

quirements for ballast tanks also revised.

1980 Circulars of instructions to surveyors relative
to older vessels revised to reflect increasing
concern with cargo hold, ballast tanks and
hatch covers of bulk carriers. in addition, cir-
cular was issued emphasizing importance of

hatch cover surveys and hose testing.

Circular of instructions to surveyors issued
detailing areas of concern on bulk carriers.

The recent spate of casualties on conventional buik
carriers appears lo be directly traceabie to failure of the
cargo hold structure, thus indicating that the “Rules”
must be reconsidered in light of the apparent abuse
that the cargo holds are receiving from cargo handling,
corrosive cargoes and other operational related factors.
The recent statistics available to ABS indicate that the
initial point of concern should be the shell plating and
framing in way of the forward holds and ballast tanks.
Corrosive cargoes and cargo handling related damages
have lead to accelerated deterioration of this plating
and framing in the forward areas. This condition is sig-
nificant since the loss of but a single frame can lead to
a progressive failure of the remaining frames.

Therefore, regardless of the bulk carrier's present
survey status, ABS will be recommending to all owners
of ABS classed bulk carriers to have their represenia-
tive conduct a close-up survey of the welded attach-
ment of the side shell frames in the number one cargo
holds of all bulk carriers, at the eariiest availability. If
repairs are found necessary they are to be conducted
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under the supervision of exclusive surveyors of ABS.

ABS will also be drafting recommendations to its
committees that the following Rule changes be consi-
dered:

7 At the first special survey and all subsequent
special surveys, all conventional bulk carriers
are to have a close-up examination of the en-
tire framing system of the number one cargo
hold, plus an internal examination of all re-
maining cargo holds including a close-up ex-
amination of a minimum of thenty-five percent
of the framing system in each cargo hold.

2 After special survey number one, all bulk car-
riers are to have the same close-up examina-
tion, at their intermediate surveys.

3 After special survey number two, all bulk car-
riers are to have the same close-up examina-
tion, as a part of the annual classification sur-
vey of hull.

4 Reevaluate existing bulk carrier gauging re-
guirements with a view to increasing the level
of required gaugings for cargo hold framing.

5 Require that gaugings of shell plate framing
will be mandatory at special survey and inter-
mediate suveys, instead of leaving same to the
discretion of the attending surveyors.

6 Require access to the full height of the side
shell frame to allow close-up examination dur-
ing surveys.

7 Require that operation and loading manuals
for bulk carriers include permissible shear
forces and bending moments during loading
and unloading operations in port as well as
the transit conditions.

8 Require that the annual classification survey
of hull may not be credited: [a] if the above
are not accomplished, and (b] if there are any
parts of a continuous hull survey scheme
overdue.

OPERATIONAL CONSIDERATIONS

Though ABS is not normally privy to the terms of
charters it has become apparent that many terms and
conditions place the owners and operators in positions
that do not allow sufficient time for cleanliness that
would facilitate proper survey and maintenance. Re-
cent statements about high rates of loading and cargo
handling damage also must be considered in the abuse
of bulk carriers. Serious consideration must be given to
conducting cargo operations in a way to minimize
damage to cargo holds.

DESIGN CONSIDERATIONS
ABS and others in the industry have already gone on

the record to state concerns about light scantling, short
life vessels. As a result of these concerns ABS has in-
itiated a comprehensive study to better define the na-
ture and causes for bulk carrier failures. While the in-
formation available at this time indicates that most of
the current bulk carrier problems are partly operational
and maintenance related, ABS feels that initial design
criteria should also be considered to help mitigate fu-
ture problems.

ABS believes that one alternative which could prove
beneficial is to change the design criteria so that the
Rules can be presented in a manner which will allow
the direct quantification of all load and stress effecis.
For ihis reason, ABS instituted a project in 1990 (o
completely restate its steel vessel Rules for ship struc-
tures in a “first principles”. or direct engineering for-
mat. By this, the criteria will explicitly permit the quan-
tification of loads and tell the designer how to model
the structure to obtain Jload effects. These explicit
structural strength formulations will assess the ade-
guacy of the structure to resist possible failure modes
such as yielding, buckling and fatigue. This is a com-
pletely new approach to classification rule develop-
ment.

With this approach the designer will not only be able
to determine single values of design parameters, such
as plating thickness, he will also be able to explicitly
determine the sensitivity of the design to variations in
these design parameters. This type of approach will al-
low the designer to assess [quantitatively] the effects of
corrosion, fatigue, damage tolerance and the robust-
ness of the design both initially and at any given time in
the future. It will also allow for the use of existing cor-
rosion, fatigue and damage data to assess the effects of
such things as: [a] altering the usage of materials to
produce more uniform structural safety over the life of
the hull structure, and [b] the frequency and extent of
inspection required to maintain the desired level of
safety to resist the probable failure modes.

