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‘ he Legacy of the Greek Orthodox

| Cathedral of Saint Sofia, London’, is
| organized by the Byzantine and

| Christian Museum, Athens as part of
the celebrations to mark the one

i hundred and twenty-fifth anniversary of the

i founding of the church that is the heart and pride

i of the Greek community in London. Precious

i ecclesiastical heirlooms (keimelial that adorn the

i building or are kept reverently in its sacristy and

i crypt, dedications of devout expatriate Greeks, have
i been chosen for display, in order to appreciate their
i history and admire their art.

These offerings, symbol of the religious and national
" identity of the Creek community, are kept zealously

in the church of the Holy Wisdom of Cod (st.
Sophia) in Bays water, as pious testimony and
irrefutable evidence of the culture of Hellenism in
Great Britain.

The church of the Holy Wisdom of God (st. Sophial,
founded on 18 July 1877 by the eminent Greek
Eustratios Ralli, was erected to plans drawn by the
British architect John Oldrid Scott (1841-1913), who
followed the established Byzantine cross-in-square
type with dome. The walls of the interior were
decorated with marble revetment and mosaic
representations executed by the workshop of G.N.
Mecenera, to designs by the British artist A.G.
Walker, and later by the Russian mosaicist Boris
Anrep. The impressive despotic icons and the
Dodecaorton of the iconostasis are works by the
Bavarian painter and Phil Hellene Ludwig Thiersch
(1825-1909). Thanks to the generous benefactions-
offerings from the soul-of the expatriate Greeks, the
church was consecrated with due pomp and
geremony on 5 February 1882, by the Archbishop of
Corfu, Antonios Hariates.

Several of the sacred liturgical vessels and the icons
that today belong to the church of st. Sophia
priginate from the demolished church of Qur
Saviour, which was built at London Wall to plans
drawn by the renowned Greek architect Lysandros
Kaftantzoglou (1812-1885).

These too are revered gifts of distinguished
members of the Greek community of the day,
tangible proof of their love of their churches, and
most of them bear dedicatory inscriptions. The
inscriptions, in conjunction with the historical
sources and aesthetic analysis and evaluation of the
works, enable us to form a picture of the region, to
identify local peculiarities and to place the keimelia
in the wider framework of the history and artistic
creation of Hellenism in Great Britain.

The greater part of the treasures of the Greek



Orthodox cathedral of St Sophia are ecclesiastical
offerings made of gold, silver or gilded metal and
have been catalogued in detail in the handwritten
inventories of both the church of Qur Saviour and
of St Sophia. The penchant for luxurious liturgical
vessels, indispensable element of Orthodox
worship that adds majesty to the religious rituals,
mirrors the economic standing of the dedicators’
community. Indeed, through the exhibits parade
virtually all the eminent Greek families of the
London community in the nineteenth and the
early twentieth century, and reflected in them is
their prosperity, result of the heyday in trade,
ingdustry and shipping, sectars in which the
Greeks in the United Kingdom distinguished
themselves.

The wealth and diversity of the exhibits are
indicative of the devout faith, the cultivation, the
aesthetic preferences and primarily the considerable
affluence of the eponymous donors, as well as the
anonymous worshippers. Crosses, gospel book
covers, communion chalices, lamps and other
ecclesiastical objects, all in gold, silver gilt or silver,
studded with precious stones, with cloisonné or
champleve enamels, were mace in workshops in
Constantinople, Russia, Central Europe, Greece or
the United Kingdom. Cold-embroidered or gold-
brocaded sacerdotal and liturgical vestments of
opulent textiles, embellished with semiprecious
stones and enamels, were ordered from workshops
in St Petershurg. An icon with gold revetment set
with diamonds, from Constantinople, and
devotional icons from Asia Minor, the lonian Islands,
Mount Athos or distant Orthodox Russia were
dedicated in the church of Qur Saviour and of St
Sophia. Parts of a gilded wooden iconostasis,
intricately carved by an island tagliadoro to receive
despotic icons and bema doors, are a treasured
heirloom of some ruined or demolished Post-
Byzantine church.

Liturgical codices, old editions published in Venice
between 1793 ang 1883 in the famous printing
houses of Nicholaos Glycys and Frangiscos
Andreglas, or of the church of St George of the
Greeks, with valuable covers or elaborate bindings,
are used in the formal liturgies or kept in the library
of the church. Large despotic icons, painted by the
famous Bavarian artist Ludwig Thiersch (1825-1909),
an amalgam of Byzantine traditions and Nazarene-
Neorenaissance models, were commissioned by
great benefactors and donors of the church of the
Holy Wisdom of God.

