The international shipbuilding industry in the 21t century

The Europecm perspective

Experts estimate that the current world shipbuilding capacity is
at least 20 to 30% above the levels required for the necessary
replacement of old tonnage and the accommodation of additional
demand stemming from increased sea-borne trade.

In 2 purely market-oriented environment this would usually lead to
a normal adjustment. Unfortunately, shipbuilding shows some
specific characteristics that stand in the way of a normal
correction of imbalances between supply and demand.

On the one hand, shipbuilding offers developing economies 2
chance to achieve export revenues. It also provides significant
employment and technological perspectives, as shipbuilding can
be undertaken at various levels of technical sophistication. It is,
therefore, an industrial activity that is often found on the "wish-
list” of newly industrialised countries, and some governments find
it useful to support the creation of shipbuilding facilities.

On the other hand, shipbuilding is looked upon by many nations as
a strategic industry, which, in their view, they cannot afford to
lose, because of trade and defence interests.

I have to admit that, in the past, many European countries have
held this view, but we have come to accept that such strategic
considerations cannot ignore the economic fundamentals,

The pursuit of policy approaches not based on sound economic
considerations has led to protectionism and State support to the
industry, sometimes taking very creative forms. The cyclical nature
of shipbuilding, and the fact that shipyards often form important
regional clusters whose disappearance would inflict great hardship
on coastal communities, make the problems in shipbuilding rank
among the most difficult issues palicy-makers have to face.
Europe has been the dominant shipbuilding power in the past. As
such we were the first to experience the problems | have
described. We were also the first to address these issues,

European shipbuilding has undergone massive changes since the mid-
70's. Two out of three shipyards have disappeared and employment has
fallen from around 400.000 shipyard workers in 1975 to about 85.000
today. Some EU Member States have lost their shipbuilding industries.
Others are struggling to accommodate the necessary adjustments.

In the meantime, other players have entered the market, vying
for their share of shipbuilding contracts. In general, more
competition is to be welcomed, on the condition that a level
playing field is assured. Unfortunately, this is not always the case.
This has led the European Commission to press for 2 new
international shipbuilding agreement, through the OECD.

Mare specifically we have tried to convince the Government of the
Republic of Korea to agree on certain principles that should be
respected in the world shipbuilding market. In September 2002,
we engaged in bilateral talks with South Korea as, in our view,
some of the yard investments there have not been driven by
commercial considerations. However, despite the numerous
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Erkki Liikanen, Member of the European

It is well known that the world shipbuilding
industry has, for a long time, suffered from
over-capacities. This is due to two main
factors, first, the huge productivity
improvements in shipyards over the last

30 years - which is a good thing - and
second, the over-investment in the industry
- which is not so good.

As aresult we are facing an oversupply in
new ships, while at the same time prices
have continued to deteriorate.

efforts made by the EU delegation to reach a mutually acceptable
compromise solution, South Korea rejected all the proposals put
forward by the EU, insisting on the lack of support of the Korean
industry for such an agreement. The European Commission
consequently triggered the twin-track strategy approved by the
EU Member States, namely to launch a WTO panel and authorise
temporary and limited state aid for EU shipbuilders.

This is not a matter of attributing blame. In fact we see some South
Korean yards as “state of the art™ when it comes to productivity and
the quality of the ships they delfiver. But, far too often shipbuilding '
contracts are concluded without adherence to the principle of full
Cost coverage, and prices are set at unreasonable levels. We would
also expect that shipyards, which have been proven to be non-
viable, should finally exit the market. This has not happened so far.
In our view, the very low offer prices from South Korean vards are
to a large extent responsible for over-ordering, and are
contributing to the depression in freight rates. Unfortunately, this
negative trend has been compounded by the sharp economic
siowdown in the United States, and the effects of 11 September.
We are now In a situation, with regard to shipping and
shipbuilding, that is worse than a year ago. With even more
tonnage coming on to the market in the near future, especially in
the container segment. these problems need to be addressed.

Our aim is that our action against South Korea at the WTO will ,
help to bring about fair trading conditions in the sector. |
50 what are our policy aims in the European Union to maintain a
sustainable level of shipbuilding in our region.

At the international level, | have mentioned the issue of South
Korea to address the imminent problems posed by what we see as



unfair trading practices, and 2 clear mandate for the OECD to
bring about an international shipbuilding agreement by 2005.

As regards internal policies, the Lisbon European Council in March
2000 adopted the objective of making Europe a competitive and
dynamic knowledge-based economy. Competitive industries are
the key to achieving this aim.

Taking into account the importance of industry for European
overall competitiveness as well as the overall context of the future
enlargement of the EU, we aré now reviewing our policy towards
industry. In this exercise, any necessary adjustments will be
considered to keep on track with the objectives set in Lisbon.
Advancing the Union’s sustainable development strategy is a key
consideration also. My aim is that the economic pillar of sustainable
development, underpinned by competitive industries, must be
sufficiently robust to allow Europe to achieve its key objectives. In
the absence of thriving incustries, our legitimate social and
environmental aspirations cannot be realised. These results of our
policy review will be set out by the European Commission in a
Communication on Ingustrial Policy to be presented later this year.
Innovation and research and development have a key influence on
competitiveness. | am aware that maritime industries have embraced
advanced information and communication technologies very early.
The shipping industry is clearly a leader in logistics, as is the
shipbuilding industry in integrated manufacturing. This position
needs to be maintained and developed further.

