ensure an open channel of communication with the international shipping markel. In

this highly significant period for the Chinese economy, "Naftika Chronika" has an obli-

- gation to explore the present state, and the future, of this Asiatic superpower, which

' has a direct influence on Greek shipping.

Indeed the period in which the two exhibitions are being held is a decisive one, both

for the Greek and the European shipping markets and economies. On a national level,

we are in the final straight for the staging of the Olympic Games, while we are hope-

ful that the new political leadership will give a fresh impetus to the Greek shipping and
shipbuilding economies. Meanwhile on a European level, the anticipated European
Parliamentary Elections, and the recent enlargement of the European family with the
accession of ten new Member States, will completely change the geopolitical landscape
as it has stood till today. Moreover, in a few months new members will be appointed
to the European Commission, where they will de facto have to take on and deal with
thorny and complex issues.

In the international shipping arena, the new developments at the IMO concerning bulk
carriers, and the continuation of the confrontation between Korea and the EU at the
WTO highlight the continuous reversals that occur, and the new order of things in
today's political shipping activities.

Goal-based standards
for the construction of ships.

The 78th session of the Maritime Safety Committee (MSC) of the IMO is certain to remain in the collective mem-
ory of the international shipping community as the session of both great change and of mapping out the future
of international shipping. The contribution of our country concerning the aforementioned areas proved to be
decisive and particularly in relation to the three major issues of interest o be discussed below.

Concerning the safety of bulk carriers, the 76th session of the MSC (December 2002) had decided the com-
pulsory double side skin construction of all new bulk carriers 150 metres in length and over (DSS Bulk carri-

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a) The Greek critigue of the Formal Safety Assessment (FSA) studies conducted in the past corrects the irreg-
ularities and mistaken assumptions of the studies in question, and proposes the correct risk profile and the
correct risk population on which the related analyses and decisions should be based. In this contexl, the
inclusion of the positive contributions to safety of the Enhanced Survey Programme (ESP) and of chapter
XII of the International Convention for the Safety of Life at Sea (SOLAS), 1974 must be accounted for.

b) Accidents resulting from collisions are not related to the failure of side shell and, as such, should not be
accounted for.

¢) The methodology adopted within the framework of the Greek study constitutes a model concerning the way
in which the FSA studies should be conducted.

d) DSS bulk carriers present inherent difficulties for their inspection and maintenance.

¢) The economic effectiveness of DSS bulk carriers maintained by the British side is mainly grounded in the
arbitrary and mistaken assumption that their working life is 2.5 years longer than that of the corresponding
vessel of single side skin construction (SSS bulk carriers).

f) DSS bulk carriers are not the wisest choice for cargoes that create moisture or generale thermal efiects,
given the extensive corrosion they cause.

It is noted that the efforts made to overturn the previous decision of the Committee were exceptionally difficult

and strenuous, and in the end an associated ballot was called for, which we won by a significant majority

despite the opposition of the United Kingdom, the USA, Norway, Japan, and other important and highly influ-
ential member States of the Organisation. As a result of this decision, there will now be freedom of choice con-
cerning the design type of new bulk carriers.

As regards means of access for inspections, the 76th session of the Maritime Safety Commitiee of December

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a) Amendments to the International Convention for the Safety of Life al Sea (SOLAS) in relation to access for
inspection to the spaces within the cargo areas of bulk carriers and tankers, and

b) Technical provisions for the means of access for inspections.

The above amendments and technical provisions were supported by an overwhelming majority of the member

States which ook part in the session, including Greece. However, it has since become increasingly apparent

that the technical requirements, in their current formulation, create serious problems, particularly concerning

the safety of the crew, the inspectors, and the safety of the ships themselves.

Some of the problems identified concern the additionally inserted structures in the form of ladders, platforms

and overhanging walkways, which do not contribute positively to the strength of ships, but on the contrary cre-

ate rust traps, concentrations of local stress, and strong vibrations in their structures.

Following the above, our country, completely dedicated to the improvement of the safely ships and to the need

for the creation of robust and practical safety regulations, submitted a proposal for the amendment of regula-

lion 3-6 of Part A-l of chapter 11l of the International Convention SOLAS, 1974, and of the related provisions, 1o

the 78th session of the Maritime Safety Committee of the Organisation. The premise of our proposal was the

position that the means of access shall constitule parts of the existing structure of a ship and would be able

to be used effectively throughout the duration of her working life. This aforementioned proposal of ours was

unanimously accepted by the Committee, thus completely overturning the former state of the art.

The trend for optimized design that has been adopted over the last few decades, using the method of finite ele-

ments modelling, has led to the construction of "borderline” (in terms of strength) ships with melal struclures

of minimized scantlings, resulting in many cases 10 their failure.

On the basis of the aforementioned concerns our country, in collaboration with the Bahamas, submitted a pro-

posal at the 77th session of the Maritime Safety Committee of the IMO (28 May - 6 June 2003) concerning the

International Maritime Organisation’s development and adoption of basic goal-based standards for the con-

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struction and equipment of ships. The standards in question, which we proposed in the initial stages, are con-

cerned with;

+ the design philosophy of ships with a view to the attainment of satisfactory strength;

« the relationship between the design life and the fatigue life of ships;

« the greatest allowed shear forces and bending moments of sensitive categories of ships, such as bulk car-
riers and lankers; and

« the smallest allowed longitudinal strength of the previously mentioned sensitive categories of ships.

Our proposal came to be supported by a large majority of the. Committee and in the end it was accepted by it,

despite the opposition of countries of particular influence in the IMO such as the United States, Germany,

Australia, Panama, and Liberia, which sided with the proposal of the International Association of Classification

Societies (IACS).

Following the above, at the MSC 78 our country, in collaboration with the Bahamas and this time with IACS too,

submitted a new proposal which recommended a specialised five-tier outline for the development of basic goal-

based standards. It is noted here that our new proposal was unanimously accepted by the Commiltee as the

base for the future adoption of the said standards.

In that connection, it is pointed out that the now strategic engagement of the Organisation with the development

and adoption of basic goal-based standards for the construction and equipment of ships constitutes a landmark

in the history of the IMO, and it is anticipated that it will shape a new framework for its proactive regulative

work, a fact that will contribute greatly to the increase of its future influence on international shipping .

In conclusion, we believe that the acceptance by the IMO of historic initiatives of our country manifests the

essential nature of the counsel of Greece in the new reality of shipping, and positions Greece in the vanguard

of international shipping from a normative - regulating aspect too.

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For Europe to become the most dynamic knowledge-
based economy in the world by 2010, it is vital that we
improve our scientific and technological co-operation
with other countries leading in these fields.

This is why | recently visited the People’s Republic of
China to meet with China's Science and Technology
Minister, Xu Guanhua, as well as top Chinese
researchers and industry leaders.

Forging closer relations between the European Union and
China’s technology and science sectors is an important
move that will help to boost Europe’s competitiveness on
the world stage.

Accompanying me on the visit, in April, was a delegation
of high-level European business and space seclor execu-
tives. As a result of the trip, the EU and China have now
signed a joint statement outlining our mutual commitment
to furthering science and lechnology co-operation and
eslablished a High Level Steering Group on EU-China
Space Co-operation. The agreement will help future col-
laboration in science and technology projects and improve
research opportunities for European small-and-medium-
sized enterprises (SMES).

Much has already been achieved in terms of co-operalion
in science and technology, namely in food security and
safety, the environment, and human and livestock health;
much more is expected in the future, particularly in the

fields of satellite communications, energy, nuclear fusion,
in the fight against SARS, in space technologies and new
materials. Co-operation between European and Chinese
research organisations, industry, universities and
researchers has grown since a bilateral science and lech-
nology agreement was signed in late 1999. Since then,
more than 100 cooperation projects have begun.

We are building a comprehensive and long term scientific
partnership and we look forward 10 a renewal of the S&T
agreement before the end of this year. These links were
further strengthened when an EU-China office for the pro-
motion of research co-operation was sel up in June 2001
in Beijing. This office has helped Chinese scientists to
access the European Research Framework Programmes
through collaborative research projects with European
researchers.

However, more must be done. By improving co-operation
between Europe and China’s science and technology sec-
lors, the EU aims to develop a common way of analysing

and solving regional and global problems relating 1o ener-
gy, communications, transporl, food safely, poverty-linked
infectious diseases and environmental safety.

Future collaboration between European and Chinese sci-
entists through the European Research Framework
Programmes could also help Europe’s shipbuilding indus-
try. Although this sector in Europe has an annual urnover
of 34 million euros with more than 9000 companies and
350,000 employees, further research into production
processes and designs is necessary lo ensure its future
compelitiveness and viability.

In response lo these concerns, the industry launched
"LeaderSHIP 2015" with a report setting oul a sirategy for
long-term action. The European Commission last year sel
up a High-Level Advisory Group to support the report rec-
ommendations, which recognises the fundamental role

research can play in helping European shipyards 10
increase compelitiveness by decreasing production cosls
and lead times through advanced design systems and man-
ufacturing processes. Last month’s visit to China will help
o forge closer links between Chinese and European
researchers, who could potentially collaborate on research
projects under the EU's 6th Research Framework
Programme (FP6 2002-2006) for "sustainable surface
transport” relevant to maritime transport and its industrial
base.

As part of the research co-operation agreement with China,
key areas for a higher level of collaboration also include the
Global Navigation Satelliies System and its applications
such as Galileo, Europe's Global Monitoring for the
Environment and Security (GMES) contributions to the
Group on Earth Observation (GEQ) initiative and further co-
operation on space technology, applications and explo-
ration.

Both Europe and China are actively involved in satellite nay-
igation services, with many potential benefits flowing from
mutual co-operation. In Europe, the Galileo programme
aims to provide high precision global satellile navigation
services. In 2003, a Galileo co-operation agreement was
signed between the EU and China. The implementation of
this agreement is ongoing, with the EU-China Galileo
Training and Co-operation Centre set up in Beijing last
year. The centre aims lo raise awareness aboul Galileo as
well as improve lraining and industrial parinerships
between Europe and China.

During the visit 1o China, | also discussed the state of play
regarding negotiations on the ITER (International
Thermonuclear Experimental Reactor) research project on
nuclear fusion energy with the Chinese authorities. ITER
will provide a major step forward for the advancement of
nuclear fusion science and technology on the way towards
fusion power production.

Considering that China is the world’s third largest energy
consumer after the US and the EU, and that demand is
expected to triple in the next 10 to 20 years, co-operation
on energy-related projects makes sense. The EU is financ-
ing several such projects with China and a EU-China polit-
ical/regulatory dialogue is well underway. So far, China is
participating in 18 EU Framework Programme projects that
mainly concentrate on bioenergy and renewable energy. In

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terms of the political dialogue, the overall strategic orienta-
tion of the EU's energy and environment co-operation is 1o
foster collaboration between Chinese and EU industries in
China’s energy markets, strengthen the security of energy
supply, protect the global environment in line with interna-
tional objeclives and to ensure sustainable development.
The promotion of hydrogen energy was also raised in the
discussions, Both Commission President Romano Prodi
and Minister Xu Guanhua attach great importance lo
hydrogen energy. Chinese Professor Ouyang Minggao
recently visited Brussels to discuss sirategies for collabo-
ration in hydrogen research. European experts will also
parlicipate in Beijing’s Hyforum conference on 25 May.

