The views
of an independent
Greek shipowner

Editor’s note: SEAMANSHIP js indeed. more than anything else, an art. And we
fully agree with Captain Panayiotis Tsakos, that it is not something that can be picked
up and studied in one’s spare time, as it allows no spare time for anything else.

Last year’s annual Reginald Grout Memorial Lecture, of London’s Chartered Institute
of Transport, was a rare treat, with the founder of Tsakos Shipping providing the
perspective of a major Greek shipowner. who in today’s electronic age, re-emphasises
that ships, shipping and seamanship together represent a culture that is passed between
generations and needs to be cherished. Below is Capt. Tsakos speech, which «Naftika
Chronika» considers a valuable treatise on the shipping industry

/ irst of all, I wish to thank the chairman, the council
of the Chartered Institute of Transport and my friend
Jim Davies, for the kind invitation to deliver the
Reginald Grout Memorial speech this year. It is indeed

a privilege for me, to have the opportunity of putting

forward my views regarding the future of our industry to

such a distinguished and well informed audience. Like so
many others concerned with the future of shipping, whose
thoughts have already been expressed in many speeches
and articles, my views are dominated by two considerations:
First of all the vital importance of, and the contribution
made by the shipping industry to the world economy, and
secondly, how we can pursuade governments and others
in authority, that those who own, man and operate ships,
both need and deserve all the support necessary to protect
and promote one of the world’s really vital industries.
I also have very much in mind the two major problems
facing our industry, namely, the manning of our ships, and
the replacement of ageing tonnage as and when this becomes

necessary. If significant progress could be made in these
two areas, [ have little doubt that we could all look forward
with much greater confidence to the future.

You will not mind, 1 hope, if | look back just a little
to where, for me, it all began. As is well known, [ grew
up in a country, the destiny of which has been very much
determined by its geographical position.

Greece, like United Kingdom, is a traditional maritime
country and nation with, in our case, a coastline in excess
of 13,000 Km, and which includes more than 3000 islands.
Our whole country can be imagined almost as an island,
Consequently, in my youth, it was almost inevitable for us
to look first to the sea to earn our living. Most of us stil
have a little «Odysseus» inside us, travellers, with curiosity
as to what lies beyond the horizon.

In my country, this was the mentality of every seafaring
family. It was indeed the maritime tradition, deeply rooted
in our homes and families that kept us thinking of only
one objective, a career at sea. -
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The maritime tradition is our inheritance and, certainly,
is in our blood. In days gone by, it was indeed the mariners
who «left their footprints in the sands of time», they defied
the elements, founded new centres of population, spread
the faith, and erected holy, and sometimes unholy mon-
uments in the ancient and contemporary world. Mariners
and seafares have embarked on voyages of exploration of
the world beyond the seas from the days of the Argonauts
and the Golden Fleece, until relatively recent times. They
plied the oceans, searched out new ports and harbours,
mapped the then known world, engaged in trade and the
carriage of goods, developed the means of navigation and
the technology of ships and their means of propulsion. We
like to believe that we are following in their footsteps.

Success in the shipping business today is not easy, and
perhaps never was. Just like the ebb and the flow of the
tides, the business of shipping has its highs and its lows.
The forces of nature, and the movement in the complex
world markets, cannot be controlled. One can only expe-
rience, understand, learn and adapt.

In today’s world, the seas and oceans are arenas of great
economic interest and fierce competition. Modern ships
have become technological marvels, larger than could ever
have been imagined, indeed, some rank among the largest
man made structures ever built, able to accomodate huge
volumes of cargo, faster and with highly sophisticated
automation and navigation systems. These developments
leave little room for romanticism, but do not displace entirely
the interest of people to travel and see for themselves what
lies beyond the horizon. Throughout history, travel by sea
has been the inspiration, and ships the tool which more
than anything else have opened the way and developed

shipping industry that has
continued the links between
continents and contributed so
much to the generation,
developent and interchange
of ideals, skills and commod-
ities which has brought de-
velopment, progress, and
prosperity to the peoples of
the world. It is self evident
that it was the countries which
closed their borders, or which
did not have access to sea-
borne trade which fell behind
in the development of ideas
and commerce. As soon as
such obstructions are re-
moved, trade, commerce and
participation in the world
economy is the natural con-
sequence.

Seaborne trade has played a major role in the re-

distribution of wealth throughout the world, and is still the
means by which countries are enabled to develop their own
industries, to export their own commodities and process

their own and other products, industries, which otherwise
would have been located in the more traditional manufac-
turing countries.

It is evident, that during the past years, new shipping
industries have developed quickly in many countries, par-
ticularly in East Asia. Many of the traditional shipping
nations have seen their shipowners taking advantage of the
mobility of the international capital and labour markets,
especially those of developing countries, which has resulted
in reduction of shipping under European flags and the
seafaring employment.

The emergence of new shipping nations in the Far East,
has had the result that they have built up fleets along with
their trade. Indeed, world trade patterns have changed
considerably: It is estimated that in the year 2000, intra-
Asian trade will account for 48% of all cargo carried on
the main shipping routes, up from 36% in 1987. Conversely,
the traditionally dominant trade between the US, Europe
and Japan has diminished in relative terms. It may be
considered natural, that a large propotion of the vessels
carrying the Pacific Rim trade is owned by Asian interests.

Since the War, there has been tremendous growth in
merchant shipping. Within the last 25 years only, shipping
has undergone significant evolution and experienced some
of the most spectacular technological advances the world
has seen. The first giant oil tanker of half a million tons
deadweight was launched long time ago, the first livestock
carrier with a capacity of more than 100000 animals
recently sailed from Australia, and the first 5000 TEU
container vessel sailed on trip around the world. Car trans-
porters with parking space for several thousand cars have
become almost the norm, and similar developments have
taken place in fishing vessels, ocean going tugs and other
smaller vessels. Hull design, engines, electronics and nav-
igational aids have transformed ship performance and op-
erations.

It should be clear to all, Governments especially, that
shipping is the only efficient mode of transportation of the
world’s oil, minerals, commodities, and manufactured prod-
ucts: a bale of wool travels 12,000 miles at a cost less than
5% of its value, and a gallon of oil for even less. 140,000
ton ships now run at the same rate of fuel consumption
as a 20,000 ton ship 40 years ago, a 200,000 dwt bulk
carrier will move coal from a loading berth in the Pacific
Ocean to a power station in Europe more economically than
the thermal coal mined thirty miles down the road.

We must also make it clear to all, governments especially,
that ships are an exceptionally safe mode of transportation.
The relatively small mumber of shipping disasters - invar-
iably widely publicised - tend to divert attention from statistics,
which demonstrate that the vast majority of voyages are
completed efficiently, on schedule, and without significant
incident.

It is widely known that 95% of all world cargo is
transported by sea and delivered to its destination safely,
and more specifically, that iron ore cargoes are deliverd with
a reliability rate of 99.81%, grain cargoes with a reliability
rate of 99.96%, and coal with a reliability rate of 99.74%.

The most recent statistics regarding oil cargoes demon-
strate that 99.98% of all oil cargoes are safely delivered.
One of course regrets that the figure is not 100% in al
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cases. As a tanker operator, | regret the estimated overall
loss from tankers of 0,02% and any consequent pollution.
Like other losses from ships, these invariably oceur by accident
- never by design. In other industries, it seems that _pollution
can be almost deliberate, without incurring the draconian
penalties seemingly reserved for ships.

Putting forward these statistics, is not to say that we
are not all deeply concious of the terrible loss of life which
has occured in sea transportation. All of us welcome and
applaud the efforts made to investigate the causes of these
tragic losses, so that whatever can be done to elimate the
risks of this mode of transportation is in fact done.

