There was relief because the record seemed to suggest a
stabilizing trend in the seatrade markets after four years of
steady growth, averaging annual increments of roughly three
percent for all trades, and 2.5 percent/3.5 percent for the dry
and liquid cargo segments, respectively. The industry's reac
tion was understandable when one recalls the volatilities wh-
ich have characterized the market during the last 30 years.

World trade expanded rapidly in the post-war period until
1974. Over the years, the seaborne proportion of world trade
remained at a fairly steady range between 20 percent and 25
percent, rising from about one billion tons in 1960 to 3.25 bil-
lion tons in 1974. The steep increases in global seaborne tra-
de came to an end with the oil crisis of 1974. However, after
an immediate decline in 1975, seaborne trade recovered
slowly, reaching a peak of 3.7 billion tons in 1979. That year
saw the beginning of a worldwide recession with accompa-
nying declines in export and import traffic in most, if not all e-
conomies. By 1983 global seaborne trade had declined below
1974 levels. During the year 1984 the performance of the
world economy improved, which implied recovery in global
Irade movements. International seaborne trade declined a-
gain, If slightly, in 1985, despite the moderate increase in
World trade movements, but then assumed a renewed
Upward trend which is now lasting since 1986.

Were all these developments foreseeable? Hardly. It was
difficult to adequately forecast seaborne trade volumes and
growth trends, as they were significantly influenced by cyclic
changes in the world economy and the structural adjustment
Processes that took place In Individual countries. Also, there
were divergent tendencies among different trades, trade rou-
tes and geographical reglons of the world. Within the major
commodities, the volumas shipped varied widely. Trades wi-
th some of these commodities experienced unexpectediy hi-
gh growth trends, like coal and iron ore, whereas the trade v-
olumes of other commodities showed dramatic declines in
some regions of the world, Including grain, fertilizers, and ce-
ment. The latter phenomenon Can be largely explained by
Srowing production self-sulficlencies, with fhlj'"k?ommndl-
ties in several developing countries. However, looking at the

volume movements of practically an traded commodity over
the iast 15 to 20 years reveals higly unsteady trends of

th and decline. More generally. in the face of falling demand
for oll and declining primary caommodity prices, with implied
reductions In export earnings, most OPEC and non-oil prod
ucing developing countries had to severaly curtall their im-
ports. These developments had a significant impact on ses
borne trade flows. In the case of the OECD countries, diffe
rences In economic performance, erratic exchange rate
fluctuations, and a changing pattern of competitive advants-
ges in major commadity trades caused volatility in seaborne
cargo flows among these countries, and between them and
their trade partners elsewhere in the world. Finally, the newly
industrialized economies, particularly in the Asian region,
started to penetrate very aggressively virtually all export mar-
kets with a growing variety of manufactured commodities.
All these developments implied continuous changes in the
structure, the level, and the direction of international seabor
ne trade.

What can one expect to happen during the 1990s, that is
how is the international seatrade market likely to evcive? Ime
ariably, such projection will always contain a few speculative
elements. But before one tries to establish some seducated
guestimates», it is important to pause for a while and to con-
sider a substantially changed market situation. it is simply
not plausible any longer to infer future market developments
from a study of past cyclic trends, extrapciating historical

circumstances to provide a forecast upon which decisions
can be based.

During the 1980s one could observe the propagation of
fairly fundamental and uprecedented changes taking piace
world wide in the areas of manufacturing, marketing, and the
physical distribution of traded commodities. These changes
were facilitated, if not caused, through substantial technoic-
gy advances, rapidly progressing communication networks,
and intensitying competitive pressures. important implica-
tions arose for the nature, volume, direction, forms of packa-
ging and transport arrangements for traded commaodities.
There can be no doubt that such restructuring will continue
at a fast pace throughout the 1990s, exerting considerabie in-
fluence on the incidence and structure of demand foi ocean
transport.

What are the more important elements which are iikely te
influence the demand for ocean transport during the nexi de
cade? They include: _

(a) Globalization of manulacturing processeés. (by rwa-m
tion of regional markets, {c) mi'o_caﬁon of mduwl M;:& i
adding at source, (e) changes in production o
processes, (f) conservation, and (g) gnvironmental conCans.

A closer look at these @lements reveals several implicé
tions for seatrade:

* globalization of manufacturing processes: Ingustries
in OECD economies continue to manufac
turing processes by shifting the p{oducﬂm c;r“ Mﬁai
of components (outsourcing) to Countries wi llbwm
costs, which implies less demand for vl
sport of primary commodities dut increasing requ
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ments for small high-value shipments.

integration of regional markets: There is evidence of gro-
wing trade shares confined to clusters of countries, e.g.
Asia‘s economies. Close to 65 percent of Western Euro-
pe's trade is within the EEC. The volume of seaborne tra-
des with the outside world is thus shrinking.

relocation of industries: Industries in some OECD eco-
nomies move entire production complexes to other co-
untries (transplants) in order to bypass quota restric-
tions and other regulatory market constraints. Japanese
car manufacturing in the U.S.A. is an example. The de-
mand for sea tranport of finished products will thus di-
minish.

value-adding at 'source: This phenomenon represents
growing efforts in the developing world to obtain better
rewards from its products which were once shipped in
their raw state but are now increasingly processed prior
to shipment. Many of the OPEC countries have startea
to build up their downstream activities through the esta-
blishment of their own petrochemical industries close to
the source of crude oil. The obvious implication of these
trends is reduced demand for bulk transport of crude,
and increased volumes of petroleum derivatives which
are carried in product and chemical tankers.

changes In production technlques and processes: Indus-
tries everywhere are seeking out and use alternative,
more cost-effective materials in production processes.
Modern car manufacturing incorporates 40 percent less
steel than only ten years ago. The manufacturing in-
dustry talks about «product miniaturization». There is an
enormous growth in the value of goods shipped these
days, but they need far less raw material to produce and
less space for shipping. Thus many of the customary
cargoes In sea transport are losing importance to be re-
placed by others requiring very diferent types of tran-
sport. In addition, increasing integration of acquisition,
production and marketing processes through cost-
minimizing logistics management techniques has in-
duced a trend towards stock reductions. These develop-
ments have led to very specific demand for speedy and
highly reliable transport services.

