FIRE SAFETY ADVICE

Most kitchen fires occur when people are
distracted or leave things unattended. Don’t
let yourself be distracted while cooking. If
you’re called away from the cooker, either
take pans off the heat, or switch off your hob.

If you do have a fire in the kitchen, don’t take
any risks - get everyone out of your home and
call the Fire Brigade.

If a pan catches fire:

e Do not move it - it is likely to be extremely
hot.

e Turn off the heat if it’s safe to do so - but
never lean over a pan to reach the controls.

¢ If you have a fire blanket, put it over the
pan. If you have put the fire out, leave the
pan to cool completely.

Deep-fat frying presents more dangers in your
kitchen.

¢ Never fill a chip pan (or other deep fat
fryer) more than one-third full of oil.

* Do not use a fire extinguisher on a pan of
oil - the force of the extinguisher can spread
the fire and create a fireball.

If you have an electrical fire in the kitchen:

e Pull the plug out, or switch off the power at
the fuse box - this may be enough to stop
the fire immediately.

* Smother the fire with a fire blanket, or use a
dry powder or carbon dioxide extinguisher.

* Remember: never use water on an electrical
or cooking oil fire.

GAS HOB: DO's & DON'Ts

DO

e Always ensure that pan bases are dry and
flat before using them on the hob.

¢ Always position pans over the centre of
the heat zone, and turn the handles to a
safe position so they cannot be knocked or
grabbed.

e Always use pans which are no smaller
than 100mm (4”), or larger than 250mm
(10”°). Use a 230 mm (9”’) pan above the
wok burner, if two or more other hotplate
burners are in use at the same time.

¢ Always match the size of pan to the heat
zone - do not use large pans on small
zones or vice versa. * Always make sure
that the burner caps, rings and pan supports
are correctly placed. This will prevent pans
becoming unstable while in use and ensure
an uninterrupted gas flow.

DO NOT:

* Never use double pans, rim-based pans, old
or misshapen pans, or any pan that is not
stable on a flat surface.

* Never leave cooking fat, or oil, unattended.

* Never use commercial simmering aids, or
heat diffusers, as they create excessive heat
and can damage the surface of the hob.

* Plastic cooking utensils can melt if they
come into contact with a warm hob. Never
leave them close to, or on top of the hob.

* Never leave any heat zone alight without a
pan covering it. This causes a fire hazard.

* Never leave an empty pan on a heating
zone.

* Never leave anything lying on the hob.

* Never heat a sealed tin of food, as it might
explode.

* Never use the hob surface for storage.



GETTING TO KNOW YOUR NEW

BEFORE FIRST USE

Before using the cooker for the first time:

Take a photograph of the data badge on
the appliance, or make a written note of the
model number and serial number.

Ensure that all packaging and loose
accessories have been removed from the
appliance, remembering to check inside
the oven compartment(s) and storage
compartment if applicable.

Ensure that the burner skirts, burner caps
and pan supports have been positioned
correctly on the hotplate.

Set the time of day on the timer clock and
ensure that no digits or symbols are flashing
on the display.

Heat the oven(s), empty of food or
cookware, at 180°C for at least 30 minutes
to allow the oils used to protect the cooker

in storage to burn off. Keep the kitchen
well-ventilated during this procedure.

IGNITION OF GAS BURNERS

Correct procedure for ignition of all gas
burners on this appliance:

PRIOR TO IGNITION:

* Position correctly sized, flat bottomed
pan(s) directly onto the pan support(s)
above the selected burner(s).

WOK BURNER

* Position a flat-bottomed wok or a correctly
sized, flat-bottomed pan directly onto the
pan support above the wok burner.

AUTOMATIC IGNITION

e Push in and turn the selected gas
burner control knob to the full flame
symbol. Keep the control knob depressed.
Sparking to the selected burner will
commence automatically. Sparking will
cease automatically once the flame is
established. Continue to hold the control
knob in for up to 15 seconds after the flame
has lit before releasing; this will allow time
for the flame safety device to warm up.

 |f the burner fails to ignite within this
time, turn the control knob back to the off
position, release it and wait 1 minute before
attempting to re-ignite.

¢ In the event of a power failure, or the
ignition not working, then a lighted taper or
gas lighter can be used to ignite the burner.

¢ Use pans which are large enough to avoid
overflows onto the hob surface.

* Keep pan handles turned away so that pans
cannot be accidentally knocked over.

¢ Ensure that pans are sturdy and have flat
bases.

* Wipe up any spillage as soon as possible.

e Clean the hob top as regularly as possible,
this will prevent any build up of grease
which may be a fire hazard.

USING THE WOK CRADLE

The wok support cradle is designed to support
round-bottomed woks when stir-frying.

Place the wok support cradle securely over
the centre of the wok pan support, as shown
below.

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USING THE STORAGE DRAWER

¢ The main oven can be used manually,
that is without the timer switching the
main oven off automatically, or on and off
automatically.

