The intended use and ambient conditions for this TV

This TV is intended for the rendering of video and audio signals, on a table-top or wall-
mounted, in a home or office environment. It must not be used in rooms with a high level
of humidity or dust concentration. The warranty is only valid if used as intended by the
manufacturer.

High humidity and dust concentration may lead to current leaks in the device. To

reduce the risk of fire or electrical shock:

- Do not expose this unit to rain, moisture, dripping or splashing water, and do not
place objects filled with liquids, such as vases, cups, etc. on or over the unit.

B Moving/Transportation

Before moving this TV, disconnect all cables
and move in the vertical position only. Grasp
the device on the upper and lower edges of the
frame.

- Do not press or put stress on the front
panel of the TV. It may take two or more
people to carry larger TVs.

If you have to briefly lay down the TV, place the
unit with its entire front surface lying flat on soft
material.

The LED screen is made of glass and can
break if is not handled properly. Always wear
rubber gloves to carry the unit. If the LED
screen is damaged, liquid crystal might leak
out. In case of skin contact, immediately rinse
thoroughly with water.

B Power Supply

Incorrect voltages can damage the TV. Only
connect this unit to a power supply with the
correct voltage and frequency noted on the
type plate, using the supplied power cable.

The power plug must be easily accessible so
that the device can be disconnected at all time.
The unit is live, even if in standby mode, as
long as the unit is connected to a power outlet.

It is recommended that this unit is placed on a
dedicated circuit.

- Do not overload the power outlets by
connect too many appliances to the same
outlet. Overloaded wall outlets, extension
cords, etc. are dangerous and can result in
electric shock and fire.

- Switch off the television after use and unplug
it if it is not going to be used for.

After power off, don't turn it on again in 5 seconds.

W Set-up

Check that the location is suitable to bear the
load of the TV. Place on a level, sturdy and
horizontal base. Ensure that the unit does not
hang over the edge of the base when placed in
or on furniture. If placed on a cart, use caution
when moving to avoid the unit from tipping over.

- Choose a good location for the television, in a
clean place, away from sources of heat (sun,
radiators, fireplaces), plants (pollen, dust,
water) and the ground (risk of knocks, dust).

- Place the unit in a normal upright horizontal
position. It must never be operated
vertically, lying flat or hanging overhead
from the ceiling.

When mounting the TV on a wall, follow the
instructions supplied with the wall-mount, make
sure not to install the TV by hanging the power
and signal cables on the back of the TV.

B Air ventilation and high
temperatures

Install your TV only where there is proper
ventilation, and ensure that there is at least 10
cm free space on the sides and 20 cm above
the unit for air circulation. Excessive heat and
obstruction of ventilation could lead to fire or
early failure of some electric components.

After the installation is completed, make sure the TV is steady on a table or firmly attached
to a wall mount, before removing all protective film, if any.

b Installing the stand

Follow the illustrations and textual instructions below to complete the installation steps:

1. Take out base stand(including Part A and Part B), screws and side cushions. Place
the side cushions as the illustration shows below.

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2. Two people stand on each side of the TV. Hold the side of the TV with one hand
and hold the bottom with the other hand. Lift and move the TV vertically to the side
cushions. Do not pinch the screen when hold the TV.

3. Take out the base stand Part A and open it from top, then separate it into Part a1
and Part a2. And you will find two M4x8 screws.




4. Secure Part a1 to base stand Part B with four M5%x16 screws tightly.

5. Secure the two M4x8 screws to
screw holes on the back of TV as the
illustration shows.

6. Hang the assembled Part a1 and Part B to the two M4x8 screws you have secured
to the TV, then secure the assembled part to TV with four M5x16 screws. You can
adjust the height of base stand to H1 or H2. For H1, secure screws to four hole 1.
For H2, secure screws to four hole 2.