This rule development project is currently addressing
bulk carrier designs, having just completed a similar
criteria development exercise for tanker hull structure.

in the work related to bulk carriers. ABS has eslab-
lished a data base of typical vessel designs including
those with and without corrosion related structural
problems. The criteria for establishing structural load-
ing and strength are being verified using detailed struc-
tural analyses and the service history obtained from
survey reports and follow-up data directly solicited
from the owners involved.

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CRUISE SHIP COSTS

The cost of building a new cruise
ship is so great that only the large
cruise companies can handle it. Also,
the shipyard are booked well ahead
and are not particularly interested in
new clients.

The following examples are indica-
tive:ln 1987 Carnival Cruises nego-
tiated the building of the cruise ship
«Eastasy» at the Wartsila yards in Fin-
land at a cost of 200 million dollars.

Today, the Masa Yard, which
succeeded Wartsila, will deliver the
ship in 1991 at cost 200 million dol-
lars. Today, the Masa Yard, which
succeeded Wartsila, will deliver the
ship in 1991 at a cost of 275 million
dollars. Also, the «Sovereign of the
Seas» was ordered at a cost of 200
million dollars, while three years later
the cost of two sister ships was 270
million dollars each. In this respect,
Seaborne Cruise Lines have abando-
ned the order of a third ship, since the
first cost 53 million dollars and the
second 73 million.

In several cases, the renovation of
old ships was preferred to the buil-
ding of a new one. Nevertheless, in
spite of the arrival of newbuildings on
the cruise scene, there has been no
increase in the scrapping of older o-
nes. Thus, pre-war ships such as the
«Argoanut», the «Britannic», «Ro-
manza», etc. continue to sail together
with immedite post-war ships such as
the w«Amerikanis», «Achille Lauro».

The eleventh annual general mee-
ting of Intercargo was held in Oslo on
Monday June 10th and was follo wed
by the seminar on Bulk Shipping Ca-
sualties.

According to the annual report of
the International Association of Dry
Cargo Shipowners, which was pre-
sented at the general meeting, the
continuing growth of Intercargo whi-
ch even since going to print has
further increased. Membership now
approaches 150 from 24 nations and
the tonnage controlled is well over 65
million tonnes deadweight. The Asso-
ciation is wsatisfied but not compla-
cent, much still remains to be donex.

It futher explains that for bulk ship-
ping the Gulf conflict eproved less
disruptive than might have been ex-
pected» but that the general world
situation gave rise to many uncertain-
ties.

A BLOW TO GREECE'S
CRUISE TRADE

The total loss by fire of the «Pe-
gasusn», Epirotiki Line’s cruise ship, is
deemed one of the most serious
blows to the Greek cruise trade in re-
cent years.

The «Pegasus» had the largest pas-
senger capacity of all the other Epiro-
tiki Line cruise ships — 832 passen-
gers in 343 cabins — and had been
renovated in 1989. It was undou-
btedly the best ship on the 3 and 4-
day cruise schedules in the Mediterra-
nean.

All those who are familiar with the
cruise market will realise how difficult
it will be to replase a unit such as this
one, and how expensive, if not prohi-
bitive, the cost will be.

In crder to live up to its commi-
tments, Epirotiki has already charte-
red the «Atalante» which, after some
conversion work, will be renamed
«Homeric» and will replace the «Pe-
gasusy.

AN ECONOMIC CRISIS AT IMO

The International Maritime Organi-
sation, with headquarters in London,
is facing the greatest economic crisis
in its history. This is due mainly to the
fact that its two main contributors, Li-
beria and Panama, have still not paid
their dues for 1990.

More generally, too, up to its last
meeting, IMO had collected only 63%



of 19390 dues while in October 1990,
the amounts owed by various mem-
ber - countries for the past three years
were in excess of 5 million pounds or
about half the 19890 budget.

Unfortunately, according to the
Secretary — General, the great inte-
rest shown by member - countries in
IMQ’s services is not reflected by a
corresponding alacrity in paying their
dues. This could fead to the organisa-
tion having to draw on its capital rese-
rves, with the danger of exhausting
them very quickly.

IMO’s executive board, which was
informed of this sorry situation, has
decided to re-examine the subject of
penalties for delays in the payment of
dues and take other measures to
meet the situation.

SWEDEN — NEW LEGISLATION

A new law, due to come into effect
on July 1st, will allow Swedish
unions to boycott vessels calling at
the country’s ports which do not ha-
ve collective aggrements in line with
Swedish labour law. This legislation
will allow the unions to impose their
labour and pay conditions without the
onwers having recourse to compen-
sation for delays caused by strikes.

On the other hand a radical plan to
set up a new Jlow-cost, international
section within the existing Swedish
register to attract some of the 100
new ships being build for Swedish sh-
ipowners was put up recently by the
Swedish Shipowners’ Association to
the Government and trade unions.

S.C.S5.°s vessels are ac-
ting as feeders to Blasco's Ocean ves-
seles, for seventeen ports within the
Meditteranean.