All the oijects in the exhibition date from the
gighteen to the early twentieth century and
represent the sectors of silverwork, embroidery,

woodcanving and painting. The study of their art,
the attribution of them-where possible- to specific
workshops or schools, a5 well as the interpretation
of their use provide, a host of useful information
for the lay visitor and the specialist scholar alike.
The exhibition in the Hellenic Centre, London,
presents ecclesiastical treasures of the Greek
Orthodox cathedral of St Sophia, generous
offerings of the wealthy members of the Greek
Community, and outlines three centuries of
Hellenic history culture and Orthodoxy. The
portable icons, the liturgical and ecclesiastical
vessels, the sacerdotal vestments the rare
religious books, are incontrovertible witnesses to
the activity of the eponymous and anonymous
donors, of the great benefactors and dedicators
of expatriate Hellenism in London that keeps alive
its faith and its identity. Thanks to the Orthodox
Church, pillar of every endeavor of Hellenism in
Britain and rallying post for it, the expatriate
Greeks kept their traditions, were taught their
language and history, preserved their religious
and national consciousness.

The exhitition affirms the decisive role of the
Orthodox Church as fiduciary of Hellenism.
Christians as Orthodoxy was for Hellenism the ark of
its salvation, thanks to which not only has it
survived, it has achieved and continues to achieve
greatness in every corner of the world.

trade practices. Research conducted by the U.S.
Department of Transportation, Maritime Administration
(MARAD) reveals that dozens of countries provide
subsidies in one form or another to their shipyards.
Over 30 countries pay significant amounts of direct and indirect
subsidies to their shipyards to enable them to win international
contracts. Subsidies in the range of 20-40 percent are not
unusual. The level of subsidization is unprecedented. No other
industry sector comes close to experiencing such protectionist
practices on a global scale - not even the highly competitive
aircraft sector. This grant mentality has prevailed in the
shipbuilding industry worldwide for decades
The major player in the industry is South Korea. According to a
May 3, 2000, report from the Commission of the European
Communities, South Korea won 33.3 percent of all new orders in

In January 2000, South Korea secured a staggering 72 percent of all
world orders with Japan at 10 percent and the EU at 7 percent. The
South Koreans have been the subject of close scrutiny by the EU for
allegedly providing subsidies in the range of 40 percent. The
Europeans have concluded that the expansion of South Korean
yards between 1994 and 1996 is the main reason for the estimated
20-25 percent over- capacity in the world today. Estimates are that
South Korean capacity tripled during that period.

The Europeans announced that as of December 31, 2000, they
would no longer be providing subsidies, direct and indirect, to
their shipbuilding industry. These were generally believed to be in
the vicinity of 20 percent. However, a press release in early
February 2001 indicated that the EU is planning to increase direct

Subsidies come not only in the form of
government handouts to industry. In some
gountries, the workers themselves are
subsidizing their industry by working for low
wages. By deliberately suppressing labour
and sacial rights, some foreign shipbuilders
are effectively filling their order books at the
expense of their workers.

Lost in this world of subsidies and unfair
trade practices is the definition of true
competitiveness.

International Shipbuilding Agreements
Trade-distorting subsidies and dumping practices have plagued
the world shipbuilding industry for years. Problems peaked in the
1970s and 1980s prompting governments to develop policies to

first negotiated in 1968 by the Organisation for Economic Co-
Operation and Development(QECD).

Respecting Normal Competitive Conditions in the Commercial
Shipbuilding and Repair Industry (ARNCC). The goal of the
agreement was to establish, in a legally binding manner, subsidy
and dumping-free competitive conditions in the shipbuilding
industries of member countries of the OECD and South Korea. At
the time, these countries accounted for approximately 80
percent of the world’s shipbuilding industry.

In December 1994, the Commission of the European
Communities and the governments of Finland, Japan, South

Korea, Norway, Sweden and the United States signed the final act

of the agreement. The next step was for all parties to have it
officially ratified through their national processes.

A target date of July 15, 1996, was set to bring it into force.
Ratification never occurred. The deal fell apart, and the free-for-
all with respect to subsidies and dumping has continued.