There are two other valuable European
initiatives that | should not fail to mention: SeaQuipment, initiated
by the Dutch Shipbuilding Industry Association, and ShipXchange
in which mainly Scandinavian yards and suppliers co-operate.
These platforms, which | mention only as examples, will help to
achieve economies of scale and they have the potential to open

new markets for suppliers, in particular SMES which may gain a
global reach through these new electronic market places.

The 6th Framework Programme for Research and Development
has now been adopted. The framework programme foresees a
significant increase in maritime R&D under the heading of
*Sustainable surface transport” for which a total budget of 610
million euro is allocated. Detailed calls are now being prepared and
these will offer ample opportunities for the maritime industries to
tap into funds for the development of new products and services.
In the longer-term perspective our maritime industries must be a
provider of complete solutions, thus exploiting our strength in
complex system engineering and integrated services.

In the preparation and execution of policies, | would like 10 stress the
importance | attach to proper consultation and co-operation with
stakeholders. In the case of the maritime industries we have a working
structure that has proven its worth, namety; The Maritime Industries Forum.
| look forward also to the completion of a new initiative by the
shipbuilding industry called LeaderSHIP 2015. This will involve 3558%5ing
the perspectives for the industry as part of a longer term vision, and
identifying the appropriate policies to sustain our comMpetitiveness goals.
While the details have yet to be finally decided, the LeaderSHIP
2015 initiative is designed to develop new working structures and
technology priorities and so assure Europe’s global leadership in
shipbuilding. It will bring together all major industry players, trade
unions, and key EU and national policy makers. The European
Commission is fully supportive of this initiative and | hope that we
will be able to see positive results very scon.

Unrelenting problems for the domestic
ship repaiir industry

What Is the level of companies operating in the capital’s

Ship Repair Zone, as much in the sense of financial issues

such as turnover as in terms of quality of supplied services?
The level of companies operating in the capital’s Ship Repair
Zone, as much in the sense of financial issues such as annual
turnover as in terms of quality of supplied services, can be
easily deduced by means of a three figure comparative study.
431 companies are currently registered in the Incustrial and
small Medium Size Industries Chamber of Piraeus. All these
businesses operate legally after being issued with all the
necessary permits. 916 companies are registered in the Ship
Repair Business Association. Most of them do not hold a permit
and referring to a study conducted by the Customs Services,
the majority of companies entitled to distribute free of charge
shipping components for repair, number 2,000 units
approximately. Those businesses operating legally, which most
frequently have the facilities and equipment but mainly the
necessary know-how, are most frequently observed to
repatriate shipping companies that repair their vessels in
Eastern European countries.

The study carried out by the country's two major university
institutions for the Ship Repair Zone, has come up with the
following conclusions:

What Is your opinion on each one of the above depicted
problems?
Surely, the aforementioned study presented 4 problematic areas:
a) The issue of inadequate consultancy support. Our experience
shows that businesses do not resort to their respective chambers
for necessary and important clarifications, directions and
consultation.
by Clearly, it is not possible to enter any of the existing
development programmes due to lack of the necessary social
security preconditions.
¢} Cooperation with local authorities Is inadequate as a result of
unclear land-planning regime and high Municipality Rates.
d) The financial framework is vague and abusive.

Which measures do you render necessary to support ship
repair zone revival for the Prefecture of Piraeus?
The most rapid response would be to implement a legislation of
equal opportunities between the Ship Repair Zone of the greater
Piraeus region and government owned Shipyards.

Other countries shipping industries are directly or indirectly
subsidised by their governments. What is your view on the
matter and what are the necessary actions to be taken at a
European level to eradicate this phenomenon that
undermines international economy?
It is an undisputed fact that other countries Shipping Industries
are directly or indirectly subsidised by their governments. In our
case, governmental owned Shipyards tend to consume all existing
subsidies nowadays.

During international exhibitions, countries with robust
shipping companies (i.e. Korea, Germany, Japan, Norway,
China, e.t.c.) participate with national stands to promote
their services and products at an international fevel. In
contrast to the above characteristic, Greece’s national
representation Is absent from all Iinternational shipping
exhibitions.
What is your view on the subject of international promotion
for our shipping industry?
Without a doubt, Greece is absent from the international
promotional scene due to a complete lack of a Ship Repair policy.
Considering that Hellenic Shipping Industry is accounted for greek
or greek-owned vessels, it would be possible to become
competitive and produce high returns at a Union level with the
necessary governmental support.

Governmental authorities have attempted a coordinated
effort to reorganise the Ship Repair Zone (SRZ). Do you
consider that all essential cooperation attributes exist to
effectively solve SRZ problems, if It Is to survive?