In terms of health research priorities, | also called for
grealer co-operation between China and Europe in using
genomics for health priorities, particularly in relation to dis-
eases such as malaria, uberculosis, AIDS and hepaltitis.
Chinese scientists have been invited lo participate in EU
research projecls focused on reducing the prevalence of
lhese diseases in Africa. It was also suggested that a simi-
lar project could be established in Asia as part of the forth-
coming 7th Research Framework Programme (FP7). In
2003, the EU launched a special scheme 10 help China
and other Asian countries undertake research to combat
Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome (SARS), with a total EU
contribution of 15 million euros.

If the EU is to achieve the March 2000 Lisbon European
Council objective to become the world’s most compelitive
knowledge-based economy by 2010, capable of sustain-
able economic growth, further co-operation with countries
such as China must be explored and developed. The same
is true if the EU is 1o reach the Barcelona European Council
objective 1o boost R&D investment up to 3% of European
GDP by the same date. As we move lowards the prepara-
tion of FP7 1o fund European research, the EU and China
must join forces lo co-operate in a more stralegic way,
bilaterally, bi-regionally under ASEM, and in a global way.
We are doing everything we can from our side to foster and
strengthen our scientific and research partnerships. Lasl
month's visit has helped in this process by reinforcing a
series of existing co-operative research links between the
EU and China that will help both sides’ overall competitive-
ness in science and technology.

TO THE INDIVIDUAL

The release, by the Pakistani authorities, of
the Greek "Tasman Spirit" crew imprisoned
in Pakistan constitutes a visible tribute to the
new concept for foreign policy introduced by
the newly-elected Government of Greece.
With man and woman being the foremosi
priority, the new concept is focussed on the
human aspect of foreign policy while, by
pursuing the widest possible forms of coop-
eration, it brings immediate and langible
results.

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eral relations. Delicate handling and persistent diplomat-
ic efforts were pursued, directed towards both the
Pakistani authorities and the other international players
involved (the United States, European countries, etc.),
since emphasizing the humanistic aspect of the case was
bound to mobilize their interest and support. More
specifically, the case of the imprisoned Greek seamen
was linked 1o the position the Greek Government would
adopt with regard to the E.U. - Pakistan Cooperation
Agreemenl, presenling therefore the Pakistani authori-
lies, for the first lime, with a specific time-schedule for
the release of the crew. In addition, the Greek
Government offered 1o provide its good offices, so that a
meeting between the Pakistani authorities and the
"American Club" insurance company could be arranged.
Following coordinated international consultations and
pressures and thanks to Greek delicate diplomatic
actions and political decisiveness, the Government of
Pakistan finally agreed to allow the repatriation of all
crew members, including the captain.

However, since similar past commitments and pledges
had eventually been breached, il was deemed necessary
that both the Minister of Merchant Marine and myself
should fly to Pakistan to ensure that the agreement
belween the two Governments would be fully complied
with, without any last-minute unpleasant surprises.
Travelling to Pakistan was part of the deal, intended 1o
ensure that our citizens would indeed return home safe-
Iy and quickly, to be reunited with their families. And this
is what actually happened, resulting in the particularly
touching moments we all lived through when our sailors
came finally home and rejoined their loved ones.

Under no circumstances did the Government deliberate-
Iy fail to mention the contribution of all those who assisl-
ed the release of the Greek seamen, either in Greece, or
abroad. But in politics, good intentions not suffice, how-
ever many we had in the past on this issue. What counts
is the resull; and we are particularly proud of it.

We are particularly happy nol only because a humanis-
tic question par excellence was successfully resolved,
but also because the solution achieved did not lead 1o
any damage lo Greek-Pakistani relations. On the con-
trary, a new phase of cooperation was actually intro-
duced.

Besides the great joy over the release of our own people,
we all share the satisfaction of having launched a new
era, where our foreign policy will also be focussed on
serving the interests of Greek men and women. It is our
firm commitment to continue caring, decisively, con-
cretely and with concerted action, for all Greek citizens
in need of their country’s help when abroad.

But the tanker industry is well aware that it cannot
afford 1o sit back and contemplate its increased prof-
itability and ils improved safety record. Much work
remains 10 be done over the next few years. Internally,
my initial focus at INTERTANKO will be implementing a
review of our mission and strategy and expanding our
membership. Externally, INTERTANKO will be fighting
the industry’s corner hard on a host of key issues,
although some of the action will often be taking place
behind the scenes rather than on stage so that we can
make progress and accommodate change without dis-
rupting the audience.

However, one thing that will not change is
INTERTANKO's strategy of activity in political and regu-
latory circles. Over the years, we have been building
relationships with politicians, regulators and adminis-
trations worldwide, but particularly in the US, in Europe
and in the International Maritime Organization. Respecl
and trust for the Association and for the tanker indus-
try have grown so that today the voice of the tanker
owners is heard and acknowledged as part of the polit-
ical and regulatory process that affects many aspects of
the tanker business. The perception of an industry that
tries 1o block change has become one of an industry
that is able to combine sticking up for itseli and what it
believes it exists for, with constructive support for and
initiatives on environmental issues, and an understand-
ing of political necessities.

The relationship of INTERTANKO (and therefore of the
tanker industry) with the US Coast Guard, with the US
Senate and Congress system, and with the European
parliamentary machinery in Brussels have been grow-

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ing steadily over the last fifteen years. To take one exam-
ple from Europe, the European Parliament’s Temporary
Committee on Improving Safety at Sea (the MARE
Commiltee) earlier this year considered a report by its
Rapporteur, the MEP Dirk Sterckx, on improving safety
at sea. MEPs of all political groups praised the report for
its balanced view.

The balancing act was between the desires of the politi-
cians and those of the tanker industry. Key points were
an emphasis on the need for places of refuge, but also
on a clear command structure for dealing with maritime
emergencies; how proposals for financial compensation
for places of refuge relate to the existing international
compensation regime; the adoption of a system of
penalties for pollution from ships but not a general crim-
inalisation of seafarers; improving shipping accident
investigations and also ensuring that the reporls are
properly circulated; understanding the IMO’s concerns
over unilateral, regional action but considering that
such measures can sometimes act as a catalyst for
action in the IMO; a rejection of categorical banning of
vessels from the 200 mile zone but supporl for PSSAs
(Particularly Sensitive Sea Areas) provided they come
with clear and enforceable rules.

There were more than 200 constructive amendments
tabled - an unusually high number which reflects the
EP's growing interest in marilime transport issues.
Some amendments, particularly those from the Green
Group, do criticise the performance of the shipping
industry, but most recognise the positive contributions
being made by tanker owners to improve maritime safe-
ty. The number and content of the suggestions put for-
ward shows that there is a growing understanding of
how the international shipping industry is put together
and how it goes about its business.

treatment for the tanker industry, but for fair and ration-
al treatment showing an understanding of its needs and
functions and an equilable and reasonable distribution
of the responsibilities and liabilities involved in carrying
liquid energy by sea. My vision is for the respect accord-
ed 10 INTERTANKO and the tlanker industry in
Washington DC and in Brussels to grow further and to
extend to political capitals round the globe.

This increasing regulatory focus is likely to increase as
a reaction to the growing demands of the public, and
therefore of the politicians and regulators, for environ-
mental fair play. The oil shipping company of which |
am Chairman, Maritrans, is loday as widely respecled
for the high quality of ils operations as it is for the
strength of its financial performance; the real measure
of success in transporting oil is not so much in prof-
itability as in safe operations. Fifteen years ago | intro-
duced an oil spill control programme called "Not One
Drop’. In 2002 we had no oil spills and in 2003 just 16
gallons including deck spillage, out of more than seven
billion gallons (24m tons) of crude oil and petroleum
products carried by Maritrans each year, involving more
than five cargo operations every day on its fleet of
eleven ocean-going Super Barges and four handy-sized
lankers.

So the tanker industry can indeed live up to the mosl
demanding expeclations as it delivers the world’s ener-
gy supplies that keep our civilisation running. Over the
last 12 years there has been a steady improvement in
its performance, with accidental oil spills falling by
three-quarters over a period where seaborne oil trans-
portation ton-miles actually increased by more than one
third.

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stand up to scrutiny. However the tanker industry of
today puts safety and the environment first.

We were a reaclive industry for a long time. Bul now
we are becoming increasingly proactive. Take, for
example, the looming problem of new ballast water
treatment regulations passing through the IMO that are
ahead of current technological capabilities, so much so
that there is a specific clause in the regulation that pro-
vides for a review of the current technology two years
before entry into force. INTERTANKO introduced its
Environmental Challenge, asking for ways of improving
the relationship between the tanker industry and the
environment. Two contestants came up with new tech-
nology to provide a way of salisfying the new ballast
water requirements that are commercially feasible, and
one of these contestants won the challenge. The winner
was NEI Treatment Systems with ils Venturi Oxygen
Stripping System which offers a safe, reliable, cost-
effective ballast water treatment system for ocean-going
vessels. The system kills invasive organisms by suffoca-
lion but at the same time it was found that the deoxy-
genated water also protects the steel structure of a ves-
sel's ballast tanks against corrosion.

There will always be plenty more challenges, both old
and new, for the tanker industry to take on. | believe
that INTERTANKO and the tanker industry will rise to
meet those challenges and will deal with them effi-
ciently and effectively.

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An interview with

Many of my generation
support the Greek flag,
but remain doubtful

about the future of
shipping as we know it

Nikos Pappadakis comes from a traditional shipping
family and ably continues the vision of his grand father,
father and brother.

In his exclusive interview with Naftika Chronika, Mr
Pappadakis speaks of shipping activities, points out
priorities, and takes a stand on the main issues of
interest to Greek shipping.

A fervent supporter of the Greek flag, he expresses his
optimism for the new Minister of Merchant Marine and
notes that decisive political decisions aimed at bolster-
ing the competitiveness of the Greek register need to
be taken promptly.

As the newly elected vice chairman of the Hellenic
Marine Environment Protection Association (Helmepa)
he articulates his worries for the future of the marine
environment, while as an ex-seaman he understands
the speculations of a new generation of Greeks con-
cerned about embarking upon a maritime career.

In this, one of his rare interviews, Mr. Pappadakis also
sets out his thoughts on the future of the Chinese econ-
omy, while his close friendship with the Secretary-
General of the IMO, Mr. E. Mitropoulos, places him in a
position to understand the complex work the new
Greek head has undertaken.

What role do you think the IMO can play, on the one
hand taking into consideration the initiatives of the new
Secretary-General and on the other hand the recent leg-
islation which has upset the smooth sailing enjoyed by
shipping?

| have had a close friendship with the new Secrelary-
General of the IMO, Efthimios Mitropoulos, for many years,
and this has allowed me to learn of his numerous and
greal abilities as well as of his many capabilities.

More specifically, the IMO must in my oppinion play a deci-
sive and objective role that incorporates the political
desires and ambitions of its Member Slates but that also
understands the proposals, objections and interests of the
international shipping.

The work undertaken by Mr. Mitropoulos is highly complex
and has some very difficult aspects. The Secretary-General
of the International Organisation must keep his balance
among the policy proposals and priorities of 166 countries
(if my memory serves me correclly), a very knolty task
indeed.

The IMO ought to play the role of an impartial referee that
will not react spasmodically following some rash exhorla-
tion made by certain overactive and impulsive legislators.
In particular, the legislative developments following the
"Erika" and "Prestige" disasters put us all on the path of
scepticism concerning the hasty and “knee-jerk” decisions
of the international legislators- politicians.