Despite the efforts of all responsible people in our industry
to eliminate the risk of accidents, some accidents inevitably
occur, It has never been suggested or claimed that the
sailing of ships can be made accident free. Two of the main
causes are, the forces of nature, which are sometimes
unforseable, and often uncontrollable, and the human error.

In recent times, marine casualties have attracted huge
publicity with universal criticism, of owners, seafarers and,
recently, even salvors, the very people whose business is to
save whatever it is possible to be saved.

It is of vital importance to our industry, that we change
the perception which Governments and the general public,
driven by the media, have of the shipping industry, that
it is an industry with a poor record of training, with a
poor opinion and regard for education, which provides poor
quality of service. Nothing could be further from the truth,
as indeed the record, with a relatively small number of tragic
exceptions, amply demonstrates,

Turning to the question of the manning of our ships,
one factor is clear to those with first hand knowledge of
seafaring and seafarers, The need for specific specialised
knowledge, skills and experience has not changed. The days
of sail required men of the greatest skill, courage, mental
and physical strength, and above all seamanship. What has
changed is not the type of man we require, but the nature
of the skills. As in the past, the performance of the ships
will only be as good, as the men who sail in them. The
ethos of teamwork and pride in the job and in the industry
are essential.

In recent years, the great advances in technology have
led, and understandably led to concentration on technolog-
ical improvement of hull and engine design, capacity au-
tomation and electronics. As has already been pointed out
by many experienced people, a great deal can be achieved
by technological innovation. This, however, necessarily entails
recruitment of personnel trained in the use and understand-
ing of new and highly sophisticated systems of navigation,
cargo handling, automation, electronics and, above all, ship
handling at previously unthinkable speed for such large
vessels, in increasingly busy sea lanes and often in confined
spaces. It is indeed a tribute to all concerned in the handling
of modern vessels that so few accidents occur. Such skills,
however, seem largely to go unrecognised.

It is again obvious, that in order to maintain the highest
levels of quality and skill, which correspond to the demands

of the industry and the profession, we must be able to
recruit adequate numbers of committed, ambitious and
enthusiastic young people, who are determinied to succeed
in a career which offers challenge and resposibility in a vital
and innovative industry A career which promises oppor-
tunities to advance into management, and other specialised
areas. More precisely, officers and able seamen may be
employed after their seafaring life in a wide range of related
accupations, such as logistics services, marketing, managing
fleet operations, and in related business and administration.

A study prepared by the Division for Employment
Research of the Warwick Institute, demonstrates, unfortu-
nately, that in 1990 there were 50000 more seagoing
positions available, than there were qualified personnel willing
or able to take up such positions. This is a dramatic de-
velopment, which raises fundamental issues and great con-
cern,

Furthermore, this negative trend has ako been con-
firmed by the BIMCO / ISF study of 1995, in which, it
is stated that there is a serious problem concerning the
supply of officers and specialist ratings, which is likely to
worsen even further in the future. Parallel to this, the

increasing average age of the
European seafaring workforce
has raised serious concern. For
some European Union coun-
tries, the number of cadets is
only one quarter of the re-
cruits required to ensure
sufficient future supply for the
maritime industry

A possible shortage has
implications notation of the
ships, but for the whole range
of associated industries.

Masters, officers, engineers and their families enjoyed a
high social status in their home environment. Whilst life
onboard ship was much harder that it is now, it was much
more agreeable, since on Greek ships the entire crew could
consist of men from the same village or island, possibly
related by social and family ties.

In recent years, however, respect for the seafarer has
drastically deteriorated. The higher standards of living and
greater opportunities seen to be afforded for shore - based
employment, declining interest - particularly Government
interest - and lack of investment for education and training,
for those interested in a sea - going career, are turning
prospective seaman and even traditonal seafarers away from
the sea.

At the same time, for those at sea, particularly Masters,
Chief engineers, and other ship officers, there is a prolif-
eration of demanding and oppressive regulations, which lead
to a climate of frustration and psychological pressure for
concientious masters, engineers, officers and crew,

There was a time when regulations concerning ships and
their operation were clearcut and specific. There was ba-
sically one organisation, the I.M.O. - which issued regulations
with the consent of member - states - and, together with
the classification societies, ensured their implementation, as
well as specification and the maintenace of the standards
required for each type of wvessel.

The reality today is a proliferation of national and local
bodies and organisations, which are claiming the experience,
knowledge and the authority, to issue and impose their own
regulations, in addition and in parallel, with those agreed
by and the within the [M.O.

New regulations are issued by any authority which feels
powerful enough to impose them. As far as the inspection
bodies and scope for inspection are concerned, there is
probably no-one in this room who is in a position to recite
or enumerate them.

It is interesting to note, that certain countries, some with
poor records for protection of their own environment, can
arbitrarily demand surveys / certificates, specifically related
to their country as a means of collecting revenue, both
officially and unofficially

We see confused, overlapping, contradictoring, and in
several cases outright ineffective rules, regulations and re-
quirements of inspection. This state of affairs produces ony
uncertainty and can only make the industry more vulnerable
to the risks we are trying so hard to avoid. As we all know,
Government and local authority inspectors demand imme-
diate and in many cases individual attendance by the Master,
Chief Engineer or other ship’s officers. They expect that
everyone should give priority to their demands and wishes.
Add to these the cargo surveyors and possibly class, bank
and / or P & I surveyors. Behind these gentlemen, are
those actually concerned with the ship’s business - customs
officials, shippers or receivers representatives, the ship’s agents,
stevedores, bunker supplies, and others involved in the loading
or discharging, and the sailing of the ship.

We all know, and are concerned, at the increasing burdens
and responsibilities now imposed upon the ships personnel
during a port call, sometimes lasting as little as 24 hours,
so much of which often has nothing to do with the business
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on which the vessel is actually engaged.

We must find ways to protect our crews from the demands
of those who are not actually concerned with the ship’s
business, thus enabling them to concentrate on their pro-
fessional duties - proper supervision of loading, discharging
and bunkering operations, stowage and effective calculation
of trim and stability, and the other matters vital to the sailing
and operation of the ship.

Nowdays, a Master must be a seaman, navigator, per-
sonnel manager, cargo and bunker supervisor, meteorologist,
psychologist and apologist. Today, he is also the radio officer,
systems analyst and menu technician,

We have reached the point, that shipmasters have
bookcases bursting with volumes of regulations, codes of
practice, mandatory requirements and regulations reminding
them of their responsibilities to charterers, bankers, shippers,
flag states, port and coastal authorities, and protection of
the environment. What is far
more important, is that they
have time to correct the charts,
study the Pilot Books, and
keep an eye on the weather
and sea conditions. Modern
ships provide much of elec-

It is widely
known that 95% of
all world cargo is
transported by sea
and delivered to its

tronic data. Nevertheless, many
of the ships sailing the world,
are not modern, and the
routine tasks of navigation,

destination safely,
and more specifi-
cally, that iron ore
cargoes are deliv-

ered with a relia-
bility rate of
99.81%, grain car-
goes with a relia-
bility rate of
99.96%, and coal
with a reliability
rate of 99.74%.

stowage and cargo handling,
trim and stability, proper
anticipation of weather and
sea conditions, and keeping
watch and a proper look out,
are carried out by the master
and his officers. These are the
people we must look after,
and their numbers are di-
minishing.

We must seriously consider how we can benefit from
the experience and example of the Aviation Industry.
The master and his officers must be entitled to be allowed
to apply their undivided attention to their professional re-
sponsibilities - the operation and navigation of the ship, and
the safety of ship, crew and cargo, at sea and in port.

Another point which | would like to stress before moving
on, is that, in developing sophisticated navigation systems,
electronic charts, and other complex systems which will
make up the ships of the future, we take with us the
seafarers, the people who will be the users of this tech-
nology It can be anticipated that there will be serious
differences in the levels of technical knowledge and expertise
among those people who can be expected to make their
careers at sea. No purpose is served by technological advances
which go beyond the expertise to use them. We still hear
of «radar assisted collisionss.