conservation: Previous energy crises have induced ma-
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wing the 1973 crisis. There is growing nterest. in recyc-
ling which tends to suppress the demand for original
raw materials. In many QECD countries up to one third
of national steel production already comes from scrap.
Similar conservation measures can be observed with o-
ther primary inputs to production. By implication, the de-
mand for ocean transport of such raw commodities is
reduced.

environmental concerns: The main impact of such con-
cerns is related to the energy sector where the demand
for alternative «clean» fuel is growing. Coal and oil as e-
nergy sources are widely seen as major sources of avol-
dable pollution. This implies more transport of LNG and
reduced demand for transport of coal and oil, certainly
in the case of the EEC. Another example is the grain sec-
tor in the U.S.A., where the impact of intensive farming
techniques is only now being understood and concern is
growing over the effect of fertilizers both on the land i-
tself, and indirectly on water supplies. Obviously, any
move to less technological farming must reduce yields.
Thus there will be less grain available for export and the
demand for ocean transport will be reduced.

The effects of such described market behavior on sea tran-
sport demand are not always easily quantifiable, but there
are still other «imponderables». It is worth remembering that
energy policies, the decision to raise or lower tariff barriers,
questions of protectionism, agricultural strategies, and inter-
national trading conventions are all fundamental to the de-
mand for ocean transport. Questions which weigh heavily in
people’s minds relate to the likely effects on international se-
atrade of the EEC market integration which starts on January
1, 1993, the unification of the two Germanies, the future path
of Glasnost and Perestroika in the Soviet Union, the liberali-
zation of East European economies, and last but not least,
the debt situation in Latin America. Can one thing of a more
complicated decision - variables matrix?

In its 1990 World Economic Qutiook, the Internatlonal Mo-
netary Fund (IMF) reviews past and present world trade vol-
umes, and projects likely trends through 1995, as follows:

maost one and a half time faster in volume terms than world
GDP over the last. two decades. The elasticity between sea-
trade growth versus the collective GNP growth of all OECD
countries averaged 0.91 between 1985 and 1988. GNP growth
for the world economy is predicted to progress at average an-
nual rates of the order of five percent through 1995. Annual
growth in the demand for sea transport of between four and
4.5 pertent can therefore be considered as a reasonable esti-
mate for the period 1990 to 1995,

Growth profections for the second half of the 1990s are
bound to be very specuiative, given the substantial uncertain-
ties of market developments. For instance, there are the pro-
posed reforms in U.S.8.R. agriculture. If succesfful, a real
drive towards Soviet: grain self-sufficiency could be seen
during this decade. By contrast, if the initiatives are postpo-
ned or abandoned, then Soviet grain imports will retain their
position as the major destabilizing influence on world grain
markets. However, considering possible scenarios of market
development, it could be reasonably argued that overall, the
demand for sea transport services will continue to increase
during the second half of the 1990s, albeit at some reduced
annual increments between two and three percent.

The effects of restructuring in international industries and
trade, and the other market developments mentioned above,
can be expected to exert influence on the growth trends in
different segments of seatrade in varying degrees. It is there-
fore plausible to assume that different types of seatrade will
experience diverse growth trends.

Looking back at the last two years during which rather
steep growth trends in seaborne trade volumes could be ob-
served (1988 - 6.2 percent, 1989 - 5.5. percent), one has to re-
cognize that the trade figures were heavily dominated by low
value commodities, and not by manufactured high value
goods. But the increase in (largely) containerized trade of
manufactured goods was much more pronounced, in relative
terms, than the trade in raw materials, except crude oil. Mer-
chandise exports now constitute 20 percent of world GDP,
compared to 15 percent in 1970.

In many quarters the view is held that further trade deve-
lopment in finished products will benefit from the general
quite good economic prospects and political climate. Howev-
er, it is unlikely that the 1990s will be initially characterized
by the rapid average annual growth rates in containerizable
trade that were a feature of much of the 1980s. The container
industry forecasts anual growth rates in containerizable tra-
des for the period through 1995 as follows: 5.1 percent for the
North America - Asia segment (8.4 percent 1984-1989), 2.4
percent North America - Europe (3.4 percent), and 7.7. percent
Europe - Asia (9.0 percent). Strong annual growth (close to
ten percent) in container trades is projected for the intra-
Asian regional market through 1995. The single European
market at the end of 1992 will have a significant impact on

container trades, as it will create a US$ 4,000 billion market
composed of 324 million consumers and accelerate moves
towards three major trading blocs: Asia, North America, and
Europe. U.S. carrier Sealand predicts annual growth rates
for intra-European container trades in excess of ten percent.

The outllok for the general cargo segment of seaborne tra-
de appears bleak, and no longer of particular importance to
international carriers. Even in the African market, which was
characterized by slow adaptation to modern cargo manag-
ment technigues during the last decade, one can observe in-
creasing penetration of containerized trades. The growth
trends for the general cargo market are therefore likely to e-
xhibit steadily declining tendencies.

Turning now to the bulk markets, one has to differentiate
between fairly heterogeneous growth trends. First the oil
sector. Crude oil trade slumped in the early 1980s due to fal-
ling oil consumption and falling production levels. But the
market recovered in 1986 and has since continued to show
steady growth, with annual volumes rising from 871 million
tons in 1985 fo 1,135 million tons in 1989, The share of non-
OPEC countries in oil exports is rising. A large part of the ad-
ditional oil which is forecast to be moved by sea will be aco-
unted for by growing shipments to the United States. The
U.S.A. imported 340 million tons of crude oil in 1988, and this
figure is projected to rise to over 400 million tons by 1993. In
addition, the shortfalls in U.S. domestic oil supplies will also
be met by increasing imports of refined petroleum products,
which are forecast at 118 million tons, 25 precent above 1988
levels. Projected changes in oil exporting and importing zo-
nes during the first half of the 1990s suggest that in addition
to North America, there will be substantial increases of oil
movements into Latin American countries. The main expor-
ting regions will be the Middle East, Southeast Asia, and to a
lesser extent West Africa. The volumes of crude originating
at European sources will diminish.