¢ The time of day must be set on the timer
before using the main oven manually.

SETTING THE TIME OF DAY

power supply the time display shows "12:00’

and the bar above the clock symbol
flashes.

¢ Use the plus [+ | and/or minus = keys to set

the current time of day using the 24 hour
clock.

¢ A few seconds after the last key touch, the
time of day will be accepted and the main
oven can be used manually.

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Pull firmly on the shelf guide at the front,
closest to you, and then at the rear, closest to
the back of the oven. Keep pulling alternately
at the front and the rear to 'walk’ the shelf
guide out.

Then, push firmly at
the front of the guide and then at the rear of
the guide until it snaps into position.

REMOVING AND RE-FITTING
CONTROL DIALS, SPRINGS AND
BEZELS

The control dial assembly consists of the dial
at the front, a bezel with markings around the
dial, and a spring between the dial and the
bezel.

For cleaning, the bezels can be carefully slid
forward to allow easy cleaning of the fascia
control panel behind with a cloth.

The bezels will spring back into position when
you let go.

For more thorough cleaning, the dials, bezels
and springs can be removed as follows.

Firstly, please take a moment to note the
positions of the different types of bezels on
the cooker, take some photographs or have
the appliance user guide handy. This will help
you to replace the controls in the correct
positions after cleaning.

Ensure that all of the control dials are in the
'off’ position, and that the cooker is turned off
at the wall.

Push the control dial in towards the bezel.

Then. holding the dial and bezel together, pull
them both towards you and off the cooker
spindle.

Be careful not to lose the spring, or the small
silver clip which is inside the control dial shaft.

To re-fit the control dials, bezels and springs,
please follow these steps:

Place the bezel face up on a flat surface.
Position the cutout notch in the inner circle
of the bezel at the top.

Place the spring over the hole in the middle of
the bezel.
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Place the control dial on top of the bezel,
ensuring that the shaft on the back of the
control dial is located through the middle of
the spring.

Line up the square-shaped lug on the back of
the control dial with the square-shaped cutout
on the bezel.

While keeping the control dial and bezel held
together firmly, align the flat side of the D-
shaped hole on the back of the control dial
with the flat side of the D-shaped spindle on
the cooker control panel.

REMOVING THE INNER GLASS
PANELS FOR CLEANING

The inner and middle glass door panels can be
removed for cleaning.

Notice
Please read these
instructions fully before
removing any door panels,
and ensure that you
are comfortable with
the procedure before
proceeding.

Please note that if a
service engineer was
requested to remove or
refit door panels, this
would be arranged on

a chargeable basis, even
if the cooker is still

within the manufacturer's
warranty period.

Locate the screws (key G) on either end of the

metal retaining strip along the top of the door

assembly.

Remove these screws with a cross-head
screwdriver, being careful not to misplace
them.

Pull the metal retaining strip forwards and off
the door assembly.

The inner glass panel can now be slid forward
and out for cleaning. The inner glass panel
has a black border to distinguish it from the
middle glass, which is clear.

The middle glass panel can also be slid
forward and out for cleaning.
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Caution
Caution - when the weight
of the inner and middle
glass panels is removed
from the door assembly,
the door assembly may
spring up.

It is advisable to have a
second person available to
hold the door assembly
down by gently holding
the door handle while

you are removing and re-
inserting the inner and
middle glass panels.

When replacing the clear middle glass panel,
slide it carefully in so that it slots into the
grooves in the two buffers at the back of the
door assembly.

When replacing the inner glass panel, ensure
that the smooth shiny side of the black border
is facing upwards towards the heat of the
oven. The writing "Warning: Grill with the door
closed. Never lay pans on the oven bottom.’
must face upwards and be at the back of

the glass, closest to the oven. Slide the inner
glass panel in carefully so that it slots into

the two metal clips at the bottom-left and
bottom-right corners of the door assembly.

After sliding the middle and inner glass panels
back into position, place the metal retaining
strip back on to the top of the door assembly,
ensuring that the ventilation holes are facing
towards the oven. Secure the retaining strip in
place with the screws.




Caution

Do not use the oven with
the middle or inner glass
panels missing as the
outer door could get very
hot.

The door assembly is
heavy. Do not attempt to
remove the entire door
assembly from the body
of the cooker.

In order to reduce

the risk of breakage,
always handle glass panels
carefully, cover surfaces
with towels when laying
the glass panels down,
and never use abrasive
cleaning materials or
scourers.
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Please refer to these frequently asked
questions about your appliance as they may
help to resolve any minor issues.

Should any issue persist after following this
advice, please contact the service office for
further assistance.

Can | remove the inner
glass on the doors for
cleaning?

The inner glass panels are removable for cleaning, however
this does involve unscrewing the retaining metal strip from
the top of the door assembly to gain access to the inner
door panels.

There's been a power
failure and the cooker
won't work- what
should | do?