The competitive advantages of the French Shipyards are the good
productivity, good technical knowledge (know how) and excellent
coordination with local and international subcontractors. The
majority of French Shipyards and especially Alstom, via its
subsidiary Chantiers de I'Atlantique and ALSTOM Leroux Naval
{subsidiary of Chantiers de I'Atlantique), have focused in building
of high-added value ships (Cruiseships, naval vessels, high speed
ferries, liquefied natural gas(LNG) tankers and all specialized,
complex types of ships). As a result, French Shipyards have
chosen to position themselves in the market of hi-tech
equipment vessels.

Additionally, the French Shipyards are in a process of
differentiating themselves on the Worldwide Shipbuilding Industry
through innovation by offering a better service to the client,
reducing costs, improving passenger comfort, improving the
quality of the vessels with each new construction. Furthermore
numerous technical innovations (35 well as innovations introduced
into work organization and the industrial tooll have been
implemented on ships.

French Shipyards wish to develop a alobal innovation culture,
where anyone can bring an idea, from inside or outside the
companies. As a result, even blue collar employees are
participating to the decision making process, contributing with
their experience to the improvement of the expositing
processes.

As far as customers are concerned, French Shipyards
strategy is:

— To reduce costs, to meet the needs of our clients

- Significantly increase long-term supplier and business partner
agreements (by means of partnership contracts, management
agreements)

— Verify the performance of all of the suppliers and business
partners, improve their performance and direct the turnover
towards a limited number of suppliers, selected for their overall
performance.

The main objective of the shipyards is to improve performance by
being better, cheaper, faster and more economical with their
resources, as:

— Cost: To be reduced by a constant amount per year

— Quality: To aim for "Zero-faults’ at each stage

— Deadlines: Give shorter, more accurate deadlines

- Service/Responsiveness: Anticipate and satisfy the needs of the
client

— Human Relations: Improve employee confidence and working
conditions

Finally, the performance of French Shipyards is based around their
own procedures, but is also largely reliant on the performance of
their approved suppliers and business partners, and the way in
which they adopt the system and tools of continuous progress
management.

he development of Korea shipbuilding was
followed further in the 1970s by a
government-sponsored economic program,
which aimed to restructure Korea's dated
industry into a modern, technologically advanced one, able to
compete worldwide. Special emphasis was placed on Heavy
Industry and Chemical Industry. In this context, the shipbuilding
industry was perceived as a leading export industry, due o its
comparatively large-scale trade volumes lin terms of value) and
the fact that there was abundant, high-quality labor available in
Korea. These factors also allowed the Korean shipbuilding
Industry to compete on equal terms with the existing
shipbuilding centers. Being flanked by the sea on three sides
and having few natural resources has meant that Korea has had
o rely on exports and these factors have coalesced to create the
right environment for the industry to flourish.
The shipyard construction of the 1970s reflects this growth-in 1973
Hyundai Heavy Industries Co., Ltd. completed construction of a
shipyard. In 1878 Daewoo Shipbuilding and Heavy Machinery Co., Ltd.
completed a No. 1 dock, and in 1979, Samsung Heavy Industries Co.,
Ltd. constructed its own No. 1 dock.In the 1980s the situation had
progressed sufficiently for Korea to be ranked number two in the
world shipbuilding league in terms of market, share.
Productivity improvement, technology development, and the growth
of the related industries, among other factors, helped increase
shipbuilding volume continuously without having to add new
facilities. And in the second half of the 1980s, the world market
share rose from 10 percent to 25 percent.
In the 19905, Korean shipbuilders made every effort to accumulate
the advanced technology required for the construction of high
value-added vessels, The first domestically produced LNG carrier was
dlelivered in June, 1994, and some high-speed passenger vessels
were also delivered.
Korean shipbuilders are doing their best to deliver high quality ships
at reasonable prices by rationalizing management and improving
productivity.

ENA‘I’TIKE XPONIKA

In the 21st century, Korean shipbuilders are seeking to transform
guantitative growth into a qualitative one, and are focusing on
receiving high value-added ships for the sake of profit. To fulfill their
responsibilities as a leading shipbuilding country, Korean shipbuilders
will also do their best to develop new technology for qualified ships
and deliver environmental-friendly ships.