This attempt cannot be considered as a coordinated one and the
required cooperation between governmental authorities for the
SR restructuring is deemed insufficient. Some of the arguments
supporting the above view are mentioned next:

a) The establishment of an SRZ Enterprises Register has been
discussed since 1996 and since today all procedures -
requirements for its implementation have not been completed. In
particular, Ship Repair Zones, within the houndaries of which
companies will operate have not yet been designated.

b) Even though the Ministers of National Economy and Maritime
$hipping have announced measures for the Ship Repair Industry of
the greater Piraeus region and respective laws (N.3050/2002) have
been enacted by the Parliament at mid-September, the Social
Security Institution is not implementing them. The reason is a long
awaited explanatory ordinance by its Administration and as 2 result
respective enterprises cannot benefit from the specific legislation.

Hellenic ship repair industry

What are the reasons for the
decline of the ship repair
industry in Greece? Has It come
as a result of labour cost, labour
guality or both?
The ship repair industry crisis along
with a general shrinkage effect for
the specific sector is as much a
domestic phenomenon as it is an
international one. The crisis
commenced back in the 70s and
resulted in numerous shutdowns of
shipyards in Northern Europe.
Traditional European industries do not
exist anymore. Leading countrigs of

An international crisis of this

magnitude could not be avoided by

Creece. By the end of the 70s the first signs were already evident,
while the climax came during the following two decades.

The worldwide shipping crisis along with an intense international
competition that lead to a continuous price drop, in addition to an
increase in domestic labour cost during the 80s and 90s that did
not produce a corresponding increase in productivity, represent
some of the reasons for a reduced annual turnover of the sector
and its subsequent shrinkage in our country.

It must be added that aimast all shipping industries in our country
are state owned thus showing a distinctive lack of investment
goals, strategic planning, uniform sector policy and deficient
motive establishment and implementation such as subsidies,
taxation, low interest rate loans, etc. Such measures were utilised
by most of the other European countries. We must nevertheless
mention that for the greek shipbuilding industry, it was never an
issue of labour quality as it was 2 case of cost and
competitiveness. Most frequently, offered quality was provided to
a higher level than requested by the international market and
competition in general.

What issues lead domestic ship builting industry to fall
short of the European?
Investment in high technology, know-how in specialised
construction technigues (navy - coastal - cruiser vessels, etc), use
of flexible organisational and labour formations and utilisation of
governmental subsidies, are some of the measures taken by
European countries to deal with the crisis.
During the same period that Europe faced crisis, we were
transferring the deficit stemming from state owned shipyards,
through state banks or reformation schemes, to the state budget
or in other words the Creek taxpayer, thus regenerating the crisis.
The same happened at Perama, where government - contractors -

Establishing systems of direct or
indirect subsidies to support a specific sector is not an issue of
national governments as it is a matter to be considered by the
E.U. The Greek government must fully exploit the E.U. approved
framework to support ship building and develop the appropriate
statutory framework as well as mobilise all respective state
departments to contribute in the development of the specific
industry. A fertile environment must be created to develop
business dexterity in the shipbuilding sector.

A flexible policy must be formed along with the right statutory
framework on subjects such as labour, taxation, social security,
financing, terms of operation etc will enable development of a
sector adapted to current international market conditions by
following unambiguous and integrated rules.

The attempt to revitalise the sector must be mutual to all E.U.
member countries - companies - empioyees, since everybody will
share the course of future development or decline.

How many construction and repalr units would the Greek

shipping industry be able to support and why Is this not the

case today?
The shipbuilding sector, as much as shipping as a whole, are the
first ones to become fully globalised and therefore do not
operate under local - national market conditions. Greek
shipowners have been constructing ships in England, Japan,
Korea, China and Germany.
They also repair ships in Turkey, the ex-Eastern European
countries, Arab Emirates and the Far East. Financial gains are the
ones to determine business decisions and not national awareness.
During the 605 and 705 Greece had the responsibility of servicing
the American Navy fleet, large oil company tankers and ship from
around the globe. Therefore, the concern for the number of
required units is mainly a matter of their competitiveness in the
international arena.

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What are the reasons leading to the decline of the Hellenic

ship repailr industry? Is it more a matter of labour or

quality cost or both?
High cost was really the key factor for the serious decline in our
industry during the past decade. Although it was mainly the
dramatic rise in labor ¢ost that made ship repair services expensive
in Greece, no doubt time lost also converts into money and adds
to the problem. With high overheads prevailing in our major
shipyards all these years, their ability to react commercially was
practically frozen.
At the same time the aggressive emergence of former Eastern
Block and Far East shipyards, capitalizing on their low labor cost
and focusing on the improvement of their services, provided an
alternative that was very hard to beat. Even if there were
occasional quality shartcomings or delivery delays, these failings
were completely overshadowed by overall low cost. Already
disenchanted with the situation in Greece, ship owners started to
gravitate toward these lower cost alternatives.

In which department is the domestic shipping industry
lacking compared to the European?