Al any rate, | hope that that these same legislators will
lomorrow prove to be realistic and pensive on double hulls.
Legislation is not a panacea and it alone does not insure
maritime safety.

I would also like to remind politicians thal a ship is buill
today in order to sail reliably and responsibly for the next 25
years. Any limitation 1o this economic prospect which is
associated wilh the exploitation of a ship can be catastroph-
ic both for businessmen and for the shipping economy.

To sum up, | would like to express my conviction that the
reins of the IMO are in exceplionally capable hands, and
that the new Secretary-General will act with wisdom for the
good of both shipping and humanity and the environment.
| hope the politicians of the world, with all their conflicting
interests, will allow this to happen.

What are your thoughts on the new ISPS code?

| have tried to understand the spiril of, and the thought
process behind, the new code, and | consider further famil-
iarization with this new area of knowledge for shipping to
be essential. First of all, let me point out that the new ISPS
code is certainly a headache for everyone; allow me
besides 1o describe it as “a presently unknown monster”.

| very much fear that the Code will turn out to be a kind of
cancer both for the shipowner and for the captain and
crew who will have lo shoulder extra responsibilities and

And | would not like 1o see good captains with-
drawing from the seas or going into early retirement on
account of the excessive demands and pressures springing
from the new legislation. | also suspect that the means of
implementing the provisions of lhe Code may have a
boomerang effect on the very concerns and areas il seeks
to address. It will be incorporated in the ISM code.

Do vou think that the present course of shipping com-
bined with the excessive construction of new ships will
cause the distortion of the market in the near future?
Anything that creates a sudden leap in the areas of econo-
my and rade also end up as a sudden fall. On the basis of
the past course freight levels seen recently have been
unexpected and perhaps unrealistic. My career in shipping
began on 7 February, 1961. Through the course of lhese
many vears | have seen six similar periods of exceptional
prosperity in shipping and the shipping market followed by
equal falls. With this in mind, my experience makes me a
little concerned about over-ordering and the newbuildings
which may result in the long-term distortion of the market.
| hope, at any rate, thal the current buoyancy of the ship-
ping markel (even if today it has already shown a marked
fall) will continue for quite a lime yet so as lo soak up the
harsh economic limes shipping has faced in the recent
past. | would like to highlight the fact that fortunes have
mainly been made from timely sales and purchases rather
than from charlering.

What are your projections for the future of the shipping
market?

1 am not in a position to make projeclions about the future
of the shipping market. There are companies thal work
exclusively to this end. My father answered a similar ques-
tion during an interview with an English newspaper in
1962 in the following way: "If | knew what the markel
would do | would need to own a series of banks. One would
nol be enough.” Let me put this in simple terms. Two years
ago who could have predicted that a panamax would be
chartered for 50,000 dollars a day when the charter mar-
ket levels then were 7,000 dollars a day? No-one had pre-
dicted the unexpectedly high prices of today's market. And
no-one can predict the market of tomorrow with any
degree of certainty. Even if history usually repeats itself, |
personally feel concerned when | see such large fluctua-
tions.

You know that the majorily of those in shipping very easily
forget the reality of yesterday, and can act spasmodically,
impulsively even, in today's possibly short-lived euphoria.
Indeed, some are clearly not taking into account the impon-
derable factors which could very easily overturn everything.
Let us nol forgel that in lean times charterers change their
position without warning. Today they are flexible and have

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no memory but tomorrow, in difficult times, they will
become exceptionally demanding and selective, and will fix
on criteria known only to them.

As vice chairman of the Hellenic-Chinese Chamber,
what thoughts would you like to share with those who
wish to establish commercial ties with China?

In my opinion, China is the country of the future. Indeed,
the Chinese are particularly positive towards the Greeks
and the two nations share both exceptional and rich histo-
ries and two glorious cultures. In 1997 | predicted that by
2020 China would be the top producer in ship building.
Today | am certain that | was too conservative, and that the
Chinese will also completely conquer this market. At this
point | would like to give some advice to the younger gen-
eration: learn Mandarin, and also visit and perhaps even
work in China. | have given my sons the exact same advice.

Your company is a fervent supporter of the Greek flag.
What are the reasons for your support?

The Greek flag is supporled by many Greek shipowners
also for patriotic reasons. My family is a traditional shipping
family and it supports the Greek flag as much as possible.
Today the flag flies over approximately len of Kassian's
ships for mainly sentimental reasons. However, | ought lo
ask myself the following question: for how long can palri-
olism constitute the main reason for the supporl and
choice of the Greek flag? It would of course be unfair not
to mention the fact that the Greek flag is today internation-
ally synonymous with qguality shipping.

In the same vein, what thoughts concerning the com-
petitiveness of our register would you like to point out
to the new Minister of Merchant Marine?

The new Minister should realise that the legislation sur-
rounding the compelitiveness of our register is inflexible
and finite. Indeed it would be worth Mr. Kefalogiannis
examining the legislation surrounding also, say, the Duich
flag; particularly concerning the issue of crews. Brave and
essential decisions need to be made by the new Minister.
Mr. Kefalogiannis could take the difficult decisions in the
near future so as not to face whatever political cost they
may incur (which is bound to be small, in my opinion)
before the nex! eleclions, and bearing in mind that after
the recent elections the current government will govern
during its four-year mandate, barring any unforseens.

My generation can defend the Greek flag, but we remain
sceptical aboul the future of shipping, when freight rates
will not be so attractive. Let us not forgel, of course, that of
the 3500 Greek-owned ships, only 950 of them fly the
Greek flag.

One of your priorities is the marine environment. What
is the driving force of this initiative of yours?

My family’s relationship with the protection of the marine
environment is a long-standing one. In 1962 the wise
founder of Helmepa, Mr. P. Livanos, came to London and
expressed his concern for the protection of the marine
environment. Of course, he subseguently founded
Helmepa. Mr. Livanos, who personally knew my father, my
brother and myself, indirectly sought our advice for its
exceplional work. We as a family believed in the vision of
Mr. Livanos and supported the efforts of the Association
from the start. At this time | feel particularly honoured to
take up the position of vice chairman. My love for the pro-
tection of the marine environment also stems from my
acquaintance with Jacques Yves Cousteau. Cousleau was a
pioneer, and in discussions during the 1970s he strongly
expressed his concern for the future, but mainly for the
destruction of the marine wealth of the earth. He said the
sea is the final frontier for humans. Il is the lasl renewable
self-sustainable source of protein, and if pollution and over
fishing are not effectively controlled, the disaster will affect
humankind. Our future depends on the sea and its destruc-
tion will be accompanied by the destruction of human life.
| hope Nature does not take revenge for the irreparable
damage inflicted upon her daily.

What do you think is the reason why young Greeks do
not want a career at sea?

Life at sea is no easy matter. On the contrary, il requires
daring and self-sacrifice for a young person o become pro-
fessionally involved with it, particularly in today’s bureau-
cratic environment. However, | consider it 1o be an excel-
lent school, and to constitute great and necessary educa-
tion for whoever wants to concern him or herself with ship-
ping, even with an administrative pesition in an office. The
experience a young person gains al sea cannol be
replaced by any theoretical knowledge, and for this reason
| have insisted that my youngesl son goes 10 sea (just as |
did for four years) to learn of its joys and sorrows. At any
rate, it is a fact thal the youth of loday prefer the offices.
There are many reasons for this, all well-known and com-
pletely understandable. The life of a sailor is thrilling, bul
also very hard.

“EU Shipping
Policy: a report
on the last five

years”

The activities of the European Union in the
shipping sector would probably have been
less intense during the term of the outgoing
European Parliament and Commission (1999-
2004), had the dramatic events of the "Erika"
and the "Prestige” not acted as catalysts, par-
ticularly as regards the maritime safety issue.
European policy was significantly marked by
these two shipwrecks, as the European Union
tried to respond effectively to public calls for
the prevention of such disasters in the future.

The sinking of the "Erika" tanker in December 1999
led to the measures known as the "Erika 1" and "Erika
1" packages on maritime safely. Despite initial opposi-
tion, this two-part set of measures was eventually
accepted by all the agencies involved in shipping,
since the EU decided 1o advocate ils adoption together
with the International Maritime Organisation (IMO), on
the grounds that international problems call for inter-
national solutions.

The shipwreck, as is by now well-known, highlighted
the dangers caused by old, poorly maintained ships,
and demonstrated the need for harmonised regula-

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tions on maritime safely. The "“Erika 1" package
addressed the accelerated phasing-out of single hull
tankers, and provided for stricter control on ship regis-
ters as well as for more comprehensive port inspec-
tions. The "Erika II" package envisaged practical struc-
tures and procedures for the implementation of the
"Erika I" measures. In particular, it envisaged the estab-
lishment of a European Maritime Safety Agency (EMSA)
as a provider of technical assistance 10 the European
Commission. Al the same time, new measures were
adopted concerning ship traffic, a possible ban on sail-
ing in bad weather, ports of refuge, and the installation
of black boxes on ships on the basis of a schedule
agreed with the IMO. The only part of this package - still
pending a decision in 2003 - was the establishment of
an additional compensation fund for shipwreck viclims,
and this was finally settled by the International
Maritime Organisation.

These measures had not yet been implemented when
the "Prestige" sank off the shores of Spain in
December 2002. The reaction of the general public in
both Spain and France was so intense and the images
of the ecological disaster broadcast on television so
vivid, that the need for new measures was deemed to
be imperative, at a time when the legislative regulations
of the "Erika | & II" packages had not yet been put into
effect. It seems that in the eyes of the world the EU was
losing its credibility concerning its ability to avert such
maritime disasters.

It is unfortunate that in practice this brought about a
political overreaction, which pushed initially the
Council of Ministers and subsequently the European
Council in Copenhagen to propose the adoption of new
measures including a new and tighter phasing-oul
schedule for single hull tankers. This measure was pre-
sented as the "golden key" which would permanently
ensure marilime safety. By means of a fasi-track leg-
islative procedure, the Council of Ministers and the
European Council approved the new schedule in June
2003. It was a decision taken in the heal of the
moment (and, it should be noted, during the Greek
presidency and with the endorsement of the Greek
Minister) - one that has inescapably hit Greek shipping
and that adversely affects those working in the ship-
ping industry. It is a worrying fact that an essential bal-

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European shipping - was not struck.
Legislative activity in the field of navigation safely also
contained a series of worthwhile legislative proposals,
which were adopted over the last five years. The
improvement of safety on ships and at port facililies as
well as the new directive for the minimum level of crew
training are cases in point. The European Parliament,
which has always played a leading role in the fight for
safe conditions at sea, decided on setting up of an "ad
hoc" parliamentary committee whose basic objective
was drafting a report concerning this very issue in the
light of the latest developments. ,
Unfortunately yet another "wreck" in the area of ship-
ping in the EU over the lasl five years was the directive
on the liberalisation of port services. Having been dis-
cussed for a number of years and having successfully
passed the draft stage, the directive in question was
finally rejected at the Plenary Session of the European
Parliament by a narrow margin of just 20 votes. In this
way, an inexcusable exception has been allowed in the
long list of services (railways, air transport, telecom-
munications, and postal services) which have been lib-
eralised in the EU. Most important of all, such a devel-
opment would have been beneficial to port workers in
the medium and long term, since it would have creal-
ed new jobs and would have contributed decisively to
the growth of port services as well as to the reinforce-
ment of Greek shipping.