What we are doing today, is designing and building ships
to be operated by Astronauts or Cosmonauts, we then

=
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actually have them manned in many cases by people coming
from third world countries, who are not trained in the latest
technological techniques and have not been brought up with
the essential maritime traditions and culture.

Therefore, | consider as our top priority that we all get
together, state authorites, owners and representatives of the
seamen and officers unions and federations, and perhaps
the schools and universities. We all drop and put aside, for
the time being, our differences, and we jointly do all that
is necessary to find the way to attract not only many, but
also the best of the brightest youngsters, of the traditional
maritime nations, to come to the ships and the shipping
related profession. If we fail in that, | am afraid that the
ships will be lost for ever from Europe and the so called
western world.

In order to achieve this, it is of crucial importance to
ensure that the industry and those involved in it, particularly
those who man the ships, regain the respect and support
appropriate to one of the most skilled, dynamic and vital
industries. An industry, which offers young people challenge,
responsibility and innovation
- all that they are locking for.
The industry will then, | have
no doubt, be able to attract
more young people with the

The most recent
statistics regarding

necessary degree and com-
mitment, and with the higher
standards of education neces-
sary to master the new tech-
nology; young people who will
have greater interest in the
apptitude for technological
development and concern for
marine environmental protec-
tion.

We must encourage the
European Union’s intention to
promote maritime training
programmes, and to attract
young people to the profes-
sion, to safeguard maritime
expertise in the Community,
and to promote high quality
European Community em-
ployment, in line with the re-
quirements of the new STCW
convention, to meet current
and future worldwide demand
for qualified seafarers. And we
must also support and ap-
plaud the Union’s intention to
foster maritime research and
development, withing the cur-
rent and the future Commu-
nity Framework Programmes,
both targered at high tech-

nology in safety and environmental protection and at human

resources.

We must seek to revive interest in the traditional maritime

nations, especially of Europe, whilst there is still time for
those involved in, or who well remember the seagoing skills

and traditions, and are available to encourage and train
others to pursue a sea going career, Seamanship can only
be acquired by experience. The greatest reservoir of knowl-
edge and experience is to be found among those with
extensive sea going carrer - the men who have sailed in
many different ships, with all kinds of cargoes, in all weather
and sea conditions, to and from hundreds of ports through-
out the world. These are the men who will be needed to
forge another generation of seafarers.

It will be necessary not only to pass on traditional skills.
Much more extensive knowledge is now required about the
regulation of the industry, and particularly of the ships, by
the mumerous authorities and bodies who are now involved
in ship operations.

1 am sorry if | seem to labour this point. My concern
is that, as time goes by, traditional skills may be irretrivably
lost. Action is vital now, if this is to be prevented. These
efforts, if properly promoted, will surely assist us to bridge
the gap between supply and demand for seafarers, in a
world, in which unemployment, is fast becoming one of the
most serious issues.

| now, wish to turn to another issue: the distancing of
traditional, professional shipowners from the industry due
to decreasing profitability, and what 1 see as penal legis-
lation and regulation coupled with the problem of replace-
ment of tonnage.

The reality in regard to most commercial tonnage, is
that the cost of operating and maintaining the ships is such,
that the margin of profitability is now desperately low. In
some areas it has indeed been eliminated.

Additionaly, ships and shipowners are exprected to carry
the risks and bear alone the consequences of events which
may occur in the course of a voyage. Shipowners do this
in the knowledge that some cargoes, and oil is one of them,
are inherently dangerous and the consequenses of an accident
involving such a cargo are likely to be particularly serious.
Onwers have, nevertheless, been prepared to undertake this
additional responsibility when the rewards were comensu-
rate with the risk.

Basic economics teach us that the greater the risk, the
greater is, or should be, the reward. However, as we are
all aware, this is no longer the case in some vital sectors
of the industry [t goes without saying that profitability is
necessary to conduct and maintain the industry. It is also
vital in the context of future investment, particularly where
replacement tonnage is concerned, and especially when
supposedly ageing tonnage is penalised and when the time
naturally comes for it to be replaced. Money required for
the replacement of ageing tonnage can only be funded on
the basis of profits generated by the industry.

Heavy worldwide subsidization of shipbuilding, added
to the speculative ordering of some owners, has contributed
to oversupply of ships and the resulting overcapacity in bulk
shipping markets, with consequently depressed freight rates.
Shipping is thus producing relatively low returns on equity
and investment, which has led to the necessity of extending
the useful life of ships and, in general, an ageing of fleets
and sometimes reduced maintainance efforts with related
safety problems.

The majority of independent owners cannot embark
upon fleet renewal in present market condition As we are
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all aware, newbuilding projects require a great deal of technical
and financial expertise and more especially, continuous
involment of an owners vital personnel from the initial
stages, through to follow up after the vessel is delivered.
This is especially true when one is considering the construc-
tion of one of today’s state of the art ships. How then are
we to approach this problem? How is a replacement pro-
gramme possible, as and when an owner deems this nec-
essary, when in some sectors of the industry current rates
are signicantly less than those required for a newbuilding
programme?

The simplest answer of course is that rates must improve.
There seems to be no sign of this. Overheads must be
recuded - but how? We are all concerned with proper
maintainance, and to ensure the safety of our crews, ships
and cargoes. Limits have been reached. We are, also, looking
at additional burdern dictated by Governments and others.

I do not believe that subsidies provide an answer either.
I consider them a distorting factor in the shipping industry
wherever, and whenever, they are used. What Govenments
can do is to ensure a universal and stable platform from
which the industry can provide its vital service to the world
economy. Multiple standards and regulations must, in co-
operation with the industry, be eliminated, and replaced with
standards and regulations which are compatable with those
which prevail, which are understood, and which are feasible
within the financial parameters of the shipping industry.

The issue of replacement tonnage is too important to
be left solely in the hands of those who naturally seek to
create state of the art ships. We must stay in the realms
of reality. It is absurd to conclude that replacement tonnage
is too expensive to build. The answer must be the simple
one - that newbuildings must be scaled down to a level
where they become affordable by sensible and practical
shipowners and their sources of finance and to accord with
the abilities of available crews. Necessity is indeed the
mother of invention. One has only to look back to the
«Liberty» ship concept. Ships build in months rather than
years, and using the technology available in those days,
and suitable for operation inthose difficult times, by seafarers
brought up on traditional practises.

Technical advances may progress beyond what is nec-
essary. No more can, state of the art ships be afforded by
those who operate in the business of moving cargoes. No
further increase in size and speed is needed in fact, reduc-
tions should be contemplated.