The developments in the refinery market will have decisive
impacts on seaborne oil trade. More and more oil exporting
countries develop their own refining industries, which will
undoubtedly lead to stronger growth in oil product shipments
than for crude oil. World seaborne trade of petroleum deriva-
tives increased from 288 million tons in 1985 to 335 million
tons in 1989. Industry projections suggest a potential growth
to 550 million tons by 1995, and close to 800 million tons by
the turn of the century. The highest increases are anticipated
to occur in the Arab Gulf and the Eastern Mediterranean for
exports, and in Europe and Japan for imports. Longer term
prospects for gasoline imports are not encouraging. Stricter
environmental standards are expected to put a brake on de-
mand growth in the 1990s. The upgraded U.S. refining in-
dustry is well geared to serving the domestic market for unle-
aded gasoline. The anticipated growth in demand for cleaner
alternative fuels, like methanol offers some interesting pro-
spects. Also, there will be increased need for ocean transport
of other octane boosting agents, like benzene.



It is said that steam coal can be expected to become the
backbone of the dry bulk shipping sector in the 1990s. Reflec-
ting growing market demand, world coal production rose by
25 percent during the last ten years. International seaborne
coal trade increased from 188 million tons in 1980 to 315 mil-
lion tons in 1989. Looking ahead, there appears to be justifi-
cation in assuming that the relative growth of steam coal will
continue to exceed that of coking coal. During the 1980s both
categories contributed to trade volumes in almost equal sha-
res. Market observers predict annual stema coal demand of
between 330 and 375 million tons by the year 2000. The pri-
mary generating force for steam coal trade expansion will be
projected growth in worldwide electricity demand, with the
focus on Europe, Japan, and the newly industrialized econo-
mies in the Far East and the'Mediterranean. Furthermore, wi-
thin Europe, domestic coal production in the U.K. and West
Germany will continue to be replaced by steam coal imports.
Some uncertainty over real growth trends is, however, likely
to persist — particularly in Western Europe and Japan — due
to growing public pressure to reduce sulphur emissions as-
sociated with coal based energy generation. Selective swit-
ching to cleaner fuels, particularly LNG, is therfore a possi-
ble development.

Coal supplies will continue to originate in Australia, South
Africa and the U.S.A. On the other hand, there are good indi-
cations that Canada, China and Colombia offer significant
prospects for new coal exporting capacity, and therefore
stand to make gains in market share. While not fully known,
recent discoveries in Indonesia suggest that this country
may become a major market force during the 1990s. Some in-
dustry analysts foresee some restructuring of coal trade pat-
terns in the 1990s, primarily due to high freight rates which
constituted 25 percent of c.i.f. prices of Australian coal deliv-
ered to Europe in 1988. In comparison, the freight element of
U.S. coal shipped to Europe remained constant at 15 per-
cent. Hence the very longhaul trades are likely to be squee-
zed, with a trend towards greater intraregional trade. Austra-
lian suppliers will dominate the Far East, while U.S., Colom-
bian and South African sources will provide the supplies to E-
urope.

Influenced by steelmaking trends, the outlook for coking
coal is similar to that of iron ore. Stagnating through much of
the 1980s, steel production in the Western world resumed an
upward trend from 1987 onward. Seaborne trade volumes in i-
ron ore and coking coal followed suit. In 1989, 155 million
tons of coking coal and 315 million tons of iron ore were car-
ried by ocean transport. Industry forecasts of steel prod-
uction during the period until 1995 show stagnating trends in
overall world production. It is anticipated that production lev-
els in some regions will decline (Europe, North America), re-
main stable in Africa, most of Asia, and Australia, and exhibit
growth trends in Latin America.

During the 1980s, the main exporters of iron ore were Bra-
zil, Australia, and India, together commanding more than two
thirds of the market. The key exporters of coking coal were
Australia, the U.S.A., and Canada with a combined market
share of 70 percent, The market dominance of these expor-
ters is certain to continue. The key importing regions were:
the EEC and Japan with 37 percent and 35 percent shares, re-
spectively, for iron ore, and the Asian countries and the EEC
with 60 percent and 22 percent, respectively, for coking coal.
During the first half of the 1990s ocean transport demand for
iron ore is projected to increase very slightly to reach about
353 million tons in 1995, with declining trends in the trades to
Japan. The outiook for coking coal is dim, no volume increa-
ses are foreseeable.

Possibly the most difficult forecast relates to future deve-
lopments in grain shipments. During the 1980s this market
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segment has displayed extreme volatilities. Annual trade vol-
umes oscillated between 180 and 210 million tons. The long-
term development of world trade in grain is essentially deter-
mined by future trends in production, population and econo-
mic growth, the associated trends in per capita income, con-
sumption and diet, and the availability of foreign exchange to
finance imports. Any projections of global grain trade have to
be treated with some caution because of the extent to which
climatic influences can disrupt export availabilities, import
demand and trade patterns. In all this, the International Whe-
at Council (IWC) attaches much importance to the current
Soviet attempts undertake sweeping and long overdue sgra-
rian reforms in the 1980s. However, the Council‘s conclusion
is that, watever the outcome of the reforms, Soviet grain self-
sufficiency is unlikely to be achieved on any consistent ba-
sis, due to the severity of climate, which invariably makes do-
mestic grain production variable.

It appears safe to assume that annual volumes of seabor-
ne grain trades will remain of the order of 200 milfion tons th-
roughout most of the 1990s. By far the largest exporter will
continue to be the U.5.A. — despite the build - up of environ-
mental concerns, followed by Canada, Argentina, Australia,
and the EEC. With no significant change, the principal impor-
ting countries will be first Japan and then the Soviet Union.
The dominant importing regions will be the Far East, to be
followed by Africa and the Middie East. The IWC predicts
that any future increases in rain demand will primarily origi-
nate in developing countries, which are unlikely to meet grain
needs through indigenous cultivation, due to infertile land,
insufficient irrigation, lack of necessary infrastructure, and
absence of the administrative apparatus to organize prod-
uctien and distribution of grains. IWC projections suggest
that the develloping countries as a group (excluding India
and China) wil need to import 145 million tons of grain by the
year 2000.