Switch off the electricity supply to the cooker at the wall
switch.

When the power supply is restored switch the electricity
supply back on at the wall and re-set the timer clock to the
correct time of day.

Why is there some
warm air coming out of
the sides of the doors?

This is normal. The doors have some side vents which
allows a small amount of this heat to be expelled at the
door sides to help keep the door surfaces cool.

How do I attach the
grill-pan handle to the
grill-pans?

Attach the handle to the grill-pans making sure the prongs
are at the top and the wider support piece sits underneath
the grill-pans.

When using both grill-pans, position the grill-pan handle
centrally so that it can be used to withdraw both of the
grill-pans together.

Why can | not remove
the shelves completely
for cleaning?

The shelves have 'anti-tip notches’ which prevent the
shelves being accidentally pulled out completely with
cookware on the shelf, to help prevent accidents.

To remove the shelves fully for cleaning, pull the shelf out,
then lift upwards at the front to pull out fully.
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| am having difficulty
lighting the hob
burners, or with the
hob burners cutting
out.

Please ensure that there is power to the cooker, that
the timer display is lit up and that the gas supply to
the appliance or property has not been switched off or
interrupted.

Please ensure that that the burner caps and skirts are clean,
free of blockages and have been assembled correctly.

Keep the burner control knob held in while turning it - this
will activate the clicking of the ignition system.

If the burner lights, keep the control knob held in for 10-15
seconds after the flame has lit to allow time for the flame
safety system to warm up; otherwise the flame will go out
when the control knob is released.

If the burner does not light, return the control knob to the
off position.

Wait 1 minute for any unburnt gas to dissipate before trying
to ignite again.

Should the issue persist, please turn the hob controls to the
off position and contact the service office as the appliance
may require servicing.

There is constant
clicking from the hob
ignition.

The ignition spark plugs may have become wet from recent
cleaning or a pan boiling over.

Do not touch the spark plugs while they are clicking and
sparking.

Switch the cooker off at the wall to stop the clicking and
allow 24 hours for the hob area to dry.

The hob burners can be lit with a gas lighter or taper if the
hob needs to be used during this time.

Once the hob has dried out, switch the cooker back on at
the wall.

Should the issue persist, please contact the service office
as the appliance may require servicing.
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Why is the main oven
not working?

Please check that there is power to the cooker and the
timer display is lit up.

Please ensure that the time of day has been set on the
timer.

Please ensure that there are no bars flashing on the
timer display. If they are flashing, please press the middle

function key LI to return the timer to manual mode.

Ensure that both a cooking function and a cooking
temperature have been selected on the control dials.

Ensure that the oven door is closed firmly - the oven will
not work with the door open.

| have found two hooks
inside the oven with
the shelves - what are
they for?

These new models have two stability chains fitted to the
back of the cooker.

The hooks are provided to be drilled into the wall behind
the cooker to attach the stability chains to.

If you already had hooks in the wall from your previous
cooker, the installer may have re-used those hooks which is
why the new ones are still in the packaging.

If in doubt, please consult your installer.

The main oven does
not seem to return to
manual mode after |
have used automatic
cooking.

When the oven heating switches off at the end of semi-
automatic cooking or fully-automatic cooking, turn the
main oven function and temperature control dials back to
the off position.

Then press the middle function key LI on the timer to
silence the alarm and return the timer to manual mode.

The grill seems to be
taking a long time to
cook.

Please ensure that the door is kept closed during grilling
to keep the heat in for better grilling results and energy-
efficiency.

For best results , please pre-heat the grill for 3-5 minutes
before use, and position the food on the grill pan trivet
using a suitable shelf position which brings the food close
to the grill element without the food touching the grill
element.

The oven lamps are not
working.

Please refer to the section on changing the lightbulb. [33]
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The oven seems to be
overheating.

Please ensure that the oven control knob has been turned
to the required temperature.

When using the conventional oven setting, place the food
on the middle shelf position. The oven will be hotter at the
top.

When using the fanned oven setting, please remember that
the temperature will need to be reduced by about 20°C
and the duration reduced a little compared to conventional
oven cooking instructions.

The oven seems to be
under-heating.

Please ensure that the oven control knob has been turned
to the required temperature.

When using the conventional oven setting, place the food
on the middle shelf position. The oven will be cooler at the
bottom.

When using the conventional oven setting, pre-heat the
oven for 10-15 minutes prior to use.

Check that the door is closing and sealing well, and that the
door seal is in good condition.

Ensure that any additional tins and trays which are not
being used are removed from the oven before cooking.

Use good quality bakeware with a dull, matt finish; avoid
bakeware with a shiny silver finish.

There is a strange
smell / a little smoke
produced when using
the oven for the first
time.

This is normal. The oils used to protect the oven cavity
during storage of the appliance are being burnt off.

Heat the oven empty for around 30 minutes at around
180°C to allow the smell / smoke to dissipate. Open the
kitchen window(s) during this procedure.