Before entering into the world shipbuilding market in the early
1970s, Korean shipbuilders had mostly built conventional cargo
ships, like crude oil tankers and dry bulk carriers. Since the early
19805 when Korea emerged as one of the leading nations in
shipbuilding, it has developed technologies to build container ships,
rQ-ro ships, oil drilling rigs, etc. Computer-based ship design and
production was introduced to the Korean shipbuilding industry in
the 1970s. State-of-the-art computer systems are now widely used,
making it possible for Korean shipbuilders to design high value-
added vessels more rapidly and efficiently. Material procurement,
production control, and yard management are also operated by
integrated computer systems.

The moss and membrane type of LNG carri-ers, including overseas
orders, were constructed by Korean shipbuilders. FPSOs, high-speed
passenger ships, and passenger ferries were also delivered and are
currently operating dependably. Korean shipbuilders, with their
abundant and highly trained naval architects and engineers, can
meet various ship owner design requirements.

In the sector of R & D, some individual companies are operating their
own research institutes. In 1994, the Korea Shipbuilding Research
Association, which joined Korean shipbuilders with the Korea
Research Institute of Ships and Ocean Engineering (KRISQ) was
established. Their research scopes include such projects as improving
ship maneuverability and developing next-generation shiptypes like
WIG. In addition, Korean shipbuilders did not neglect to invest in
production automation and management rationalization.

As a result of such efforts, Korean shipbuilders achieved a 20 percent
increase in annual production throughout the 1990s. Korean
shipbuilders will continuously make every effort to maintain this high
level of production into the future.

~ ometimes it takes a disaster to 'unclog’
| = the future. The Dutch shipbuilding
RN industry is 2 case in point. In the 1960-
ies, the industry "flourished’, building ever-bigger oil tankers
and bulk carriers. Stressing shipbuilding activities and
capacity, many Dutch shipbuilders forgot about the
importance of ‘value added’.
When the bubble burst, the Netherlands Government stepped in
o perpetuate this course of action, thereby helping to delay
remedial action, at 2 high public cost .
After the dust settled, things came into perspective. Many of the
smaller shipyards had been smart enough to “think small (or
simple) first®, concentrating on niche markets -special "tailor
made” products and value added.
The emphasis on value added has taken many forms: stimulating
innovation anywhere and anytime possible (individually and
collectively), focussing on improving efficiency as well as co-
operation and clustering, benchmarking and sharing best-
practices, and applying a rigorously service oriented stance,
‘treating the customer as a king’ by working on the basis of his
needs, in stead of producing on the basis of own past
performance.

This “new” policy was implemented through an ongoing social
dialogue of all socio-economic partners: employers, employees,
and government authorities together discussed the fundamentals
of their business, acting as partners and stakeholders, in stead of
spending time, money and intellectual energy on fighting each
other in more or less symbolic “PR-battles”.

Based on the failure of the 1970/80-es "interventionist” policies,
the Dutch Government sustained the industry by abstaining from
interventionism, and by facilitating all employers and employees,
and other experts in the sector to work out solutions to their own
problems - within a broader framework of an economy based on
fair and open competition.

The Government also invests much effort in helping to create a
level playing field through international organisations, activities
and co-operation, while also improving the educational set-up
thuman capital!) in The Netherlands.

The end-result has been a flourishing shipbuilding industry - in all
segments and area‘s of the industrial chain: construction and
repairs of sea-going vessels, inland waterway vessels and small
workboats, fishing vessels, dredging equipment, Yachtbuilding,
and innovative building of specialist one-off vessels and small
SEries.
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I. The Competitiveness of Polish Shipbuilding Industry

Ship market has a global character and the future of the
shipbuilding industry mostly depends on the worldwide economic
opportunities, the scale and the kind of transported cargoes, the
state of the worldwide fleet and on other conditions of the
worldwide economy.

The two biggest shipyards: Stocznia Cdynia 5.A. and Stocznia
Szczeciska Porta Holding 5.A. are among the five biggest European
shipyards.

The shipyards have the ability to produce all types of trading
vessels as well as ferry - boats.

Following the worldwide tendencies, Polish shipyards adjust their
production to the current worldwide demand for certain individual
type of vessels increasing the production of chemical cargo
carriers, product carriers, big container ships, PLG and LNG liquid
gas carriers and ro-ro vessels,

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In the worldwide shipbuilding industry the supply outnumbers the
demand resulting, in a constant fall of prices, what limits the
sustainable development of the industry.