Job security and reciprocal local community support has been a
very important factor in the longevity of Western European
shipyards. In addition to having attained a viable balance with
regard to labor relations their shipbuilding industry has progressed
dramatically on many different levels, allowing it to remain viable
in spite of stiff competition from low cost regions. For example,
serious cost reductions have been achieved through economies of
scale, streamlining of production lines and applying more efficient
purchasing methods. In addition, technologies and infrastructures
have been highly modernized and management has become more
efficient and flexible. To stay well ahead of the game, most yards
also invested heavily in design and new product development.
Compared to all the above-mentioned industry is still behind. One
can only hope that progress will be greatly accelerated through
corporate restructuring, contemporary know-how injections, new
management skills, infrastructure upgrading, and all the other
positive developments that normally come with privatization. In
Eastern Europe shipyards still tend to be somewhat inefficient,
although they are constantly trying to improve their services and
often import know how from the West through joint ventures,
management contracts, etc. However, their main competitive
edge remains their low cost and it is a notable fact that ship
repairs take much longer there than they would in Greece.

Would a subsidies or taxation governmental policy stimulate
development of the domestic shipping industry?

Naturally, subsidies and tax dispensations do help an industry
develop and overcome some of its prablems. Many presently very
successful West European shipyards are proof of this, since
almost two decades ago they received a new lease of life thanks
to the foresight of their national governments, Well-timed
development policies, special tax dispensations and strategic
subsidies were all instrumental to their survival, at a time when
they too faced similar problems 1o the ones we have been
experiencing in Greece. Theirs was a Success story, especially since
these government policies came at exactly the right time.
However, in the context of today’s European Union such

government intervention is rapidly becoming a thing of the past,
along with EU financial support packages that will soon stop
flowing into Greece altogether. Maybe from time to time there will
still be occasional opportunities for EU subsidies, but these will be
strictly limited to infrastructure upgrading and materials and
certainly not for financial or labor-related bailouts. In the future,
all industry will have to be in a position to survive and flourish on
its own commercial merit, no matter how vital it is to any given
national economy. Therefore, what is important today is to see a
government stance that truly reflects long-term vision and a
commitment to this industry’s success with whatever instruments
are left in its power to apply. The state will have to wholeheartedly
encourage the entrepreneurial flexibility required in order for this
sector to modernize, as well as seriously contribute toward the
maintenance of good labor relations. After all, commercial success
in this case is a guarantee for future secure employment.

How many construction and ship repair units would the
domestic shipping Industry be able to support and why is this
not currently the case?

First of all, Greek or otherwise, ship owners will always select the
appropriate time and place for their vessel's repair according to
current trade cycles and where their vessel trades or happens to
find itself geographically. Qur actual repair range mainly includes
the East Mediterranean and the Black Sea. Clearly, its not 2
question of counting how many Gregk owned vessels exist and
then making a hypothetical assessment on how many yards or
repair facilities they could potentially keep busy. In any case,
attracting Greek ship owners is no different to attracting owners
of any other nationality, because they are all business people
and will only consider coming to Greece if to become
competitive once again and our location happens to suit them at
the time. As for new building orders, here there is an added
consideration, one that has to do with specialization. No doubt
our industry finds itself today in a long awaited turning point. To
answer the question, | can only say that growth will depend
largely on how commercially attractive our industry is likely to
become in Greece during these coming years. This in turn
depends on how committed everyone concerned will be toward
facilitating and encouraging this industry in the task of
improving its image by offering commercially compatible quality,
reliability and cost. As for the second part of the question,as
mentioned above, it seems that nothing has yet changed so
dramatically to bring them back in large numbers.

The European shipping industry has recently announced the
formation of LeaderSHIP 2015. It concerns an Initiative of
all industry players and people concerned with this
problematic sector to obtain possible solutions? What is
your personal Involvement within the initiative?
Any opportunity that encourages players to exchange their
views and ideas is very positive for an industry. It also helps
identify areas of cooperation on issues of common interest and
to codify them, thus improving the actual language of
communication between industry and policy makers at both
national and EU levels.
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Greek companies must
adapt to new realities

Leonidas Zaimis, Director of MAS S.A. explains

What are the prospects of development for the Greek Ship
Repair market in order for companies based in Piraeus to
sustain the profitable representation of international firms?

The political developments in the nineties and the opening of the
Eastern European Markets and China, have brought into the ship-
repair business 2 number of adequately equipped repair facilities
able to take the load of basic ship repairing at very attractive prices.
Ship-owners took in this new development, and supported the new
facilities taking advantage of the financial benefits abtained from the
lower prices. They continued however to allocate certain special jobs
and services to companies from the West which had the technology
and experience to bring them to proper end since the new facilities
did not yet convey the necessary confidence for such job

This new reality resulted in a crisis in the ship-repair business of
Western Europe since the special jobs mentioned above were not
enough to sustain the number of operating facilities existing at
the time. The crisis continues to date. A number of important
shipyards have closed down or have changed their basic activities
from ship-repair to shipbuilding of very specialised vessels (high-
speed passenger or navy vessels). This development unfortunately
includes Greece where nowadays, hull repairs and modifications
are scarce (especially in the facilities in Perama). Jobs that still
come our way are jobs reguiring some expertise and technology
which is expected to continue until Greece’s competitors in the
Ukraine, Romania Turkey etc, organise themselves in 3 way that will
permit them to offer such services competitively.