Months away from the end of their five-year terms, both
the FEuropean Parliament and the European
Commission can boast a long legislative track record in
the area of shipping. | would like to end this short arti-
cle with a simple observation. The EU institutions have
the responsibility for creating a suitable legislative
structure meeting the requirements for safety al sea
and promoting the development of European shipping.
However, the Member States have an even grealer
responsibility: the one for the implementation of this
legislature. Unfortunately, the problems in this area are
still worrying. For example, there are many Member
States which do not comply with the legislation for the
disposal of waste in ports, the controls for ports of
refuge, port inspections, or with the legislation on reg-
isters. Being the foremost shipping power of the EU,
our country ought to play a leading role both in map-
ping out European policy in the future as well as in the
implementation of current European legislation. | am
sure that the new government will prove to be a fresh
start in this field loo.

Programmes in Progress
for New Constructions

Construction of Four U214
Submarines

The program is progressing
since February 2001 when the
actual work started at the
premises of HDW Kiel for the
first submarine (HS PAPANIKO-
LIS). On 22 April 2004 the
launching of the submarine
look place and the harbour
testing period started. The
other three submarines are
also currently under construc-
lion at Scaramanga Shipyards
in Greece. The program is due
o be completed by mid 2010.
The new and main feature of
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these submarines is the installation of the Combat
Management System ISUS 90 that is integrated with
the sensors and weapons, as well as the installation
of an AIP unit that is operating on the fuel cell prin-
ciple using hydrogen and oxygen as reactants.

Construction of Four Gunboats

The program is progressing since 2000 and already
wo ships have been delivered. The programme is
due to be completed by the end of 2004. The overall
performance of each ship delivered up to now has
proven very successful. The new and main feature of
these ships is the installation of the Combat
Management System TACTICOS that is integrated
with the sensors and weapons. There is an ongoing
procedure for the approval to exercise the option to
build one more ship.

Construction of Five Fast Attack Crafts

The programme is progressing since March 2000
wilh the construction of the first three ships while
recently it was decided to exercise the option for
building two more. The first three ships have been
launched and the deliveries are expected to start in
July 2004. The construction of the other two ships is
due to be completed by 2007. The new and main
feature of these ships is the installation of the
Combat Management System TACTICOS that is inte-
grated with the sensors and weapons as well as the
installation of the EXOCET ITL-70A and the RAM mis-
sile systems.

Construction of an Air Cushion Landing Craft
Class ZUBR

The programme is under implementation at the
Russian shipyard ALMAZ, the construction is pro-

Construction of Three Helicopters type S-70B-6

The programme is progressing since December

The prime contractor is the ENAE (Scaramanga
Shipyards) with THALES Netherlands as the main
contractor. The design of the modernization is in
progress at the Royal Schelde Shipyards of Holland,
the builder of the ships.

The new and main feature of the modernizalion is
the installation of the Combat Management System
TACTICOS that is integrated with the sensors and
weapons.

Since mid of 2002 the contract to modernize and to
overhaul three POSEIDON type submarines is effec-
live under the programme named NEPTUNE 1.

The actual work will start at the end of 2004. The
programme is due to be completed by 2012.

The main contractor is again the ENAE with subcon-
tractor the HDW Kiel, the builder of the submarines.
The new and main feature of these submarines is
the installation of the Combat Management System
ISUS 90 that is integrated with the sensors and
weapons as well as the insertion of one more hull
section, where the AIP fuel cell unit will be installed.

Midlife of Four Combatants Il

Since 31 October 2003 the contract 10 modernize
four fast attack ships (Combatant IIl) is effective and
the actual work will start on the first ship beginning
2005. The programme is due to be completed by
2009.

The prime contractor is ELEFSIS Shipyard with main
subcontractor being THALES Netherlands.

Procurement of New Maritime Patrol Aircrafts

The existing fleet of six P-3 B Orion Class maritime
patrol aircrafts is getling quite old and in view of this
a decision has been taken to replace them with new
ones.

ment, a big harbour, equivalent to those of other
European areas, as well as the organization of summer
evenls entitled "Cullural Breaths".

Within the framework of the efforts for tourist growth
and promotion, the Prefecture also participated in the
8th Tourist Panorama in 2003, which was organized in
the premises of the Piraeus Port Authority, and which
aimed 1o highlight the natural beauty of the continental
and island region, as well as our cultural herilage.
Always with the motto "Short distance, Greal escape”,
the Prefecture created the basis needed so that the
region not only plays a transit role, but also becomes a
permanent tourist point once more. For the participa-
tion of the Prefecture in the above event, audiovisual
and printed material was created and distributed, aim-
ing for the touristic promotion and presentation of
Piraeus, the Saronic islands, Kythira and Antikythira.
The material was sent lo the Hellenic Tourisl
Organization to be used in its services abroad. It will
also be used by tourist institutions, and by Olympic
Aviation, who project it during their flights.

Finally, the Prefecture of Piraeus took out full page
advertisements in freely distributed travel guides in
touring tourist exhibitions at three German railway sta-
tions: Frankfurt, Stuttgard, and Munich.

The Prefecture of Piraeus again participated in the 9th
Tourist Panorama this year, with a Kiosk from which
audiovisual and printed material was distributed, con-
taining useful information on all the continental and
island municipalities. The material contained a separate
multi-paged leaflet for every island and continental
municipality of the Prefecture.

Every leaflet contained a map of the area, general info
and particularities, as well as data on the history and
the architecture of each region.

Also, there was information on cultural events, hotels,
sites of tourist interest, and transport for every region,
as well as useful telephone numbers.

In the kiosk, the visitor had the chance to discover ideas
of "a greal escape within a short distances", in the
beautiful Saronic islands and the picturesque munici-
palities and neighbourhoods of Piraeus.

In March 2004, the Prefecture of Piraeus went abroad
and for the first time participated in the greatest inter-

Also, part of our malerial has been given to the German
Annex of the Hellenic Tourist Organization, to be dis-
tributed in Berlin, Frankfurt, and Munich. To the same
end, the Prefecture of Piraeus is preparing a big tour-
ing art exhibition titled "The Harbours of Hellenism" in
co-operation with the International Centre of Figurative
Arts, AENAON. In the Exhibition, which will be inaugu-
rated in the port of Piraeus, many famous contempo-
rary painters, among others, will take part. The exhibi-
tion will tour all the large harbours of our country, as
well as those of the Mediterranean. In another exhibi-
tion, unpublished watercolour paintings by Spyros
Vasileiou will be presented, all painted in Beijing.

In fulfillment of our aim to promote our Prefecture, and
upon the initiative of the Prefect Mr. Yannis Michas, an
Enlarged Committee of Instilutions has already been
formed, with the participation of all the relevant agen-
cies, municipalities, representatives of hotel owners,
tourist agents, and so on.

The greal Olympic organizational feal lo be held in
August calls for the complete readiness of the
Prefecture’s services, so that the region will be able to
play host to all the visitors expected.

I must mention that in the great port of Piraeus a lot of
cruise ships hosting thousands of official guests are
expected to dock.

For that reason the Prefecture, in order 1o fulfil its coor-

dinating part in matters of security and civil protection,

has elaborated a detailed operational plan.
All the agenls involved have already
been prepared to exercise their pow-
ers concerning controls both in the
wholesale and retail food markets, in
the Central Renlis Market, the main
fish market of Keratsini, the Municipal
Market of Piraeus, restaurants, agen-
cies providing health semvices, hotels,
rented rooms, cruise ships, and ven-
ues of cullural events and
leisure aclivities. Also, the «
Civil Protection Service is - i
fully prepared to face any =
emergency at once.
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Mutuality

It has been an excellent few months for many owners
in most sectors of the shipping industry. The emerg-
ing year end figures for the P& mutuals have been
very encouraging, as exemplified by the UK Club:
increased premiums, investment income and free
reserves.

Financial stability and security are the cornerstones
of the mutual system: insurance at cost, essentially
through long term balancing of premium contribu-
tions with members’ liability claims.

Since 1994/95, the tonnage pooled within the
International Group of P&I Clubs has increased from 407
million to nearly 540 million while paid claims have been
between $1.4 billion and $1.6 billion each year.
However, premium income fell from nearly $1.9 billion in
1994/95 to just over $1.3 billion in 2000/1. Net of rein-
surance costs and expenses, International Group Clubs
have not had an operaling surplus since 1994/95.

This reflected an over reliance on investment income.
Whilst the mutual equation recognises its importance, the
degree to which it can be relied upon in the future to bal-
ance the books must be limited.

From 1992 to 2002, the UK Club kept its final premium
requirement to within four per cent of the initial estimate
of its total call on members. Since 2000, the Club has
successfully operated its mutual premium system in
place of the traditional advance and supplementary call
system with no variation between the initial and conclud-
ed premium requirement.

In these past four years, the UK Club has managed its
finances with the key objective of maintaining free
reserves al 25 to 40 per cent above outstanding liabili-
lies. These reserves are currently at 30 per cent, near
the lower limit of that range. The Club is planning for a
modest surplus over the next few years to rebuild them.
There is also clear evidence of increasing claims.
Notwithstanding improvernents in the policy years up o
and including 2001, there has been a significant
increase in costs falling on 2002. While 2003 looks bel-
ter initially, higher levels of ship utilisation make
increased claims likely, with costs exacerbated by the
weaker US dollar increasing the dollar cost of non-dollar
based claims.

Another major area of current concern for the P&l clubs
arises from the recent Prestige and Tasman Spirit inci-
denis. These have highlighted a disturbing trend towards

criminalising individuals involved in major spills. Maslers,
crews and salvors must act quickly, often in extreme cir-
cumstances, to rectify or mitigate an incident. The risk of
being criminalised by certain jurisdictions as a result of
actions which the industry may widely regard as neces-
sary and proper will inhibit immediate response.
Similarly, third parties and other agencies may hesitate
to take part.

Such criminalisation rarely stems from a disinterested
desire for justice but from political motives or the desire
to force up compensation for loss or damage. In neither
case did the arrests reflect any shortcomings in the guar-
antees or undertakings provided by the P&l clubs. Such
actions by the authorities run counter to the generally
accepted principles for international seafaring and fail to
respect the rights of the individuals concerned.

No increases in P& costs should ensue from the above
in the short term. However, if the authorities’ actions
exacerbate marine pollution because the parlies are
inhibited from acting promptly and effectively, the severi-
ty and costs of claims could rise.

The laudable objectives of securily, safety and environ-
mental protection can be balanced with commercial
imperatives. The detail of official initiatives should be
developed thoroughly in consultation with the industry,
particularly the International Group, so as lo be workable.
The Group will also continue to be the mechanism for
tackling issues such as liability limitation, the pooling of
larger claims and reinsurance of the heaviest obliga-
tions.

The shipping world is becoming ever more complex while
firms can no longer find or afford the staff to follow,
understand and interpret international, regional and
national legislation and how their requirements affect
insurance cover.

Club managers increasingly find themselves explaining
regulatory regimes and terms of cover to exisling and
potential members.

The principles of mutuality, applied to the protection &
indemnity aspects of marine insurance, have been
through a testing time. In my view, P& mutuality has
come through with flying colours and remains well
placed to serve Club members. Indeed, the particular
requirements of third party liability cover in merchant
shipping in the years ahead will require this struclure as
never before.