Now and increasingly in the future, the task of moving
huge quantities of crude and other cargoes from one end
of the world to the other with safety, will only be achieved
through the mutual efforts and co-operation of all those
participating in the adventure: Governments, classification
Societies and other recognised regulatory bodies, designers
and shipbuilders, owners, charterers, undewriters, liability
insurers, and those whose cargoes are involved. In todays
world when modern technology can overcome the most
complex and difficult problems, designers and shipyards can
contribute enormously towards the overall rationalisation
and standarisation of ships and their equipment, in order
to bring time and cost within reasonable parameters. They
should start doing so immediately in cooperation and
collaboration with onwers, classifications societies and other

interested parties within LM.O,

For too long, has our industry, which has contributed
enormously, and as the statistics demonstrate, with great
success to the world economy, tolerated the wholly negative
attitude of legislators and others, who have taken it upon
themselves to seek to supervise and regulate our industry.
This has contributed to the disintegration of the merchant
fleets of many of the traditional maritime countries, par-
ticularly those of Europe. It is time, that it will be generally
accepted, that is not possible to create an accident - free
industry, particularly when so much depends upon the
human element. There must be a realistic approach to and
acceptance of the risks undertaken every day by those who
own, operate and man ships, as well as appreciation that
there are limits to the expenditure which is possible within
the financial constraints of the industry in pursuing the
goals, which we all wish to achieve regarding safety the
environment and replacement tonnage. If this is not soon
forthcoming, then continuation of a viable shipping industry
will be put at serious risk, with all that this will entail for
the economy of the world,

It is obvious, to all, that
shipping and ship owning is
an international business, and

many Greeks who set out
to be shipowners, who
have tried and failed.
Another charecteristic
is the Greek shipping style
of operation, is that the
shipowner, his family, and
all that he represents, are
fully commiteed and
exposed to his business
effort. In case something
goes wrong and the fleet
collapses, neither him, nor
his family can return to
shipping, under a differ-
ent name or umbrella.
This is a unique Greek

However, at this point 1 should add that, beyond
the very close ties and structure of Greek shipping
operations, an essential element that is necessary to
achieve success, is the ability to keep up with everyday
challenges, opportunities, advances and changers.

It seems inevitable, even for publications with a long
successful history to meet with a setback at some point
in their evolution, which forces them to seek new inspiration.
It is then necessary to sit back, collect their strength and
take a deep, fresh breath which will lead them once more
on the road to continuation.

The news came as a pleasant surprise, that «Naftika
Chronika», following an absence from maritime company
offices and nesagents that lasted just a few are back again,
to continue, like a familiar and reliable companio, their
voyage, which is almost synonymous with the voyage of
the Greek shipping industry

And they come at a moment crucial for our industry,
that the founder of «Naftika Chronika» devoted his whole
life to.

He geve his life for its development, its greatness, for
the building of sound foundations to it.

Our dear departed Dimitris Kottakis, the great shipping
personality, our Teacher, struggled for a great Greek Ship-
ping Industry but he envisaged registered in Greece, with
ships on whose masts waved the Greek flag, with Greek
seamen on the deck.

Nowadays, the very existence of a national fleet under
the Greek flag is at stake. Day after day we forfeit our ships
to the advantage of foreign registers. And no-one can actually

criticise the Greek shipowner, who struggles to save the life
and prosperity of this ship, who can no longer endure the
financial burden of the Greek flag.

Oure European colleagues and friends - much to our
astonishmen - came first and their governments have taken
the necessary steps to save their national registers.

The proposals of our European colleagues have met
with acceptance.

Our own pleas, our own distress signals, in our effort
to prevent ours ships leaking - almost fleeing - from the
national register, have not yet managed to reach those that
govern us. Perhaps part of the blame for his delay should
go to our benign collaborators, our seamen. Although the
flight should be of concern to themm too, should shock
them too...

There can be no great Greek shippin industy without
a Greek fleet, a strong national register.

The Greek flag ought to travel on seas and oceans.

But let us not downgrade the graveness of the crisis,
the decisive crossroads that our national register is at.

All of us together, shipowners, seamen and the State
should give a hand and work hand in hand. Only in this
way can we overcome the crisis and enjoy the sight of the
Greek flag on remot oceans and foreign harbours, as we
all wish and as we must.



Well deserved honour
for John Hadjipateras

(London) - John Ad. Hadjipateras, chairman of the Greek Shipping
Co-operation Commitee for over 15 years, has been awarded an honorary OBE
in recognition of his role promoting Greek shipping in the United Kingdom.

He has been described as an elder states-
man of the London Greeks, but he is more
than that, patiently offering sage advice as
a working ship operator with fifty years of
experience. Mr Hadjipateras is never sur-
prised by events, because he has been
through several cycles of this industry and
seen it all before. He knows about dry and
wet shipping; shipfinance and trade, about
the myriad of personalities that revolve around
the Greek shipping scene and he tells nu-
merous tales with his well known charm.

He recently played a key role in calming
fears among London Greeks, of the impli-
cations of the Inland Revenue raids on the
office of Kappa Maritime and the Kollakis
family.

Owners are
deserting
the Greek flag

(PIRAEUS) - Just ask any Greek
ship operator, and he 'll tell you love
of country might be a virtue, but it
doesn’'t help pay the bills. Due to
imposing government regulation, an
ever-increasing number of vessel are
deserting the Greek flag for more
cost - effective registries.

While Greece's merchant marine
fleet remains one of the world's larg-
est, 1996 saw a total of 136 ships
desert the blue and white. As that
number represents about 85 per-
cent of the Greek fleet - which
currently consists of 2.019 ships with
27.993,884 gross registered tons,
many observers in Greece have ex-
pressed cosiderable alarm. Tens of
thousands of jobs - not to mention
the majority of the city of Piraeus
economy - are contingent on Greek
shipping.

The reason for this mass defec-
tion is a law mandating that no more
that 40 percent of a Greek ship's
«lower - rank crew» (i.e crew exluding
officers) be foreign nationals. Other
leading maritime nations have no such
requirement, so ships flying their flag
have greater operational profits, be-
cause of much cheaper labour costs.

Greece has lagged behind the
rest of the European Union in lib-
eralizing its crew regulations. For in-
stance, last year, Holland enacted
legislation that requires a ship only
to have a Dutch captain in order to
qualify for Dutch registry. The result:
70 ships switched to the Dutch flag
in 1996.

«Kostakos» had
to be cut in two

(PIRAEUS) - The close inspection of the warship
«Kostakos» which sank to a depth of about 160
metres in November last year, has revealed more
serious damage to the vessel's hull than previously
reported, forcing a change in the salvage operation.

The 450-ton, 56 metre long «Kostakos» was to
be raised in its entirety from the seabed by Tsavliris
Salvage and towed to the Salamis island navy base.
But divers inspecting the wreck in recent days, have
found that the crack in the vessels hull was wider
than expected and made it impossible to raise the
ship intact. Authorities have decided to cut the boat
into two parts, to be raised seperately. Adjustment
works have already been completed, while the change
of plan has angered relatives of the four officers,
believed to be trapped inside the «Kostakos», as they
fear that cutting the vessel in half will make it difficult
to locate the bodies.

Salvage works were interrupted on February 17,
after the «Toisa Puma», a special diving support
vesselo involved in the «Kostakos» operation, report-
ed a malfunction in its dynamic positioning system.
The system ensures the boat remains in a stable
position above the wreck at all times.

The salvage operation was designed and unde-
tarken by the Piraeus - based Alexandros G. Tsavliris
& Sons maritime company. It involves rigging slings
under the sunken vessel at its resting place, and
lifting it to the surface with a floating crane, the
«ltalia». Weather permitting, the project is due to be
completed within March at a cost of around 900
million drachmas.

An inquiry, ordered by the navy, has placed the
blame for the accident on the «Samaina’s» captain
and first mate, while a second inquiry ordered by
the Pireaus public prosecution has blamed the
«Kostakos» captain and deck duty officer for the
collision.

Dhedloniton
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(LONDON) - Salvors have
welcomed an end to the legal
argument concerning the asse-
ssment of Special Compensa-
tion and the «fair rate» for tugs
and equipment under Article 14
of the 1989 Salvage Convent-
ion. The controversy over the
calculation method ended on
February 7, with a House of
Lords judgement in the case of
the «Nagasaki Spirit», which was
involved in a collision in the
Malacca Strait in 1992,

The House of Lords ruled
that there should be no ele-
ment of profit in the calcula-
tion of fair rate for tugs and
equipment under the Special
Compensation provisions of
Article 14 of the Salvage
Convention. Reacting to the
Lords decision, International
Salvage Union president Arnold
Witte said: «Naturally, there is
disappointment amongst salv-
ors that earlies rulings, which
put the slavage industry at a
disadvantage in the short-term,

have been upheld.