Looking at the remaining bulk commodities, seatrade of
phosphate rock is likely to increase during the 1990s, if mo-
destly, after many years of recession. Demand for ocean
transport of liquid chemicals is forecast to increase by ten
percent annual quantum jumps through 1995. The outlook for
seaborne trade of bauxite/alumina is poor, there will also be
not much move in the cement sector. Trade in forest
products js assumed to increase slightly. The composition of
the international fertilizer market is expected to remain fairly
constant, and the traded annual volumes of different types of
fertilizer are likely to grow only marginally. In the necbulk
market, the annual trade volumes of the key commodity —
cars — rose from rougly six million units in 1980 to 7.5 mil-
lion units in 1987, but declined since to just under seven mil-
lion units in 1989. Further declines can be anticipated as the
move to «transmplant» production centres into consumer
markets continues. There is, however, a basis for cautious o-
ptimism regarding the future growth in the demand for refri-
gerated sea transport, which industry estimates put above
five percent annually during this decade. .

All things considered, a case can be made for an annual
seaborne trade volume between 4.8 and five billion tons by
the end of the 1990s, which would imply overall annual mar-
ket growth of about 3% (percent). Obvsiously, intervening
and unforeseen shocks, as was the case during the 1980s,
could invalidate such projection. During the period between
1979 and 1989, total seaborne grew only four percent, mainly
due to political and economic crises. But with many of the
former sources of international conflict and tension being
gradually eliminated, or at least substantially reduced, pro-
gressive market liberalization and growing economic coope-
ration, there is hope that international seatrade will benefit
from increasing market stabilization.

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Freedom, Flexibility and Competition

I was delighted to accept Posidonia's in- |
vitation to speak at todays Forum as the
newly elected Chairman of Intercargo. This
gives me the opportunity of saying a bit
about Intercargo today and about three o
the main principles it seeks to uphold -
Freedom, Flexibility and Competition. I
shall come to these in a moment.

But first let me explain that Intercargo -
the International Association of Dry Cargo
Shipowners - is just over 10 years old. We
had our 10th Anniversary Dinner in Lon-
don in April and many of us have just en-
Jjoyed a celebratory cruise as guests of my
immediate predecessor as Chairman, Me-
nis Karageorgis. And here 1 pay tribute to
the way in which he has carried forward |
the brainchild of our founder, the late An-
tony Chandri, who we all remember and
whose memory we revere.

The aim of Intercargo is to promote and protect the inter-
ests of its members, all of whom operate in the dry bulk sec-
tor of shipping. Originally we had a handful of members, very
largely from Greece with a few from Scandinavia and Hong
Kong. Today the Association has 125 members from 18 mar-
itime nations who between them operate some 35 million
tons dwt of shipping - and we are growing. From this base

we are poised to become a fully worldwide organisation, do- -

ing for our members in the dry bulk sector what Intertanko
has done so successfully for much longer for those in the
Tanker business.

The theme of my speech today is very apt. It reflects three
of the basic principles for which Intercargo stands. Let me
explain.

FREEDOM

The first principle is «freedoms. A phrase much used and
abused. We as independent, free enterprise shipowners, are
not so foolish as to say we can, or should, operate entirely
free from governmental restraints. What we do look for is
freedom from unnecessary restraints. The role of govern-
ments is, in our view, to hold the ring so as to provide a
framework within which we can operate on basic commercial
principles so as to enable shipowners to have the most im-
portant of freedoms, - the freedom to operate profitable.
Without that we cannot provide a service to world trade -
which is our sole reason for existence. In other areas we and
governments have a role to ensure that:

— the highest standards of safety are observed. Governments
lay down norms of internationally agreed practice. We not on-
Iy observe them but seek to do better. Incidents are the ex-
ception rather than the rule. We as shipowners and as Inter-
cargo must redouble our efforts to get that message over.

— the environment is protected in every way possiple. Again

this is a dual responsibility. In the dry sec-
tor poliution is not the same danger as for
oil tankers. the dariger is that tanker «inci-
dents» spill over to the rest of shipping. A
prime example is the Exon Valdez. There is
a very real danger that understandable in-
| dignation in the U.S. and political forces
will lead to a «regime» where shipowners of
all sectors - not just tankers - will effectively
be prohibited from trading to the U.S. The
uninsurable risks would be too great. The
United States should be careful that it does
not shoot itself in the foot.

. — the port state control procedures are
implemented on the bases of international-
ly agreed norms and in a «caring» sense.
We care. The danger is that the authorities
seek to regulate for regulations sake. A
¥ danger against which we, and they, have to
| guard.

FLEXIBILITY

This is a must in terms notonly of our
operations today but in our thinking. Things are constantly
changing. The stresses and strains are such as to require -in-
deed I would go further to demand, flexibility.

This means:
— a framework in which we have flexibility as to flag de-
pending upon our own operational requirements. There is an
inbuilt tendency in us all to want to operate under our na-
tional flag. But this often brings unacceptable constraints.
This was recognised and accepted in the 1984 International
Convention on the Registration of Ships.
— flexibility, through the acceptance of the above principle,
in crewing, manning, place of registration, taxation and other
legal requirements. This is not to evade responsibilities but to
accept new ones under a different regime and thereby to
provide a competitive service.
— acceptance that we can purchase and build our ships
wherever and whenever we see a requirement. As shi-
powners we operate in an international market. We must
have the same international market available to us when it
comes to replacing our equipment, namely our ships.
— that we also have to accept flexibility in our own opera-
tions and operational procedures. It was the accepted norm
for centuries in shipping that hevigetional control was in the
hand of the shipmaster «on the bridge». For us there was to
be no «talking in» as for years aircrafi have been «talked
downs, Today that is changing and must change. Radar as-
sistance from the shore in narrow or crowded waterways is
not only seen as sensible today, but in many cases entirely
desirable.

COMPETITION

As independent shipowners we look to the maintenence of
an open, free and competitive environment. Competition is in
our blood. We do not shrink from it.