The characteristic tendency of the worldwide portfolio of orders is
the decrease of the demand for European vessels. The main
reason of this phenomenon is the South Korean's low prices of
vessels.

Competing in this difficult worldwide ship market and searching
for niche markets, Polish shipyards sign contracts for building
prototype vessels.

Last year Gdynia Shipyard S.A. had 4 prototypes out of 9 types of
built vessels whereas Szczecin Shipyard Porta Holding S.A. had 5
Prototypes.

Because of the increased competition on the worldwide market,
shiprepair yards as well, have been changing and broadening their
offer, accepting more and more complex repair works which
include vessel conversion, construction of offshore units and of
small vessels,

Il. The Government Policy Concerning the Shipbuilding Sector
Polish shipyards do not receive any direct financial support from
the Government, whereas the indirect support of the Government
concerns only subsidizing of research and development works (the
value of the subsidy does not exceed 0,1% of the shipyards
turnover).

Within the confines of harmonizing Polish law with the E.U.
legislature, since March 2001 the Cabinet’s decree concerning
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public financial support of the shipbuilding sector has beenin
force. The decree allows the following forms of support:

— For restructuring

— Pre-innovational investments

— Environmental protection

— Research and development works

In the further perspective the best way to achieve better results
and to increase the competitiveness of the products is the
intensification of the research and application works whose
objective is the improvement of the production process and the
designing of safe vessels.

" The Fifth Frame Research and Technological Development
Programme” approved by the European Commission in 1999 for
the years 1999 -2002, has given Polish research centers the ability
of participation in its whole scope.

IIl. The directions of the future actions for the Increase of the
shipbullding sector’s efficlency and competitiveness

In the current situation maintaining of the high position of Polish
shipbuilding industry in the worldwide market, mostly depends on
the actions that the shipyards will undertake by themselves.
Strategies followed by the shipyards concentrate on the below
listed areas:

— Activities cost reduction

— Restructuring of employment

— Construction of new types of vessels (despite the difficulties in
builging the prototypes)

— Construction of complex vessels of big added value to gain
profit resulting from low labour costs

— Forming strategic partnerships in chosen fields, ex: ship
designing, delivery etc.

To make Polish shipyards more competitive on the worldwide
markets the Government has been taking-supporting actions,
which, at present, are to focus mainly on:

1. In the international arena, continuation of taking the initiatives
for establishing honest and transparent conditions of
competitiveness in the worldwide ship market.

2. Increasing the financial support of R & D and application works,
concerning mainly the prototype vessels.

3. Putting in force the Minister of Finance regulation on ship
export credits (according to “Sector Agreement about the Ship
Export Credits™ which has been included in * Arrangement on
Guidelines for Officially Supported Export Credits * - an OECD
document)

4. Developing new mechanisms to support the financing of ship
construction (according to those applied in the U.E. countries)

In the year 2000 the OECD countries decided to prepare a new
document forbigding the subvention of contracts, which concern
ships and defining a system of sanctions in case of unfair
competition. The document is to replace " The 1994 OECD
Agreement on respecting of the normal conditions of

competitiveness in the commercial industry of ship building and
shiprepair” and to be binding for all who take part in the
worldwide ship market.

At the sitting in December 2001, the OECD group responsible for
the shipbuilding industry took a decision about the necessity of
the urgent preparation of such a document. Polish side, interested
in creating a fair competition in the area, has been participating in
working out of the New Agreement.

Polish side is concerned with the proposal of restoring the direct
suppart for European shipyards, regarding that it would adversely
affect the competitiveness of Polish shipyards. (in July 2001 the
European Commission prepared a draft of the regulation on
temporary restoring the direct subsidizing of newly signed
contractsl.

rimarily, Ukraing has a long history in
Shipbuilding. Over the past 70 years, it was a
major Builder of vessels for the large Soviet Merchant and
Naval fleets, with its major shipyards being provided with
equipments of the latest technology.

Twenty five research facilities ensure that the industry is at
the forefront of technology. Seven plants develop and build
engines and other equipment. The yards have a good
international reputation and have sold to customers in
Creece, Denmark, Holland, Norway, Korea and Russia.
Furthermore, a vast number of vessels are visiting each year
the more than 20 shiprepair yards offering a complete range
of repair facilities, including drydocking, where all types of
units can be accommodated.