In order to face that type of competition, the Greek Ship Repair
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how his family run company has managed

to avoid the effects suffered by the ongoing
crisis of the European industry and succeed into
becoming a succesful unit within the
international arena.

industry must specialise. It must find niches in the market, which
are not satisfactorily covered by the ship-repair facilities in our
immediate neighbourhood. This will take the Greek companies out
of a competition they cannot meet and into a service they can
offer. It is not possible to name the niches. We live in 2 period of
constant change which affects the marine market as well (use of
new technologies in shipping, new generation passenger ships
etc). Companies based in Piraeus therefore must adapt to the new
realities and focus their activities in products and services of a
generally higher standard than the standards required by a facility
active in basic ship repairs. The companies must also try to remain
abreast of the developments in order to stay competitive in a
changeable market

Which criteria and strategies render your company
competitive in the international shipbuilding arena?

MAS has developed very much as described above. The company
started operating as a general automation contractor, and
gradually specialised in specific installations. We constantly tried to
organise ourselves in a way that would allow us to offer a service
that was not properly covered in our market before, or services
that would obwiously be required in the immediate future. Thus we
changed from pneumatic-hydraulic systems to electronic systems,
and from general automation installations, we speciglised in engine
{prime mover) controls ang protection. We were the first Greek
company to specialise in systems combining manoeuvring with
controllable pitch and 2gain, when these systems turned electranic,
we adapted ourselves offering electronic solutions as well

This of course does not mean that the company cannot undertake
today jobs in general automation but that MAS has expanded its
activities and offers integrated power management solutions. Its
services from this development are required today all over the
Eastern Mediterranean area (Turkey, Romania, Azerbaijan etc).

By examining the trend of the markets, we believe that today we
must be in a position to offer cheap, effective and reliable integrated
solutions, which help the client, solve his problem through one
vendor who has the experience and expertise to bring such a project
to 2 proper end. That's what MAS focuses on today.
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THE SITUATION IN WORLD SHIPBUILDING

Extracts from the fifth report from the European Commission to the Council of Ministers

The Commission’s shipbuilding reports have been used to support political initiatives with
the objective to find solutions to the persistent problems in this sector. Whilst the imbalance
of demand and supply in world shipbuilding has been an issue for many years, hard
evidence of resulting unfair trading practices has been difficult to provide due to the nature
of shipbuilding contracts (see the related chapter in the first report COM(1999) 474 final)
and the economic globalisation which is a typical feature of the maritime industries.
Traditional trade policy instruments such as custom tariffs and quotas are not applicable
here, leaving policy makers with a very limited set of options.

Therefore direct or indirect state support has for a long time been the instrument of choice.
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As the Commission is convinced that state aid is in principle
distortive and does not necessarily help the industry to improve its
competitiveness, the Commission has pursued a policy aiming at
the reduction of state aid in the sector. There is wide consensus in
the EU shipbuilding industry that this approach will benefit EU
shipbuilding in the long run.

However, these efforts were seriously undermined when the
Asian crisis of 1997/1998 allowed shipyards in South Korea to
radically lower prices and win significant market shares in
important market segments, to the detriment of EU competitors.
While in general the competitive advantages from the ensuing
Won devaluation had to be recognised, it turned out that the
significantly lower newbuilding prices did not recover when the
Won started to appreciate again. Furthermore, the costs
stemming from the high level of foreign-currency denominated
debt of Korean shipbuilders (which were needed in order to
finance the massive expansion of Korean yards in the early 90°s)
appeared not to be included in their cost calculations. The
resulting losses led to serious problems in South Korean yards.
Mevertheless, all Korean yards (including those which had to seek
court protection) continued to produce ships and offer them in
the world market at very low prices.

The resulting market distortions became 50 apparent that the
Commission decided to award a study in order to establish basic
facts, such as the actual cost base in Korea and the impact of the
policies of the Korean Government with regard to shipbuilding.
The shipbuilding market monitaring study, now in its third year,
has provided a wealth of data on market developments and the
underlying industrial policies. The study deals with shipbuilding in
the Far East in general, but due to the market developments most
activities have focussed on Korean shipbuilding. The shipbuilding
market manitoring study underpins this report and the previous
four.

Based on the findings provided in the first four Commission
reports, the Commission tried, up to May 2001, to engage South
Korea in talks with the aim to stabilise the world shipbuilding
market through market instruments. These efforts Lok place on &
bi-lateral level and in the OECD. However, despite 2 number of
negotiation rounds, no progress was achieved, as the Korean
Covernment claimed that it had no influgnce on the shipyards and
the financial institutions supporting them, and it was convinced
that business was conducted along free market principles.

Based on a complaint by the EU shipbuilding industry under the
Tracle Barrier Regulation (TBR) the Commission undertook a
detailed investigation of Korean trading practices in shipbuilding.
The investigation concluded that “substantial subsidies have peen
granted to Korean shipyards through both export and domestic
programmes which contravene the WTO0's 1994 subsidies
agreement”. The investigation also concluded that “there is
gvidence that the subsidies have caused adverse effects to EU
industry within the meaning of the WTO Subsidies Agreement and
are, therefore, actionable”.

consequently the Commission decided to follow 2 two-
pronged approach in order to address the problem. On the one
hand it would immediately pursue the matter with the Korean
authorities in order to obtain the immediate withdrawal of the
subsidies or the removal of the adverse effects. Unless a solution
was achieved amicably by 30 June 2001, the Commission would
proceed with the initiation of a procedure within the framework
of the WTO (which it has not done so far). At the same time the

Commission would propose a temporary support mechanism,
which would be introduced in parallel with the initiation of the
WTO procedure. As several rounds of talks with the Korean
Government did not yield any tangible results the proposal for a
temporary support mechanism was made and submitted to the
Council.