The failure of the European Commission’s
Directive proposal on market access to
port services in November 2003 came as a
surprise to many. It is indeed highly excep-
tional for a European legislative proposal
to fail in the final stages of the political
process.

service providers more transparent throughout
Europe. Also, il contained measures which would
have created greater clarity about port financing. The
controversial clause regarding self-handling, which in
the end led 1o the failure of the Direclive, was in itself
a minor element of the proposal and would have had
little practical relevance.

The failure of the Directive however also presents an
opportunity: an opportunity to start a reflection
process on the position of seaports in Europe and
their relation to the EU policy agenda. This is all the
more relevant since 2004 is a year of political transi-
tion. On 1 May ten new Member States joined the
European Union, of which seven have seaporls. In
June, a new European Parliament will be elected and
in November a new European Commission will be
installed.

The European Sea Ports Organisation (ESPO), which
gathers the port managers of about 800 European
seaports, is taking up this challenge through the
organisation of a major conference which will be held
on 17 and 18 June 2004 in Rotterdam. High-level
speakers from the European political and business
arena will take part and discuss market dynamics, the
integration of ports in the transport chain and the
ever-increasing field of security.

The aim is to look at the wider picture in which ports
are operating and to gather opinions from different
stakeholders. The conclusions of the conference will
help ESPO in preparing a challenging sel of policy
recommendations for the newly installed European
institutions in autumn this year.

The value of European seaports for Europe is often
underestimated. In ESPO we want 1o put ports in the
European spotlight again and make sure a proper pol-
icy framework applies to them.

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Is the industry taking full account of the simple fact
that the sea remains a dangerous place?

| believe the industry as a whole is recognising this
fact. Why do | believe this? Because there are enough
operational people in the industry who have been
there and understand iL.

Despite being a truly global industry, it is complacent
to believe that accidents only happen lo organisations
less sophisticated than our own.

The reason why this misconception may exist is that it
seems unimaginable to the majority of owners that
with the plethora of regulations that ship owners musl
follow, any infringements can exist at all!

Evidence of this can be seen frequently at shipping
conferences where a delegate inadvisably stands up
and, in a fit of drum banging, claims that the ISM Code
is useless, and thal his company does not need it.
Interesting, but not in accordance with the findings of
most auditors where the company had not made great
efforts to assimilate a Safety Management Manual.
Even with all these regulations in place people will take
short cuts, and in isolated cases these may lead to dis-
aslrous repercussions.

The principle matters of concern are all now featured
in shipping legislation:

- ship outfit standard;

« crew training and qualification;

« levels of LSA and FFE;

- standards for communication;

« survivability through Load Line;

« MARPOL anti pollution measures;

- regulation applying to standards for all eguipment
used on ships concerning the ship’s operation i.e. nav-
igation, loading & propulsion elc.;

- quality management standards; and

- The imminent security requirements and ship build
standards.

Where an incident cannot be laid at the door of a reg-
ulatory infringement, a suitable regulation will quickly
be devised. Hence the snowballing effect regarding
shipping regulations

What about the Agencies employed to ensure both
the ship owner and Flag states are in compliance?
While the responsibility for complying with the legisla-
tive requirements falls on the ship owner, the respon-
sibility to confirm compliance lies with the Flag State.
It seems 1o be a frequently held misconception that the
majority of the Flag States, confirmation of compliance
is handed to the classification societies because the
Flag State does not care about the standard of ils
ships!

Any thinking person in the industry will know that this
is absurd; the reason for the majority of this work
being handed to the classification socielies is not that
Flag States are not interested but that class socielies
have a worldwide network of ship surveyors.

It is withoul question that, apart from the owner him-
self, it is the class societies who have the greatest
access to the ships, even though the introduction of
harmonised survey was a retrograde step when con-
sidering the ships exposure to external assessment.
With this high proportion of statutory work being in the
hands of the classification societies it is rather dis-
turbing to see how many vessels with full statutory cer-
tification issued by reputable class societies find their
way into the PSC detention lists each month.

The usual response to such a claim by class is that
99% of the detention cases are attributed to lack of
maintenance, i.e. the owner's / manager’s, or even
the Flag State's fault !

This is surprising as it is these very same owners who
pay a lot of money 1o class societies to provide regu-
lar surveillance to control falling standards.

It has been said by class on many occasions over the
years that they lack the ultimate authority to detain a
ship with regard to class matters, and now more
recently the same claim is being used to explain why
this failing to enforce statutory requirements is there-
fore a failing of the Flag Stales.

Again this is surprising as any reasonable Flag State
would be rather obtuse to ignore a report by a class
society that their vessel was in serious breach of
requirements; it is more likely that the Flag Slate
would instruct the class society to take all reasonable
measures to ensure the infringement is removed
immediately, including removing the Flag States statu-
tory certificates, thus preventing the ships departure.

It does not seem feasible that this should be the rea-
son that ships find themselves detained. Perhaps the
problem is the smaller unreported deficiencies.

In the case of less serious deficiencies, the problem
may lie in the perception of the circumstances exisling
on the ship by the two agencies having difiering
inspection agendas.

Class, classically being a service provider to ship own-
ers for classification and a service provider to Flag
States in statutory matters, both on the account of the
owner, have tended 1o combine the process of per-
missible delayed rectification, where appropriate.

In both cases, although going by different names, the
result is that a limited period of time is granted for the
item in question to be rectified.

It is totally understandable that allowance be made
with full consideration of the deficiency in question,
the surveyors, experience and the fact that the class
society would be assisting the client.

This thoughtiul approach requires the surveyor to call
on his experience to reach a determination concern-
ing the risk the deficiency is causing and thereby
reach a decision whether the ship may be allowed to
sail for a predetermined length of time before com-

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pleting the repair. In the early days of PSG the inspec-
tors did not have this discretion. PSC inspectors now
have a similar latitude in requiring rectification 1o be
deferred. As this process is completely individual 10
the surveyor or inspector, it is perhaps not unexpect-
ed that on some occasions a PSC inspector will over-
rule a class surveyor's decision regarding a deferred
repair to the consternation of all parties.

It is the belief of Barbados Maritime, formed from our
daily dealings with our own ship owners, that ship
owners are probably ahead of the game in that they
take care of their ships and crew and have a regard
for the environment of their own accord. For such
companies, compliance is a small step; even in the
cases of more controversial requirements, where the
cost/benefit ratio is less than attractive, such compa-
nies just put their heads down and simply comply.
Flag States have seen the most dramatic improve-
ments in the last ten years, such that the term of ‘flag
of convenience’ applied to all open registers is quite
ridiculous and against all the available data.

Class societies, while remaining fundamental to ship
surveillance, still remain somewhatl confused as 1o
applying their Flag authorisations.

Perhaps the PSC, with its more singular viewpoint, is
better placed to monitor the true condition of the ship-
ping industry.

Nowadavs it is widely accepted that there are several variations in matters of quality for both
Open and Closed Registers, and when comparing Open and Closed Regislers the differences
are not always as one would expect. What is your opinion on this matter?

The fact that a Shipping Registry is a "closed" one does not render it a "quality" Registry per
se! There are so-called "open" ones that have already invested heavily in infrastructure,
human resources etc., "investments" which have made them front-runners and trend-setters
within the international shipping community nowadays!

Do you helieve that there is a tendency lo target Open Registers due to nothing more sub-
stantial than personal prejudice?

As everything in life there are "quality" vendors and "trash" vendors (please allow me these
harsh words). There are open Registries that have an impeccable track record (or even bet-
ter, that are trying to do their best and to contribute to the international maritime community)
like Liberia, the Marshall Islands and our own Commonwealth of Dominica (which prides
itself as "the Flag of Responsibility"), and on the other side of the spectrum Registries that
could easily vanish without leaving anything positive for the international maritime community.




Does an owner selecting a Flag having a poor PSC record appreciate that this, in conjunction
with other targeting factors, will cause the ship to be inspected more frequently? How can a
Flag protect a Ship Owner’s interest?

If a Flag pays due respect to itself, then it also protects the Owner selecting to hoist its Flag.
A "white-listed" flag which is a well-respected "commodity" gives the same respect, PSC-wise,
1o the Owner.

What actions have been implemented by your Regdister in order o reduce the credibility gap
between Flag Administration and conditions existing onboard?

Firstly, we want to speak to Owners who have well-respected Class Societies as their part-
ners. Subsequently, we always look into the records to see the previous history of the vessel
itself. A poorly-maintained vessel with a lot of detentions makes us nervous, and so we have
second thoughts about the vessel's eligibility to join our Flag. You understand that there we
have to counter the vested interests on the parl of other quality owners that have already
selected to hoist our Flag and they ask to keep the Flag clean.

Do you agree with certain allegations made by international experts and academics which
claim that PSC inspectors continue lo treat the

absence or incorrect stamping of a certificate with

the same severily as a ship with, say, a missing

lifeboat, in that they will elect to detain the ship?

We are very concerned as a Flag Administration by
a small number of Port Authorities conducting PSC
inspections and treating owners this way.
Fortunately, there are only a few, but our fiduciary
obligation is to present these cases to the interna-
tional maritime community in general, and to the
appropriate venues in particular, so that they are
addressed in a more comprehensive manner.

What implications have you already faced as a
result of the new ISPS Code? Will vour Register
meet the proposed deadlines with ease?

Our Flag Administration has been proactive on the

matter since long ago. Security and the ISPS Code

are of paramount importance to us all.

Unfortunately, all of us live in an unsafe world and

we need to cope with it. Our website contains a lot

of feedback on the malter, and we are always giving a helping hand to
owners in order to implement the Code in a timely manner.

Folklore has it that an ancient Chinese curse is "may you live in interesting times".

Whether or not this is true, this statement accurately represents the situation in

Greek coastal shipping today.

On 7 December, 1992, the EU passed Regulation
3577/92 ("the Regulation"). Its full title is: "Council
Regulation (EEC) No 3577/92 applying the principle
of freedom to provide services to maritime transport
within Member States (maritime cabotage)".

Articles 1, 4 and 6 of the Regulation should be high-
lighted because of their importance to Greek coastal
shipping. Article 1 gives freedom to provide maritime
transport services within a Member State to all ships
registered in, and flying the flag of a Member State, as
of 1 January 1993. Article 6, however, grants defer-
rals ("derogations”) from the implementation of the
provisions of the regulation for certain countries. For
reasons of socio-economic cohesion, the derogations
for Greece were:
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—
.

For cruise services, until 1 January 1995;

2. For transport of strategic goods (oil, oil products
and drinking water), until 1 January 1997;

3. For regular passenger and ferry services, until 1
January 1999; and

4. For island cabotage and services by ships of less
than 650 GRT, until 1 January 2004.

Article 4 provides that a Member State "may conclude

public service contracts with or impose public service

obligations as a condition for the provision of services

on shipping companies participating in regular servic-

es 1o, from and between islands", Such public service

contracts shall be made on a non-discriminatory basis

with respect to all Community ship owners. Taking

Article 4 in its entirety, all possible protection was pro-



vided for the maintenance of the Government policy of
ensuring the provision of year round services lo the
islands for reasons of both social justice and territori-
al integrity.
In plain English, and as far as coastal shipping is con-
cerned, in December of 1992 the EU gave Greece
ample time (in fact, 11 years) lo take all necessary
measures 10 prepare itself for coastal shipping dereg-
ulation. Then how is it possible, one may ask, that sev-
eral months after that magic date, the situation looks
so messy, and nobody really knows for sure what the
future holds for the sector? Consider for instance the
following;

1. The Greek Ministry of Merchant Marine spent a con-
siderable amount of time doing nothing visible, and
only in the summer of 2000 did it start procedures
1o produce legislation conforming with the
Regulation. The Greek Parliament approved Law
2932/01 for the free provision of services in mar-
itime cabotage’ in the summer of 2001, about 8 %2
years after December 1992 and only 2 2 years
before January 2004.