«However, we do have a final
decision. The matter is closed. It
is now up to us, together with
shipowners, insurers and the P &
| Clubs, to join together and reach
a new understanding, which ensures
that the ruling does not erode the
effectiveness of the system of
poliution defence incentives, put in
place by the member governments
of the International Maritime
Organization».

The ISU president added that:
«We now know that a «fair rate»
for the salvors’ own equipment and
other resources will be based on
«a fair rate of expense which is to
be comprehensive of indirect or
overhead expenses and to include
the additional cost of having re-

sources instantly available. All
parties must now accept this as
the basis of calculation. The Lords
ruling does not lay down precise
guidance for this process, so
there remains scope to work
together, to develop a fair and
equitable basis for arriving at
the amount of Special Compen-
sation in future cases where this
becomes relevant».

In an Article 14 salvage op-
eration, the Lords also confirmed
that Special Compensation should
run for the entire period of the
salvage operation, until the se-
rvices are terminated.

The ruling has had the effect
of dramatically reducing the fi-
nancial exposure of P & | Clubs
in relation to Article 14 cases.
Special Compensation is already
a low cost incentive system. The
entire P&l community has paid
out less than $5 million a year
in Special Compensation, since
the provisions of the salvage
Convention were first incorpo-
rated into Lloyd's Form in 1990,

Minoan to launch new fast

ferries

(PIRAEUS) - The Cretan, publicly - controlled
Minoan Lines, will launch two new high - speed
ferries by mid - 1998, at a cost of $210 million,
an addition to its fleet of six ships now covering
the ltaly - Greece route.

The two new ships, /karus and Pasiphae, will
be constructed in Sweden and will make their
maiden trips in January and June 1998, respec-
tively.

Their total cost is budgeted at $210 milion, and
the newbuildings will be financed by equity capital

- 30 percent - and the order is claimed to be the
biggest investment ever made on two ships by a
Greek passenger shipping company.

lkarus’ cost is estimated at $105 million and its
speed will be 27 knots. She will transport 1.200
passengers and 150 trucks or 1000 cars between
Greece and ltaly.

The two new ferries, along with the company’s
most recent acquisition, the Aretousa, will have a
combined capacity of 50,000 passengers and 4.000
trucks or 25.000 cars on a weekly basis.

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Mobil purchases‘
Eletson’s double-hull tanker

(Virginia, USA) - Mobil Cor-
poration and Newport News
Shipbuilding announced that
Mobil will purchase the first
newbuild double-hull ship build
‘in a US. shipyard, for major
Greek owner Eletson Corpora-
tion. This ship is the first
American - built vessel that
meets the requirements of the
US. Qil Pollution Act of 1990.

The petroleum product tank-
er was the first vessel of a
four-ship order received by
Newsport News from Eletson
Corp. in 1995, but through an
agreement among the three
companies the ship is being sold
to meet Mobil's near-term trans-
portation needs.

«This fine new ship under-
scores our commitment to
operate a fleet of state-of-the-
art double-hull vessels that meet
or exceed U.S. and internation-
al enviromental and safety
requirements,» said Gerhard
Kurz, president of Mobil Ship-
ping and Transportation Com-
pany. «The purchase of this ship
reflects Mobil's commitment to
maintaining its traditional posi-
tion as a leader in marine trans-
portation. And we are particu-
larly pleased to have her avail-
able to support our transporta-
tion needs in the sensitive South

Florida enviroment»

«Mobil came to us looking for
a ship to replace one that is being
retired from servise later this
year,» said Bill Fricks, chairman

Mobil will employ the 45,000 dwt,
double-hull ship to transport refined
petroleum products - gasoline and
distillates - to its Florida markers, an
is reported to have paid in excess
of US$ 40 million for this product
carrier.

The new ship will be Mobil's
third double-hull vessel to enter
service. Two VLCCs, the RAVEN
and EAGLE, are now in service
and two more double double-
hut VLCCs are on order.

But it is up to politicians to decide two questions which will set
the tone - on the relationship between governments and the ECB
and on who will become the first head of the central bank.

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Golden Union ends relation
with Lowndes Lambert

(PIRAEUS) - Greece’s major shipmanager Golden
Union Shipping has ended its 19-year long relationship
with insurance broken Lowndes Lambert.

The Piraeus-based shipping company, controlled by
the Veniamis family, is threatening to sue the Lloyd’s
broker over the placing of hull and machinery cover
on its 18-vessel fleet of over one million dwt.

The dispute has been simmering since Golden Union
gave prominent Middle East broker Nasco Karacglan
overall control of its hull placing in 1995, with Lowndes
Lambert being replaced by Nelson Hurst as London
broker. The switch followed the total loss of three Golden
Union bulk carriers between 1990 and 1993, in cas-
ualties that cost more than 30 lives.

The losses were the 1970-built cement carrier Flag
Theofano, (4470 dtw), which sank in heavy weather
off Southampton, and the 1962-built cement carrier
Coty 1 (4,064 dwt), which sank in bad weather in the
Mediterranean. Golden Union’s 1967-built bulk carrier
Captain Veniamis (25,575 dwt) had to be scrapped after
seawater got into a calsium nitrate cargo towards the
end of a voyage to China,

These casualties coincided with a hard insurance
market, so the elderly Golden Union fleet had to pay
significant increases to underwriters.

Golden Union claims it also ended up paying exces-
sive commissions to Lowndes Lambert for placing over
USS 25m of hull insurance premiums between 1990
and 1994. The relationship between Golden Union and
the broker was also dealt a blow when David Steel, who
handled the fleet at Lowndes Lambert, moved to a rival
broking house.

Golden Union’s George Gabriel told the «Monitors
that the insurance business had been removed from

Lowndes Lambert for several reasons, rather than because.

of a single issue.

Gabriel adds that it remains to be seen whether the
dispute, which has attracted considerable attention in the
marine insurance market, will be resolved amicably or
in the courts.

Greek Panamax scrapped

(PIRAEUS) - Greek-controlled Styga Compania Na-
viera has agreed to sell its 62.500 dwt Panamax bulker
Erini (built 1972) for scrap. Indian breakers are reported
to be taking the ship for USS 157 per lighweigth tonne,
valuing the ship at USS 1.8m. '

NITC negotiates Suezmaxes order

(LONDON)-National Iranian Tanker Co (NITC) expects
to conclude an order for five Suezmax tankers soon.

NITC commercial director Mohammed Nazemi told
reporters that the company prefers to own rather than
take in tonnage on time charters. He described the
company as «a very capable shipowner» and added that
it will soon get ISM certification from Det Norske Veritas.

Nazemi said that the company will also order several
Aframax tankers and product tankers before 2000.NITC
currently owns no Suezmax nor Aframax tankers. The
Suezmax tankers are expected to cost USS 52m each,
and Daewoo Shipyard in Korea has been mentioned as
a frontrunner for the contract.

Newport News Shipbuilding
goes public

(Virginia USA) - Newport News Shipbuilding became
an independent company in December 1996, when
shareholders of its parent corporation, Tenneco, approved
a proposed spinoff announced last March.

America’s largest privately-owned shipbuilder will be
a publicly-traded company and trading of its shares
commenced on the New York Stock Exchange on
December 12.

The spinoff decision by Tenneco, a diversified man-
ufacturing company, was part of a major restructuring
to concentrate its operations on other lines of business,
Each of the current Tenneco shareholders received one
share of Newport News Shipbuilding for every fine
shares or Tenneco stock that they own.

The company has a current workforce of approx-
imately 18,000. Its 1995 operating income was $157
million on revenues of 818 billion. For the first nine
months of 1996, the company had $117 million in
income on revenues of S1.4 billion.