Unfortunately in this we are not always the master of our
own fate although the dry bulk market is one of the best ex-
amples of a free and open market. Threats come therefore
not from us but from the policy acts of governments, many
stemming from political or economic pressures at national,
regional or on occasion, intergovernmental level”

] could spend a long time giving examples but time does

not permit. Let me however give you some. Examples in-
clude: - cargo reservation policies pursued at national, re-
gional or wider level. These all have the effect of restricting
market access. Implementantion is through various forms or
governmental measures in the nature of unilateral action, bi-
lateral agreements or perhaps through licensing or quota,
Cabotage, of course, is another example - but here I have to
be careful what I say.
— other unilateral measures which have the effect of impos-
ing special conditions on those, including national carriers,
trading to or from particular country or region. Political forces
in the U.S. have over the years created many such cases.

The most recent stem from the Exon Valdez (to which I
heve already referred) incident where Congress is currently
considering legislation which would create unlimited liability
on any carrier involved in an incident or would set it at such
high levels as to make insurance cover unavailable or so cost-
fy as to make it prohibitive. What the politicians in Congress
seem unaware of is that such legislation, if implemented,
would do immense harm to U.S. interests and to its trade.

The U.S. relies on carriers both national and third flag to
service this trade. Virtually to prohibit them so doing helps
none! The legislation is of deep concern to all in shipping.
Not just tanker operators. Intercargo has thus made represen-
tations in Washington and will continue to do so as neces-
sary as well as backing up the efforts of other like minded or-
ganisations.

— regional policies which may have the effect of promoting
or protecting the interests of carriers of that region as against
third flag carriers. I have been particularly interested in recent
years to see - despite what [ have just said - a certain role
reversal taking place between the United States and the Eu-
ropean Community. We all recall the effects of the U.S. Fed-
eral Maritime Commission in the 60's and 70’s to regulate in-
ternational liner conferences, the criteria being the interests
of U.S. Commerce. Today we have a much more benign re-
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gime in the U.S. on that issue but a policy in the E.C. which
whilst based on the maintenance of liberal principles can,
and does have, the opposite effect. Not for nothing have fears
been expressed about Fortress Europe. Again this is of con-
cern to all Shipowners whether from the E.C. or not, and
whether engaged in the liner trades or as Bulk tramp opera-
tors. We should in these areas always look for international
solutions although these also can have the effect of restricting
markets. An example is the UN. Liner Code which some see
as providing a precedent for a cargo allocation scheme based
on non commercial principles in the bulk trades. To this, we
in Intercargo, would be implacably opposed. -

— current endeavours inside the Gatt Uruguay Round nego-
tiations to produce an internationally agreed framework in
order «progressively» to liberalise all service industries i.e.
banking, insurance, tourism, intellectual property rights and
all forms of transport. It might be thought that we in shipping
would be enthusiastically in favour. This is not the case.
While of course we favour a liberal regime and the elimina-
tion of barriers we are doubtful that any framework could
suitably apply to shipping or for that matter, air transport. We
cannot make any real judgement until the framework is
agreed. For the monent our reservations rest on three con-
cerns. The first that shipping is already subject to other inter-
national agreements through IMO, ILO, UNCTAD etc; the se-
cond that the GAIT infant industry principle would itself re-
sult in discrimination; the third, that shipping would inevita-
bly come off worse in any cross sectional negotiations and
again become as it has in the past, a 'throw away card.

In conclusion may I state the obvious but not always re-
membered truth, namely that shipping is about the interna-
tional service of trade; of itself it is nothing. Cargo interests/-
Charterers are our customers.

Today I have enumerated three principles. There are of
course others. Equally there is always a reverce to each coin.
Thus while seeking to promote and protect issues of princi-
ple, members themselves are guided by certain basic obliga-
tions in their own operations and commercial dealing - ser-
vice to trade and to meeting the highest standards of busi-
ness ethics, of safety and protection of the environment so
important to us all and 1 know to our Greek hosts here today.

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The Financing of Greek Shipping’s future

Fortunately, my topic for the future of
Greek Shipfinancing is not as difficult
as forecasting the freight market, inter-
est rates or foreign exchange move-
ments, as we all know how wrong all of
us have been in our respective areas,
trying to forecast the future.

In this particular topic however of the
future of Greek Ship-financing, I cannot
offer you an informed opinion, based
on fundamentals, for the simple reason,
that fundamentals do not exist. What ex-
ists, however, is a total and clear differ-
ence between the financing products
and mechanisms used by the Greek
Shipping Community and its competing
maritime nations, and in order to reach
some useful conclusions, I have focused
my thoughts in three areas.

— What has changed in the financing of

fleets of the competing maritime nations,

— The past and the present of the Greek Shipfinancing, and,

— What should be done going forward.

Immediately after the world war II, all shipping activities
around the world, were practically personally or family held,
and financing was being provided to all, on the traditional
shipfinancing structure: mortgage, assignment on income
and insurance and personal guarantees. Over time, and espe-
cially after crisis periods, the shipowner's mentality changed.
The most fundamental influence in changing mentality, oc-
curred at the exit time from the recent crisis, when the bal-
ance sheets became stronger and recent phenomenon of
mergers and acquisitions started taking serious dimensions
initially in the non shipping areas. This event, coupled with
Europe 1992, forced shipowners to detect the need for se-
rious and immediate decisions. The notion of «Grow or Diex
became the backbone in assessing strategies and tactics, and
for those who opted to Grow, the process was identified, ap-
proved and implemented.

Starting from the basic questions: where I am today, where
I want to be tomorrow, and how [ get there, the companies
analysts presented their boards with facts and simple truths
as follows:

a. We must stay in the industry and grow.

b. We must not rely on the traditional bank financing as the
system is either unwilling or unable to satisfy the huge in-
vestment needs.

. We must secure the cheapest financing cost.

. We must find alternate sources of funds.

e. We must organize the corporation in a professional and
modern manner that satisfies the bankers and attracts the
investors.

The above areas of consideration, are simple in concept,
but require change in the shipowners mentality, for imple-
mentation. And that change occurred.