Needless to mention that in Ukrainian shipyards costs, time
and quality have been always competitive and to the
customers’ satisfaction and in addition Ukraine, being in
Europe, is very close to the major clients of the shipyards,
bringing the cost of attendance to a minimum.

America’s maritime industries may stand at a
pivotal crossroads today

The Newport News Shipbuilding shipyard in Newport News,
Va., which employs thousands of highly skilled workers, is
one of the 13 largest yards that accounted for 80 percent
of all U.S. shipbuilding revenues in 1998,

America’s reliance upon its merchant marine, ports,
maritime industries, and naval power for both trade and
security has been constant since colonial days. But what
exactly constitutes the nation’s “maritime industry” has
been something of an enigma, bedeviling American
decision-makers ever since the Massachusetts Bay Colony
launched its first seagoing vessel in 1631 and the first
American shipyard set up business near Portland, Maine, in
1638. 15 it just the shipyards and closely associated artisans
and suppliers, or more? And what is the relationship of
this "maritime industry” -however narrowly or broadiy
defined-to U.S5. national security? Thomas Jefferson, in a
1793 message to the House of Representatives, had a
clear idea of the importance of that relationship to the still
fledgling nation:

“Its value, as a branch of industry, is enhanced by the
dependence of so many other branches upon it. In times
of general peace it muitiplies competitors for employment
in transportation, and so keeps that at its proper level, and
in times of war-that is to say, when those nations, who
may be our principal carriers, shall be at war with each
other-we have not within ourselves the means of
transportation, our produce must be exported in
belligerent vessels, at the increased expense of war-freight
and insurance, and the articles which shall not bear that,
must perish on our hands.

"But it is as 3 resource of defense that our navigation will
admit neither neglect nor forbearance. The position and
circumstance of the United States leave them nothing to
fear on their land-board, and nothing to desire beyond
their present rights. But on their seaboard they are open
to injury, and they have there, too, 8 commerce which
must be protected. This can only be done by possessing a
respectable body of citizen-seamen, and of artists and
establishments in readiness for shipbuilding.”

To some observers, America's maritime industries stand
today at a pivotal crossroads-a little more than 200 years
since Jefferson warned that “neither neglect nor
forbearance” is permissible insofar as this resource of
defense is concerned. The U.S.-flag merchant marine-long
a symbol of “Yankee” vitality and innovation-has all but
disintegrated. U.S.-flag vessels today carry only about
three percent of America’s two-way oceanborne foreign
trade, a dismally small fraction for the largest and most
prosperous trading nation in all recorded history.



The U.S. maritime
industry: Quo Vadis?

Meanwhile, the number of U.S. shipyards capable of building
complex warships and state-of-the-art merchant vessels also has
continued to decline, primarily as the result of constrained
funding for the U.S. Navy shipbuilding account. An average of only
about six new-construction ships has been funded each year since
the fall of the Berlin Wall.

Economic “rationalization” and consolidation in the face of
rapacious foreign competition also has contributed to the overall
U.5. maritime decline. That said, it should be noted that other
elements of the American maritime industry, as it might be
broadly construed, seem to be in better shape. But how to solve
the current maritime riddle and undergird the health of the U.S.
maritime industry for the long haul are still the major questions
facing U.S. policymakers.

Enter Carderock and Commerce

To find the answer, or answers, t0 these questions is, in essence,
the intent of a broad-spectrum survey, now underway, initiated by
the Strategic Analysis Division in the Office of Strategic Industries
and Economic Security (SIES) of the Department of Commerce’s
Bureau of Export Administration (BXA), which is working in close
partnership with the Carderock Division of the U.S. Navy's Naval
Surface Warfare Center (NSWC).

The survey's objectives are, among other things, to:

— lllustrate the relationship between the maritime industry,
national security, and the U.S. economy;

— Identify the opportunities for the increased sharing of maritime
science and technology between public and private entities;

— Expand the use of public maritime capabilities for the purpose
of advancing private industry competitiveness; and

— Encourage cooperative efforts within the maritime industry and
between government, industry, and academia.