The Industry Council of § December 2001 did not reach a decision
on the Commission proposal and it was decided to continue the
giscussion during the Spanish Presidency which has expressed its
intention to conclude the matter during its tenure. The EU
shipbuilding industry in the meantime requested an extension of
the investigative period for the TBR investigation, in order to cover
the market developments in the period December 2000 to
December 2001 as well. The investigation is on-going.

This present fifth shipbuilding report describes the recent
developments in the world shipbuilding market as required in
Article 12 of Regulation (EC) No 1540/98.

Market developments and market shares

The year 2001 was particularly difficult for the world shipbuilding
industry. The surge in new orders recorded in 2000, triggered by
very low prices and making 2000 a record year in the history of
shipbuilding with new orders reaching the level of more than 29
Mio. cgt (compensated gross tonnes), proved to be unsustainable.
Total orders were 21 % lower in 2001 compared to 2000 (based on
cat), as market segments reached saturation and even lower offer
prices failed to cause additional speculative ordering.

This development was further accelerated by the abolition of
operating aid in the EU from 1 January 2001, bringing forward
orders to EU yards, the world-wide economic slump, lowering the
demand for transport services and thus depressing freight rates
and consequently newbuilding demand, and the effects of the
terrorist attacks of 11 September 2001.

While the decling in the world's major economies mainly affected
the liquid bulk and the container segments, the events of 11
September had a strong impact on the cruise industry which saw
three bankruptcies and a significant drop in bookings. Cruise
operators then took a reluctant stand and consolidated operations
{e.q. by pursuing mergers or departing from certain cruise areas)
rather than aiming for further expansion. Consequently almost no
orders for cruise ships were recorded in 2001 (the only orders
placed concerned some smaller, specialised ships for Antarctic
Cruises where terrorist threats are considered low and customers
in general are less prone to cancellations). On the contrary, some
orders for new cruiseships were postponed and options for
additional ships were not exercised.

As a result the maritime industries in general are facing a bearish
mood. Although many shipyards are still well occupied with the
ofders placed in 2000 (and earlier), there is an increasing
uneasiness about the situation after 2003 when most of the
previous orders will have been completed. This concerns in
particular those companiges which have technical constraints (dock
size, dlesign capabilities) and therefore a narrow product focus,
which are already highly specialised with regard to shiptypes built,
which cannot count on the creation of new demand, e.9. through
domestic orders or which are not in the position to develop a
naval shipbuilding portfolio as an alternative to merchant
shipbuilding. Unfortunately these characteristics apply to the
majority of yards in the EU and in the European Economic Area.
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The delays in the publication of ordering statistics do not allow to
give a final analysis of 2001 yet, but the Commission undertook
significant efforts to consolidate available information and develop
it into a longer time series. The result is presented in the graph
below.

It can be seen that in 2001 South Korez and the EU saw
decreasing market shares while Japan and China (PRC) managed to
increase their respective shares. This can be explained by the
developments described above: Korean yards had focussed
intently on the market for tankers and containerships, and EU
yards are strong in the construction of cruise ships. All these
segments were massively affected by the effects mentioned
earlier, and shifts in product focus (South Korean yards turning to
the construction of LNG carriers, EU yards expanding their ferry
and Ro/Ro portfolios) were not at all sufficient to compensate for
the overall decline in orders. Nevertheless South Korea still
maintains 2 market share significantly higher than the one it had in
the year before the Asian crisis. On the other hand Japan saw a
surge in domestic orders and benefited from 2 weaker Yen
compared to the USD, while China became 2 prolific builder of
product tankers through low offer prices and improved quality.
Mevertheless the situation in all major shipbuilding regions is seen
as problematic as newbuilding prices decline further and profits
are very difficult to achieve. Therefore the bottom line for many
yards is to stay in business and minimise losses as far as possible,
Four main volume ship types dominate the market: bulk carriers,
chemical/oil products tankers, crude oil tankers and container
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ships. Together these ship types accounted for 73 % of the total
order intake in 2001 (in cat). Other market sectors effectively
make up niche markets, the largest of which are the cruise and
LNG sectors. The decline of the cruise sector and growth of the
LNG sector are particularly marked in the above chart.

LNG carriers are the only market segment that saw an absolute
increase in ordering for new ships in 2001. Although LNG carriers
represent a niche market in terms of volume (less than 2 % of the
number of ships on order is for LNG carriers; in terms of cgt the
share of LNG carriers is ca. 8 % of the existing order volumel, the
ships are highly sophisticated and comparatively expensive, with
unit prices of ca. 170 Mio. USD. Key patents for the cargo
containment systems are held by European companies.