2. Law 2932/01 tried to make up for the delay by
stipulating the start of ‘deregulation’ earlier than
January 2004 so as 1o avoid coincidence with the
period of the 2004 Olympics and to provide space
for corrective action before 2004. The start was
specified for 1 November 2002.

3. There is widespread criticism by the local coastal
shipping industry that Law 2932/01 is in fact not
compatible with the Regulation at all, and on a
number of key issues. The industry took its case 10
the European Commission and with the Greek
Supreme Court and asked for key provisions of the
law to be repealed.

4. The European Commission found a number of
incompatibilities between the Regulation and Law
2932/01, and asked Greece to state how these
will be rectified. As of early May 2004, it is not yel
clear what the official response of the Greek
Government will be. It is thus not clear if Greece
will avoid a European Courl battle, which will hap-
pen if the Commission is not satisfied with the
response.

5. Throughout much of this period, the New
Democracy party has been attacking the Pasok
Government on practically everything that had to
do with the new legislation, and promised ‘real
deregulation’ if voted into office. But at least two
months after the elections that swept it o power,
the new Government has said and done very little
on specifically how it plans 1o reform the seclor.

6. Whereas il was possible to reserve and buy a lick-
el for the 2004 Olympics as early as 2003, as late
as May 2004 it was impossible o reserve, let alone
buy, a coastal shipping ticket for August 2004, as
the reservation horizon for such tickets still cannot
exceed one month. The reason for this is the con-
tinuing uncertainty as regards future schedules
and fares, even though these are mandated by law
1o be published well in advance. Foreign tourists
who want to combine their visit 1o the games with
a trip to the islands and want to plan ahead are
thus left with a void.

Among the issues thal have raised eyebrows with

Commission officials, Law 2932/01 seems to blur the

differentiation between ‘free routes’ and ‘public serv-

ice routes’, by granting the Ministry the authority to
impose public service obligations on the former as well
as on the latter. Free routes are supposed to be those




in which the ship owner has complete freedom to
define routes, schedules and fares, something that
existed a long lime ago on international routes such as
hetween Greece and laly. But such freedom does not
exist in Law 2932/01.

Also, furore erupted among ship owners in November
of 2002 when Minister Anomeritis, on the eve of
deregulation, imposed a broad range of mandatory
fare discounts on all routes. Mr. Anomeritis eventually
promised that these discounts would be reimbursed o
the lines by the Government, but as this did not hap-
pen, the ship owners refused to grant such discounts
as of 1 January 2004. Interestingly enough, and even
though the Ministerial decision imposing such dis-
counts can be considered as ‘Stalinist’, it has not yel
been repealed by the new ‘pro-deregulation’
Government. As for the lines, they still refuse lo grant
these discounts to their customers, but they have insti-
tuted a discount scheme of their own.

Another controversial issue concerns the phasing
down of age limits for ro-ro ferries from 35 years to
30 years. This is a measure that has nothing 1o do
with deregulation per se, but was included in Law
2932/01 anyway, in the aftermath of the Express
Samina disaster in the fall of 2000.

Amid screams of protest from Mr. Papoutsis (Mr.
Anomeritis's predecessor who drafted and passed the
new law), the new Government has rushed to abolish
RATHE, the independent regulatory authorily created
in order 10 address issues pertaining 1o violation of
competition laws. lls duties are to be assumed by the
Competition Commission, a much broader body over-
seeing all sectors of the economy. The new Minister
Mr. Kefalogiannis also alluded that the new age limils
of ro-ro ferries are superfluous if international regula-

tions such as the Stockholm agreement are enforced.

Even though he stated thal reinstating the previous

age limils or abolishing them altogether is not his

immediate priority, many opposition circles, including

Mr. Papoutsis himself, interpreted this stance as a sig-

nal that age limits will be eventually repealed and that

the Government is caving in to the demands of ship
owners. In the words of an opposition newspaper,

‘the rust buckets are coming back!’.

What needs to be done? In previous work (refs

[1,2,3]), this author and his colleagues extensively

examined the prospects of Greek coastal shipping vis-

avis 2004 and had recommended, among other

things, what the Ministry of Merchant Marine ought (o

do, and when, in preparation for the entry into force

of the EU Regulation. It was slated that since 11 years
were given for the preparations, the altitude of the EU
would be rather unsympathetic if all was not ready by

2004. Among others, we had made the following rec-

ommendations on what was needed by the Ministry:

1. A clearly defined and thought out policy,
announced before the end of 1996, setting out the
paramelers proposed for a compelitive system for
the post 2003 period;

2. A clear definition, before the end of 1998, of the
fleet needed to maintain the public service opera-
tions and the arrangements proposed (o secure
the continued undertaking and profitability of
these operations;

3. Agreed and clear figures, announced before the
end of 2000, of the intended capacity of each port
and its facilities and equipment in, say, the year
2003; capacily lo be expressed in terms of the
number and duration of the time slots which will
be available during the operational hours of each
day; and

4. The definition and announcement before the end
of 2001 of the procedure which will be adopted in
calling for bids from Eurepean and Greek opera-
tors for providing public interest and free markel
services, taking into account the announced com-
petition policy.

As long as 10 years after these recommendations

were made, it is clear that many of them (such as
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Nos. 1, 2 and 3), or even actions that would resemble
them, were not followed. Some other actions (such as
No. 4) were laken, but they were implemented in a
way that is often reminiscent of the previous regime.
In retrospect, it is clear that there was much unnec-
essary delay in planning ahead for a process that is
non-trivial in any sense of the word. It is also fair to
say that the overall difficulty of transforming the
Byzantine, monopolistic system of the past to a mod-
ern, compelitive system for the fulure was grossly
underestimated.

It is conceivable that the European Parliament elec-
tions in June and the Olympic games in August will fur-
ther delay the taking of any substantive measures, par-
ticularly those that are likely to rock the boat or will
have some ‘political cost’ 1o the Government, such as
the repeal of age limits or of mandatory discounts 1o
various citizen groups. However, ailer the expiralion of
the 11-year long period to prepare for deregulation, it
is absolutely clear that Greece has to act fast (o resolve
a broad range of problems in coastal shipping.
Regretfully, Greece will have to do that with the
Damocles sword of the European Court hanging above
her head. No doubt this will be vew interesting, as the
Chinese might say.

OLD PROBLEMS IN NEW PERSPECT!

It has been common knowledge for some time that the
new Minister for shipping would have to face one of
the most demanding duty periods in the ministry after
WW I It is increasingly understood now that the
changed circumstances after the full application of
the cabotage Regulation and the enlargement of the
EU require the skills of an exceptionally gifted person’
at the helm.

Despite public declarations of prominent deepsea
shipowners about their commitment to the Greek flag
for their newbuildings, it is a common secret that the
Greek flag is not up to scraich to face the competition.
This has been made abundantly clear through a
series of publications warning of the after effects of
the entry of Cyprus and Malia to the EU. Not only has
the Greek flag been a net loser vis-a-vis these two in
the past, but they are now full EU members. What is
the difference, someone might ask?

The difference is simply enormous. Cyprus and Malla,
largely relying on Greek interests’ tonnage, were
competitors to the Greek flag for vessels trading
abroad. Now they are compelitors for domestic ship-
ping as well, passenger and cargo, an area that so far
the Greek flag had managed to keep exclusively
manned by Community (read Greek) crews.

This happens at a time when there is pressure on the

minister 1o do something about competitiveness from
those deepsea owners who have consistently support-
ed the Greek flag. It is undoubtedly a big challenge
that needs to be faced, or else what? Are we going 1o
see flag changes to third flags, or will the so called
white list firewall of the Greek flag prove once more
effective?

Said in another way, will the Port State Control's fear
of priority boardings protect the Greek flag, and if so,
for how long?

In case someone wants 10 study the longterm effects
of uncompetitiveness in this context, all he has to do
is see what has happened in the Med. The percentage
of Greek flag vessels is today very low, and if those
trading domestically are taken out, negligible.
Worrying about competitiveness and its longterm
effects is one thing, facing seamen’s strikes is another.
Seamen’s strikes abroad do not easily succeed and for
this reason historically have not taken place. Strikes al
home however, in the domestic ferries seclor in par-
ticular, have immediate and serious effects as these
affect services to the islands. It also so happens thal
these services are under the responsibility of the same
minister who worries about the lack of competitiveness
of the Greek flag.

Nex! to "a ship is sinking" the most unpopular expres-
sion in the Ministry of Mercantile Marine must be "sea-
men’s strike". For any minister of shipping this is
directly translated into pressure from his own party to
find speedy solutions as the complaints from passen-
gers waiting long hours at the quays is a prime sub-
ject for television channels and viewers. It does not
take long to understand that this easily ends up as
political cost i.e. an event with spoiling effects on the
governiment’s good image 1o the voling public.

team lactics have to be "defence”.

The million dollar question is what will be done after
the elections, as these matters need 10 be examined
and addressed as a maller of priority.

The last thing one would like to end up with is a situ-
ation like the one which has developed in the Greek
cruise industry,

After the shipyards sector, which was left to die the
death from starvation due to expensive labour rates,
we have recently experienced a similar case here.
Expensive rates for hotel staff, coupled with the rigid
manning rules of the Greek flag, have dried the mar-
ket of businessmen. There are simply no takers. At a
great loss 1o Greek seamen.

This sorry outcome cannot be credited to a single, gov-
ernment but o a long succession of governments and
cerlainly not to one particular political party.
Nevertheless, the lesson must be learnt. If the busi-
nessmen go, everybody loses out.

SHIPBUILDING MARKEI

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April with a view to appearing in the magazine you
hold in your hands. Accordingly, it is based on the data
available then, and thus the Reader’s indulgence for
any inconsistency between its contents and the actual
market status at the time of reading is hereby sought,
especially since the high volatility of the relevant fac-
lors is a frequent phenomenon of our times.

The booming freight markets, with particular emphasis
on the dry cargo and containers ones which have
recently reached their historically highest levels, are
certainly behind the equally booming world of ship-
building. Various attempis have recently been made 10
trace the reasons behind the steep rise in freight mar-
kets. It seems to me that the "China" theory is the mosl
convincing. The story is simple. China's economy is
proceeding with an approximate 8% annual increase.
Industrial production and infrastructure works create a
higher demand for steel. This in turn means increased
importation of iron ore, while the country’s mineral
reserves are becoming too precious to export. The lat-
ter makes the supply of such products (especially met-
allurgical coal) 1o China’s neighbours (Japan and

Korea) a much more expensive and time-consuming
exercise. It should be mentioned thal the equally
remarkable economic progress of India and the USA,
as well as the contributions of some other countries to
the increase in demand, may have their parl to play in
the assessment of the various faclors.

The phenomenaon, then, is a domino effecl. More steel
means higher demand, which in turn calls for more
and larger ships. Existing tonnage, though far from
being negligible in number and volume, proves insuffi-
cient to face such demand. As a resull, shipowners run
lo the shipyards which have sold their capacity for the
next four years, with few of them booked well into
2008! At the time of writing, finding a vacancy al a
good yard is very difficull indeed.