MSC buys cruiseship

(LONDON) - Well informed broking sources have
adviced the «Monitor» that the 1.600 - passenger
cruiseship Starship Atlantic, built 1982, was purchased
by Mediterranean Shipping Cruise (MSC) for a price

of S70 million.

MSC previously acquired the former Cunard Prin-
cess for around USS 35m, and a Costa - owned vessel,
It has also been linked to the possible purchase of the
half-completed Costa Olympia (of 78.000 dwt) built at
Bremer Vulkan.
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Greece’s
promotional
campaign commences

(ATHENS) - Greece’s promotional
campaign to project the country's tour-
ism product abroad commenced and
the National Tourism Organisation (EOT)
will use the mass nedia as the main tool
to get its message across. Budgeted at
six billion drachmas, Greece's promo-
tional campaign is considered below sat-
isfactory level, especially if one com-
pares it to the 21 billion to be spend
by main competitor, Turkey.

Approximately 600 million drachmas
will be spend on the German market,
and will be channelled into television -
including sponsorship of the weather
report on SAT 1 channel - and mag-
azines.

Another 470 million drachmas will be

injected into the UK market, whilst EOT
will also place strong emphasis on the
US market, where some 400 million are
forecast to be spent. EOT's marketing
strategy in the US will focus on high-
income earners.
Apart from the aforementioned markets,
ETO will also inject significant amounts
into France, Austria, Russia, Italy, Swe-
den, Yugoslavia and Canada.

EOT's campaign will come in two
waves, the first now and the other in
May, at the beginning of the summer
season, at a time when many prospe-
ctive tourists make their travel plans.

Forum at Davos ends
with mixed feelings

(DAVOS) (Reuter) - Members of the,
international and political World Eco-
nomic Forum are optimistic about the
global economy, but anxious aboat pros-
pects for European jobs.

With Asian economies, outside, Ja-
pan judged buoyant, the US still steam-
ing ahead and Europe showing clear
signs of escaping the doldrums of the
mid-1900s, the picture pained at the
week-long gathering was as bright as
the Swiss mountain scenery.

Inflation seemed under control and,
just as importanly, there appeared to be
near unaninity among the world’s de-
cision-makers that letting prices rip of-
fered no quick fix for a sluggish econ-
omy.

The threat to trade from protection-
ism, once a key concern at the annual
get-togethers between political leaders,
captains of industry and top academics
in this ski resort, was also fading as
a fear.

«For the first time in 10 years of
attending these informal talks.. there
was no widespread fear of protectioni-
sm and there was a conviction that any
finacial crisis could be managed», said
former US senator Bill Bradley, offical
rapporteur to the 1997 conference.

Overall, the world economy should
expand by around four percent in 1997.
Output in the European Union would
guicken to some 2,5 percent, from less
that two percent last year.

OECD forecasts growth
of Greek economy

(ATHENS) - The Organisation for Economic
Cooperation and Development, in its latest six-
monthly report on the Greek economy, fore-
casts output growht of 2.5 per cent in 1997,
but warns that unemployment may increase as
Greek companies continue to restructure.

The OECD's growth forecast is more co-
pservative than the government projection of
growth, above 3 per cent this year. But the
report notes that growth will approach «3 per
cent in 1998, with investment expected to be

the main source of strength».

The buoyancy of business investment will
result from the high rate of return on capital,
while residential construction will benefit from
improved credit terms. Enhanced implementat-
jon of projects financed by European Union
funds will boost public investment

Growth in output this year was spurred by
high private investment, as companies’ profit
margins remained high thanks to «reduced credit
costs, both from a more competitive financial
system and liberalised foreign borrowing con-
ditions, and a moderation in imported input
prices», the report states.
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Global telecoms
accord near

(GENEVA) - The United
States have confirmed that a
critical mass had been
reached at talks on a deal
opening up the booming tel-
ecommunications trade to co-
mpetition, in a big boost to
the industry and the inform-
ation superhighway.

After months of playing
hard, Washington eased its
stance by agreeing to join
the world's biggest teecoms
market. The new pack would
boost the $600 billion tele-
coms industry, already one
of the most dynamic in the
world, according to the Unit-
ed Nations Internationals Tel-
ecommunications Union (ITU).

An ITU survey predicted
that world revenues from the
industry, including that from
equipment, could almost
double to more that $1.2
trillion by the year 2000, if
a deal is struck.

Stelmar close
to find a
partner

(ATHENS) - Stelmar Tan-
kers, the Athens - based tank-
ers shipmanagement firm, is
close to an agreement with
a US investment fund, through
which it will raise around $
25-30 million, expanding the
company to the size neces-
sary for a listing on the USE
exchanges.

Stelmar's owner, Stelios
Haji-loannou, has confirmed to
the «Monitor» he is negotia-
ting with the US investment
fund «Diogenis», a $ 75 mil-
lion investment fund set up in
1995 by Karl Meyer, with the
intention to make passive in-
vestments in shipping.

Major French
oil deal

(PARIS) - The ma-
jor French oil group
Elf Aguitaine signed
a landmark oil explo-
ration deal with Aze-
rbaijan, the former
Soviet republic, whic-
h France has descr-
ibed as the next oil
Eldorado.

The contract is the
latest in a string of
Western oil deals in
the Caspian Sea re-
gion, whose waters
contain some of the
most sought-after oil
reserves in the world.

Following months-

of negotiations, EIf
announced it had si-
gned a production
sharing contract for
the offshore Lenkor-
an Talysh Deniz per-
mit with Azeri natio-
nal oil firm Socar. EIf
will take an initial 65
percent stake as op-
erator in the field,
while Socar will have
25 percent. Elf's sm-
aller French oil rival
Total sa. has 10 pe-
rcent and there are
negotiations for other
companies to join the
consortium.

A spokesman for
Elf declined to detail
the estimated reserv-
es or the investment
needed. He would not
comment on reports
that Mobil Corp and-
Germany's Deminex
could join the consort-
ium.

Azeri news repor-
ts have said the oil
exploration deal is
worth around $2 bi-
llion.

Strinizis sets
1996 profits
at 2,5 billion

(PIRAEUS) - Major Greek ferry
operator Strintzis Lines expects
profits for 1996 to rise close to
2,5 billion drachmas.

Strintzis had earlier forecasted
sales of 21.5 billion drachmas for
1996, up 14.6 percent from 1995's
18.2 billion.

Dividend per share is expect-
ed to be higher than the 60
drachmas per share given in 1995.

Recently, Strintzis Lines sold
its passenger ship Delos to for-
eign buyers at a price higher than
book value, and the company has
asked the merchant marine min-
istry for a licence to replace Delos
with another ship, covering the
same route, as well as licences
for two new ships to serve inter-
nal routes

(TOKYQ) - «K» Line (Kawasaki
Kisen Kaisha Ltd), Tokyo and Cosco
(China Ocean Shipping) Beijing,
commenced their new Trans - At-
lantic Service from mid-February.

2,000 TEU container ships, offer-
ing a weekly service in the trade.

Yangming (Yangming Marine
Transport Corporation) will also
provide one 2,000 TEU vessel to
participate in this service throught
an agreement with «K» Line.

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Rubbing salt into charterer’s wounds!!

(LONDON) - The Master of the «Artic Trader»,
when loading a cargo of salt, ought to have claused
the Mate's Receipts, in view of the visible apparent
level of contaminants in the cargo. He did not do
so, but instead issued clean Mate’s Receipts, and
subsequently, clean Bills of Lading were issued in
accordance with those Mate's Receipts by agents
who, although appointed by Shippers, were deemed
to have acted in this capacity for the vessel's time
charterers. A claim was subsequently brought by the
time charterers for damages, on the ground that the
Master had acted in breach of what they alleged
to be, an implied term in the charterparty, which
required him to properly clause the Mate's Receipts.