The companies were properly organized, with professional

A n

management in place, and with head-
hunters in the search of the best availa-
ble talent. Chief financial and executive
officers were in place, reporting to their
respective boards, in the true manner of
corporate structure. Financial informa-
tion was being made available to the
public as a result of both mandatory ob-
ligation, but also as a means to attract
investors interest.

And, then, the key question, and sub-
Jject of this speech, was addressed: <how
do we bridge our investment needs?» It
is true, and more so now than ever be-
fore that the entire banking system, is
both unwilling and unable to cover the
total investment needs of the industry,
because of the Bank's capital constraints
on one hand, and risk-reward on the
other. And so, they turned their focus to
the public. With the proper corporate
structure, financial information, and
clearly stated strategy, private investors
were buying equity interest in various companies through in-
itial public offerings, rights issue, convertible debentures or
preferred non voting stock. The result is self-evident: big capi-
tal base, reduction of financing costs, possibility for sizeable
new investment, low senior debt from the Banking system.

All the above, against one characteristic; that there was no
one with a 100% shareholding interest in a company, some-
thing prudent I would say, as both risks and rewards are
shared, but a necessity as well, if a company has a strategic
growth goal, necessitating very high capital needs for new in-
vestments. -

In reflection, the new approach in raising public funds has
several positive results, i.e. good corporate growth potential,
increased market share, lower financing cost, shared risks,
possibility for call on additional capital in case of need, re-
duced dependance on Banks, which at times get nervous
with known results.

We see today in Europe, big shipping corporates having
their stocks listed not only in their home country, but in 3 or
4 different European exchanges and some in the United
States, and we experience today more and more companies
following that same path. I would also emphasize that several
of the companies that have adopted these corporate structu-
ral changes, are in a position to raise from the banking sys-
tem unsecured long term and cheap financing, while issu-
ance of Eurocommercial paper for short term investors is
commanding again cheap pricing. What we have de facto ex-
perienced in the last several years, is the evolution of the
Shipping Company to the level of the commonly known in-
dustrial big corporates with equal treatment, from both
Bankers and investors. And, we have not yet seen the end of
this evolution, as at present, a number of additional products
are being developed and which will further enhance the fi-
nancing products inventory, in a further cost effective and ef-
ficient manner. This attitude and approach to the capital
structure of the company has a number of advantages, as the



past, and especially during crisis, had to support the enter-
prise with additional funds, or foreclose, and the company
has better capitalization and hence less dependance on
Banks. This is the structure, that both lenders and borrowers
feel more comfortable with, and less nervous in periods of
crisis.

Let me now turn to the Greek reality. Having lived for the
last 25 years as a professional shiplender in Greece, and hav-
ing accumulated deep knowledge of the Greek Shipowner, I
am asking for your understanding if at times I might sound
blunt.

The Greek Shipowner and the Greek fleet have up to the
recent past, dominated the competitive sea transportation ar-
ena, without any state support, and only as a result of the in-
genuity of the shipowner, the dedication and quality of the
seafarer, and the confidence of the lenders. Recent history
has seen the Greek fleet shrinking and losing market share,
as a result of three factors: uncompetitive operating costs,
elimination of shipping companies during the crisis, and
marginal investment in new acquisitions in both the primary
and secondary markets. I will only touch on the last factor,
the marginal size of new investments. In asking the question
what does a new investment require for a final decision, I
could come up with the following answers, not necessarily in
order of importance.

— Positive strategic view for the type of investment during its
life cycle,

— Prudent leverage,

— "Limitation of equity at risk,

— Positive cash flow,

— Cheapest possible financing,

— Exploitation of all areas to improve investment return,

— BAcceptable investment size.

I am of the opinion that from lessons learned in the past,
shipowners, and I hope bankers, are today following a more
conservative approach in the area of leverage and other com-
ponents in the structure of ship - financing. This is, however,
the big constraint for a sizeable growth of the Greek fleet, as
the antiquated structure of financing of owners equity and
senior debt from the Banks is not only impossible any more
but the shipowners risks are also high, judging from the
maghnitude of the investment. We have, however, experienced
some moves to the right direction from, unfortunately, a Ii-
mited number of Greek shipowning companies, who having
adopted the modern structural approaches, have been very
successful in raising equity from the public. We have agreed
to approach the syndications market, and have seen others
that have formed strong holding companies. Those compan-
ies, have breached what has traditionally been considered
sacrosanctum information. I am pleased that we now take
Greek shipowning companies to the syndications markets,
for globally accepted amounts, and we produce, with the

consent of the shipowner, an information memorandum with

all sorts of details on the principal’s financial performance
and strategy. And, I am more pleased to see that based on
this information, Greek paper is today being bought around
the world by the banking system. Admittedly, a big step for-
ward to the right direction, which will be fully accomplished,
when these shipowners will accept the concept to stand up at
annual shareholders meetings and answer the small investors
questions. | am equally pleased to inform you, that these li-
mited in number companies have agreed to this concept, and
as a result, and after serfous and prolonged efforts, we will
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have the first shipping company listed in the Athens Stock
Exchange within this year.

The companies referred above, have grown substantially,
but unfortunately, the number of companies falling under this
category is very small. The big bulk of the Greek shipping
companies, still follow the traditional way of financing, result-
ing as a necessity, in marginal investments.

This now takes me to the options available for growth and
their financing outlook:

Option 1. Continue as presently, which means marginal fleet
growth, an opportunistic and ad hoc approach for the pur-
chase of one vessel here and one vessel there. This is man-
ageable, and although big money centre Banks do not like
this approach, there will still be Banks for either relationship
or lean size reasons that would be willing to satisfy this in-
dustry’s sector needs at these levels. The results of this option
are: obvious slow growth, no change in the shareholding
structure, expensive cost of money.