In addition to the survey cosponsors, Commerce’s Strategic
Analysis Division and NSWC-Carderock, the assessment partners
include: the U.S. Coast Guard and Maritime Administration, the
National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration, the Army Corps
of Engineers and the Navy's Office of Maval Research, the U.S.
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International Trade Commission, the Consortium for
Oceanographic Research and Education (CORE), the American
Shipbuilding Association and the Shipbuilders Council of America, |
and Pennsylvania State University. "It is a multiphased effort,” |
noted Brad Botwin, director of the Strategic Analysis Division,
“analyzing all facets of the nation’s maritime industry.”

A Workbook for the Future

Dennis Clark, NSWC-Carderock’s director of strategic planning, said
that the idea for the survey grew out of a 1997 strategic planning
initiative that served as a “workbook” for assessing Carderock’s
organizational capabilities versus industry needs. Carderock’s
December 1997 report, Course and Speed, concluded that
"maritime-related activities and technology are embeédded in
virtually all sectors of the U.S. economy.”

Indeed, with the U.5. economy dependent upon ships, ports, and
related infrastructure for at least 95 percent of the nation’s
international trade tonnage-and with the U.S. military strategy also
dependent on sealift for 95 percent or more of all the supplies
and equipment neecled by U.S. combat forces overseas-it is not
surprising that the working and generally accepted definition of
the U.5. maritime industry inclucies “all activities relevant to the
manufacture, processing, and transportation of vessels, products,
and personnel in both [the) commercial and government sectors.”
In July 1998, Carderock proposed a joint BXA— NSWC initiative
that would assess the national-security aspects of the U.S.
maritime inclustry and serve as a benchmark for future policies,
plans, and programs.

The mission of the office, according to Stephen C. Baker, one of
the SIES analysts carrying out the survey, "is to serve as the
Department of Commerce’s focal point for developing,
promoting, and implementing policies that ensure a strong,
technologically superior defense industrial base.” The SIES
programs, empowered by the Defense Production Act of 1950,
encompass-among other maritime— related issues-industrial
capabilities and critical technologies assessments, offsets in

defense trade, U.S. defense diversification, competitive
ol
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enhancements, foreign investment reviews,
and import investigations. More than 30
industry surveys and studies have been
conducted in these and other areas over
the last 15 years, addressing such diverse
topics as ceramics, COMpPosites, opto-
electronics, ejection seats, ball and roller
bearings, gears, forgings, and artificial
intelligence. A 1998 joint project between
BXA and the Naval Sea Systems Command,
for example, assessed the national-security
aspects of the U.S. high-performance explosives
and components industry.

“All company-specific information that we glean from
these surveys of U.S. industry is kept confidential,” Baker said, “and
is not published or disclosed except in summary form. And,
although we usually do not have to press the ‘issue’ and we work
with firms to ensure that our requests for data are not too
onerous, responses to our surveys are required by law.” Indeed, 50
U.S. Code App. Sec. 2155 specifies that failure to respond can
result in 2 maximum fine of $10,000 or imprisonment of up to one
year-or both.

“We mailed out the first maritime industry survey, focusing on the
building and repairing of ships, boats, and other marine platforms,
in September 1999," Botwin noted, “and all major shipyards have
responded-the 13 largest firms accounting for more than 80
percent of all U.S. shipbuilding revenues in 1998."

The survey, which had an initial mailing to 331 firms, requested
comprehensive and detailed information on employment, financial
performance, the level of maritime technology employed,
competitive factors, and the supplier base. Because of the highly
competitive nature and uncertain future of the U.5. shipbuilding
industry the need for extremely tight confidentiality is both
obvious and unguestioned.

Profile by the Numbers

"Although we continue to analyze the data received,” Botwin
remarked, “and we are getting additional responses, we have
already been able to get a good profile of this aspect of the U.S.
maritime industry.” He cited the following interesting statistics
developed from the initial data received:

— 157 respondents reported 1998 maritime revenues totaling
$9.43 billion, with three-guarters of that (56.86 billion) related to
Department of Defense and Navy orders;

— 13 respondents reported 1998 revenues greater than $100
million each, nearly 83 percent of which were DOD and/or Navy;
each of the top six respondents claimed revenues in excess of 5500
million, nearly 95 percent of which came from DOD/Naw business;
- 73 respondents were engaged in repair work only, and 74
reported revenues of less than 55 million each — accounting for
less than 2 percent of the industry’s revenues;

— In the area of research and development (R&D) expenditures,
only 18 firms reported being actively involved in any R&D
activities; their collective R&D expenditures totaled about 5450
million, with most of that (55 percent) funded by the U.S.
government-nearly half of all the R&D work focused on studies
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and analyses designed to improve or optimize
b, economic operations and/or conduct market
research;