Fifty LNG carriers are currently on order world-wide, with 28 more
options. The confirmed orders represent nearly 36 % of the
currently existing fleet of LNG carriers (in number of ships). Korea
holds 65 % of these orders (by cgt), with Japan taking ca. 25 % and
the EU 10 %. Of the 30 new orders placed in 2001 (there were only
orders for four ships world-wide in 1998, Korea took an even
greater share (by cgt): 79 %, compared to 14 % for Japan and 7 %
for the EU. This means that this segment which was dominated by
Japanese and European yards (mainly in France and Finland)
before the Asian crisis, is now mostly controlled by Korean yards.
The sector has seen tremendous growth in 2001, but prices for
LNG carriers have declined from 190 Mio. US Dollars per ship in
1998 to less than 170 Mio. US Dallars in 2001 which can hardly be
explained by productivity increases or technical progress alone.
Some orders in Korea, placed in late 2000 at the beginning of the
market expansion, were even reported to be priced below 145
Mio. US Dollars. It appears that Korean shipbuilders see the LNG
sector as the next growth area in which they try to gain market
shares. In particular Daewoo has been very active in this sector,
taking most of the orders placed in Korea. It should be noted that

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as China, it should also be noted that some orders for LNG carriers
were related to the energy crisis in the USA in early 2001 which in
the end proved to be of temporary nature. Furthermore some
orders related to Enron Corp. and probably these may now be
reviewed.

Price developments

The issue of newbuilding contract prices is one of the most non-
transparent in the shipbuilding industry. Neither shipowners nor
shipyards are very open when it comes to reporting prices. This is
mainly due to the fact that shipbuilding is about large individual
orders, fostering a close relationship between yard and customer,
While the yard may wish to attract certain customers through
competitive pricing (and/or a particularly high specification), the
owner typically does not want Lo reveal a favourable purchase as
this may lead his customers to ask for equally favourable terms
with regard to charter terms or freight rates. Therefore, reliable
pricing information is difficult to come by.

The source mostly referred to is H. Clarkson Ltd. and its various
subsidiaries (in particular Clarkson Research). While Clarkson is a well
recognised company in the field and their data is also used by
international organisations such as the QECD, the Commission sees
a number of problems with regard to the information provided.
Clarkson price information is related to certain standard shiptypes
(with a number of important shiptypes such as Post-Panamax
containerships or passenger ships being absent), not to actual
contracts concluded. The complexity of ships ordered in terms of
technical specification, series production and financing terms is not
reflected in the single figure given for each subtype. Finally,
Clarkson also acts as a broker which may influence positively their
view on the market,

Indeed, the Commission’s detailed price investigations for specific
contracts showed that in almost all cases the prices reported by
Clarkson for a comparable ship were higher than the ones found
through direct investigations. Sugzmax tankers may serve as an
example: Clarkson reports the price for a standard Suezmax tanker
of 150 000 dwt as 46,5 Mio USD (end 2001) and Fearnleys
indicates a price of 48,0 Mio USD, while the Commission’s market
monitoring observed several orders at a price of 43,0 Mio USD, i.e.
to 10 % lower than reported by those companies. Nevertheless,
this report continues to present price information as provided by
Clarkson as the most important source, but reserves the right to
complement this information with its own findings.

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The information provided by Clarkson Research confirms the
general downward trend in ship prices. This applies to all standard
shiptypes and reflects the generally negative sentiment in the
market, despite rising costs stemming from inflation, wage
increases and higher prices for raw materials priced in USD in all
major shipbuilding regions. This trend is equally confirmed through
information provided by the Norwegian company Fearnleys, as
published by their subsidiary Fearnresearch. Fearnleys uses a
slightly different breakdown of shiptypes with variations in size and
specification. An overview, indicating slightly higher price levels for
mast of the major shiptypes, is given below.

Detailed price analysis

Prices in South Korean shipyards, which are considered the price
leaders for most shiptypes, are monitored by the Commission on a
contract by contract basis to gain a more accurate picture of
developments. This information is used in order to assess the
pricing policies of individual Korean yards and the shiptypes in
their portfolio. A full presentation of this analysis would be too
detailed and thus go beyond the scope of this report.

Price information has been accumulated and price developments




are presented below in the form of an index with the price level of
1987 equalling an index of 100. The index is based on published
information from brokers and other sources and It shows the long
term price trend as analysed by the Commission’s consuitant. The
index is continuously updated with the information contained in
the monthly monitoring reports.

The index clearly shows the massive drop in prices following the
Asian crisis of 1997/98 and the subsequent efforts to increase
prices along the ordering boom in 2000. The (not very
pronounced) trend towards better prices stopped in late 2000 and
for the year 2001 the trend was reversed as had to be expected
with the number of incoming orders falling. It is noteworthy that
2001 price levels are only ca. 20 % higher than they were in 1987,
i.e. prices did not keep pace €.9. with inflation.

With very limited ordering expected for 2002, price recovery will
be difficult to achieve, although yards may be inclined to look for
orders in those segments that have been less affected by price
erosion. Past experience has, however, shown that this behaviour
does not improve the financial results of yards, but rather leads to
additional price erosion in the targeted sectors, as long as the
market is characterised by over-supply.