More shipbuilding means larger and more efficient
facilities, i.e. more steel, larger production of the same,
more iron ore and coke, more and larger carriers. In
other words, ships are the beneficiaries of the boom
and, 1o a certain extent al the same time, the underly-
ing reason behind il.

However, out of the 200 country-members of the
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United Nations, just three of them control 8§5% of the
current world orderbook! When speaking striclly of
bulk tonnage, which is the subject of this article, |
believe that this percentage in fact exceeds 90%, while
no newcomers have appeared on the scene! Starting in
the early post-war days, Japan has been the pioneer of
the game. Korea emerged in a dynamic manner in the
mid-70s aiming at world domination, an aim apparent-
ly achieved, at least temporarily. China made its pres-
ence felt in the early 90’s. lts future is more or less pre-
dictable.

Outlining the history of world shipbuilding within the
framework of this article is far from the real intentions
of the wriler. Lel us, therefore, lalk of the current sta-
tus and try to predict the short- and medium-lerm
future. | will concentrate on the aforementioned 90%
and bulk shipping.

A Aiter few decades of world domination, Japan

entered the new century facing a number of problems.
High labour costs, a shortage of workforce, periodic
fluctuations in demand, and fierce foreign compeltition
have dictated a rather peculiar marketing policy to the
Industry, incorporating certain production methods
unknown in the past. Modest specifications, an elimi-
nation of modifications, and building in series without
any firsl-hand supervision by owners created an envi-
ronment that was only viable thanks o the country’s
high credibility in the shipping world. One can foresee
such a policy applying for some lime yel, gradually giv-
ing more and more room to high technology solutions
which, in shipbuilding, clearly means a concentration
on highly specialized ships and floating material, while
for conventional bulk ships it means giving its neigh-
bours/competilors room to manoeuvre. High selectivity
in tracing the customer certainly saved the builders
from possible risky ventures, but it also turned out to
send a good part of the potential clientele elsewhere.

As early as the mid-70s, Korean shipbuilding was no
more than a notion. It proved to be a strong reality in
just few years. However, while in the early 90s il was
already an "accomplished thing", in the view of the
writer, ils greal moment should be located in the mid-
dle of the decade, when a solemn decision to reach the
top was taken. This marked a wide expansion in facili-
ties and organization, aspects which had been so heav-
ily criticised until then. It soon achieved high quality
and productivity, to the point that it is very difficult 1o
imagine today's shipping without the Korean
Shipbuilding Industry. Success, however, does nol
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come without its problems. The bulk-carrier, being a
rather simple and cheap type of vessel, was soon found
10 be unsuitable for the implementation of productivily
measures and, as such, was gradually omitied from the
various shipyards’ building programmes. Thus, a num-
ber of enquiring ship owners were left with no other
choice but 1o go elsewhere, mainly to China. However,
at the time of writing there was no sign of decline, and
by the time the optimization of construction methods is
achieved there will be a concentration on the high
value and technology units with a gradual alienation
from conventional ship types.

In spite of ils rich shipbuilding tradition, China's sub-
stantial presence in modern shipbuilding dates back to
the early 90's. Emerging from years of isolation, and
with poor technological and commercial know-how, the
Chinese people made a lot of efforts to become famil-
iar with current shipbuilding techniques, an achieve-
ment worthy of great praise. It is true that current low
labour costs are a great advantage that compensale for
the lack of productivity, and ultimately bring building
costs almost level with the competition. In other words,
| do not believe that Chinese newbuilding prices are
appealing enough by themselves to altract the buyer. In
fact, in China today one may find a "reasonable" price
combined with the freedom to secure an acceplable
specification, the product of free and "fair" negotia-
tions, for a vessel that cannot be found elsewhere and
that will be built under the usual supervision condi-
tions. 1 would certainly agree with some observers who
suggest thal the Chinese negotiating style is somewhal
different from the Western one, and further, | would
point out the gap between the parties on the commil-
ment concept, which may create some problems for
the uninitiated foreigner.

As far as | am concerned, it ook no more than
few hours from the moment 1 first found myself in
China to understand that | was in a greal country (nol
only in terms of size and population), the home of a
people of eminent virlues and a sound cultural back-
ground incorporating all those characteristics of socia-
bility and the collective concept that grace Eastern
Man. It is, therefore, not difficult to foresee and under-
stand why, for an industry that needs such virtues, the
country has greal potential, and a greal future.

The Reader has no doubt noted that so far | have
steered clear of figures, percentages, and/or slatistical
data. In facl, current numbers, though reflecting aclu-
al conditions, fail to denote the medium- and long-lerm
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prospects. Though quite volatile, | venture to mention
a 38% global share for Korea accompanied by some-
thing like 34% for Japan and a 12-13% share for
China. Fortune-tellers suggest that China might enjoy
a good 40% or more of the world orderbook by 2015.
While | find thal percentage a little optimistic, | firmly
believe that China will be on top by then, no matter
whether this figure is one or two points higher/lower.
Backed by a 50-year involvement in shipping, the lasl
35 of which in shipbuilding contracting, and with my
sole motive being to prove useful to my Chinese
friends, let me very humbly submil here few sugges-
tions of medium- and/or long-term value, a view from
an outsider who finds smooth developments 1o be by
far the best (if not the only) way of serving the human
case. | have in mind the current freight and ship-
building markets’ boom and the repercussions arising
therefrom.

From here on, the creation of new steel mills and
engine and equipment manufacturing units seems 10
have become a priority as opposed 1o the establish-
ment of new shipbuilding facilities. Of course, this is a
complex mechanism since it involves the procurement
of additional raw material and components, which
calls for an intensive and efficient marketing and logis-
lics exercise.

I am afraid that recent developments have been so
quick in their evolution that some adverse repercus-
sions with respect to material and equipment cannot
be avoided in the short term. | am mostly concerned
with the smaller, so-called "provincial® builders who
apparently lack the backing of the powerful State-
owned institutions.

0f equal importance 10 the creation and/or promotion
of the technical and commercial infrastructure is the
provision made for sufficient and good quality human
resources 1o man the whole chain. Here again com-
petent people, apart from their formal education, must
communicate with, understand, and implement inter-
national business ethics and practice which occasion-
ally may differ from their traditional mode of thought.
The utmosl attention should also be given to the mod-
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ernization of the country’s legal status, which high
Officials are presumably already aware of, particular-
ly in the light of China’s entry into the WTO. While
such suggestions may nol seem 1o make sense at a
time when enquiries are flourishing, they might ney-
ertheless prove crucial when demand returns lo nor-
mal.

Another point of concern certainly lies with

the prospects of the revaluation of the RMB. | have
carefully followed recent events, particularly the exter-
nal pressure towards a drastic revaluation, and the
Government’'s resistance.

Al the time of writing, however, | see the first signs of
a possible "fluctuation" that cannot be interpreled as
anything but an actual "revaluation”.

Such a development might have adverse effects on the
economics of existing contracls, and may cause high-
er/compelitiveness affecting figures of the deals 1o
come.

As an epilogue to this article, let me say something
about my own country.

Emerging from a past that goes back almost to the
commencement of the known part of human history,
Greek Shipping now stands on top with more than
3,400 large units with an aggregate of about 180 m
DWT representing 18% of the world's commercial
fleet. Moreover, strenuous efforts to improve qualily,
lower the average fleet age and, possibly, increase
numbers and volume further, are the order of the day.
Greece has no shipbuilding industry of substance and,
as far as | can see, il seems highly unlikely that it will
ever allain one.

Accordingly, cooperation between our two countries is
the most natural eventuality that comes to mind.

I am glad to see that the door is already wide open.
The company | have the honour of working for has
already placed a two-digit number of orders, as well
as a few hundred large-scale repair awards.

And it is still early ...early morning!

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Developments in

the Cruise Industry bring

. opportunities for specialized shipyards
such as Lamda Shipyards & Marine Services S.A.

One of the world’s largest mass-market cruise operators launched its new ‘
expeditions brand early this year, marking a sort of "coming of age" for an |
exclusively niche-oriented sector that can be described as upscale expedi-
tion/adventure cruising. Why has such a cruise operator shown the deter-
mination to commit to a sector that traditionally operates at the fringes of
the industry, and what does this have to say for a specialized shipyard like
LAMDA SHIPYARDS S.A.? :
Popular among a more sophisticated and wealthy clientele, upscale expedi- |
tion/adventure cruising has, over the years, established a very loyal market I
niche, offering stylish voyages on mostly smaller luxury cruise vessels, with
itineraries that include rarely visited and often hard to reach pristine cor-
ners of the world. Unlike mainstream cruising, where the itinerary focus is
mostly on well-established popular holiday spots of mass interest, they take
their clients to places like Antarctica or to the jungles of South America,
where they often land them with special tenders to observe rare wildlife and
natural beauty.
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Only a few years ago everyone believed that small
cruise operators were finished and that similarly, new
entrants would find it impossible 1o survive against the
huge mass controlled by the major industry leaders.
Concentrating practically all available mainstream
brand diversity under their control and entering huge
newbuilding programmes, the leading cruise opera-
tors began to build a new and critical mass oriented
product standard for the industry in the Ninelies. Slate
of the art cruise ships became larger than ever and
any product originality or brand diversity went by the
board, as economies of scale, expedient standardiza-
tion and streamlining took over lo create a homoge-
nized and cost efficienl mass tourism conveyor bell.
In addition, the cruise experience itself became intro-
verted, as new ships were loaded with fealures
designed 1o encourage passengers 1o stay inside and
spend most of their money onboard. Fares went down
sharply to fill these juggernauts, as onboard revenue
became the profit focus, turning cruise ships into
crowded lowns, wilh bars, restaurants, shopping
malls, spas, ice skating rinks and even fake little
Mediterranean streets, complete with cafes and bou-
tiques, 1o emulate an illusion of travel and destination.
A passenger can now spend a week onboard without
any conlacl with the outside world, except for the
occasional glimpse of an odd Caribbean palm tree
through large picture windows.

This development resulled in gradually disenchanting
the higher end of the mainstream markel, i.e. the
upper category or suite clientele. Repelled by the
unavoidable crowding onboard these new vessels, this
more sophisticated segment of the market was also
disappointed by the diminishing destination focus and
the lack of itinerary originality in mainstream cruising.
All this eventually fermented into a phenomenal spurt
of new demand for upscale smaller cruise ships,
bringing an otherwise niche sector head to head with
mainstream upper categories. Even new upscale niche
operators started to appear in the late Nineties and
generally smaller luxury cruise ships and mega yachts
began to acquire a newfound popularity, along with a
bullish attitude about their future. In actual fact, this
niche sector focused mainly on the "no crowd" luxury
aspecl, rather than also offering radical destination
diversification and followed virtually the same main-
stream roules.

When the major players began lo discount aggres-

sively after 9/11 in order to avert throughput losses, it
became difficult for the smaller upscale vessels 1o con-
linue competing against mainstream upper category
fares. In addition, since their targel markel was now
overlapping with the higher-end mainstream, they had
to follow suit by limiting even further the additional
destination features they may have had. Fear of flying
or traveling away from the Americas made the US mar-
ket stay closer to home and cruise mostly from ports
they could drive to.