London’s Court of Appeal, upholding the Judge
at first instance, restated the general duties of any
Master when signing Mate's Receipts, but was not
prepared to imply the term contended for by char-
terers, since the Master had actually been per-
suaded to issue Mate's Receipts containing inac-
curate information by the shippers, or possibly by
the charterers’ agents.

The Master's willingness to make a false and
unauthorised statement could not constitute a breach
of duty to make an accurate statement. Also, the
charterers knew either themselves, or by their
agents the shippers, that the Bills of Lading ought
to have been claused.

Six punished
for «Dystos» disaster

(PIRAEUS) - Two senior Greek coastguard
officers, who coordinated rescue missions on
the night of the Dystos sea disaster, have been
suspended indefinitely from their duties. And
four junior officers from the Kimi coastguard,
in north Evia, were given jail sentences of
between two and six months, Marine Minister
Stavros Soumakis told a press conference that
according to a coast-guard unquiry, the two
suspended officers, Apostolos Mikromastoras and
Nikos Spanos, had been found responsible for
delaying to report the distress signal from the
Greek cargo ship Dystos, while on duty at the
ministry operations room. Their actions were in
part responsible for the 10 hour delay in launch-
ing the search - and - rescue operation.

The four Kimi coastguard officers, I. Dalis,
S. Samos, A. Kankas and K. Tsiogas, were
punished for delaying to send patrol boats to
the scene of the accident.

«In his report, the coastguard chief [Vice -
Admiral Pericles Ousantzopoulos] had advised
me to recommend the jailing of all six, but my
decision was to suspend the two senior officers
from duty and recommend imprisonment for the
remaining four officerss, Soumakis said.

Soumakis also announced his intention to
upgrade the ministry’s operation room, as well as
to appoint permanent officers specialised in search
- and - rescue missions «so that in the future
will prevent similar occurences from taking place».

The Dystos capsized in rough seas off the
coast of Kimi on December 28, taking the lives
of 20 people on board. Only one person, the
22 - year - old trainee officer Christos Anag-
nostou, was rescued.

The BIMCO ISM Course

(BAGSRAERD, Denmark) - BIMCO will hold a final
course on the ISM Code, prior to the first imple-
mentation deadline of 1 July 1998. Scheduled for
10 to 12 March 1997, the course will cover exactly
those issues which previous course participants
believed should be discussed in greater detail.

The 1 July 1998 ISM Code implementation de-
adline is quickly approaching. Recent IACS statistics
indicate that only 5% of the entire world fleet has
been certified under the ISM Code to date and that
processing a single ship for compliance takes an
estimated 12 to 18 months. The shipping industry
still faces a major challenge to comply with ISM
Code by the July deadline.

For this reason, BIMCO has developed this re-
sidential course to respond to the industry's incr-
easing concerns over complying with ISM Code’s
requirements. Adding to attendees’ basic theoretical
knowledge of the ISM Code and its implications, this
course will thoroughly examine those compliance
elements which cause the most difficulties.

US trade problems with
Japan linger

(WASHINGTON) - Despite progress towards
open markets, many American products still
lack equal access to Japanese consumers.

Disturbing impediments remain, and Japa-
nese sellers enjoy access to US markets,
under far more generous conditions than those
accorded to American goods in Japanese
markets, the American Chamber of Commerce
in Japan said in a new 190 - page survey.

However, money exhange rates, rather than
market barriers currently pose the major
obstacle to cutting the multibillion US trade
deficit with Japan, the report underlines.

After dropping from 1995 to 1996, the
deficit will expand rapidly again, unless Jap-
anese authorities strenghten their economy by
fostering domestic demand, instead of weak-
ening the yen to favor exports, the chamber
predicted.

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Acomarit acquires Nordic

Oriental

(GENEVA) - Acomarit, the international sh-
ipmanagement company headquartered in
Geneva, has acquired the business of Nordic
Oriental Shipmanagement in Singapore.

Nordic Oriental was owned by the Swedish
shipowning companies, Frontline AB and ICB
Shipping AB. As part of the acquisition, the
existing shipmanagement contracts in place
with Nordic Oriental transfer to the Acomarit
Group.

Two VLCC's and two Suezmax tankers are
currently managed for ICB Shipping and fifteen
ships are managed for Frontline. Nordic Ori-
ental also manages five other ships and holds
a number of crew only contracts,

Acomarit intends to maintain the Nordic
Oriental operation in Singapore.

Cyprus eases
investment law

(NICOSIA) - Cyprus central bank has an-
nounced it has eased restrictions on foreign
investment, part of a liberalisation of inves-
tment laws to support the islands’ application
to join the European Union,

Bank officials said that foreign investment
of up to 100 percent would be allowed in
secondary industries, retail and wholesale
trading and the services sector.

The new policy relaxed a 1986 law, that
in most cases put a 49 percent ceiling on
foreign onwership in these areas and barred
foreigners from other sectors. In retail and
wholesale trading, investors would need to put
in at least 300,00 Cyprus pounds ($600,000)
to qualify for owning more that 49 percent
and at least 50,000 pounds in the services
sector.

But in the leisure industry, foreigners will
be allowed to control only a maximum 49
percent, with minimum investments of at least
60,000 pounds ($120,000).

Foreigners will have to apply for permission
to invest in finance and insurance companies,
banks and publications. Previously, no foreign
investment was allowed in these sectors.
However, foreigners are still barred from land
development, operating airlines and taking a
stakein utility companies.

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Athens Bourse
can rise further

(ATHENS) - Heartened by the good news
about inflation and the end of the farmers’
unrest, investors poured their money into
the Athens bourse, causing it to soar to
levels not seen in more than six years.

Infation figures, based on a revised Co-
nsumer Price Index, showed that year - on
- year inflation had dropped to 6.8 percent
by the end of January, from 7.5 percent
at the end of 1996. This is Greece's
lowest inflation level in 25 years.

The steep rise of the Athens Stock
Exchange since the beginning of the year
is a delayed reaction to good news, analysts
have said. These good news include the
falling infaltion and the government’s de-
termination to stick to an austerity policy
that will bring Greece closer to participa-
tion in the Economic and Monetary Union.

The latest inflation figures and the
government's handling of the second
farmers' protest in three months, have
brought in the few hesitant investors, who
were also attracted by a new round of
interest rate cuts.

THE ATHENS bourse’ white-knuckle ride
in recent days has been tough to stomach,
especially for investors who got in at the
top and got caugh in a turbulent 17 percent
correction.

But despite the market's explosive
volatiliy, a challenge to players’ views,
brokers maintain a bullish outlook, as
fundamentals still favour exposure in eg-
uities.

Some, like Eurobank Funds and Sigma
Securities, issued a buy recommendation
despite the wild ride, feeling the market
had retreated to oversold conditions.

Market watchers have attributed the
panic selling to a capital market commis-
sion warning against rumour-based invest-
ment decisions and the erupting Albanian
crisis.

After its sharp 17 percent fall the bourse
stabilised in early March.

Brushing aside the sudden shifts in psy-
chology, the key issue that bodes well for
equities this year is the improvement of
the macroeconomic picture.

Deflation has already driven net yields
on treasury paper to single - digit territory,
prompting asset reallocation.

Hando loan scandal
probe widens

(SEOUL) - South Korean prosecutors summ-
oned three politicians, including a close associate
of President Kim Young - sam, for questioning
over huge loans to the failed Hando Steel Co.

Widening their probe into a loan scandal that
has shocked South Korea and put the heat on
Kim, in a presidential election year, prosecutors
said they wanted to determine if politicians pres-
sured bankers into extending loans to Hando

Steel.