Option 2. Accelerate the investment pace. In the last 2-3 ye-
ars we have admittedly seen very very few companies, adopt-
ing the «new look= in corporate structure. These companies
have had a healthy growth rate. The reasons for their growth
are several, but in a summary form I would attribute their in-
roads to the global competitive environment to the proper

. corporate structure in the form of holding company, proper

capitalization, professional executive team, and information
disclosure. For these companies, and for new ones, struc-
tured as above, the means of financing are exactly the same
as presently and in the future, available to world competition.
Initial public offerings, preferred shares, Eurocommercial
Paper, financial or operating leases, asset securitization, con-
vertible bonds, all these products will be available to the
Greek Shipping company, once the structure is in place. And
the proper structure must be in place for a healthy growth of
the Greek Shipping. It is time to realize that shipfinancing is
corporate in nature and not a secured personal loan; and it is
time that the Greek Shipowner stops supporting his financing
needs with his personal guaranty. I think it is time to realize
that the cost of investment today is high and risky, and hedg-
ing risks and share rewards through a broader shareholders
base is prudent, and necessary, once the strategic expansion
decision is reached. I, further, believe that market share and
size is crucial going forward and prudent decisions must be
fast reached, if we want to see the Greek shipping taking ad-
vantage of financing products available around the world. It is
my wish that going forward, we will see the creation of com-
panies, bigger in size and stronger on balance sheet, through
either access to the public markets or through joint ventures.
The world, is moving fast, very fast. Mergers and acquisitions,
new investments, joint ventures, divesture, are transactions
we watch occuring daily, and Greek Shipping is not adjusting
to the realities of globalization.

Reaching strategic investment decisions is an urgent ne-
cessity., If the decision is to keep a low profile and to control
all aspects of the enterprise, then no change is necessary,
notwithstanding a further erosion of piece in the act. We
must bravely face facts and objectively assess the future. It is
criminal to passively watch what goes on in the competing
maritime nations and remain idle. If on the other hand, some
feel the need for change and growth, then the Greek shi-

powner will have to adjust to today’s needs of shipping cor-
porate structure.

THE 7th DIRECTIVE

The EC Commission has issued its
7th directive on the subject of shipbuil-
ding subsidies extending by two years
the validity of the 6th directive which
was due to ‘expire on December 31,
1980. It was deemed necessary to anno-
unce the extension at the present time
to aliow shipowners to plan accordingly
and to allay the anxieties of OECD par-
tners (the US and Japan) with whom the
abolition of subsidies is to be negotia-
ted.

The new directive sets out strict
terms for financial support to shipbuil-
ding. The measures affects Spain and
Portugal mainly, these countries having
enjoyed exceptional treatment which
was due to expire at the end of the year.
The directive also defines the term
usmall ship» for which limited assistan-
ce is allowed.

The terms for shipbuilding aid to dev-
eloping countries also become stricter,
as do the control measures in this re-
spect.

The upper limit for subsidies is set by
the Commission which, in 1989 had set
it at 20%, compared to 26% in 1988. Th-
is rightis maintained by the Commis-
sion in the new directive with the under-
standing that the precentage will con-
tinve io decrease.

INCREASED COMPENSATION

The conference lasted a week and
was attended by delegates from 80 co-
untries. It adopted an additional proto-
col to the international convention of A-
thens concerning «the transport of pas-
sengers and their baggage» which had
been approved in 1974 but came into ap-
plication only in 1987. One of the rea-
sons for the delay was the fact that ma-
ny countries which agreed with the prin-
ciples of the convention considered the
levels of compensation set by it were
too low, i.e. compensation for death or
injury which did not exceed $ 50,000.

The increase in the upper limits of
compensation hade been proposed by
Britain after the «Herald of Free Entepri-
sen disaster. Now, with the new proto-
col, the upper limit of conpensation for
death or injury has been set at §
225,000, for ioss of baggage at § 2,323
and for loss of a car at § 12,900. The new
agreement will come into effect three
months after it has been ratified by ten
countries.
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SIXTY-NINE GREEK SHIPS RECEIVE
AMVER AWARDS

Sixty-nine Greek merchant ships, ope-
rated by 31 Greek shipping companies,
received the Automated Mutual-
assistance Vessel Rescue (AMVER) Sy-
stem awards on June 5th.

Greek shipowners received their 1989
AMVER awards from the United States
Deputy Chief of Mission, Edward M.
Cohen, and Captain Dennis R. Freezer,
Chief, U.S. Coast Guard Search and
Rescue Division and the celebration
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was co-sponsored by the Union of Greek
Shipowners.

AMVER is a global search and rescue
network. Vessels receive AMVER a-
wards for being available as search and
rescue resources at sea for a minimun
of 128 days annually. Last year an all-
time record was achieved by Greek mer-
chant shipping when 37% of Greek-flag
ships participated in AMVER.

SUBSTANDARD SHIPS

The figures relating to the inspec-

tions carried out by the 14 countries wh-

. ich have signed the Paris Memorandum
on substandard ships have just been re-
leased.

According to these figures, 11,224 sh-
ips were inspected in 1988 and 15,086 ir-
regularities, deficiencies and violations
were noted. 530 ships were detained ac-
cordingly, or 3,52% of the total. Compa-
red to 1987, the inspections and the vio-
lations were slightly fewer in 1988 while
the number of ships detained was about
the same.

It is noterworthy that the most com-
mon violations since 1982 were defi-
ciencies in lifesaving and firefighting
equipment. The first amounted to 3,889
or 26% and the second to 2,618 or 17%.
These figures were about the same in
1987 and 1986. On the other hand, defi-
ciencies in crew qualification varied
from 500 to 688 and in 1988 were 621.

As for the nationalities of the ships
detained, Iran leads the field with 7 out
of 27 ships inspected, followed by Hon-
duras with 22 out of 99 and by St. Vin-
cent with 11 out of 62. The largest
number of calls to ports of the 14 Memo-
randum countries were made by ships
flying the flags of Cyprus and Panama,
of which 39 and 31 were delained re-
spectively, (5.38% and 4.44%).

CRIMINALITY AT SEA

A conference on criminality at sea
was held in Alexandria between May 20
and 23. It was organised by the Maritime
Affairs office of the International Cham-
ber of Commerce in cooperation with o-
ther relevant bodies. It was prompted by
the rising incidence of cargo theft, mari-
time fraud, pollution, terrorism and pira-
cy. It is estimated that the damage and
loss from these crimes amount to h-
undreds of millions of dollars every ye-
ar.