— Significant technology and development
ewna. NEEOS are clear, particularly in naval
&8+ architecture and integrated ship design
»  and support, shipbuilding and
8 "' manufacturing technologies, and logistical
y  SUppOrt systems; many respondents pointed
to the weakness of the worldwide maritime
market and production over-capacity as severe
constraints to new-technology investment-a grave
concern for the future;
— Large firms are more likely to search for "teams,” both to
ensure competitiveness and to win contracts-the most favored
teams are those that include the government, other U.S. firms,
and/or academia; only eight of the 20 most prominent
respondents stated that they would be willing to team with foreign
entities, an attitude that also may serve as a constraint on future
business (Lockheed Martin's winning idea to team with Spain’s
Bazan shipyard on Norway's next-generation frigate program may
prove to be an exception, or a model for the future);

- Responding to a question about "benchmarked” competitive
status, more than eight out of ten firms reported that customer
relations, labor costs, on-time delivery, workforce experience,
productivity, and product quality all are critically important factors
for success, and most firms believed that, except for labor costs,
these factors also are their major competitive strengths in the
global shipbuilding and repair industry;

— 33 respondents reported that they used foreign sources (in 17
countries) for materials and components-but usually because
domestic sources were not available and/or their customers directed
the use of a foreign supplier; only gight respondents said that the
foreign sources provided higher quality, and seven said they had
used a nonU.S. supplier because of 2 long-term relationship.

The Next Steps
“We are following up on the shipbuilding and repair survey with two
questionnaires to be mailed out in the spring of this year focusing
on, first, marine research, development, and education, and,
second, maring platform subcontractors and Support services,” BXA
analyst Baker said. Sometime this summer, he said, BXA plans to
conduct a survey of the acean-mineral and energy-recovery
industries, and will follow that survey with one in the fall on
waterborne commerce, Future surveys -either not yet planned, or
expected to be conducted informally-will focus on marine heavy
construction, marine insurance, commercial fishing and aquaculture,
and maritime-related government entities and associations.
“Ultimately,” Baker concluded, "we will be able to put some
numbers behind the rhetoric of the nation’s security needs and
the whole spectrum of activities that comprise the ‘maritime
industry’ of the United States.” With its implicit hope that well-
conceived policies and programs will follow, Thomas Jefferson’s
caveat about “neither neglect nor forbearance”™ may yet be
heeded-two centuries after its utterance. “So many other
branches” of U.S. security clearly hang in the balance.

More than $175 million has been invested
in the last six years. Canadian shipyard labour rates are generally
lower or equal to our U.S. or European competitors.

Proposed Solutions

for strengthening the industry:

Subsidies are not required. Considerable improvements can be
realized through a stronger partnership between industry and the
federal and provincial governments, adjustments to existing
policies, more effective enforcement of policies, improved focus
on the key markets and issues, and better financing mechanisms,
more specifically, by: Eliminating exceptions to the existing.
Canadian shipbuilding policies such as tariffs and federal
procurement.

Strengthening industry and government partnerships (federal and
provinciall to focus more on high prospect areas such as offshore
oll and gas Improving the planning process on federal
procurement using non-concessionary financing mechanisms such
as extended terms to better meet buyers' needs.

Making tax transfer and withholding tax-exempt financing options
available to Canadian-built vessels as they are for non-Canadian
trucks, rail cars and aircraft.

Removing the restriction in the existing policy that stipulates that
the accelerated capital cost allowance can be used only by
Canadian ship owners/operators and allow it to be used by either
Canadian owners or Canadian operators.

Pressing for elimination of foreign subsides and unfair pricing
practices by dozens of countries.

Negotiating for relaxation of the restrictive conditions of the Jones
Act {any improvement could have a significant positive impact on
the Canadian shipbuilding industry).

Making federal and provincial government programs more
accessible to the industry 5o as to assist continued innovation in
the industry and improve workers' skills.

Designating the industry as a national priority.

Promoting marine transportation as an environmentally friendly
alternative to other modes of transportation. e
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Which criteria render the shipyards of your country
competitive in the international arena?
Regarding the international arena, we count upon Braswell
Shipyard Panama, and their policy evolves solely around the
following criteria: value, management, and location.