The Commission will continue its price monitoring and will, in
accordance with market developments, put increasing emphasis
on production in China. Chinese shipbuilders have expressed their
intention to aim for a large scale expansion of facilities, quoting
South Korea as an example to follow. This is likely to lead to
further price decline, unless China herself creates significant
additional demand for ships. With China now being 3 full WTO
member, this issue should be addressed before more shipbuilding
capacity enters the market.

CONCLUSIONS

The world shipbuilding market continues to face serious difficuities,
due to an imbalance of supply and demand. Past expansion of
shipyards, mainly in Korea, but now increasingly aiso in China, has led
to price depression which became particularly pronounced after the
Asian crisis of 1997/98. Although a number of Korean yards went
bankrupt, capacity was not reduced and companies were allowed to
continue their operations. Thanks to a historically high level of
ordering in 2000, prices recovered to some extent, but the significant
drop in orders in 2001 has led to a new reduction in prices.

The year 2001 has been very problematic for the maritime industries
world-wide: The recession in the US and the terrorist attacks of 11
septermnber have decreased the demand for sea trade and cruises,

respectively. Consequently ship owners have been very reluctant to
invest in new tonnage and yards basically live from orders placed
before 2001. The decline in ordering affected the sectors of
containerships and cruiseships most, leading to a drop in overall
market shares for Korea and the EU which are particularly strong in
these segments.

Only the segment of LNG carriers saw an increase in absolute order
volume. However, this is still a niche market, representing only ca. 8
% of world orders in cgt. Korean yards took most of the orders for
LNG carriers. They hold 65 % of the world orderbook for LNG carriers
and 79 % of the new orders placed in 2001 went to Korean yards,
despite the fact that Korea is a relative newcomer in the field and
the building yards do not hold patents on the key technologies.
Market analysis suggests that Korean yards made inroads in this area
due to very low offer prices, as has been the case before in certain
tanker segments and for containerships. Their ability to supply a
large number of vessels at an early delivery date may have been
important in getting a large amount of orders also.

The detailed cost investigations undertaken by the
Commission show that certain Korean yards continue to price
ships below cost while others are trying to improve their
hottom line. Most major Korean yards managed to show a
profit for 2001, thanks to the high sales volumes and the
related advance payments received, although in some
instances, certain one-off measures aimed to improve the
yards’ financial situation also played a role.

Despite various rounds of talks with Korea, the Commission did not manage
to convince Korean authorities and yards to fully implement market
principles and aliow 2 shake-out of non-viabie companies. Animprovement

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During a recent speech you delivered in Piraeus you
emphasized the motivation and versatile education of
young Greek ship owners. What are your expectations
from the new generation of Greeks?
The widespread excellent education and exposure to
international professional training appears to be a good
prerequisite to cope with the future challenges of world
shipping. | expect that the young generation of Greek shipping
entrepreneurs will direct their activities towards further
modernisation of their fleets. | am also convinced, that at the
same time they will increasingly concentrate on safety and
quality of their operations. Their activities in international
markets will also lead to increased transparency of their
aperation and may result in some consolidation of the incustry
as a further effect. The old stigma of low quality Greek shipping
will finally be left behind.

We are all well aware that Greek and German mentalities
have few similarities. How do you intend to attract the
attention and arouse the interest of the “Greek”
businessman?
I found that for both private and business uses Greeks prefer top
products and top services. In ship classification, Cermanischer
Lioyd has a reputation as top name and we will prove to our
customers that our services stand for thoroughness and
competence that helps to improve their profitability, With the
growing size of Germanischer Lloyd, and an increasing range of
products our Greek office will ensure that shipping receives the
same fast response and individual attention it has been used to
Over the years.

The international ship-owners’ community Is disappointed
by the continuous regulations that IACS members impose
without considering the economic cost the former have to
pay. Do you believe that it is high time to start regular
consultations with ship-owners in order to find more
practical solutions In the near future?
A majority of the IACS Societies do already maintain a reqular
exchange with ship-owners and to some extent with their
organizations as well. It is however my impression that thig
contact is very often unilateral between individual societies and
the owners. There may be lack of communication about the
results of such contacts within IACS as a result of the
competition among the class societies.
In Greece, GL is now establishing a Technical Committee a5 a
forum for exchange on technical developments and classification
procedures. We will certainly convey the main results and
concerns into IACS working and general policy groups.

What are your impressions from your recent business with

the Hellenic Navy?
For many years already, the Hellenic Navy relies on
specialists from GL for Quality Assurance Services for their
various new-building projects. Similar to some other modern
Navies, one acknowledges here the advantage of the
involvement of private companies for certain expert
services. Classification of naval vessels, including also



combat vessels, is an activity, which helps to create improved
effectiveness of vessel construction and maintenance under
military standards. At the same time our involvement helps to
ensure continuity of technical services when Navy technical
officers are working under rotating schedules on regularly
changing assignments.

What were the challenges you faced when dealing with
Minoan Lines?
Challenges are numerous, especially when it comes to the
deployment of a new generation of fast ferries as in the case of
the modernized Minoan fleet.
During design and construction of the new vessels’ series classed
by GL, we focussed on operational reliability and safety of the
highly powered and weight optimized constructions.