The fact that post-9/11 fears caused the majority of US
markel cruise berths to pile up in and around the
already highly saturated Caribbean/Alaska/Mexico
destinations means that sophisticated travelers started
to push further away toward the outermost fringes.
There they increasingly began lo discover the atlrac-
live value of upscale expedition/adventure products.
An interesting domino effect to be sure...

In Europe the impact of the 9/11 crisis was in a way
more devastating for its regional cruise lines, espe-
cially those not owned by large transatlantic players.
Although European markets, particularly the UK and
Germany, were showing a very promising future
growlth potential, a number of European cruise lines
were hit by the plight of their tour operator owners,
while others floundered through their lingering inabil-
ity to modernize and meel today's demanding product
standards. An interesting exception is the case of
Spain, where tour operator cruising boomed, espe-
cially after 9/11. As for small vessel upscale adven-
lure/expedition cruising, this is a potentially promising
prospect for European markets as well.

In any case today expedition/adventure cruising is on
the rise and perhaps even going through a product
hybridization process, in an efforl lo capture a desli-
nation-oriented luxury market that is expanding its
borders to include sophisticated market segments that
are not on the extreme end of adventure, bul some-
where in the middle. This is also a promising sector for
new entrants, being that the cost of obtaining a suit-
able vessel is not as forbidding as thalt of a main-
slream cruise ship. Even the crisis risk is less pro-
nounced, since this is by far the least affected market
when it comes to political and economic ups and
downs, gdiven it serves are wealthy and highly sea-
soned travelers with strongly focused interests and
service expeclations.

Coming now 1o LAMDA SHIPYARDS S.A., what these




new developments and trends in the cruise industry
tell us is that there will be a rising demand for suitable
smaller-sized vessels that combine destination flexibil-
ity with luxurious resort-style features. Our Group has
identified this niche market and our Yard is already
working on an lce Class vessel with a suitable design
and specifications completed by the yard. The inten-
tion is to convert it into a uniquely suitable luxury
cruise ship with remarkable destination capabilities for
a specialist operator.

Mr. Anne then presented the decision of IACS 1o
develop common rules for tankers and bulk carriers
in the process of the adoption of the goal based stan-
dards proposal made jointly to the IMO by Greece
and the Bahamas.

This decision was received with enthusiasm and gen-
erous support from all the members of the
Committee who reiteraled the Greek shipping sup-
port for more robust ships.

However, grave concern was expressed by all the
Committee Members on the process of adopting
untested and questionable designs and equipment
(double side skin bulk carriers, free-fall life boats)
brought about by political pressure and proposed
that the tested and proven single side skin design
bulk carriers could become much safer should the
additional steel requirements for the double side skin
design be strategically distributed in the scantling.
The Commillee Members called for Bureau Verilas
and IACS to be much more outspoken in the IMO and
other International fora, where their unique technical
expertise should be utilized to protect the industry
and the seafarers from the hasty decisions taken,
which would be inconsistent with safer shipping.
During the meeting, Mr. G. Procopiou announced the
nomination of two new members of the Committee:

«-Mrs. Angeliki Frangou of Maritime Enterprises
Management.

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Classification Societies play a very important role in assessing and
ensuring the safe construction and operation of ships, as well as in
the protection of the marine environment. The implementation of
international legislation and the enforcement of applicable rules and
regulations lie within the responsibilities of the classification socielies
which closely follow-up the condition and maintenance of ships dur-
ing scheduled and random inspections and surveys. Recently, the
implementation of the ISM and ISPS Codes has also become a very
important issue within the overall aclivities in the classification sec-
tor. In short, classification socielies with their expertise, experience
and vast network worldwide are perhaps the most essential link of
the shipping chain, thus ensuring the flow of international trade.
Hellenic Register of Shipping (HRS) is indeed the national
Classification Society of Greece, established and officially recog-
nised by the Greek Maritime Administration in 1919, Presently 346
ocean-going ships representing approximately 2.177.000 gt are
classed with HRS. 97 of these ships are passenger ships, high-
speed crait and passenger Ro-Ro ships, representing a significant
parl of activities in a sector where HRS has developed particular
knowledge and experience. It should also be noted that HRS sur-
veys, monitors and issues safety certificates 10 4700 ships repre-
senting the major part of the pleasure yachts in Greece.

HRS is recognised by 28 Governments to act on their behalf accord-
ing to International and National Regulations and employs 73 exclu-
sive and 50 non-exclusive surveyors, both in Greece and at 109
ports all over the world. These figures clearly show thal, in terms of
size, HRS is a rather small organization, dealing mainly with pas-
senger shipping. However, ils size and range of activities does not
al all affect the quality of the services it offers or the high operation
standards of the Society.

HRS is recognised by the European Union under the provisions of
Article 4(3), of Council Directive 94/57/EC "on common rules and
standards for ship inspection and survey organizations and for the
relevant activities of maritime administrations”. This recognition,
which is the result of a continuous monitoring and auditing by both
the European Commission and the National Maritime Administration
confirms the high quality standards of the Society.

The main goal of HRS is 10 improve its image and refiability towards
the shipping industry and particularly to the Greek shipping commu-
nity. In pursuing this endeavour the IACS issue is always a first pri-
ority along with its upgrading within the European Union workings.
In this new demanding and over-compelitive environmenlt, a smaller
organisation may possibly offer better solutions because of its more
flexible structure and methodology. HRS is rather small but it is
indeed well equipped, efficient, competitive, quick responding, com-
mitted to quality and environmental protection and always in close
contact with its customers aiming to personalized handling of their
needs.
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Marshall Islands Regist

Marshall Islands Registry exceeds 20 million gross ton Mark

The Marshall Islands Registry has exceeded the 20
million (m) gross ton (gt) mark. As of 31 March, 2004
there were 668 ships totalling 21.26m gt flying the
Marshall Island flag, a 29.5 percent increase over the
16.43m gt which was registered 12 months ago.
Having tripled the size of its fleet, from 7m to 21m g,
in the space of four years, the Marshall Islands is
steadily moving up the list of the world’s top ten regis-
ters in terms of tonnage and quality. The Marshall
Islands Registry has the largest share of US owned
tanker tonnage, while in Europe, major growth is com-
ing from Germany, Norway and Greece, as more own-
ers in these countries choose the Registry.

The rapid growth in the fleet has been accompanied by
an ongoing commitment to ensure that the high level of
quality set by International Registries, Inc. (IRI), the
administrator of the Marshall Islands Registry, is not
only maintained but also continuously improved.
Fundamental to this quality commitment is the decen-
tralization of operations which provides customers with
worldwide, 24-hour local services for vessel and cor-
porate registrations and operational matiers.

IRl continues to invest in its staff and ils systems. The
company’s worldwide staff of over 100 employees
includes experts covering the full range of flag state
maritime responsibilities, from ship safety, security and
accident investigation, to radio licensing, crew qualifi-
cations and licensing, crew identity books and docu-
mentation, and safety and security inspections. The lal-
est IRl appeintment is Jack Polderman, formerly Senior
Vice President Marine Services for North and South
America at Lloyd’s Register (LR). Jack retired from LR
in 2003 after 33 years with the class society. For IRI
he is focusing on technical investigations, inspection
regimes and requirements, and other technical marine
issues.

IRI retains consultants to advise on key lopical issues
and to help in the formulation of not only the adminis-
tration’s policy but also the systems needed to imple-
ment such policy effectively. Two of the leading IRI con-
sultants are Rear Admiral Robert North, US Coast
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Guard (Ret.) and formerly in charge of the Coast
Guard’s Maritime Safety Division, and Dan Sheehan,
former Director of Information and Technology for the
US Coast Guard. Both Admiral North and Dan Sheehan
play a leading role in the work of the Marshall Islands
Quality Council (MIQC) which meets approximately
wice a year. In addition, both participate on the
Marshall Islands Delegation that attends IMO meetings.
The Marshall Islands Delegation, which can number up
to five maritime experts at major IMO meetings, plays
an active role in all discussions on flag state related
issues.

"We are pleased to note that there is a growing aware-
ness in the industry that intensifying port state and flag
state scrutiny of ship safety and security performance
can jeopardize the profitability of the less-commitled
shipowner," states Bill Gallagher, IRl president. "We
are focused on the quality conscious owner who wanis
to make use of our expertise, global network and sys-
tems 1o help ensure that port state detentions and char-
terer rejections are kept to a minimum," he continued.
A measure of the benefits derived from a quality com-
mitment is given by the administration’s continuously
improving port state detention record. For example, the
2002 Annual Report of the Paris MOU (the latest avail-
able) shows that 8 of the 208 Marshall Islands (MI)
ships inspected in Paris MOU ports were detained in
comparison to 9 detentions out of 176 inspections in
2001. In other words, 3.85% of MI ships were
detained, against a Paris MOU average in 2002 of
7.98%, while in 2001, 5.11% of MI ships were
detained against an overall Paris MOU average of
9.09%. The recently published 2003 United States
Coast Guard (USCG) Annual Report also shows
improvement. In 2003 only 1 out of 236 MI ships was
detained for a detention ratio of 0.42% against a USCG
average of 1.99% versus 3 detentions out of 162 M
ships inspected in 2002 for a detention ratio of 1.85%
against a USCG average of 2.52%.

Another example of the Registry’s quality commitment
is its no-nonsense approach to the implementation of




the International Ship and Port Facility Security
(ISPS) Code. Over the past year, shipowners and
managers of vessels registered in the Marshall
Islands have been kept appraised of their obligations
in a timely fashion. These parties were instructed to
submit their Ship Security Plans (SSPs) lo a
Recognised Security Organisation (RSO) by 15
March, 2004. That deadline was necessary 0
ensure that the RSOs would have enough time to
review the SSPs, and also to enable the ships to
have an SSP on board for the mandatory imple-
mentation period of 60 days prior to the entry-into-
force date of 1 July, 2004.

"For the Marshall Islands Registry, fleet growth and
a quality commitment have gone hand-in-hand,"
states Bill Gallagher. "There is an increasing aware-
ness in the maritime industry that an improving
quality performance not only brings environmental
and safety benefits but also reduces costs. We are
pleased to report that it can also lead to strong
growth."

Asia is the latest focus for expansion of the global
IRl network. This expansion was brought on by a
strong increase in the number of Asian shipowners
registering vessels with the Marshall Islands. At the
end of 2003, IRl opened an office in Singapore,
while offices in Shanghai and Tokyo will follow later
in 2004. IRl is also increasing ils representation in
India and the Philippines to help meel the strong
demand among owners of Marshall Islands vessels
for Indian and Filipino seafarers. IRl representatives
in Brazil, Chile and Egypt were also added to the
network in 2003.

What asbestos-free packings should you select for your
ships machinery?

They are pure
graphite, ptfe, aramid, acrylics, glass fibres and blends
thereof. They are man-made synthetics or natural min-
erals harmless lo man and the environment, recom-
mended for the specific applications below:




1. To seal valves and
slatic applications in
all temperatures and
pressures:

Today you can seal temperatures from -200 to +850°C
using harmless to man and environment, pure rein-
forced graphite yarns, self lubricated, immune to
almost all chemicals, pressure rated o over 250
aimospheres.

Available in Plain
(unreinforced) form, or REINFORCED with wire mesh,
tanged stainless foil insert or plain stainless foil for
tlemperatures from -200°C to +650°C. Temperature
rises 0 +850°C in non-oxidizing atmospheres.