Marine electronics merger
creates major
worldwide player

Annual revenues exeeeding US 300
million will make newly - formed Kongs-
berg Maritime one of the world's larg-
est electronic equipment companies in
its field, after two well - known Norway
- based suppliers merged on 1 Jan-
uary, combining Simrad and Kongsberg

Norcontrol.

Kongsberg Norcon-
trol's primary market is
merchant shipping, and
its systems are installed
on more that 3,000
vessels worldwide. The
company is also a sup-
plier of maritime train-
ing systems and vessel
traffic management sys-
tems (VTS). Simrad
manufacturs electronic
equipment for the off-
shore oil and ocean-
science sectors as well
as for fishing craft and
yachts.

Employing some 1,600
people, the new com-
pany expects to account
for more than half of all
the Kongsberg group’s

business, which also
includes defence and
aeropsace products. The
merger strengthens the
group’s  international
network, with some 600
Kongsberg Maritime
employees working
abroad in 20 different
countries. Value-added
strategic partners in-
clude the Hyundai Group
in South Korea, as well
as Japan's Taiyo Elec-
tric and Anritsu.

To best accomodate
the evolving marine
market, the new compa-
ny has been organized
into four main operating
divisions, geared to
serve specific markets.
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Greek social security
fund reserves under tutelage

(ATHENS) - The Greek government's recent
decision to introduce an amendment, which
obliges social security funds to depose their
reserves with the Bank of Greece and gives the
latter the exclusive right to manage these funds,
has provoked a furore among social security
fund managers and unionists.

The amendment was tabled by national
Economy and Finance minister Yiannos Papan-
toniou, apparently without the prior knowledge
of his cabinet colleagues. Labour and Social
Security minister Miltiadis Papaioannou ignored
the existence of the ammendment. Papaioannou
immediately expressed his displeasure to Papan-
toniou for not having informed him.

According to the provisions in the amend-
ment, the social security funds' money will be
grouped together in a common fund, managed
by the Bank of Greece. The bank can invest
these funds in state securities- bonds and treas-
ury bills. The choise of the particular securities

to invest - in is left to the finance ministry.

The Bank of Greece can also set the limit
beyond which any withdrawal of money by a
specific fund for investment purposes must have
the approval of the finance minister and the
Bank of Greece's governor.

Opiniosare divided as to why the government
has chosen to take this measure. Some experts,
like Savvas Robolis, a professor at the Panteion
University in Athens, claim that the government's
aim is to have control of the considerable funds
- estimated at over a trillion drachmas - so that
they can plug holes in the public deficit.

In such a case, the situation would resemble
the period between 1950 and 1990 and the sad
example of the crippled seamen’s Pension Fund
(NAT), when successive governments had forced
social security funds to deposit their reserves
with the central bank at a near - zero rate, and
literally plundered their funds to subsidise their
preferred businesses,

(LONDON) - Within its initiatives to
reduce communications costs for mem-
bers, the Baltic Exchange has recently
negotiated a deal with specialist comm-
unications company to shipping industry,
BIMCOM.

(ATHENS) - The state-owned Macedonia - Th-
race Bank signed a framework agreement with the
European Commisision, participating in the Jop-

Under the framework agreement, Macedonia -
Thrace Bank will be promoting investments in the
Russian Federation, central and eastern European
countries, aimed especially at setting-up joint ven-
tures with EU partners.

Committee meeting in Tokyo

(OSLO) - The International Association of
Independent Tanker Owners (INTERTANKO) held
its first Executive Committee meeting of 1997,
at the Kaiun Club of Tokyo in late January.
This is the first time the Executive Committee
has met in Japan in many years, and the event
has provided an excellent opportunity for
INTERTANKO's senior representatives to meet
with the large Japanese tanker shipping co-
mmunity and discuss the key issues impacting
tanker owners worldwide.

Highlights of the Executive Committee’s visit
to Tokyo have been, INTERTANKO's chairman
Richard du Moulin’s visit to the newly appo-
inted Deputy Director - General of the Japa-
nese Ministry of Transport’s Shipping Bureau,
Mr. Masazumi Nagamitsu, a meeting with the
Tokyo Memorandum of Understanding on Port
State control, and a very well attended re-
ception for senior members of the Tokyo tanker
community. Mr. du Moulin complimented the
Japanese tanker community for renewing their
fleet with modern and safe tankers, and for
their commitment to the Internationatl Safety
Management (ISM) code process.

At the reception, Richard du Moulin told
the participants how important it was for tanker
owners to act in unison to prevent future
accidents, which may lead to a proliferation
of unworkable and unecessary regulations, and
described some recent initiatives taken by
INTERTANKO, as the key industry association
representing tanker owners.

Athens on Olympic
short-list

(ATHENS) - Olympic officials were
overjoyed in Lausanne, Switzerland, as
the International Olympic Committee
(IOC) included the Greek capital among
the five cities, on the final short-list for
the 2004 Olympic Games.

«It was a great success for the Greek
effort», Greek Deputy Foreign minister
George Papandreou told reporters. «From
now on, we will make a more system-
atic effort to be the final choice on
September 5». The International Olym-
pic Committee (IOC) will make its final
choice then between Athens, Buenos
Aires, Cape Town, Rome and Stockh-
olm.

«In the next six months we will repay
the confidence they showed in Athens,
by strengthening our bid and assuring
all I0C members that Athens desires,
is able and has the capacity to host
the 2004 Games», Athens bidding co-
mmittee president Yanna Daskalaki -
Angelopoulou said in a statement.

The I0C decision is closely watc-
hed by stockbrokers, builders and ai-
rline chiefs as much as sports fans.

Staging an Olympics can have a
major effect on a country's economy,
as often new infrastucture has to be
built and sponsorship deals, worth
millions of dollars, are there to be made.
Stock and currency markets can move
on the decision.

(GRANSK) - Poland’s Gdansk Shipyard has
begun laying off its last 3.800 workers, within
a new national shipbuilding structure initiated
by the Polish government.

It is believed, the successful Szcecin ship-
yard will lead a soon-to-be-created holding
company, which will embrace shipbuilding facil-
ities at Gdynia, the H Gigielski engine manu-
facturer, ships' steel supply, and 14 marine
equipment suppliers.

Polish yards to restructure

The new organisation, with its low labour
costs and integrated supply network, is likely
to be announced at the end if March, and is
set to become one of the most competitive
shipbuilders in the world.

There is said to be a wide political con-
sensus in Poland to back the scheme, whic-
hever government comes to power after the
late - 1997 elections.
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Flamenco to continue Festival’s

Festival Cruises has chosen «Flamenco» as
the name of its third cruise ship, which will enter
service in the Mediterranean by the start of
1998, and strengthen the company’s position as
one of the largest suppliers of cruises in the
region.

The 17,000 ton vessel was acquired two
months ago by Festival, and will sail under her
old name of Southern Cross until November,
when she will be delivered to her new owners.
Although in fine condition, a thorough upgrading
awaits the ship on arrival to Greece, in order
to fine tune her to Festival's specific require-
ments, a policy which was also applied to the
other vessels in the company's fleet.

Under Festival's banner, Flamenco will have
capacity for about 800 passengers on a double

occupancy basis and more than 900 berths in
total. Joining The Azur and Bolero in the Me-
diterranean, the latest addition to the fleet will
enable Festival to further enlarge, what is alr-
eady the widest selection of itineraries, offered
by any cruise line in the region.

Festival national sales offices in Austria, the
Benelux countries, France, Germany, Greece, Italy,
Poland, Scandinavia, Switzerland and the United
Kingdom all voted enthusiastically for the name.

Festival Cruises, the first cruise line launched
specifically to cater to the requirements of Eu-
ropeans, also scored another industry «first»,
when it was independently certified as complying
with both ISO 9002 quality assurance standards
and the International Safety Management Code
requirements.