The conference, which was attended
by many exports on criminal science,
occupied itself mainly with the follo-
wing: fraud involving shipping doc-
uments and other instances of maritime
fraud, Far Eastern ghost ships, nonexi-
stent and disappearing cargoes, fuel
fraud, forged certificates, terrorism and
the security of ocean liners, pilferage of
containers, the fight against organised
crime and research on various forms of
modern piracy.

The subjects are admittedly vastly in-
teresting and were are locking forward
to the results and conclusions of the
conference.

PEPSI AND VODKA

The exchange agreement signed re-
cently between the Soviet Union and the
Pepsi - Cola Company is estimated to
be in the order of 3 billion dollars and
the biggest ever contracted by a U.S.
firm with the Russians.

In line with this agreement Pepsi will
almost double its production in the
USSR in exchange for Russian ships
and alcoholic beverages. Today, Pepsi
produces 40 million cases of soft
dringks per annum in exchange for ex-
clusive export rights of Stolichnaya vod-

ka to the United States. Under the new
agreement Pepsi will increase its bot-
tling plants from 24 to 50, to be financed
by larger vodka cargoes in the next ten
years and with the sale or charter of at
least ten Soviet ships and tankers. This
type of exchange agreement was made
necessary by the fact that the Soviet
rouble is not convertible to western
currency.

EUROPEAN SHIPOWNERS

The Committee of EC Shipowners'
Associations has already rejected the
Spanish proposal for European safety
regulations for the prevention of sea
pollution.

The European owners believe that ev-
ery measure taken on a Community lev-
el will lead to a host of various safety
rules which will probably conflict with e-
xisting worldwide regulations and lead
to countless disputes and complica-
tions. Such a development, without giv-
ing any advantage to shipping and the
environment, can be only to the disadv-
antage on consciencious shipowners.
The owners clearly recognize the impor-
tance of state regulation within the
Community framework and are ready to
support every effort to make existing
mechanisms more effective.

On a world scale, however, it is impe-
rative that international rules should
prevail, with the strictest penalties for
owners who disregard them.

ABS APPOINTS SARIYANIDIS MANA-
GER OF MEDITERRANEAN REGION
The American Bureau of Shipping has
appointed Chryson Sariyanidis its Medi-
terranean Regional Manager upon the
retirement of H. William Burkhardt on 1
June. Mr. Sariyanidis is responsible for
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all ABS group activities within the re-
gion, which includes Bulgaria, Cyprus,
Egypt, Greece, Israel, Kenya, Malta. Ro-
mania, Syria, Tanzania, Turkey and Yu-
goslavia. The rerional headquarters is
located in Piraeus, Greece. Italy, forme-
ly in the ABS Mediterranean region, is
now included in the ABS Western Euro-
pe region, which is headguarted in Lon-
don.

Mr. Sariyanidis is a highly respected
member of the vibrant Mediterranean
shipping sector. A 30-year ABS veteran,
he was previously Country Manager for
Greece. He is a founding member and
former president of the Hellenic Instit-
ute of Marine Technology a member of
the Society of Naval Architects and Ma-
rine Engineers, a Chartered Engineer (C.
Eng.), a fellow of the Institute of Marine
Engineers UK, and an associate of the
Royal Institute of Naval Architects.

SULZER RTA ENGINES FOR GOTAAS
LARSEN

The four 300.000 tdw tankers recently
ordered by Gotaas - Larsen Shipping
from Daewoo Shipbuilding in South Ko-
rea are to be powered by Sulzer
FRTA84M low-speed diesel engines.
These seven-cylinder engines will each
have a maximum continuous rating of
26 110 kW (35 490 bhp) at 81 revimin.
Not only are these VLCCs larger than
the two previous 280 000 tdw vessels de-
livered to Gotaas-Larsen by Daewoo but
they will have double-skinned hulls and
a jreater speed, increased from 14.5
knots to 15.5. knots. These changes ha-
ve thus required a revised machinery
specification for the newbuildings.

This order marks a breakthrough into
the Korean VLCC market for Sulzer
RTA84M engines. However, a total of 25
VLCCs, are already in service or on or-
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der with Sulzer RTA84 and RTA84M en-
gines, predominantly from Japanese sh-
ipyards.

The RTAB84M is the longest stroke mo-
del in the Sulzer RTA series of low-
speed marine diesel engines. By offe-
ring shaft speeds down to 58 revimin, it
caters for very large tankers, bulkers
and combination carriers which can ac-
comodate large propeller diameters. Wi-
th cylinder dimensions of 840 mm bore
and 2900 mm piston stroke, it provides
cylinder outputs up to 3730kWi/cylinder
(5070bhplcylinder) maximum contin-
uous rating at 81 rev/imin. Thus, with
configurations with up to 12 cylinders,
the RTA84M offers power outputs up to
44 760k W (60.840bhp).

ABS ADVISES CAUTION REGARDING
SHORTLIFE TANKERS

At the 7 June 1990 meeting of the
Greek Technical Committee of the Ame-
rican Bureau of Shipping, ABS's newly
appointed Chairman cautioned its mem-
bers that light scantling tankers curren-
tly being proposed by some shipbuil-
ders, shipbrokers and a Classification
Society should be recognized as short
liefe vessels. «The reduction in the ex-
pected fatigue life of the light scantling
tankers will lead to a significantly shor-
ter economic service life than traditio-
nal shipowners have come to expect. All
prospective Owners, Charterers, In-
surers and Financers should be fully in-
formed of this fact».

Mr. larossi concluded that it should
be the obligation of ecah Classification
Society to clearly note in their respec-
tive register that such vessels are in
fact short liefe vessels. «Otherwise the-
re may be some unpleasant surprises in
the futures.

ABS RECEIVES CLASS REQUEST FOR
TWO MORE TANKERS

Two 280.000 dwt VLCC tankers have
been ordered to ABS class by a promi-
nent Greek company at a Japanese
yard. The vessels will be of the latest
double skin design.

This represents the latest in a series
of double hull tankers ordered to ABS
classification. Additional double hull
designs are currently being reviewed to
ABS rules.
